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The Papacy.

Should the present illness of Pope
Pius IX. prove fatal there will be as
great a contest over the choice of a suc-
cessor asif the Papacy had not been
shorn of its temporal power. The Pope,
although no longer a dictator to Govern-
ments, has great influenee over the
Catholic masses, and every government
with & considerable number of Catholic
subjects is deeply interested in the
choioe of the successor‘of Pius IX. The
-great quesiion is whether he shall be a
man of liberal ideas, willing to allow
governments to manage their own tem-
poral affairs, or whether he will be an
Ultramontane continually intermeddling
with affairs outside of his spiritual jur-
isdiction. The statesmen of Germany
and Italy are the most powerful and
most earnest champions of liberalism,
while -thie Bourbons and the most pow-
erful influences within the Church are
the upholders of the reactionary policy
of the present Pontiff and will struggle
hard to secure an exponentof their ideds
as his successor. The College of Cardi-
nals is composed principally of Italians;
but the influences that operfite for'the
choice of a Pope come frqm every coun-
try. England will, no doubt, take mea-
sures to make her influence felt among
the Cardinals when the time comes.

We have grave doubts, however, 0
the policy of interfering. No matter

| what influence elevates a man to the

position, and no matter what that man’s
ecolesiastical record may be, he is sure
to seek to uphold and to attempt to en-

1 force the historic pretensions of the
$ 350"

Papacy. He will not cease to -agitate
for the restoration of the temporal
sovereignty of which his predecessor
was deprived, he will not surrender the
doctrine of infallibility, and he will con-
tinue to teach that the true Catholic’s
first duty is to the church and the sec-
ond to his country. The present Pope
was a liberal when he first sat in the
Chair of St. Peter, and manifested a
disposition to move in harmony with
the progressive ideas of the age, but he
soon discovered, or fancied that he
discovered, that the ideas ~of the
age were subversive of true religion as
promulgated from Rome, and he has
tinde unceasing - war during his long
reign against all that the world consid-

| ers progress. Friendly dynasties have

been overthrown, his temporal power
has been taken away, but he is firmer
"shan ever in enforcing the doctrines
that once made Roman Pontiffs the ab-
solute rulers of kings and the arbiters
of the fate of nations.

- A Brilliant Prospect for Amateur
Oarsmen.

New YORk, April 15.
A project is on foot for & grand inter-
national regatta on Pleasure Bay and
Shrewsbury River during the approach-
ing season, which, if carried out on the
magnificent scale contemplated by its
originators, will mark a new era in the
history of boating. in this country. The
design has the merit of ambition. The
Oxford and Cambridge University crews
of England, the famous London Rewing
Club and any amateur erews in any
country which may desire to visit us are
to be invited and to be allowed to con-
tend in races open to all nations for
single sculls, pairs, four, six and eight

oars, as the case may be. As a novel

feature of the great regetta Venice is to
be invited to send over two or more gon-

dolas, with picked men,so that we maybe-
hold on the placid waters of Pleasure Bay a
contest such as has never before been
witnessed on this side of the *Atlantic.
Our foreign visitors will be repaid by the
sight of canoe races, and, it is hoped, of
a race between boats and boatmen of
Japan. A sufficient sum of money is to
be raised by subscription to afford a
pumber of prizes well worth contending
for, and it is probable that with one ex-
ception the prizes will be paid in money,
so that the successful crew can either use
it to pay their expenses or invest it in
such a trophy as may suit their taste, ac-
cording as economy Or the love of honor
may prompt. .

No better waters than those of Pleasure
Bay and Shrewsbury River could be se-
lected for such an enterprise. The sur-
rounding heights afford ample accommo-
dation for tens of thousands of spectators.
and the easy distance from New York
and the ample facilities of travel would
attract to the regatta such swarms as
are accustomed to pour out of London
down the banks of the Thames ov the
occasion of a university boat race. The
accommodations at Long Branch are to
be largely inareased this Smmmer, and
already a splendid new steamer is ready
for the line, while a monster ferryboat
for freight trains, now nearly completed,
is to be fitted with an upper saloon capa-
ble of accommodating four thousand
persons.

