" Many dogs go mad, particularly in
New York, during the firstmonths of the
hot season of each year, and persons die
annually gs the result of being bitten by
the diseased canines. The alarm that
has been caunsed is altogether out of pro-
portion to the number of fatalities, more
persons dying from delirtam éremens
e~ery week than from hydrophobia
every year, and must be attributed to
the mysterious and horvible nature
of the disease produced by the dogs.
Hundreds of dogs are gathered up on
the streets and killed by the aunthorities,
and still the slanghter is unsbated. The
medico-pscychologists are hard at work
making experiments, deducing theories,
and secking remedies, differing widely
as to the nature of the disease, its ope-
ration, and the treatment that should be
given those afflicted with it. One au-
thority professes to extract the poison
firom the system by a course of Turkish
baths, and it is claimed that a cure has
actmally beem effected im this manner.
Asealy part of those bittem by mad
dogs are immoculated with the poisom,
and as many of the deaths that have
followed bites from dogs are sapposed
to have been the result of fesr, it is hard
to establish an undoubied case of care.
