TO THE MEMBERS OF THE WESLEYAN METHODIST CHURCH OF 
EASTERN BRITISH AMERICA.

DEARLY Beloved Brethren :

Providentially permitted again to assemble ourselves 
together for Conferential deliberation on all matters pertain­
ing to the well-being of our Church, we eagerly and joyfully 
hasten to renew, in our collective capacity, our pastoral inter­
course with you. Deep and abiding is our sympathy with all 
that concerns you. A thousand tendrils and ties unite our 
interests with yours. We share with you the same spiritual 
baptism, and the same pure scriptural creed; wo walk the 
courts of the same sanctuaries, and fall prostrate together 
before the same altars. Our voices blend in the gushing 
raptures of the same holy song, and our memories of the gar­
den. the cross, and the tomb, melt and mingle in the same 
sacramental joy. Side by side with you we fight the good 
light of faith—hand in hand with you we traverse the great 
and terrible deserts, or ford the deep dark waters, which lie 
between us and the promised land. Our trials are similar, 
our triumphs are mutual,-we pity and pray with you in the 
darkened chamber where your loved ones suffer ; we tearfully 
mourn with you on the brink of the fast-filling graves where 
your sainted-ones slumber. We live for God and you. 
Gladly do we avail ourselves of this opportunity collectively 
to say, what we trust by our sympathy and labors individu­
ally to prove, that we love you in Christ Jesus, and that 
your prosperity and happiness lie near to our hearts.

Our Conferential session this year has been unusually 
interesting. Questions of much importance to the advance­
ment of the cause of God among us, have occupied our atten-

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tion. A refreshing spirit of candor and frankness—a free, 
genial interchange of thought and sentiment, have marked 
the discussions, through which our deliberations have been 
guided to definite conclusions. The religious services held 
during our session have been spiritual, edifying, and stimulat­
ing, in a high degree; in some instances, they have been 
distinguished bv unusual power from above, and the richest 
unction of the Holy Ghost.

Two members of our body, while yet in their early man­
hood, for whom a long career of usefulness might have been 
expected, have been removed from us, since last we met, by 
a death peaceful and triumphant. By their removal from 
the vineyard of the Lord, we feel ourselves imperatively 
admonished to work with increased faithfulness and diligence 
while it is called to-day.

Some of our Circuits have been, during the year, blessed 
with very gracious revivals of religion, in which many preci­
ous souls have found the pearl of great price. We arc 
enabled to report a nett addition of 330 to our membership, 
and 1,553 on trial; and the general state of our work is 
highly encouraging. Yet, for how much more glorious mani­
festations of Divine power—for how much wider an extension 
of Christ’s blessed cause are we not commanded to pray and 
toil, and privileged to hope and believe! May the Lord 
speedily make you a hundred fold more than you are.

To realize so desirable a consummation, it behoveth us 
rightly to estimate the grave responsibilities under which we 
live, and duly to value the privileges and opportunities with 
which we are entrusted by the Head of the Church. The mem­
bers of no other section of the Church universal bear weightier 
responsibilities than do we ; for the members of no other 
Christian community rival us in our possession of an admira­
ble ecclesiastical polity, and of manifold and most precious 
means of grace—wondrous aids to personal advancement 
along the way of holiness. Both the abstract and the prac­
tical value of the various forms of Christian polity and 
doctrine, are to be determined by their soul-saving and soul­
training capacities and performance. Christian communities 
exist for the accomplishment of a two-fold purpose : to mate 
aggressions upon the world of darkness and of sin, and to 
secure a full and harmonious spiritual self-development of
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their membership—to bring men to the knowledge of Jesus, 
and to incite them in reaching the highest attainments in the 
Divine life. Judged by tests thus supplied, Methodism, 
among her Christian sisters stands pre-eminent—unrivalled, 
as well for her success in winning men to Christ as for train­
ing them for the enjoyment of His presence in heaven. Let 
us see to it, dear brethren, that we both prize and profit by 
our peerless religious advantages. We affectionately exhort 
you ever to remember the relation which time bears to eter­
nity. In your affluence and in your poverty—in your pros­
perity and in your adversity—in your cares, anxieties and 
disappointments—in your pleasures, your joys, your suc­
cesses—amid all the many checquered scenes that give cha­
racter and variety to life, oh ! keep it in your memory, bright 
and fresh, that no acquisition is a gain to you that deadens 
the fervor of your love to God ; and that no deprivation can 
be a loss to you if it leaves your title to the heavenly inherit­
ance unweakened, and your meetness for its enjoyment 
undiminished. Let the toil and weariness, the strife and 
sorrow of this world that passeth away, render more dear to 
you the love of Jesus and the hope of heaven. Ye know 
your calling, Brethren, its lofty aims, its glowing incentives, 
its blissful rewards! To glorify Cod, to know the Saviour, 
to diffuse the sweet fragrance of His exalted name, is your 
heaven-appointed work. To be washed in the all-cleansing 
blood, to be assimilated to the Divine image, to hold uninter­
rupted fellowship through the Spirit with the Father and the 
Son, to be filled with all the fullness of God, is your blood- 
bought privilege, ratified by a covenant well ordered and 
sure.

