DUKE DISAPPEARS.

The Duke of Solferino 
has disappeared, and more than 100 
workmen have left Berga for a destin­
ation not disclosed.

TOWNS DESTROYED.
Further details regarding the earth­

quake of Monday last show that San 
Casimiro, Oua and Oharaliano, in 
Venezuela were entirely destroyed. An 
islet situated at the mouth of the 
Never! River has disappeared. At 
Tacarigua, Broohi-co and Curiee the 
damage done was considerable. There 
are many dead and injured.

100.000 MINERS O'N STRIKE.
'New York, Nov. 1.—The outlook for 

social and political disturbances in

London, Oct. 31.—Intelligence has 
reached Pretoria that Commandajit- 
Gen. Botha Is marching with a strong 
force to invade Cape Colony, near | 
Kenhardt, where, it ts said, the irre­
concilable Boers are ready to join him.

The Cape Town correspondent of the 
Daily Mail comments upon astonish­
ing outbursts of Boer activity, and 
points to the possibility of the Boers 
having been considerably reinforced. 
Complaints are being heard in Cape 
Town, he 'asserts, regarding the “pre­
mature disbanding and dispensing with 
the services of the various volunteer 
forces.”

Gen. Brabant, who has 'been appoint­
ed to superintend the recruiting of the 
Cape irregular forces, appeals to the 
men to come forward, alleging that 
under present conditions anything like 
a general return cf refugees is im­
possible.

A Mail correspondent says he learns 
on the highest authority that the late 
Prince Christian Victor was playing 
cricket early last week, and that he 
was then congratulated upon his rapid 
recovery from enteric fever.

A dispatch to the Standard from 
Pretoria says that owing to the unex­
pected difficulty in obtaining recruits 
for Gen. Baden-Powell’s new Trans­
vaal police, It has been found impos­
sible to disband several of the colonial 
volunteer corps, though the volunteers 
were told a few days ago that they 
would shortly toe allowed to return to 
their homes.

DROVE OUT THE BOERS. 
London, Oct. 31.—The war office has 

received the following dispatch from 
Lord Rotoerts, dated Johannesburg, Oct. 
30: “In consequence of the numerous 
attacks on the railway, Gen. Hunter 
drove the enemy out of Ventersburg, 
with slight opposition. Major Hanwell 
was mortally wounded.”

Another long casualty list has been 
received hy the war office. Lieut. Lord 
Grosvenor was wounded in the right 
tihigh during the fighting at Bethle­
hem.

Has Made Canada Kespeeted.
lAt the grand banquet given to 

Lord Strath-con a try the Toronto 
Board of Trade last night, the guest 
of the evening sa.d:

“And. now -as to the position of Eng­
land, what it was and what it is. 
Now, sir, I remember that only a 
very few years ago ail t.v-eo visit­
ing England, from Canada or from the 
colonies, as they were then regarded, 
were merely deemed worthy of being 
civil to. The feeling was ‘You are 
worthy and good people,’ but It was 
hardly thought wtxnth. while to cross 
from lone side of the street to the 
<y‘.her to recognize them. We know 
that our neighbors of the United 
States were thought of very highly in 
society. Was it so with, ourselves 
from Canada and from the other col­
onies, -as we had a. right to expect 
it would be then? (Cheers.)

“How is it today ? To be a Cana­
dian or to 'be a member of any colony 
is to have the .warmest good wishes 
of all -the British people. (Cheers.) 
The feeling that has gone forth to­
wards the colonies now, and which | 
is not, I feel assured, evanescent, is i 
one that is lasting and enduring. 
(Cheers.) While we arc first among 
those nations wdthin the empire, we 
are glad .to know that there is an­
other new-born nation, one which is j 
to take its place alongside of Can­
ada in tiie very near future. (Cheers.) 
The son of our gracious Queen goes 
over to -assist in the opening ceremon­
ies of that great confederation, and I 
trust that some member of the royal 
family who is representing her Ma­
jesty there may come also amen g us 
upon his return. (Cheers.) Many of 
you have been in the mother country 
and have had the best opportunities 
for knowing our English friends and 
fellow subjects, and we know that the 
feeling is now .that we should be re­
garded as one (people, as one great 
empire of Englishmen, no matter from 
what part of tire empire iwe sprang. 
(Cheers.)”

