*TWENTY GUNS CAPTURED. 

(Canadian Press.)HUN LOSSES 35,000
London, July 8, 2:01 p.m.—The operations of 

the British army on the Somme front, between the 
Ancre and Somme Rivers, have again been impeded 
by unusually heavy rain, the war office announced to­
day.

During the last few days the British have cap­
tured 20 guns and 51 machine guns.

BRITISH STILL GAINING.
With the aid of innumerable guns and waves of 

infantry, the British army continues to make progress 
in its effort to bring the front line between the Ancre 
and Montauban on a level with the French line further 
south. This effort on the part of the British has led 
to the most furious fighting in which the British troops 
has been engaged. The flower of the German army 
has been brought forward to oppose them, and guns 
and ammunition are being used lavishly.

IMPEDED BY RAIN.
A very heavy rain which fell on the afternoon and evening of yes- 

terday impeded operations, and between the Ancre and the Somme the 
night was chiefly spent in improving the forward positions gained in 
yesterday's fighting.

In the neighborhood of Gommecourt we bombarded the enemy's 
trenches with field guns and trench mortars.

ENEMY ACTIVE.
"Near Neuville St. Vaast (in Northern France, southwest of Lens), 

and north of Roclincourt, the enemy showed some activity yesterday. 
He exploded a mine northeast of the former place without doing any 
damage to our line. The enemy also exploded a, mine among the ex­
isting craters near the Hohenzollern redoubt without gaining any ad­
vantage. Northeast of Hulluch we sprang a mine to destroy a hostile 
gallery.

EXPECTS BIG VICTORYRetirement of Von Bothmer’s 
Army Is Certain. “Watch East End,” Is Advice 

of One Who Has Lived 
in Russia.[BY ED. L. KEEN.]

London, July 8.—The super-

.we Enemy Losses.
No official estimates of either 

German or British losses have been 
made by the war office since the of­
fensive began at 7:30 last Saturday 
morning, but the Germans are un­
officially reported to have lost 
35,000 killed and wounded, besides 
nearly 20,000 taken prisoners by 
British and French.

London militia critics are certain 
that the retirement of Gen. Both- 
mer’s army under Russian pressure 
in Galicia is now but a matter of 
days.

London has high hopes for suc­
cess of the new Slav offensive near 
Riga, but does not entertain the (be­
lief that Gen. Von Hindenburg's line 
can be smashed with the same ease 
as was the Austrians in Bukowina.

“Russia is determined on victory, and| 
her armies will not stop until the Ger-| 
man nation is entirely conquered, and| 
ceases to be a menace to the peace| 
of the world for all time to come."

“That is a strong statement, of course, 
but do not in the least be surprised 
that my statement will be proved con­
clusively by subsequent events.

Millions Ready To Go.
"The Russian people are confident, 

and prepared. There are literally mil­
lions of men ready. These soldiers 
have not been near the front, but are 
trained and prepared at any moment 
to go forward. There is no dearth of 
men or munitions.

"The country is prosperous, very 
prosperous. Probably never in its his­
tory has there been so much money in 
circulation. The spirit of the people is 
admirable in the greatest degree.

“They have a profound friendship 
for Great Britain. Everywhere you go 
you hear them talking about England. 
They are most enthusiastic about the 
alliance with Great Britain, and count 
her the greatest friend they ever had.

Silenced Germans.
“Southeast of Lake Narocz (south of 

the Dvinsk) the Germans made a fierce 
counter-attack and reconquered part 
of the trenches they lost yesterday. 
The fighting continues. On a consider­
able part of the front between the 
Upper Niemen and the Pinsk marshes, 
there were violent artillery duels. East 
of Baranovichi, in the region of the 
village of Odchovtchina, the Germans 
pressed us back slightly as a result of 
a violent counter-attack, but our con­
centrated fire compelled the Germans 
to withdraw. In the Baranovichi re­
gion our machine guns engaged in 
duels with German machine guns in 
the course of several night attacks, 
and reduced them to silence.

