“That._steps be taken for the pur-
chase of ‘the London Street Railway
at the municipal elections in January,
and that immediate action be taken
by the city council in submitting a!
proposition to the voters for leave- to|
increase the street railway fares on|
the understanding that all moneys de-
rived thereby after taking care of the
wages demanded by the railway em-
ployees be turned cver to the city
council to be applied to the purchase
of the road.”

This is a resolution passed at a
meeting of the labor representation
committee after it Fad threshed out the
street railway problem from every
angle for over three hours last night
in the labor temple. The executive
committee will appear before the city
council at the next meeting and pre-
sent their request as to the propesitions
stated in their resolutions, i

William Tite stated that the street
railway is in the same position as the
fsondon aad Port Stanley, that is, in a
state of bankruptcy.

It was also decided that the L. R.
C. executive go further into the case
of the manner in which the railway
board is handling the railway proposi-
tion. It is possible that they will take
the matter up with the Government in
an attempt to change the law so that
wages will take precedence over pay-
ment over bonds. A. E. Pocock stated
that the $35,000 revenue is going into
,the pockets of the bondholders. It was
reported that A. B. Ingram, vice-presi-
dent of the Ontario Railway Board,
stated that the board was not con-
sidering the moral but only the legal
obligations of sgituation, when making
reference to whether they gave prior
claims to the redemption of the bonds.

v . Flays Council

William Tite flayed the city council
and Mayor Little for their attitude
_oward -the working people of the city.
‘““The city council has no sympathy
for the working classes,”” he said. He
made many references as to what ac-
tion had been taken in different mat-
ters of great importance to the work-
ing people. ‘‘Does Mayor Littie care
whether the working people of the city
starve?” asked Mr., Tite in making ref-
erence to his action in the street rail-
way question.

E. A. Pocock claimed that the human
stand should be taken in the matter.

The present situation of the street
railway employees was explained by
J. S. Hothersall, a member of the rail-
waymen’'s union.

MINORITY REPORT ON
_ CONTINUATION CLASS

Establﬁishing of Same Unable
To Be Arranged Because
of Absentees.

Like other city bodies during the
summer months the board of education
found it impossible to obtain a quorum
at a special meeting called Thursday
afternoon. The business, which was
the establishing of a continuation class
at one of the public schools,. required
nine members to transact it. Only eight
were present, and all efforts to locate
another were futile. Nothing daunted
by this it was decided to make a minor-
ity report on the matter and to get the
approval of the remainder of the board
later, No difficulty is expected, as those
preséent were unanimous in indorsing
the plan.

THe request that such a class be
established was made by the depart-
ment of education as part of its plan
for proving training centres at a num-
ber of Doints where first-class certi-
ficates can be acquired by school teach-
ers. At present only second-class certi-
ficates are issued’ here. The first-class
certificates require experience with con-
tinuation classes and in high school
teaching. The department also asked
the opportunity be afforded normal
school &tudents to observe teaching in
the high school

Trustee Thomas Rowe moved that
the requests be complied with, pointing
out that while it involved an ex-
penditure of about $300 the indirect
benefits to the city would be great, the
student population would be increased,
and there would be increased interest in
London as an educational centre. The
matter- was referred to No. 1 and No.
3 corpmittees to look after the “etails.

Trustee Mrs. Harris asked if the
practice of permitting Normal students
to cenduct classes at intervals might
not be prejudicial to the best interests
of the pupils. She had heard this argu-
ment advanced, although she did not
believe so herself. School Inspector C.
13. Edwards and Principal W. H. T.
Mooney both admitted that there was
a drawback of this nature, but that it
was reduced to a minimum. Teaching
could not be learned in any other way
than by actual practice they  pointed
out, and if the city wanted teachers for
its gchools, it would have to provide
facilities for training them. They be-
ffeved the advantages far outweighed
the one disadvantage.

MAY NOT ESTABLISH

Medical Health Officer |Is
Taking Up Case Regarding
Drugless Physicians.

Uniess the latest order of the de-
partment of health is more sweeping
than at first thought, it will not require
medical officers of health to quaran-

tine osteopaths, chiropractors and other
drugless physicians who have been in
attendance on cases of influenza, Dr.
W. S. Downham, local M. O. H. said
today.

All physicians are required to report
cases of ‘“‘flu,” but under present regu-
lation there.is no quarantine for it. It
is not thought probable that a special
quarantine will be established for drug-
less physicians' who attend cases of the
disease. To make gure of the point, Dr.
Downham has communicated with the
Toronto authorities to obtain further in-
formation.

