Ward 4 and Ward 1 rolled up large 
majorities for Moore, with Ward 2, the 
mayor’s own ward, giving Moore a com­
fortable lead. Ward 3 stood by Wenige, 
giving him a majority of 682.

That the citizens appreciated the 
work of Ald. James McCormick in the 
council during 1925 was demonstrated 
by the fact that he headed the polls.

BUSINESSMEN TO SEEK
SOLUTION FOR STRIKE

Associated Press Despatch.
Moscow, Dec. 8.—A reminder of how 

the hunter has become the hunted in 
Russia was provided yesterday by the 
arrest of 15 former executioners under 
the czarist regime, charged with hav­
ing strangled to death at least 500 
revolutionists.

The evidence against them, as set 
forth in the local press, says that they 
received from $10 to $50 for each 
execution, and that one of them, a 
priest named Rosanoff, who officiated 
at the hangings, received $1.50 for each 
prayer on the gallows. The place of 
execution is said to have been in the 
cellar of a private house. There was 
a large table and on it a chair. At­
tached to the ceiling was a stout rope, 
from which the victims were suspended 
when the chair was thrust from under 
them. Their bodies were then taken 
secretly to a cemetery nearby.

In 
the past, three mayors attempted to 
become the city’s chief magistrate. 
Mayor Wenige has proved to be the 
fourth man to make the attempt un­
successfully.

A Close Campaign.
It was one of the hottest municipal 

campaigns that the city has ever wit­
nessed. Early returns showed Mr. 
Moore to be leading. A dozen more 
subdivisions turned the tide in favor of 
Wenige, but the next fifteen returns 
showed the mayor to be losing ground 
slowly but surely. At 11 o’clock the 
mayor conceded defeat, when returns 
showed him to be down between 700 
and 800.

In his own subdivision Mayor-Elect 
Moore polled 103 votes to Wenige's 42. 
Six subdivisions in the mayor’s own 
locality, Victoria school, gave Moore a 
majority of 56, Wenige failing to get a 
majority in any one of the six.

There were 1,486 more votes cast this 
year than last, just 13 votes less than 
the majority given Mr. Moore.

An analysis of the vote showed the 
Moore majority coming from all sec­
tions of the city. In one subdivision in 
ward one. the mayor would receive a 
comfortable margin. This would be 
more than wiped out in the next-door 
subdivision, which gave Moore a heavy 
vote. Thus it went in every ward.

Both candidates had fleets of motor 
cars working all day long and right up 
until the booths closed at 7 o'clock.

Considering the number of ballots 
that had to be counted, the deputy re­

has published its proposals for sweep­
ing away the poor law system which 
has existed in England for 91 years. 
The principal proposal is to abolish 
boards of guardians, which are the 
bodies elected exclusively for admin­
istering relief to the poor, and to trans­
fer their powers to the county coun­
cils, which administer all kinds of 
loyal services.

This lias long been advocated by the 
Labor party, but it is not certain to 
meet with Labor approval at the present 
day. The reason is that Labor during 
recent years has found it easier to 
gain control of the boards of guardians 
than of county councils, because non- 
Labor voters do not take the trouble 
to vote at the elections of boards of 
guardians.

Another proposal is . to substitute 
block grants from the central exchequer 
to local authorities in place of grants 
in aid of health services and other social 
services.

His murderer and, it is 
suspected, at least one companion first 
isolated the little office building by 
severing the telephone wire, and then 
the town by cutting the wires on both 
sides. In a large motor-car they 
drove through a side street by the 
office, it is thought.

Tyhurst. his back to the window, his 
figure silhouetted against the lighted 
interior of his small office, presented a 
perfect target. As his assassin, in the 
motor-car, was driven slowly past the 
window he raised a rifle to his shoulder 
and pulling the trigger sent a bullet 
crashing through the two panes of 
glass and into the brain of his victim.

Revenge prompted the crime, it is 
said by officials of the company and of 
the Pinkerton agency. The provincial 
police are non-commital.