Intemperafce and Lafe Insurance.

Does habithal intemperance vitiate a
policy of life insurance? A case involv-
ing this question has just been tried in
one of the courts of Cincinnati. The ad-
ministrator of one Francis M. Davidson,
deceased, sued the Mutual Benefit Life
Insurance Company to recover $5,000 un
der his policy of insurance.

The compaiy resisted the payment on
the ground that Davidson had died in

consequence of intemperate habits ; and

: o X
Conflding natures are €ver peing im*

they set up the following declaration
made by the deceased in applying for in-
surance: “I do not, nor will I practise
any bad or vicious habit that tends to

dshorten life.” This they contended was

an untrue declaration. In regard to this

clause, which was made a part of the
policy, the Court charged the jury that it
was a warranty, and unless it was liter-
ally true, and continued to be so, the
plaintiff was not entitled to recover.

The terms of warranty were that the
applicant “did notand would not practice
any bad or vicicus habits that tended to
the shortening of life. The jury would
therefore consider whether or not, at the
time of the application, or afterward, the
deccased indulged to an extent amount-
ing to a habit in the use of intoxicating
liquors; and if so, whether this were a
bad or vicious habit which tended to the
shortening of life.” In defining the
meaning of the word habit the court in-
structed the jury that the frequent drink-
ing of spirits leads to habits of intemper-
ance, and that if they found from the
evidence that the deceased, at the time
the application was made, ‘or subsequent-
ly, had an appetite for intoxicating
drinks to such an extent that a single in-
dulgence necessarily incited Him to a re-
petition of it, and led him into sprees,
and these spreés were frequent, and
rendered him incapable of controlling his
appetite while they continued, then, al-
though there were intervals in which he
remained entirely sober, there was sucha
repetition of acts of drinking as amounted
to a habit,and if this wasa bad or vicious
habit which tended to the shortening of
life, the defendant would be entitled to a
verdict. Other points relating to the hab-
its of the deceased were reviewed by the
Court, the principle being maintained
that if the person insured had misrepre-
sented his mode of life or had indulged
in intemperate habits, his policy was in-
validated.

The Insolvency Acte-The Grand
Trunk.
OTTAWA, April 17.

Mr. Domville introduced a bill to in-
corporate the Canada Marine Insurance
Co., and Mr. Palmer a bill to amend and
continue the Insolvency Act.

The opposi-
tion to it is led by Cauchon, who is Pre-

_sident of roads that compete ‘with the
Grand Trunk. The bitterness of his
speech yesterday will help to carry the
bill. If the bill carry the Grand Trunk
will be made a narrow gauge with steel
rails.

- The British Crown Law Officers’
Opmion on the New Brunswick
School Law.

(Special to the Freeman).
OTTAWA, April 16.

The New Brunswick school papers were
brought down last night. It was found
that the Dominion Government sent .their
case to England before they sent it to
New Brunswick, and that the opinion of
the Law Officers was obtained immediate
ly. They seem to think that the Catholic
- claims restentirely onthe fact that speclgl

nts were given to some Catholic

schools, and they say that this does not
give them right to remedial legislation,
and they concur in the opinion of th:
Minister of Justice. . The remarks of the
New Brunswick Government were after-
wards sent home and submitted. and the
previous opinion was reiterated by the
Law Officers. The remarks on behalf of
the Catholics were subsequently sent
home. Lord Kimberley said that as the
opinion of the Law Officers was twice ob-
tained he thought it useless to submit
this unless the Canadian Government de-
sired it.

The Canadian Governmentin a Minute,
dated March 13th, usk that for the satis-
faction of the Catholics the remarks
should be submitted. The prabability
that any argument would cause the Law
Officers to- change an opinion twice given

seems small.
The Lord President of the Privy Coun-

cil also states that the cateé is not one to
be submitted to the Queén for action.
The Dominiou Government had the right
to disallow or approve of this measure
without reference to the Queen. He says
that the case may be ‘brouglit by appeal
from the decision of the Local Courts.