We beseech you to walk worthy of your high vocation. 
Allow no talent to be misused or unused ; no promised bless­
ing to remain untasted ; no duty to continue undischarged. 
Live in God. Live for God.

But while your principal work, and your primal solicitude 
should ever be to fulfil your own obligations to God, and to 
make your own calling and election sure, how claimant and 
imperious is the demand upon you, in behalf of a race 
perishing in its misery for lack of truth and grace ! Its wail 
of anguish is gone out through all the earth, and there is no 
speech nor language where their piercing cry is not heard.
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supplications, prayers, and intercessions will be made for all 
men ; for this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our 
Saviour, who gave himself a ransom for all. Nevertheless, 
in the sphere more immediately accessible to you in your own 
land, in your own Church, in your own families, your great 
opportunities for usefulness will be found ; and here your 
evangelistic labors and holy living and earnest prayers may 
all combine to render your success both certain and large. 
Strive, we beseech you, to maintain all the general institu­
tions of our Church in the greatest possible efficiency, and all 
the local means of grace among you in a state of the greatest 
possible spirituality and vigor. Where co-operation is needed, 
give it unstintingly. Where your individual effort is requir- 
ed, put it forth cheerfully and manfully. For doing good, 
Methodism is not more distinguished by its power and facility. 
in combined movements, than by its freedom of individual •‘ 
action. With an ecclesiastical system better adapted than any 
other on earth at once to conquer and consolidate, to secure 
world-wide expansion and internal developement of the 
highest type of Christian excellence, let us perform our 
respective parts with intelligence, and courage, and faith.

There is one department of your duty, upon the faithful 
performance of which the future of our Church largely de­
pends, to which we most earnestly entreat your prayerful and 
continued attention—the godly training and Christian nur­
ture of your children. The importance of this duty cannot be 
over-rated. Considerations alike solemn and tender bind 
you to its faithful performance. The promise is unto you 
and your children. Your well-directed labor in this field 
cannot fail to be followed, in due time, by the desired suc­
cess. Aim definitely and directly from the beginning to 
secure, at the earliest moment possible, the conversion of your 
children. Let no loveliness of person, no sweetness of dispo­
sition, no brightness of mental promise, no amiability of gen­
eral character, on their part, lead you to forget they must be

We entreat you, moreover, to train your 
children carefully to an intelligent appreciation of our wise 
and admirable economy, our beautiful and Scriptural Theolo­
gy, and our glorious and providential mission to the world.

• In faithfully and successfully discharging these high duties, 
you will, at the same time, be conferring lasting benefits 
upon your children, and rendering most valuable service to 
the Church of your choice and love. You will be greatly 
assisted in this necessary work, if with provident liberality 
you procure for your families a sufficient supply of that sound, 
healthful, noble Wesleyan literature, which our Book-Room 
at Halifax, still under the management of our esteamed and 
active Brother, Rey. C. Churchill, A. M., can bountifully 
furnish. Not less helpful to you. or less beneficial to our 
Church will it be, to introduce the Provincial Wesiei/an into 
all your families, that the current events which bring sadness, 
solicitude or joy, to our denomination, may be familiar as 
household words around your firesides.