Yes, Canada is respected, in1 Great 
Britain and the world as it never was 
before, and the respect in which it is 
held has increased toy leaps and 
bounds under the Laurier Government 
and its preferential tariff.

Vast Growth of Cattle Trade.
This difference between the careless f 

neglect o<f the former Conservative 
Government and the energy and abil­
ity of the present Administration is 
strongly exemplified tn their dealings 
with the quarantine against Canadian 
cattle entering the United States. The ' 
quarantine had. «been in force since 

: February, 1S93, to the complete demor­
alization ctf the Canadian cattle trade, 
ending Dec. 31, 1896, Canada exported 
to the United States, ali told, 3,762 
cattle, receiving therefore $52,606. Hon. 
Sydney Fisher suieceeded ait once in 
having the quarantine removed, and 
during the three and one-half years 
since we have exported to the United 
States 301,073 cattle, for $4,377,852. Dur­
ing the fiscal year before the removal 
of the quarantine the average price 
received and fallen to $5 39 per head. 
During this last year the average 
price lias been $13 09, a gain of $7 70 
per head. The advantage is all the 
greater when it is remembered that 
many o>f these cattle were not suited 
for the English 'market, and. the 
opening up of a market for them 
meant even more to the Canadian far­
mers than the figures show. It is 
the export price that largely controls 
the price of cattle slaughtered and sold 
within the country, as well, making 
the gain to t'he farmers of Canada on 
the 1,100,000 cattle slaughtered or soil'd 
within the country during tire last year 

j $8,547,000 more than they would have 
received for the same cattle had the 
nSrollition of the quarantine not been 
effected by Mr. Fisher.

In addition, the value of tire stock ali 
over the Dominion had been en­
hanced. In the opinion of Mr. 
Ironsides, one of tire largest ex­
porters in the trade, tire added value 
resulting from die removal of the quar­
antine is at least $10 per head of all 
cattle now in the Dominion.

This means a total increase in the 
wealth of the farmers of over $50,000,- 
000, as the result of the removal of 
the quarantine effected by Hon. Mr. 
Fisher. The farmers are beginning to 
see tills, and Mr. Fisher is naturaJHy 
not in favor with the disappointed 
politicians Who allowed tire Canadian 

| entitle trade to go to ruin because they 
lacked either the will or the ability to 
have the quarantine removed.

South Middlesex.
The nomination at Delaware was a 

pleasant meeting. The speakers and 
the audience, by common consent, took 
the situation good-naturedly. It is, of 
course, a foregone conclusion that Mr. 
'McGugan will' be elected by a large 
-majority, but 1t is the duty of the 
supporters of the Government to poll 
the full vote.

Mr. McGugan made a practical 
speech, and covered all the questions 
so far raised by any opponents of the 
Government. He was aided in support­
ing his views by Messrs. Alexander 
Stuart and T. H. Purdom, -x 7

Mr. Judd attacked the Government, 
charging it with broken pledges, and 
promising, “when elected,” that he 
would do his duty to Reformers and 
Conservatives alike. Ho was support­
ed in his views by Messrs, Andrew 
Chisholm and B. T. Essery. Consider­
able amusement was introduced into 
the speeches, and if those present were 
not changed in their political opinions, 
they were pleased with their entertain­
ment, and the meeting closed with the 
usual cheers.

It helps the producer by gradually I 
increasing the incoming of British j 
goods, and so providing return freights I 
for the steamers that carry his stuff 
to the great, permanent, ever-'bungry 
British market. Till that is done on a j 
larger scale, our producers have to pay 
freights both ways.

It also helps 'the revenue, for the 
way to increase revenue is by low­
ering the taxes.

It also helps us as borrowers, for 
it has led Britain to include ours 
among the preferential securities in 
whir-h trustees must invest. Here is 
“a mutual preference" freely given 
to us, and along a line involving no 
disturbance to British trade. A solid 
preference It is, worth millions to us.