“In the recent fighting. Machine 
Gunner Aloda particularly distinguish­
ed himself. Although wounded in the 
head and bruised by splinters, he did 
not desert his post, and he inflicted 
enormous losses on the enemy.”

“AUSTRIA IS FINISHED”The announcement follows:
“Our troops continue to develop

ALL HUNS AT FRONT.
According to reports from Holland, Belgium has been denuded of 

German soldiers to meet the Anglo-French offensive, and the railway 
stations, even in the larger towns, are guarded by the older reservists.

In London the representatives of the British commander. General 
Sir Douglas Haig, are awaited eagerly, and although the arrival of 
wounded tells the price which is being paid for the advance, the news 
of the small gains Is being received with quiet satisfaction.

I have seen letters from 
Germans, written in code in order to 
escape the censorship, saying that the 
food situation, despite the dictators and 
the mass feeding, grows worse every 
day, and that popular dissatisfaction is 
growing apace.

"Our situation Is becoming very an­
noying," a German merchant said to me 
today. “If the Allies pressure continues 
steadily, with due force, I do not see 
how we can resist more than two 
months."

OXFORD FOLK COMING 
TO SAY FAREWELL

[Canadian Press.]
London, July 8.—A dispatch to the 

Times from Lutsk says:
"Fighting on this front continues day 

by day with little variation. It is true, 
however, that the heavy guns of the 
Germans create great losses, and enable 
them frequently to take Russian posi­
tions, which are virtually without ex­
ception retaken by Russian counter­
attacks.

“Probably the heaviest fighting has 
been near Robitche, where the Germans 
had eighty heavy guns so placed as 
to bear on any point of the Russian 
line.

“The battle here continues without 
intermission, heaping up thousands of 
German dead dally, but having no ef­
fect on our lines There are indications 
that the enemy is unable to support 
this sector heavily with reinforcements, 
and he shows a tendency to rely in­
creasingly on his artillery superiority, 
without which we would probably sweep 
him back rapidly.

"The Germans appear to maintain an 
extraordinary morale, in spite of their 
losses. One sees extremely few prison­
ers, and the Germans fight until the 
last.

‘Austrian prisoners are unanimous in 
statements that Austria is finished, and 
that the entire nation is united in de­
manding peace at the earliest possible 
moment."

TO BOYS OF 168TH
ADMITS WITHDRAWAL.

In Galicia and Volhynia, however, the Teutons admit the withdrawal 
of their line, the retirements having been forced by the rapid advance 
of the Russians in Galicia, and the successful manner in which they 
dealt with the German counter offensive on the Lutsk sector. Ac­
cording to unofficial reports, Delatyn Is surrounded on three sides, and 
the Russians having cut the easternmost lines of retreat across the 
Carpathians, are on the flank of the Austrians' new defensive lines 
running through Stanislau and Halicz. General Von Bothmer may be 
compelled to fall back even further before he reaches safety.

Advancing all along the line of the Lutsk salient, the Russians are 
now threatening Kovel from three points. Capture of prisoners con­
tinues and, according to Russian estimates, the total for a month’s 
fighting is not far short of a quarter of a million.

duty men for service overseas. A table 
was therefore drawn up after careful 
study and comparison of statistics, and 
136 light-duty men were allotted per 
battalion as being a sufficient number 
to carry on any work from which it 
was advisable to release full-duty men. 
Certain light-duty men with special 
qualifications for office work were per­
mitted to attend a school of stenog­
raphy where shorthand and typewrit­
ing were taught by experts to fit these 
men for duty as military clerks, and 
eventually in obtaining employment 
after discharge from the service.