Following the announcement of the

new order, those affected declared that
the “flu’” was one point on which they
would make a determined stana. Most
of therh seldom attended cases of the
more serious communicable diseases, but
several of them claimed to have been
most successful in treating influenza,
and that they would not be deterred
from doing so again if the need arose.
One doctor declared that it would he
necessary to put him in jail to stop him
from saving kuman life if the need
arose.
Very little communicable disease of
any kind exists in the city at the pres-
ent time, according to the Institute of
Public Health. No cases have been re-
ported by drugless physicians since the
'order was issued, but it is certain that
interest will be revived in the matter
as soon as instance occurs to which
the new law is applicable. The local
health authorities naturally will carry
out the orders of the department, while
the drugless physiciangs may unite in
combating the case in order to estab-
lish a precedent.

London Educationists Thor-
oughly Approve Aims of
Ontario School Trustees.

London is not directly interested in
the campaign of the Ontario School
{ Trustees’ Association to establish edu-
eationai associations throughout the
country districts of the province, but
nevertheless many London educational
ists are watching the movement, and
thoroughly approve of its aims.

The campaign which was decided on
at the last meeting of the Trustecs’
Association in Toronto last April is now
well under way. It is pointed out that
the educational associations are not for
trustees only, but for all the ratepayers,
{rrespective of race, creed or politics.
They are planned to provide means
whereby all the people may come to-
Eether in conference to discuss their own
educational problems. There is the
question of the low average attendance
tn the rural schools, the shortage and
¢nexperience of ruraj teachers, the fre-
guent changes of teachers and the
necessity of boys and girls having to
Jeave home at a young age 10 receive
high school training. One littie girl
¢s reported to have had thirteen teach-
ers in seven years. {

According to the trustees’ association
many other features of the educational
gvstem go to =hov that the results are
not being obtained which might be ob-
tained, not because of any fauit in the
system itself, but because of lack of
interest on the part of the pecple. They
believe that the people of Ontario have
intellizence enough to solve their prob-
lems if they will but get together and
discuss them. The movement they
state is pureiy a democratic one, and is
not for the purpose of advocating any
particular scheme in the administration
of school affairs, but simply to help
people realize the importance of public
schools in preparing the ooys and girls
of today for the privileges and respon-
sibilities of citizenship tomorrow.

EUROPE'S LOSS
OF POULATION
35,320,000

tent Due To War
Influences.

Washington, D, C., Aug. 27.—Due to
war influences, ten European nations
engaged in the world war show a po-
tential loss in population of 35,320,000
persons since 1914, according to a sta-
tistical research conducted by the so-
ciety for studying the social conse-
quences of the war of Copenhagen made

public today. At the end of 1913 the
society reports, these nations had a
mopulation of 400,850,000, and under
normal conditions this population would
have increased by the middle of 1919
to 424,210,000. However, it had fallen
by that time to 389,030,000.

Causes of the abnormal falling off in
population were attributed in the so-
ciety's report as follows: Killed in war,
9,819,000; deaths due to augmentation
of mortality, economic blockades, war
epidemics, 5,301,000; fall in birth rate
due to mobilization of 56,000,000 men

GAS COMMISSIONER
PESSIMISTIC ABOUT

Business Will Pass Into De-
cline Unless Readjusted,
Says Estlin.

Toronto, Aug. 26.—A discouraging re-
port on the natural gas situation in the
province of Ontario has been made to
the Government by Commissioner E. E.
Estlin, who states that the depletion has
been considerably accelerated owing to
the heavy consumption in war time,
and that gas enterprices hold out no
hope of financial gain and do not attract
capital for further development.

“PASSION PLAY” AT
NANCY AFTER FIVE
YEARS INTERRUPTION

French Performance Rivals
That of Oberammergau,
Includes Sixteen Scenes,

Nancy, France, Aug. 26.—France’s
“Passion Play,” rivaling that of Ober-
ammergau, has opened its season here
after five years of war interruption. It
was given, as it has been since 1904, in
the Passion Theatre, under the direction
of M. Pettit, the village priest, with his
parishioners as the cast. The play, cos-
tuming, verse, music and equipn}ent
have been developed and improved since
the pre-war performances. o

There are sixteen sgcenes, depicting
the Bible incidents from the Birth to
the Resurrection. The play runs from
9 a.m. to noon and from 1:30 to 5. In-
termissions between the scenes are fill-
ed by tableaux representing, principally,
prophetic passages of the Old Testa-
ment bearing upon the running story.