You will be gratified to learn that the Theological Insti­
tute at Sackville, designed to aid in the preparation of our 
young Ministerial Candidates for the better discharge of 
their sacred duties, has won for itself an incipient success, in 
the hands of our gifteil brother, Rev. C. DeWolfe, A. M., 
upon whose prelections, during the year, quite a number of 
young men, prosecuting their literary studies in the Sackville 
Academy, have been in attendance. The Rev. C. De Wolfe

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is re-appointed Theological Professor this year, and will enter 
upon his important functions with auspicious omens. We 
commend this enterprise to your sympathy and prayers. We 
trust, notwithstanding the pressure of these disastrous times, 
that the endowment of this Professorship will be speedily and 
satisfactorily completed.

You will also be delighted to know that our Academical 
Institutions at Sackville have enjoyed a year of decided 
prosperity.. They have been very largely patronised, and 
have never been in a more healthful and vigorous condition 
than during the past year. Great and growing is our obliga­
tion to these most excellent Institutions. We exult in their 
efficiency and deservedly high character ; and wo cordially, 
confidently and earnestly recommend them to your undivided 
patronage. But, deeply as we are indebted to those Institu­
tions, for the benefits they have conferred on our country and 
our Church ; and grateful as we have felt, and increasingly 
feel for their success, many of us have long been convinced 
that the welfare of our Church imperatively demands an 
extension of the educational facilities of the Male Branch at 
Mt. Allison, in order that the young men of our communion, 
desirous of obtaining a thorough Collegiate Education, or 
might easily be induced to seek it to our and their lasting 
advantage, may be able to obtain this precious boon from our 
hands, under those religious safeguards which wo deem in­
dispensable to Christian Collegiate Education. Three years 
ago this Conference recorded its judgment in favor of eleva­
ting the educational status of Sackville Academy, and 
approved a plan adapted to secure this desirable result. Sub­
sequently it was deemed expedient to postpone action in this 
direction for a time, and to combine our energies in the 
establishment of a Theological Professorship. Now, how­
ever, after lengthened and most careful deliberation, wo have 
unanimously resolved that we ought no longer to delay such 
action in this matter, as may be provident and practicable, 
tending to meet the educational necessity which we feel to 
exist. We earnestly implore a continuance of that divine 
favour which has smiled upon all our educational enterprises 
hitherto.

In conclusion, we beseech you, dear brethren, to join us in 
our supplications at the throne of the heavenly grace, that the
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ecclesiastical year upon which we are about to enter, may be 
renowned in our annals as a great revival year.—We shall 
quickly be among you again at our destined posts of duty. 
Pray that we may come to you in the fulness of the blessings 
of the Gospel of peace ; and may the God of peace make you 
perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you 
that which is well pleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ, 
to whom be glory for ever, and ever. Amen. C

THE CONFERENCE OF THE WESLEYAN METHODIST 
CHURCH IN EASTERN BRITISH AMERICA.—(1860.)

Rev. and DEAR BRETHREN :

And 
so long as you justify the confidence it is now our comfort to 
repose in you, by the faithful preaching of an unadulterated 
Gospel, the maintenance of our godly discipline, the use of 
our established arrangements for Christian fellowship, and 
your steadfast fidelity in keeping the trust committed to your 
charge, it will always be our delight to glorify God in you, 
and to evidence our deep interest in your career of Apostolic 
toil.

We mention, with unfeigned gratitude to the God of nil 
grace, that in all our borders we have been blessed with 
peace. Our unity has been strength. It has been well 
pleasing to God, and beneficial to man. Copious outpour- 
ings of the Holy Spirit have been vouchsafed. Not only has 
it pleased the Great Head of the Church to give us that 
large accession to our numbers to which you allude : vast 
multitudes have been turned “ from darkness to light, and 
from the power of Satan unto God,” and have received

We rejoice that, in common with your fellow-subjects, you 
have bad the opportunity of manifesting your long-tried 
loyalty to the Royal and Protestant House of Brunswick, 
and your attachment to the most illustrious member of that 
House, our gracious Sovereign, the Queen, in the reception
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which you have given to her eldest son, the Heir Apparent 
to her Throne.

And now, dear brethren, wo earnestly pray that the hand 
of the Lord may be with you always, sustaining you in trial, 
and assisting you in duty ; and that, through you, great 
numbers may believe, and be turned to the Lord.

\ Of THE 

CONFERENCE OF THE WESLEYAN METHODIST 
CHURCH OF EASTERN BRITISH AMERICA,

Reverend and Beloved Fathers and Brethren :

Being now assembled in our annual Conference, we have 
heard the Reply from your venerable body to our last Ad­
dress, with unfeigned satisfaction, and with unmingled joy.