And it helps us, in other ways, by 
making the British public inclined to 
buy our stuff In preference to any 
otii r. If it helps Britain also, so much 
the better. We are in the same imper­
ial boat with her.

A Yankee Canard.
It is a noticeable fact that much of 

the ant i-Lib eral Mitera c-ure circ ulated 
by the Opposition is manufactured in 
the United States by s-u-ch anti-British 
papers as the New York Sun. The To­
ronto World, for example, confesses 
that while lit did not manufacture the 
anti-Tarte cablegram that has been

An honorable opponent would accept 
the statement of a Minister of the 
Crown that the report was a total 
misrepresentation of his views, out 
tiie Opposition have adopted the view 
that all is fair in political warfare, and 
keep repeating the falsehood in the 
hope that it may bring -their friends 
votes.

Old Liberals cannot afford to forget 
the treatment Alexander Mackenzie 
received from the Tory press and the 
Tory politicians. He was hunted and 
hounded from the day he took ollice 
until he was overthrown, five years 
later. The treatment Mr. Mackenzie 
received from his opponents forms one 
of the least creditable chapters in Can­
adian history, and exactly the same 
treatment Is measured, out to the Lib­
eral leaders of today. In fact, the 
Mail of today even outlies tiie Mail of 
twenty years ago. Here is what Mr. 
Mackenzie said in a letter to his bro­
ther, the late Charles Mackenzie, of 
the usage he received from, his oppon­
ents:

“I have given up all hope of obtain­
ing fair play from opposition leaders 
and papers. I have often determined 
not to notice some coarse falsehood, 
but have shortly afterwards found it 
doing service in a remote region, and 
have found also friends surprised that 
it was not contradicted. The Tories 
were always addicted ito this villain­
ous policy of slandering their oppon­
ents, and, no doubt, will continue to 
do so. . . . It is amazing with
how many an evil impression will re­
main, if the lies are allowed to run to 
any length unchecked, and yet I loathe 
touching such a business. This, and 
my natural disinclination to deal in 
personal charges or insinuations, al­
most sicken me of public life.”

After his defeat, Lord Duff crin thus 
wrote to Mr. Mackenzie:

“Whatever my personal convictions 
may be upon the general policy of 
your government, it would not, I sup­
pose, be proper that I should express 
them, even in a private letter ; but no 
consideration need preclude me from 
assuring you that, in my opinion, 
neither in England nor in Canada, has 
any public servant of the crown ad­
ministered. the affairs of the nation 
with a stricter integrity, with a purer 
patriotism, with a -ta-ore indefatigable 
industry than yourself, and though 
the chances of war have gone against 
you at the polls, you have the satis­
faction of knowing that your single- 
minded simplicity of purpose, firm­
ness and upright conduct have won 
fioir you alike the respect and good will 
of friends and foes.”

What Lord Duffer-in said to Mr. 
Mackenzie is the judgment of history. 
Since Iris death Mr. ' Mackenzie has 
been canonized by tiie Conservative 
press and politicians. Old Liberals 
who believed the slanders that were 
heaped upon him while he lived, and 
did not go to the polls, or voted- Con­
servative in 1878, received as compen­
sation from the Conservative leaders 
the scandalous gerrymander of 1882, 
which t'he Senate has refused to re­
peal, and the partisan franchise act 
which, in the form in which it was 
first presented to Parliament, was 
calculated to establish -the Tory poli­
ticians- in office for generations. If old 
Liberals want a second dose of this 
medicine they will vote for the Tapper 
candidate on Nov. 7.