The number of casualties boarded 
for light physical exercise increased to 
such an extent that it was found neces­
sary to establish a command depot at 
Monks Horton, Kent, for their ac- 
commodation. The Canadian casualty 
exercise and discharge depot became 
therefore the Canadian discharge de­
pot for the handling of discharge 
cases only, all cases for light physical 
exercise proceeding direct to the com­
mand depot for training. At regular 
intervals these men were boarded, and 
the percentage of those boarded as fit 
for duty gradually increased. Wastage 
returns now show as compared with 
those of January that the percentage 
of casualties returning to England and 
remaining unfit for further service is 
only thirteen percent. Figuring 25,000 
casualties only, both local and over­
seas, this leaves over 20,000 recovered 
from casualties for further service, or 
a monetary value to the government of 
$50,000,000

To total up, the organization of the 
Canadian Expeditionary Force as

Under Command of One 
Man.It was necesary in October, owing 

to lack of accommodation at Shorn- 
cliffe camp, to form a second Canadian 
camp at Bramshott, Hampshire, and on 
the return of the director to England 
a branch office was opened at that 
place for the purpose of carrying on 
similar duties and assisting the divi­
sional staff in organizing a new divi­
sion to proceed to France later as the 
3rd Canadian Division.

It was then that a complete general 
report of all arms and departments 
was prepared, with charts showing 
a chain of responsibility in each case 
on which to base the proposed organi­
zation and for the information of the 
Hon., the minister of militia, and an of­
ficer was detailed to proceed to Cana­
da to present and discuss new arrange­
ments for the return and civil em­
ployment of ex-soldiers discharged as 
unfit for further service. This was 
satisfactorily completed by the end of 
December.

Activities Extended.
Returns were compiled and a card in­

dex instituted for the purpose of re­
cording officers’ services and their 
standing in the C. E. F., and from this 
information a. graduation list, was pre­
pared and necessary corrections made 
to the army list. The intelligence de­
partment was also taken over for re­
organizing along more methodical and 
efficient lines.

The number of casualties being re­
turned to Canada for discharge, con- 
valescence, and employment: and the 
vast, amount of detail in connection 
with the handling of this most im­
portant branch were so great that em­
barkation officers were appointed with 
a sufficient staff to cope with the work. 
The procedure in effect at this date 
was that all overseas and local cas­
ualties should be medically boarded.

The change is in line with the sug­
gestion of Prof. Dearness, made some 
time ago in a letter to The Advertiser, 
and was undoubtedly made because of 
his thoughtfulness, and his recognition 
of the significance of the full name to 
future generations.

Interesting Work Included in New

Official Report.
The official communication says:

In 
the Galusa-Optovo-Voltcetzk region 
we have taken possession of the for- 
tified Austrian and German positions. 
The enemy took flight under the fire 
of our artillery. Our cavalry, pursuing, 
charged into them in the region of 
Voltcetzk and captured a Krupp bat- 
tery of six cannon, which hardly had 
time to fire a few shots. At the end 
of the violent bate we occupied the 
villages of Komarow and Grady.

Germans Are Reported Retir- 
ing Towards Stanislau.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
OTTAWA, July 7.—Another advance 

step in Canadian military organization 
is contemplated.

Two complete divisions of 21,000 men 
each are to be trained in this coun- 
try. The practice heretofore has been 
to organize regiments in Canada and 
to have them formed into brigades and 
divisions in England.

There are in Canada today enough

men to form two divisions. All that 
is required is to have the corps as- 
sembled and formed into divisions here.

The training could be carried out in 
Canada to such a point that the di- 
vision would require little further 
preparation before going into the 
trenches.

The new organization would take in 
the Highland brigade in Nova Scotia, 
a brigade from New Brunswick and 
Quebec, one from Quebec, two from 
Ontario and a brigade from the West.

SEES FINANCIAL RUINPLIGHT IS SERIOUS ONEduring the last twenty months.
"Further south one of our brigades, 

attacking from the west, forced its 
way across five hundred yards of the 
German front line trenches into the 
enemy’s defences in Ovillers. Fierce 
fighting is now in progress for posses- 
sion of the village.