The text, where it is not that of the
Bible, is the verse of various poets, and
the music is taken or adapted from
various composers. M_ Pettit, says he
has utilized from all sources whatever
he believed he needed to make a beau-
tiful ensemble.

The naturalness of the players, none
of whom are professionals, critics said,
was heightened by the deftness and in-
genuity of the staging. One of the dif-
ficult things to produce was the Cru-
cifixion, where the movement of the
principal depicting Christ on the Cross
or, during the descent, might easily be
mijsportrayed. On the cross, the long
white winding sheet is draped under
the principal’s arms and over the two
arms of the cross. The ends of the
cloth, floating like wings, add much
to the effect dnd serve their real pur-
pose by enabling the characters to low-
er the apparently inert figure supported
safely as he is, by the cloth under his
arms.

The play is to be given every Sunday
until the middle of October.

LIGNITE COMES T0 -
AID OF INDUSTRY

To Supply Electric Energy for
$50,000,000 Refinery.
————

New York, Amg. 26.~Information
comes from the American Chamber of
Commerce in London that a 10,000,000
pounds copper refinery is to be set up
at Newton Abbott, in Devonshire, on a
site where the requisite electric energy
can be generated from deposits of 800,-
000,000 tons of lignite. Lignite is a
new smokeless fuel. or immature coal,
formed by the action of heat or pres-
sure on vegetable matier.

According to reports received by the
American chamber the comparatively
cheap production of coal from British
mines before the war was the reason
why no serious interest was taken in
the lignite deposits that were known
to exist at Bovey Tracy and elsewhere
in Devonshire. The petroleum research
department, which was established dur-
ing the war to investigate these de-
posits at Bovey Tracy, discovered an
enormous bed of the highest grade lig-
nite, invaluable, among other things,
for the production of crude oil to the
extent of from 15 to 35 gallons per ton.

There is at present no electrolytic
refinery in Great Britain, 90 per cent
of the copper used in Dritish industries
being imported from the United States.
1t is hoped that the new refinery will
produce 100,000 tons of cgpper annually
using as far as possible British copper
in blister form—an English process of
copper-smelting which raises blisters on
the white metal after calcination.

The commercial development of Dev-
onshire’s lignite deposits will enable
electric power to be generated so cheap-
ly as to make it possible to supply cur-
rent in bulk to all the townsg in South
Devon, as well as to industries in the
neighborhood. The possibilities of
cheap power may result also in revolu-
tionizing the British pottery industry,
which is at present centred in Stafford-
shire, to which district numerous varie-
ties of Devonshire clay are now trans-
ferred at an approximate cost of £3
per ton.

The American chamber points out,
however, that since it was cheap coal
which made possible the growth of the
enormous pottery industries of the Five
Towns of Staffordshire, the possibility
that the safhe clay can be put in the
lignite-firedgkilns in Devonshire at five
shillings per ton, may result in the
establishment of British potteries in

! the vicinity of cheap clay rather than

in the vicinity of cheap coal.

Apart from the cheap electricity gen-
erated from lignite and its probable
effect on the future pottery trade of
Britain, crude oil, as a by-product, can
be produced from lignite by the retort-
ing process, while by distillation up to
2 per cent of motor spirit and 10 to 30
per cent of paraffin can also be obtain-
ed. The value of crude oil recovered in
the process of retorting, deducting from
the selling price of the solid fuel, will
enable the fuel to be sold at consider-
ably less than the price of coal. In ad-
dition to the motor spirit and paraffin
obtainable by distillation. it is under-
stood that a valuable fuel, particularly
suitable for Disel and similar engines.
can- also be produced, together with
lubricating oil and paraffin wax, under
certain conditions

Montan wax, at present almost a
complete monopoly of Austria and Ger-
many, is claimed to be another by-
product from Devonshire lignite, Lig-
nite, being very valuable on account of
its_high-melting point, is reported to be
unequalled for the production of boot
polishes, graphaphone records and other
articles. The yield of this wax from
hand-picked pieces of lignite is said to
vary from 10 to 40 per cent,

WOOD ALCOHOL AGAIN

Detroit Man in Serious Condi-

Liquor.