As the youngest sister of the great Conferential family, 
and having been favored with many proofs of parental solici­
tude and tender regard for our welfare, we still cling to you 
with all the ardour and fondness of youthful affection, and we 
trust that our future course, and steadfast fidelity to the great 
trust we have received, will ever justify that confidence which 
you now repose in us, and that nothing shall ever transpire 
to diminish that heart-felt joy and satisfaction with which we 
turn to the ancestral home of our beloved Methodism.

We have watched with peculiar interest the unceasing evi­
dence of strength, of unity, of vitality, of Apostolic effort and 
of soul-saving power, which are exhibited in your midst. 
The great heart-throbbings of British Methodism send their 
pulsations of life through every part of our Provincial work, 
and their vibrations have stirred our hearts to deeper love 
and to holier zeal.

We sympathize with you in noble evangelistic enterprise, 
we magnify “the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ” which 
hath constrained you to enlarged effort;, we admire the effec­
tiveness of your agencies, we are strengthened by your exam­
ple, we are honored in your triumphs, and wo would endea-

leir Apparent
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vor in our own sphere " to walk by the some rule and to 
mind the same things.”

“ We have heard with our ears and our fathers have told 
us of the work done in their days and in the old time before 
them,” and we are convinced that the ancient glory of Wes­
leyan Methodism hath not departed, but that men imbued 
with the same spirit as her venerable Founder still live to 
minister in her sanctuaries, to guide her deliberations, and to 
conduct her noble enterprises to triumphant success. Ear­
nestly do we pray, and ardently hope, that she will continue 
faithful to her vocation, " renewing her youth like the eagle,” 
until she fold within her bosom those neglected masses which 
throng the towns and cities of the British Isles.

It is to us, at this time, when men of acknowled scholar­
ship, and possessing the prestige of high ecclesiastical position, 
are found repudiating the distinctive teachings of the Chris­
tian faith, a matter of great joy that our system of evangelical 
doctrine is so well defined, and so firmly established. “If the 
foundations be destroyed what can the righteous do? ”

We have endeavored to prove faithful to the trust which we 
have received in the preaching of “ an unadulterated Gospel ;" 
never can wc compromise, or keep in the back-ground, the 
great central truths of. our holy religion. “ But God forbid 
that we should glory save in the Cross of our Lord Jesus 
Christ.” Nor can we conscienciously yield to that pressing 
demand which is being made for sensational preaching.

While endeavoring to adapt, as far as possible, our pulpit 
ministrations to the popular mind, yet we increasingly feel 
the importance of retaining their evangelical character. “ If 
any man speak, let him speak as the oracles of God.”

We arc also deeply impressed with the importance of main­
taining our “Godly discipline,” and “the use of our estab­
lished arrangements for Church fellowship ; ” wc believe in 
their Scriptural character and in their adaptation to promote 
the power and efficiency of our Church, and the personal 
piety of our membership,—they have been well tested in their 
great principles, by long and tried experience, and sanctioned 
by the Great Head of the Church with visible and continued 
approbation in the bestowment of spiritual blessing.

During the past year wc have been favored in various 
parts of our widely-extended field with abundant outpourings
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Our sphere of labor is enlarging—new doors are opening. 
The Macedonian cry comes to us from many a fine field, and 
from many a sparsely populated district within the bounds of 
our Conference. We are aware that our resources are limit­
ed, and that increased agencies will augment our responsibili­
ties, but our love for the souls of these who ask from us the 
bread of life, our sympathy with the great purposes of the 
Divine Redeemer, and our faith in the mission of Methodism, 
urge us onward, even though for a time at an increased pecu­
niary sacrifice by those Ministers already engaged in the 
work.

The Lord of the Harvest is sending forth laborers for the 
whitened fields. Nine of our young men, who have honor­
ably passed their probation, and who have “ witnessed a good 
confession before many witnesses,” have been consecrated to 
the full work of the Ministerial office, and sixteen young men 
have been received on trial as candidates for the ministry of 
our Church.

Being satisfied of the importance of an extensive theological 
training, as well as of mental culture, for the work of the 
Sacred Ministry, we have been actively engaged in the estab­
lishment of a Theological Institution, and have appointed the 
Rev. C. DeWolfe, A. M., one of our most accomplished 
scholars, and best theologians, as Professor of Theology.