Without attempting any oratorical 

effect, Air. llcGugan presented a num­
ber of logical arguments to assist the 
electors in deciding upon the party 
that should govern them for the next 
five years. Ko fri'lis of speech ob­
scured his facts. In 1878, he said, the 
putilic issue was a revenue tariff or 
protection, the policies of the Liberals 
and Conservatives respectively. For 
the eighteen years that followed, the 
Canadian people had the National Pol­
icy, which the Conservatives had 
claimed would work such wonders. It 
would build factories, make them busy, 
fill tile Northwest, and provide a 
home market for all farm products. 
The idea that the N. P. had provided 
a home market was disproven by the 
census returns of 1881 and 1891. It had 
been claimed for the National Policy 
that it would stop the exodus from the 
Dominion, keep immigrants 4n the 
country, make trade better, and, in 
fact, was a panacea for all evils; but 
in reality the eighteen years of Con­
servative rule had been years of stag­
nation, while the last four years were 
the most prosperous that Canada ever 
had. (Applause.) It was claimed by 

i the opposition that the decrease in the 
j tariff under Liberal rule had been al­

most Inappreciable. The best way to 
; learn the true facts was to examine 
i the customs tariff, which showed 
1 that with the decreased tariff, trade 
. had so Incfeased that the duty coliect- 
| ed In the Liberal term of power ex- 
j ceeded the amount that won id have 
: been collected under the National Pol- 
i Icy by $5.236,430. Under the 3ÎY6 per 
! cent preference it would increase still 
! more. By this means the Canadian 

consumer received the benefit from 
; the United States, as well as England,

Mr. McGugan warmly eulogized Hen, 

Mr. Sifton. whose department had been 
managed with .brilliant success. When 
he assumed control, immigration had 
ceased. He took steps to 'improve it 
wiiuh a resultant increase from 712 to 
19.000. (Applause.) His success was 
shown by the number of homesteads 
that had been taken up. In the five 
years that preceded the Liberal Ad- 
minis.ration, there were 4,964, and in 
the lust three years the number was 
12,626. (Applause.) The sale» of lands 
—which had increased from $719,000 in 
three years of Conservative rule to 
$4.022,000 during a corresponding period 
oif Liberal government—was another 
evidence of growth.

Mr. McGugan mentioned the excel­
lent work of Mr. Fielding in the de­
partment of finance. The course that 
he had pursued during the past four 
years was foreshadowed by the very 
first year he had control. The esti­
mates for that year had been prepar­
ed toy Mr. Foster, who- told him that 
he lhad prepared them with the expec­
tation of a deficit of three and a half 
million dollars. By dir. Fielding's skill- 
ful management, he had a deficit at 
the end of the year of $519,000, and 
since then he had entered upon a per­
iod of surpluses that totaled $14,581,461 
in three years.

To show the enormous growth of 
trade during the past four years, Mr. 
McGugan quoted several expressive 
figures. In 1896 the imports and ex­
ports amounted to $239,025,360, and in 
1899, $381.625,855, an increase during the 
four yeans of Liberal rule of $142,600,- 
49», or an average yearly increase of 
$35,650,123. Opposed to this, the total 
trade in 1S7S was $172,405,454, in 1SS6, 
$239,625,360. a total increase during 18 
years of Conservative rule of $66,619,- 
906, or an average yeariy increase of 
$3.071,106. The exports of agricultural 
products in 1878 were $32,025,611. and 
in 1896. $50,591,002, an increase during 
18 years of Conservative rule of $18,- 
562,391. During the four years of Lib­
eral rule the increase was $32,735,916. 
The total dutiable .imports from Great 
■Britain In 1898 were $22,566.479, and 
from the United States $380,639,360; in 
1899, they were $27,521,508 from Great 
Britain and $44,471,824, respective in­
creases of $4.965,021 and $6.407,824.

JOSE'PH C. JUDD.
Mr. Judd followed Mr. McGugan, and 

the audience laughed heartily when 
he announced that he wanted to con­
vince those present that he was the 
proper person to send to parliament 
from that, -riding; and another explo­
sion of merriment greeted his state­
ment that when he represented them 
in parliament after Nov. 7 they would 
find him just as good a representative 
as any they ever had. He proceeded 
to criticise Lite government for in­
creased expenditure, and increased tax­
ation. He added criticisms of the 
government’s trade policy, the estab­
lishment cf the preferential tariff, on 
the present basis, saying ‘that Canada 
etiouid get correspondingly substantial 
advantages; the claim that the govern­
ment had founded cold storage, alleg­
ing that Dr. Montague, one of the 
"nest,” had dtone it; the government's 
s'ale of binder twine and its supposed 
efforts to help raise the price of coal 
oil.