Advance 500 Yards.

"Following our successes of last 
night to the east of La Boisselle we 
advanced our line over a maze of 
German trenches on a front of nearly 
2,000 yards to a depth of five hundred 
yards.

"North of Fricourt, linking up with 
the above attack, we drove the enemy 
from two woods and three lines of 
trenches.

"About 10 a.m. the Prussian Guards 
were thrown into the fight east of Con- 
talmaison in a desperate effort to force 
us back. The attack was crushed by 
our fire. The enemy subsequently fell 
back to the north leaving seven hun- 
dred prisoners of various regiments in 
our hands. About noon our infantry 
carried the village of Contalmaison by 
storm, but were subsequently forced 
out again by a strong counter-attack.

Enemy’s Casualties Heavy.
"The enemy’s casualties today must 

have been very severe. Large num- 
bers of troops retiring over the open, 
were caught by our artillery, and the 
village of Bazentin le Petit was heavily 
shelled at a time when it was seen to 
be full of German reserves.

"An officer prisoner states that his 
battalion came under a raking machine 
gun fire from one of our aeroplanes 
which was flying over the battlefield 
at an altitude of 300 feet. Shortly

Petrograd, July 7—Via London, July 8

—4:15 a.m.—The retirement of Gen. Von 
Bothmer’s army westward from between 
the Stripa and Lota Lipa Rivers has be- 
gun. With the occupation by the Rus- 
sians of the east bank of the Koropice 
River, which parallels the Stripa twelve 
miles to the west, and a further advance 
by Gen. Brussiloff between the Dniester 
and the Pruth, Von Bothmer’s position 
became untenable.

According to Col. Shumsky, the mili- 
tary critic of the Bourse Gazette, Von 
Bothmer is hurriedly moving his troops 
in the direction of Stanislau, the import- 
ant railway centre, 60 miles south of 
Lemberg. Col. Shumsky believes that 

: the German general proposes to make a 
stand on a line from Stanislau to Halicz. 
Military critics doubt, however, his 
ability to maintain this line in view of 
the presence of Gen. Letchtzky’s army 
south of these towns in the vicinity of 
Nadworna and Tismenitza. Gen. Let- 
chitzky is relied upon to continue his 
pounding of Von Bothmer’s right wing.

Fighting About Baranovichi.
In the region of Baranovichi few 

changes of importance have occurred, 
but the fighting has been marked by 
fierce counter-attacks on the part of 
the enemy, which resulted in heavy 
losses for them.

LONDON, July 7.-11:40 p.m.—Fran- 
cis W. Hirst, the prominent financial 
writer, in his valedictory resigning the 
editorship of the London Economist, 
after a tenure of nine years, says:

"In my view the financial fabric of 

western Europe is in imminent peril 
and in a few more months it will no 
longer be possible to disguise the 
bankrupt condition of several great 
nations.

by PARIS. July 7—11:55 p.m.—The bat- 

tie was suspended along the French 
section of the line in Picardy today. 
The Germans were too badly hammer- 
ed yesterday to be in a position to con- 
tinue counter-attacks and the French 
were left unmolested to make careful 
preparations for the second phase of 
their offensive. In accordance with 
the new strategy of the Allies, the 
second thrust of the French will not 
begin until the British have advanced 
their line.

Another reason that the Germans 
were obliged to hold their hand is 
that they have not yet rearranged 
their communications, which were 
thrown out of joint by the rapidity of 
the initial French drive. Chaulnes, 
the great junction on the Amiens- 
Rheims-Chaumont transverse railroad 
upon which the Germans depended for 
concentrating troops, is now no long- 
er safe.

Two German Stations Burned.
Reinforcements and supplies are be- 

ing detrained further east at Nesle, 
Voyennes and Hamm, which points 
are being incessantly bombarded, by 
French aeroplanes. The latter two sta- 
tions were completely burned yester- 
day and the track damaged.