WINDSOR, Aug. 26.—The capture of
ten men and five boats, believed to be
a rum running fleet headed for Toledo,
was made today in the Detroit River
below River Rouge by Canadian officers,
after an exchange of shots. The largest
boaf was the cabin cruiser, Eugenia,
of Toledo, the other four being launches,
two of which were in tow of the
Eugenia, and two running on their own
power.

DE‘:OENTRALIZATION OF THE LAW COURTS.!

The question of the decentralization of the
law courts is again under consideration. It is
veéy.donbttul if any of the changes or supposed
reforms in the administration of justice during
thé past fifty years have in reality aided the ad-
ministration of justice.

IFifty years ago the superior courts were the
Queen’s Bench and Common Pleas and the
Oolrt of Chancery. Sir Oliver Mowat regarded
it -a.s an anomaly that there should be the
colirts of common law and equity. These
sh,énld be fused into one court of justice, and he
passed an act accordingly.

‘Prior to that time there were common law
‘fawyers, equity or chancery lawyers and crim-
indl lawyers. The fusion of the courts largely
it not entirely abolished the distinction. There
were in the chancery courts and in the common
law courts judges who had been trained and
fitted by experience for the positions they oc-
cupied, bat by the fusion of law and equity
every judge. was 'liable to try every case, civil
anfl criminal, that came before him. Chancery
judges who_never had anything ‘to do with
criminal law or jury cases, were trying both.
Common law judges, to whom equity was an

wn book, were trying chancery cases. It
is ‘very questionable if more harm than good
wa;; not the result. One strong, if not con-
elgs'lve consideration, is that while other pro-
fessions and businesses were fast specializing,
pa?ﬂcularly medicine, lawyers, as the need to
.Specialize was becoming more necessary, were
ﬁn?inx the door closed against it. This applied
to’judges also. Both judges and lawyers were
required to be all round lawyers. That is the
big point, but connected with this fusion came
ingreased powers in high court cases to county
judges, who were created local judges of the
high court. This largely abolished the agency
work in Toronto.

| What is now proposed is further decentrali-
zation of the supreme court. It would be a
niistake. There is a great deal of good to be
d@;lved from having the supreme court judges
together. . Each will benefit the rest. There
will be an atmosphere of law that would be lost
if “decentralized. 'The increased powers given
soéme years ago to county judges was a large
measure of decentralization,and what is left in
Toronto is required to keep up the high standard
of the administration of justice in the province.

EWe are not dealing in any way with the
suggestions made for reforms in magistrates’
courts, but solely with reference to the pro-
posed further decentralization of the supremé
court.

Frenchman Avoids Brawl At B eaville Few Days Ago by
Quietly Slipping Away—S ails Sept. 4 For America.

Paris, -Aug. 26.—Georges Carpentier,
the European heavyweight champion,
barely missed participation in a public

rough-and-tumble fight at Beauville a
few days ago, when challen by a
former aviator in the French army.

The pugilist, who has been spending
part of his time at the resort since his
return from the United States, acci-
dentally elbowed the former aviator in a
crowd around one of the gaming tables
at the Casino. The aviator became loud-
ly resentfu! and gave Carpentier a vig-
orous denunciation.

He charged the champion with spend-
ing all his *ime in Farie during the war
and with never having been at the
front. He wound up by challenging
Carpentier to fight on the spot.

During the hubbub that followed Car-
pentier slipped away and disappeared.

Curpentier has been the most popular

fizure at Beauville. He was besieged
by the fashionable visitors at the re-
sort, who clamored for dances. The
champion, together with his manager,
Francois Descamps, will leave France
September 4 on La Lorraine of the
Frerch line for the United States.

Georges Carpentier enlisted in the
French army at the outbreak of the
war, although too youngz to be called
with his regiment. He was at first as-
signed to duty as chauffeur for an offi-
cer, but later, at his own request, was
transferred to the aviation service,
where he took part in several engage-
nents and was wounded. He has
been decorated with the Croix de Guerre
for valor in action while directing artil-
lery fire. He left the aviation gervice
when ordered to the rear because of ill-
ness and finished service as an ath-
letic instructor.

RAFTS PROTECT RIVER BANKS.

One ‘of the latest developments in
river bank protection is that of flex-
able rafts anchored in position, but free
to give with the rise and fall of the
water, which is now being tried on the
east bank of the Missouri River near
Folsom, Iowa.