Our Educational Institutions at Mount Allison have never, 
perhaps, stood so high in efficiency, in prosperity, or in 
acknowledged excellence, as at the present time. It has 
been unanimously resolved that, in addition to the Academie 
department, arrangements shall be made by increasing the
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staff of Professors and otherwise, for conducting the Students 
through an entire course of Collegiate instruction.

We would endeavor to express to our Fathers and Brethren 
our sense of the favor conferred upon us, as a youthful Con- 
nexion, at a critical period of our history, and when questions 
of momentous interest to our Church in these Colonies were 
awaiting decision, in the appointment of the Rev. W. B. 
Boyce to be President of our Conference. Mr. Boyce was 
not unknown to us ; in connection with the Kaffir Missions, 
and the Australasian Conference, his name was familiar. 
But his ability in presiding over our deliberations, practical 
sagacity, clear insight into the most intricate details of busi­
ness, and thorough acquaintance with every subject bearing 
upon our entire economy, have exceeded our most sanguine 
anticipations.

We have also been favored with the presence of a deputa­
tion from our elder sister Conference in Canada, consisting of 
the Rev. Dr. Stinson, President, Rev. Richard Jones, 
Co-Delegate, and Rev. John Gemley, Secretary of the Cana­
dian Conference. The presence of these honored Ministers 
of Christ has been a source of great encouragement to us. 
We have been delighted with their able and richly evangeli­
cal ministrations in the pulpit ; we have greatly profited by 
their counsels and admonitions ; while their narrations of 
early struggles, of rapid progress, of glorious triumphs, and 
of future prospects, have tended to confirm our confidence, 
and to deepen our conviction in the wisdom and excellence of 
our ecclesiastical system, and in the future destiny of Wes­
leyan Methodism.

We have great pleasure in requesting that the Rev. H. 
Pickard, D. D., to whose faithful labors, sound judgment, 
and high integrity of character, we are deeply indebted, 
may be President, and that the Rev. Charles DeWolfe, 
A. M., may be Co-Delegate, during the ensuing year.

Having been informed that our beloved President, the 
Rev. Mr. Boyce, cannot be in England in time to repre­
sent us, we request that the Rey. Wm. Arthur, A. M., 
be our representative at the British Conference.

We cannot refrain from expressing our deep sense of 
the loss sustained by you in the recent death of one of 
the Princes of our Israel—one whose connection with the
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Missionary work of our Church, hath made his name as 
an household word in the families of Methodism, and whose 
catholicity of spirit, and munificent generosity in the support 
of every good cause, are spoken of in all the Churches— 
Thomas Farmer, Esq. “ lie rests from his labors, and 
his works do follow him.”

Reverend and beloved Fathers and Brethren, allow us 
still a place in your pleadings and supplications with the 
Angel of the Covenant, that our hearts may be baptized 
into profounder sympathy with the sublime purposes of 
redeeming mercy—that wo may be faithful to the ministry 
which wo have received of the Lord Jesus, and that the 
righteousness of our Zion “ may go forth as brightness, and 
her salvation as a lamp that burneth.”

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ADDRESS
OF THE

CANADA CONFERENCE TO THE CONFERENCE OF 
EASTERN BRITISH AMERICA.

REVEREND and DEAR BRETHREN :

Anxious to perpetuate the fraternal union and intercourse 
which have been auspiciously begun between the two Confer­
ences of the Wesleyan Methodist Church in British America, 
we again present to you our Christian congratulations and 
peaceful greetings. The great and glorious work in which 
we are engaged, in its essential features, is alike in all places, 
and wc have but one grand remedy to propose for the radical 
evils of fallen human nature. “ God forbid that we should 
glory save in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ.” In these 
days of speculative error ami vain philosophy, we rejoice, not 
so much in the strength and symmetry of our ecclesiastical 
constitution as in the clear and well defined system of doc­
trine which has been transmitted to us from our fathers—the 
same which the Apostles of our Lord delighted to proclaim, 
and which is still accompanied with the Holy Ghost sent 
down from heaven—resulting in the edification of believers 
and in the conversion of sinners.

Our religious state and the prospects of the work within 
the bounds of this Conference will be more fitly conveyed to 
you by the beloved brethren whom we have appointed as 
delegates to attend your Conference.