The fiercest fighting on Thursday oc- 
curred at Belloy, which the Germans 
attacked six times, a Bavarian divi- 
sion suffering heavy losses. The most 
violent attack was made at 3 o’clock 
on a slight salient which the French 
line forms between Belloy and Estrees.

The attack was made by two regi- 
ments in massed formation. They 
struggled heroically through the in- 
fernal curtain fire of the French ar- 
tillery, which tore gaps in their ranks. 
They even made some way forward in 
the face of a hail of bullets from ma- 
chine guns, but as soon as they came

However, it is Canada that more re­
sembles Russia in most respects. Our 
climate is almost a duplicate, the 
Crimea corresponding not to Florida 
but to Western Ontario, as the garden 
and Isle of Wight of Russia. Quebec 
corresponds to Russian Poland as a 
diverse racial, religious and language 
factor. It will be a pity if both Can­
ada and Russia do not quickly emerge 
from a trailing conservatism in the 
realm of economic and social thought 
into some really radical and modern 
line of development.

As for old friendship, ours with Rus­
sia is new indeed, but it is something 
like that of "the good Samaritan.” 
When Russia was in the greatest peril 
that ever beset a great nation, it was 
her ancient enemy, the British Empire, 
that came to her aid, while old friend. 
Uncle Sam, said he was "too proud to 
fight," but not too proud to sell. This 
is not to censure the United States 
in the least, but just to state a differ­
ence. The United States has been a 
great help to the Allies by the sale of 
munitions, but it is the British Em­
pire that Russia has to thank for a 
Samaritan rescue from the thieves of 
Kulturland and Kurdland, and in all 
the British Empire there is no more 
disinterested service for humanity than 
that of Canada.

Russia will not forget that Cana­
dians died in thousands to make Ser­
bia and Russia free and strong, though 
we ourselves were as far as possible 
from the robber’s reach. The Pacific 
and Atlantic both should become the 
highway of a lively and increasing 
commerce between two peoples linked 
by resemblance and sacrifice.

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GERMANY AWAKENING.
FFENSIVES by all the Allies are 

under way and the Austro-Turk- 
German armies are now feeling the 
blows they have long dreaded. These 
are telling, telling heavily, and that 
boasted "morale" is in a fair way to 
become a minus quantity.

But satisfactory as is the effect on 
the fighting forces, there is an even 
more powerful effect on the people at 
home in Germany and her partners. 
For some time the Turks have been 
throwing out separate peace feelers, 
induced to take this action because 
the people as a whole were growing 
resentful against those who betrayed 
Turkey by throwing her into the 
kaiser’s hands. In Austria and Hun­
gary, especially the latter, tales of 
victory have failed to satisfy the pop­
ulace, who saw more signs of defeat 
and felt the pinch of a besieged 
nation.

It. has taken longer for the feeling of 
revolution to take hold in Germany, 
but there seems to be no doubt that 
it has taken root at last and that anger 
is directed against the man and clique 
responsible for the war, Wilhelm and 
his militarists. "Death to the kaiser!" 
"Death to the man who wants war! 
Death to the crown prince!" These 
cries of a hungry and misled people 
are reported at Potsdam. Crowds in 
various towns are demanding peace. 
All this is ominous for that Prussian- 
ism against which the Allies are 
fighting.

It has often been said that the actual 
overthrow of militarism would come 
from within Germany, not from with­
out, and present indications are that 
this prophecy is not unlikely of ful­
fillment.

It has required the greatest self- 
sacrifice, valor and strength of the 
Allies to inflict the blows which have 
proven, or are proving, to the German 
nation that Wilhelm’s dream of Euro­
pean sovereignty cannot be realized 
and that it has placed its faith in a 
false god. That is one of the essential 
parts the Allies have had to play. 
They must discredit militarism, not 
only in the eyes of the world at large, 
but in the eyes of the German nation. 
This they are accomplishing.