The rafts are built of logs, and are
not only strong and durable, but ex-
ceedingly flexible in every direction. The
handling of the rafts was simplified by
building them on barges which were
towed to the location desired, where the
rafts were made fast by cables rum-
ning from the centres and joints to
anchor piles, each pile holding two sec-
tions, and the barges pulled out from
under them, old boiler flues threaded
on light cables being used as roliers.
Reinforced concrete plles were used for
anchors. It is expected that these rafts
will take the place, or al least render
more permanent the far more expensive
installations of mattresses, strong dykes
and other forms of revetments.

lights when procurable. Such a lux-
ury as clean underclothing was un-
known. There was neither water ’nor
soap with which to wash clOth_";S, a.m%
they simply had to be worn till they
pecame (oo horribly dirty, and were
then burned, with no hopes of obtain-
ing a fresh supply. .

ft children receive one (totally in-

adequate) meal a day they are lucky.
The wan, pinched and stricken faces
one sees in the streets give one an
idea of the misery they are suffering.
They are no longer children, but care-
worn, listless, wizened human beings,
old long before their time; ill, hungry,
cold and miserably they are
obliged to stand for many hours in
the streets in order to ol_)ta.in some
pitifully small ration of milk or other
supplies. In Moscow I saw ‘hun-
dreds of women and children stand-
ing waiting for many hours in the
streets in the terrific cold, so as to
receive one log of wood each, of about
three feet long and five incyes thick.
This log they had come miles to fetch,
and would have to drag it home
through the deep snow as best they
could. All this misery to obtain
about one hour’s warmth.

Children Born in Prison.

Many children have been born in
Bolshevist prisons. I give as'’ an
instance the case of a Russian lady
who wag arrested with her husband
in the town of Vologda. They were
taken to Moscow, and there kept in
a criminal prison for months, the reas-
on for this being that they had given
hospitality to English people. About
a fortnight after their arrival in Mos-
cow a little girl was born in prison,
and only after two days’ hard work
were we able to collect a small bundle
of suitable clothing, which, through
the kindness of a sister in the prison
nospitals, I was able to deliver to this
poor mother.

In Finland three weeks ago 1 talk-
sd to a Polish doctor who had just
escaped from Petrograd, and who had
been working for many months in
the hospitals in that stricken city.
He told me that infantile mortality
there has reached the most terrible
proportions; 75 per cent of the chil-
dren are still-born, and few of those
who are born alive live beyond a few
weeks.

This is the outcome
eulture, and it were surely well for
any who think Bolshevism a fine
thing for a country to ponder these
imatters, as in no way do they arise
out of the blockade, but are the direct
result of the systematic cruelty prac-
ticed for years by the so-called
*‘saviors’” of Russia.

If that is the treatment the young
suffer, what of the Bolshevist attitude
toward the old and infirm? 1 ven-
wure to think the two following ex-
amples will suffice to give one a fair-
{y clear idea: ;

I went with a friend in Petrograd
¢o distribute a very small quantity of
food to some 50 or 60 old Russian
ladies, who were under the care of
the soviet government. These old
people had all been mercilessly
dragged from the charming and
peaceful alms-houses where they had
been ending their days under the par-
ticular care of the empress herself.
They were all of them educated
women and had filled posts in con-
nection with the courts, posts which
only gentlewomen could fill.

All in One Barrack Room.

We found them in the most hor-
rible place one could imagine; all
crammed into one barrack of a room,
bed against bed, with only space be-
tween each for a four-legged stool
The only place they had to wash in
was a terribly cold, damp outhouse
with a trough running down the
middle of it and taps at intervals
over the trough. The floor was
swimming in water. Until one was
able to calm them down and help
them to talk quietly it was hard in-
deed to realize that they were women
of education and culture; they seem
to have lost all semblance of civilized
human beings, They kissed one's
clothes. they clung to one, followed
one about talking, crying, laughing
hysterically — trying to tell one of
the horrors they were suffering. I
noticed how several of them, seeming
suddenly to realize to what depths
they had been brought, withdrew and
sat huddled up dejectedly on
beds, refusing to talk to
more. They told us of how nearly
every day some one of their number
passed away in that room of pande-
monium and horror. How one of
them had been so desperately hungry
she had actually chewed and swallow-
ed the leaves of her prayer-book and
had finally gone quite mad. They
were all starving to death.

While I was there a meal was in
progress. Each of these old ladies
had to go out in many degrees of
frost to a kitchen across the yard,
where they were given the smallest
imaginable portion of horrible bread
and a bow!l of soup. This latter was
literally nothing more than dirty
potato peelings in hot water. The
“soup’’ was brown because of the
earth off the peelings, and had a most
revolting smell. They were given
this and hot water twice a day, and
that was all.