With the steel walls closing in 
around his armies, communications 
with the outside world cut off, his 
subjects clamoring for food, the kaiser 
now has the additional terror to face 
of an outraged people, who realize that 
he is responsible for their miseries. 
His lot has never been enviable, but 
there are few convicts who would ex­
change places and consciences with 
him now. The handwriting has ap­
peared on the wall. His life is quite 
likely to end by the act of the subjects 
he has trodden under foot so unmerci­
fully.

"Fricourt, like Montauban, presented 
a spectacle in ruins, which were in a 
state of such complete disorder as to 
show the power of the new British 
heavy guns.

Behind a de­
molished parapet a German grenadier 
still holds a grenade clutched in his 
dead hand. Further along is a group 
of three German infantrymen, torn to 
pieces by shells, and then half covered 
by falling walls. In every corner and 
in the holes made by the shells are 
dead and still more dead.

Farmers who are tempted by the pre- 
vailing high prices of butter and 
cheese to enter the dairy business are 
experiencing considerable difficulty in 
purchasing milch cows and calves. This 
is little to be wondered at, when pres- 
ent conditions are examined.

At the present time butter is high, 
and when all expenses are paid leaves 
a fair share of profit; cheese factories 
throughout the country readily accept 
milk, and butchers are only 
too glad to purchase calves. So the 
farmer who would stay in the milk 
business gets rid of his calves. 
Good milch cows are also hard 
to obtain, for when a farmer has a cow 

)which gives lots of milk he will not 
readily sell her.

Prices Are Low.
Despite the brisk demand for calves 

a prices are low. A calf a few days old 
may be purchased for a few dollars, $5 
being the average price. For one sev- 
eral months old about $40 is asked. 
With calves themselves cheap, calfskins 
.have fallen, until they are quoted as 
[low as 27 cents apiece.

With so many farmers selling their 
calves to save the milk, why do not 
other farmers buy, is asked. When a 
calf is to be sold, the seller usually 

:goes to a wholesale butcher, believing 
: that he will secure a better price than 
:if he sold to a private individual. But- 
!chers then have the market almost 
|wholly to themselves.

"He smelled of drink and staggered," 
was the reply.

"You swear on your oath that he 
was drunk?" "Yes."

Mr. McKillop objected to Mr. Fish- 
er’s questions at this time, claiming 
that this was no time for a cross-ex- 
amination.

Sergeant Bolton declared that, al- 
though the left front wheel of the car 
slanted out slightly, nothing seriously 
was wrong with it.

A strong vigilance committee was 
chosen to deal with wilful misrepresen- 
tation in all advertising, to prevent the 
activity of the fly-by-night auctioneer, 
the bankrupt sale shark, the fake bar- 
gain artist and other sharpers of adver- 
tisingdom.

Such committees in other cities have 
done a work of inestimable value for 
real advertising by checking fraudulent 
sales, etc., often bringing legal action 
against manifest fakirs and others 
where a strong intimation to desist has 
failed to have the desired effect.

The vigilance work of London’s Ad- 
vertising Club will be in the capable 
hands of Messrs. Chas. Abbott, J. L. 
Whitehead, T. P. Elliott, W. W. Nobbs 
and D. McEachern.

Publicity Co-operation.
The publicity committee, consisting 

of Messrs. G. H. Belton, John Holman, 
Ray Lawson, E. N. Humphries, John 
J. Foot, Gordon Philip, E. S. Crawford, 
Hi. B. Muir, R. M. Burns, Claude San- 
agan and T. E. Walsh, will have as 
its duties the work of dealing with all 
phases of co-operation with other civic 
bodies and clubs, the keeping of the 
club’s activities and purposes before 
the public by means of the newspapers, 
and working for the general benefit of 
the community by participating in 
every movement for the betterment of 
conditions in the city.

Every member of every committee, 
and every member outside of the com- 
mittees is granted full leave and privi- 
lege to become a "booster" for Lon- 
don to the fullest extent of his boost- 
ing capacity.