Dust Heap for the Dead.

On a horrible coid day I was walk-
ing along one of the almost deserted
streets of Petrograd when a sad little
procession passed me; they were
escorting a roughly made sledge con-
sisting of two planks on runners, and
on it a miserable coffin, through the
gaping chinks of which I cpuld see a
dead body. This was being pulled
along by a woman and pushed by a
man—an ex-Russian officer. They
had several miles to walk to reach
the cemetery, and the road was So
slippery that it meant going very,
very slowly, at the risk of getting
foet. ears and hands frost-bitten
Suddenly they were stopped by a
“Red’ soldier.

“Where are you going?’ “To the
cemetery.” “Who've you got in that
coffin?’ ‘‘My mother.” “How olg
was she?”’ “Qver 70, “Over 70?7
Why, man, you must be a fool to g0
all that way and risk dying of cold
for the sake of burying that old hag.
Throw her on the dust heap, that's
the place for her.”

attitude toward the
old and infirm come under the head-
ing of atrocities. They are purely
and simply Bolshevist methods put
into practice, and the soldier in my
story is merely practicing what his
taskmasters teach—teach at the point
of the sword. I have known the Rus-
slan peasant and workingman for the
jast sixteen years, and I know it is
not he who speaks, but that he has
temporarily been infected with this
systematic and callous cruelty. He
seen everything he once rever-
loved and respected, dragged

degraded in his eyes, and this, added
to the despotism and tyranny of the

will come a religious revival in Rus-
gia; the longing for this 1s intensely
felt, and I think one can safely say
that to no people do the rites of the
church (even perhaps more than re-
ligion itself), bring such comfort to
the Russian masses.

In the schools all order and dis-
cipline have disappeared. The chil-
dren form committees and decide what
they shall learn and what teachers
they will have. They have the power
to dismiss their teachers. Some of
these instructors have taken pity on
the children and, practically at the
risk of their own lives (in any case
of their liberty, they being subjected
to the strictest Bolshevist supervision,
and i detected in any so-called
“counter-revolutionary’’ acts, dealt
with in a merciless manner), have,
by almost superhuman devotion and
patience, rewon the love and respect
of the children. Again, there are
many instances where teachers have
been oblized to return to their pro-
in order to keep body and
soul together.

Schools, according to Bolshevist
principles and methods, should be
“mixed,”” and the children given an
absolutely free hand as to their be-
havior. The moral chaos this absence
of discipline has created is too ap-
palling to imagine; in fact, there are
very few children left in Bolshevist
Russia. For months at a time the
schools are closed owing to terrible
outbreaks of infectious diseases and
total absence of heating.

FARMERS’ LIBRARY
PROVES SUCGESS

Wives and Daughters Keep
Up To the Minute in
Style.

Winnipeg, Aug. 26. — 1. H. Evams,
Manitoba’s deputy minister of agricul-
ture and immigration for this prov-
ince, is congratulating himself and his
department upon the success of the
Manitoba Farmers' Library.

An official of the department had

been taking a party of visitors on a
motor tour of one of the numerous fine
stretches of farming country. The wvis-
itors were impressed with everything
they saw, and finally one of them said:

“Fiverything looks fine—the land, live
stock, implements—but there is just one
thing 1 can't understand. Where do
these farmers’ wives and daughters get
the *‘spiffy’’ hats they wear? Lots of
them look like Paris or Fifth avenue in
New York.”

“Let's find out,” was the reply, and
on querying the wearer of one of these
attractive pieces of headgear, all were
astonished to learn that the wearers
made their own hats, and learmed to
make them from a recent issue of the
Farmers' Library.

Prepared by Miss Agnes Campbell of
Winnipeg, the book is an exhaustive
treatise on millinery, showing by words
and sketches how to make every stitch
used in millinery, and sectional designs
of virtually every type and style of

hat.

Instead of buckram, many of the hats
have crown frames of almost paper-thin
willow. Given every elemental, scores
and hundreds of the girls and women
on farms throughout the province have
called into play their own artistry and
ingenuity, and the result is just as de-
scribed by the visitor—‘‘spiffy.”

Every month a book is issued by the
library, dealing with some problem of
the farm, and sent free of charge upon
application. Some are for the men,
some are for the women, and some are
for the farm in general. Virtually every
farm house in the province now re-
ceives them.

Its main thorough-
fare, Rue Grand Pera, is more fas-
cinating than any scene which produc-
ers can ever hope to stage, Camel
drivers lead their patient trains, bur-
dened with charcoal, through the maze
of street cars, shrieking army motor
cars and carriages, piloted over the

Occasionally Turkish peasants drive a
flock of sheep or turkeys into this
ewirl of traffic, and serene oxen draw
heavy carts along at a pace 8o slow
that drivers of military camions curse
them in ten different languages.

CHALMOOGRA OIL
CURE FOR LEPROSY

For some years it has been believed
that leprosy could be cured if only the
sufferers could take chaulmoogra oil
in sufficient quantities. DBut chaulmoo-
gra oil (which is made from the fruit of
an Indian plum tree) has such nauseat-
ing effects that the treatment was be-
set with difficulties.

Therefore the United States public
heal!th service enlisted the co-operation
of Professor L, E. Dean, head of the
chemical department of the College of
Hawaii and president of that institu-
tion, suggesting that attempts be made
either to isolate the active constituent
of this drug or to devise meats for mak-
ing its continued administration feas-

The public health service is now con-
ducting a very careful study of the
treatment, making detailed records of
all the cases, and taking photographs
of the lesions once a month.

Work of Meighen Cabinet

While Premier Denounces Foes of “Constituted Authority,”

Latter Fails To Function
in-Council Activity Repla
titude.

At Ottawa—Feverish Order-
ced by “Laissez Faire” At-

[Special to The Advertiser.]
OTTAWA, Aug. 26.—While Premier
Meighen has beea denouncing ‘‘the foes
of constituted authority,” and bidding
the electors to band themselves against
the Bolsheviki and other government

“‘wreckers,” there is a woeful lack of
l’uncuqnmg on the part of constituted
authority at the capital, and things are
being ‘permitted which, in any other
country, might be calculated to make
for Bolshevism. The feverish order-in-
council activity of Union Government
has given place to a condition of *lais-
sez faire” on the part of the National
Liberal and Conservative party marked
by the protracted absence of responsible
ministers and by a period of administra-
tive stagnation never before equalled
at Ottawa.

Scarcely a cabinet council of im-
portance has been held since the new
Government was constituted. The out-
standing act of the new Government
80 far has been the creation of an
organization for election purposes, and
the formation of a propaganda bureau.
At a time when living costs have almost
become unbearable the Government is
apparently prepared to simply look on
while applications for terrific increases
in the rates for all public services are
pouring into the railway commission.

No Serious Attempt,

At the same time no serious attempt
Is being made to bring down the cost
of commodities, whose raw materials
have decreased in price to the producer.
The Government owns half of the rail-
roads in Canada, and yet the Govern-
ment as such has no counsel to repre-
sent it in the recent rates hearing be-
fore the railway commission, which in-
volves a demand for revenue increases
approximating $214,000,000, a sum in ex-
cess of Canada’s annual war debt. Butg
two governmentis were represented, that
of Manitoba and that of Saskatchewan,
and Mr. D. D. Hannah, president of
the Canadian Nationals, declared that
he had not consalted the Government at
all in the matter of the application.
Now an application for a 40 per cent
increase in express rates is pending,
and for a similar increase in the rates
of the Bell Telephone Company, upon
these applications the Government is ap-
parently prepared to look with equan-
imity.

The Uusual Excuse.

“They are granting the increases ip
the United States. We must do the
same here,”” is the usual excuse. But
the motto does not work both ways.
For the past week or so sugar across
the border has been selling at 14 cente
a pound. A considerable quantity of
this was Canadian refined, but in Can-
ada it retails at 23 cents, the price
fixed by the board of commerce in
July last, and there is no hurry to get
it down. At the present time, when
the fruit crop is abundant, it is es-
sential that sugar be procured as cheap-
ly as possible, but it would appear that
the canners are to be the only ones
to benefit by the big fruit crop.

The chairman of the board of com-
merce is in the West, and appears to
be in no hurry to return. M2jor Dil-
lon and F. A. Ackland, the other mem-
bers, have gone to Montreal today to
interview the refiners. In the mean-
time, the retailers do not anticipate any
decrease in sugar prices for some little
time to come. It would appear that the
Canadian refiners are to be given time
to get rid of sugar made from the high-
priced ‘‘raws’” before being compelled
to sell on the basis of the decreased
prices.

-Deal of Speculation.

There has been a deal of specuilation

in sugar, but the refiners are to be
protected against the dangers and risks
of speculation, though from its ad-
vantages the consumer did not benefit
much. Nobody here appears to know
how much high-priced “‘raws,”” or sugar
marnufactured therefrom, is still on hand
or what firms hold it. Nobody appears
to know how much refined sugar was
exported to the United States to take
advantage of the exchange, and how
much of that is now being sold in the
Middle States at prices lower than are
being charged the Canadian householder.
In the meantime, prosecutions against
certain canners of the Dominion has
been postponed.

The. prices of hides and wool have
declined tremendously during the past
few months. But there is no intima-
tion of action on the part of the board
of commerce or the Government to
bring down the price of shoes or cloth-
Ing. As a matter of fact, ‘‘constituted
authority’’ is not functioning very well

at Ottawa.

WEST IS CLA

MORING FOR

ONTARIO FRUIT AND CANNOT
GET IT, DECLARES DEALER

FRESH RUSSIAN
TROOPS RUSHING
T0 HEAD POLES

Bolshevik Forces Move From
Finnish Frontier To
Rescue Army.

SOVIET-FINNISH PEACE

Russians Thus Released To
Fight Poles—Many Over-
Run East Prussia.

WARSAW, Aug. 26.—Fresh Bolshevik
forces released from the Finnish fron-
tier have been rushed toward Grodno
in an endeavor to head off the Polish
advance, and if possible to rescue
thousands of the Red army hemmed in
by the Poles, according to tonight's
military information.

Owing to the Soviet-Finnish peace
treaty thousands of Reds, it is reported,
are being transfered to the Polish front.
The Poles are expected to reoccupy
Grodno at an early date.

The Bolsheviki, who have escaped the
Polish armies are overrunning the East
Prussian frontier to such an extent that
the German military authorities are
said to have called out extra border
forces to guord the scattered points and
prevent further crossing. 1t is esti-
mated here that between 25,000 and
30,000 Reds have sought refuge in Prus-
sia. At several places, it is asserted,
the Germans fired on the Reds, driving
them back into Poland, where thousands
are gradually being surrounded by the
Poles in their northern sweep.

The official communique issued to-
nipht says that the Bolshevik commit-
tee from Soldau, which escaped into
Prussia, has been delivered over to the
Polish troops by the German authori-
ties and taken before a court-martiai,
but no verdict is mentioned. Detach-
ments of the First and Fifth Polish
armies continue to clear out the north-
era regions of the remnants of the Bol-
sheviki, many of whom have thrown
away their arms and are wandering
through the forests.

Various enemy detachments that
could not cut their way through the
Polish girdle are crossing into German
territory with their supplies. The Poles
took 600 prisoners in the fighting north
of Ostrolenka. They have also occu-
pied Ossowetz. A Polish detachment
east of Lemberg has occupied Zad-
worze and Prezeayslany.

Winnipeg Fruit Merchants

Say That Liquor Regula-
’ tions Have Increased De-
| mand For Light Wines and
| Grape Juices, and This Has
Boosted Price.

{Special to The Advertiser.)
WINNIPEG, Aug. 26.—"Winnipeg
and the West are clamoring for On-
{ tario fruit. We cannot get any. With
the advent of !liquor sale regulations

the consumption of non-imtoxicating
wines and grape juices has great in-
creased,” dealers said today.

For this reason non-intoxicating
wine and grape juice manufacturers
are strongly competing this year for
the supply of Ontario grapes. This has
boosted the price, and local wholesale
fruiters cannot as yet tell the extent
to which Ontario grapes will this year
be brought to Western Canada. The
latest quotation received was 50 cents
a small basket, wholesale, in the east.

Complaint is being voiced by Win-
nipeg fruiters and grocers over the
fact that local tomato growers ask,
and are receiving to soOme extent, 15
cents a pound for their commodity.
Thig price makes it necessary, accord-
ing to grocers, to charge 30 cents a
pound for local grown tomatoes. On-
tarip tomatoes are being sold in Win-
nipeg as low as $1.29 for eleven-quart
baskets.

Fruiters report that there has been
practically no preserving done thus far
this season by Winnipeg housewives,
due to the high cost and scarcity of
Ontario fruit and sugar.

Ontario plums are scarce and retail-
ing around $1 for small baskets.

CANADIAN FEDERATION
