London, Sept. 19.—It is. asserted 
in a despatch from Tokio to The Ex­
press that the Japanese are vigor­
ously shelling the Russian positions 
at Mukden, preparatory to a general 
advance, and endeavoring by a wide 
turning movement to cut off Gen. 
Kuropatkin’s retreat. The Japanese 
armies, the despatch adda, are dis­
posed in the same relative positions 
as in the fighting before Liaoyang.

Almost Continual Skirmishing.
Mukden, Sept. 19.—The Japanese 

are reported to be advancing on both 
flanks from the east, the southeast 
and the southwest. The Russian out­
posts are closely engaged twenty 
miles southeast of Mukden. Almost 
continual skirmishing is going on.

Last Saturday evening, when the 
Steamer City of Chatham arrived in 
the city they found that one of the 
desk hands. James Larkin had not 
been seen in Chatham since Friday 
morning. They missed Larkins Sat­
urday morning when the steamer 
started for Detroit but it was 
thought that he had gone ashore and 
had missed the boat. They thought 
nothing of it, as it appears Larkins 
was in the habit of often disappear­
ing mysteriously and showing up lat­
er. He had done this in Windsor some

When the crew found out that he 
had not been seen in Chatham since 1 
Friday night, began to suspect that 
something was wrong and they at 
once instituted a search for him. 
Larkin: it appears, had gone ashore 
Friday evening and after walking 
around town for some time, with a 
few of his friends, he bad gone up 
to the opera bouse with them. After 
the show, he stayed around town a 
while longer and then went aboard 
the boat to go to bed.

The other employes of the boat 
were already in bed and heard Lar­
kins come on board about midnight. 
He went down to bis room and stay­
ed there for a while and then he 
was heard to go up and walk to the 
back of the boat. It was supposed 
that he had been taken ill. It is 
said that he was sitting on the rail 
of the boat smoking, and this was 
the last seen of Larkins. It is now 
supposed that he dozed off while lie 
was smoking and fell into the water. 
Larkins could not swim so that he 
would have been helpless as soon as 
he struck the water.

The crew were of the opinion that 
he was safe ashore until John Soft- 
ley, a citizen, found Larkin’s cap in 
the river Sautrday night, near St. 
Joseph’s Hospital. He brought it to 
the boat and then it was suspected 
that Larkin was drowned. Ed. Bar­
ry, W. Goodreau, and Will Jahnke 
formed a searching party and, secur­
ing a boat and pike poles, they 
searched in the river from half past 
one o’clock Sunday morning until half 
past three but they were unable to 
find the body.

Sunday morning at about eleven 
o'clock, the search was resumed, this 
time by Will Jahnke, Con. Delahenty, 
Ed. McCormick, and “Bees" Blair, and 
at half past one o’clock the body 
was found just off, where the stern 
of the boat is when at the dock and 
close to the shore. This strenght- 
ened the opinion that he fell off the 
stern of the boat while smoking.

Oyama Reports Leet.
Tokio, Sept. 19.—Marquis Oyama, 

Commander-in-chief of the Japanese 
forces in the field, telegraphed yes­
terday morning that General Oku 
had reported having captured 13 
prisoners at the battle of Liaoyang. 
He also gave a detailed list of the 
Russian stores which Gen. Oku cap­
tured as follows: Thirty horses, two 
thousand two hundred and eighty- 
eight rifiea, one hundred and seventy- 
■ix ammunition wagons, five thou­
sand eight hundred and ninety-two 
rounds of artillery, six hundred and 
fifty-nine thousand nine hundred and 
thirty small arm cartridge. Great 
quantities of timber, flour, rice, for­
age, engineering implements, clothing 
and accoutrements.

Russians Make Chinese Seldiers
Tokio, Sept. 19.—It is reported 

that the Russians compel the Chinese 
in Siberia to cut their queues and, 
enlist in the army at the front. Dis­
obedience is punished with instant 
confiscation of property and death.

Liaeyang Defeat Costly.
Paris, Sept. 19.—A despatch te The 

Journal from St. Petersburg states 
that the Russian losses at Liaoyang 
from Aug. 26 to Sept. 8 were two 
generals, 21,800 men and 133 guns. 
The value of the material lost, in­
cluding the fortifications, is $30,- 
000,000.

Gen. Stoessel Expects Defeat,

Che Foo, Sept. 19.—According to 
Lieut. Prince Radizivil of the Rus­
sian army, who reached here Satur­
day night from Port Arthur, bearing 
despatches from Lieut.-Gen. Stoessel, 
the commander-in-chief of the forces 
of the Russian stronghold, to Gen. 
Kuropatkin, the temper of the bel­
ligerents at Port Arthur has reached 
an absolutely merciless stage. Prince 
Radizivil declares that the men of 
both armies are absolutely venom­
ous in their antagonism. Lieut.-Gen. 
Stoessel has addressed his garrison, 
saying that if the Japanese soldiers 
entered the fortress it undoubtedly 
will be impossible for their officers 
to control them and prevent a mas­
sacre. For this reason Lieut.-General 
Stoessel is making no objection to 
civilians leaving Port Arthur. In con­
sequence of the fact that flags of 
truce are ignored, numbers of dead 
Japanese who have been lying on the 
slopes of the hills of the northeast 
defences for weeks past are still un­
buried and the stench in Port Ar­
thur from decomposing bodies is al­
most unendurable.

In the course of the assaults which 
took place in the four last days of 
August two companies of Japanese 
soldiers, according to Prince Radizi­
vil found themselves at the mercy of 
the Russians and hoisted a white 
flag. To this, however, the Russians 
paid no attention, and continued to 
fire volleys rapidly into the helpless 
ranks of the Japanese. In the mean­
time Japanese troops in the rear of 
the company that had raised the 
white flag saw what their comrades 
had done and expressed their disap­
proval of the surrender by firing into 
their rear. As a result of this, 600 
men were annihilated.

In describing the American citi­
zens taken on the Minnie M. he called 
them "a cargo of living beings, chief­
ly roughs.” Reference was also made 
of the call at Batchawana Bay, 
"where the unique spectacle was wit­
nessed of a deputy returning officer 
consulting as to the personation of 
voters In the list at his poll.” Con­
tinuing the chancellor said:

"From there they .went to Michi­
picoten Harbor and to Helen Mine, 
at both of which places they voted. 
They were all given free transporta­
tion, free food, free liquor through- 
out. They were schooled and drilled 
as to the business of personation and 
of the actual consummation of that 
personation the court had not the 
slightest doubt. There -were no 
others at these places who could have 
given the votes that were cast.

• "There were thus a cluster of of- 
fenses against the election law—free 
transportation to voters, payment of 
expenses, free drinks, free board, per- 
sonation, in all of which Kennedy, 
alias Ferguson, was the chief agent, 
assisted by Galvin, the keeper of a 
saloon at the American Soo. It was 
also shown that Coyne bad ordered 
the party to be carried free of charge, 
that Kennedy had settled up with 
Galvin on the return trip, who after­
wards paid off his men $2 apiece, 
probably making considerable on the 
transaction himself.

F ROAD IMPROVEMENT.

GOOD HIGHWAYS AND METHODS OF 
BUILDING THEM.SECURITY Construction of Brick Track Roads 

Recommended—-Their Cost and Da- 
rability—Employment of Convicts 
Im Highway Building.
The present general movement for 

better roads and the prospect of na­
tional aid in road building have greatly 
stimulated the study of the best meth- 
ods of road building.

While to the general public the idea 
of building permanent roads is to use 
broken stone, after the system first 
employed by John Macadam about the 
year 1785, other methods should be 
carefully studied in order to build the 
best and most durable roads at the 
lowest cost

It seems a remarkable fact, in view 
of the great improvements in every­
thing connected with modern life, that 
we are still building our roads the 
same way they were built over 100 
years ago, says the Waynesboro (Pa.) 
Herald. This resulted from the uni­
versal introduction of the railroad, 
which caused the improvement of our 
common roads to be sadly neglected as 
well as advancement in the art of 
building them.

A great obstacle in the way of build­
ing durable roads of crushed stone is 
found in the lack of suitable stone in 
most localities where good road stone 
is found. In New York state, for in­
stance, where road building has been 
very active in recent years, stone has 
been shipped over 300 miles in some 
instances in order to obtain stone of 
good quality.

The lack of good road material has 
caused careful study of various meth­
ods of road building by experts, with 
the result that for general use a mod­
ification of the old stone wheel track 
or tramway roads, which have been in 
constant use for over a hundred years 
without material wear or cost, has 
been highly recommended. The old 
tramway roads could only be built at 
reasonable cost in a few localities hav­
ing suitable stone, but by substituting 
paving brick for the stone slabs this 
superior form of road can be cheaply 
built in every locality.

In fact, even in the favored localities 
where good road stone is abundant the 
use of these brick wheel tracks consid­
erably decreases the first cost of roads, 
while they practically do away with all 
repair expenses as well as the dust and 
mud and at the same time enable three 
to four times the load to be hauled 
with the same team force.

This improved method of road build­
ing has been adopted in a number of 
localities and the cost has been found 
to be from $1,200 to $2,500 a mile, ac­
cording to the relative cost of ma­
terials, labor, etc., while the average 
cost of crushed stone reads has been 
about $9,000 a mile in New York, where 
the greatest amount of road building 
has recently been done.

A section af this brick track road in 
the United States department of agri- 
cûlture grounds during the last four 
seasons shows no material wear and 
has been uniformly free from dust, 
mud and ruts during that time, while 
an adjacent section of crushed stone 
road has been nearly ruined during 
the same time, partly by the washing 
of water.

For hilly roads these brick wheel 
tracks are especially adapted, as by 
depressing the tracks below the ad­
jacent road surface the water is suc­
cessfully carried down the hills on 
them without washing the roadway 
and without the use of the objection- 
able water breaks, besides enabling 
three times the grade to be used with­
out disadvantage.

Government road officials recommend 
that long term convicts be employed In 
penitentiaries in making the brick, ce 
ment, etc., for these roads, and short 
term convicts be used in making the 
roads, to the moral and physical bet­
terment of the convicts, and claim that 
in this way the building of these supe­
rior and most durable of roads should

cost but $800 to $1,200 a mile in many
localities. This makes an interesting
comparison with the cost of $9,000 a 
mile in New York state for crushed 
stone roads, some of which have been 
nearly ruined by two or three years of 
use, while wheel tracks similar to the 
brick tracks, built of stone, near Al­
bany, N. Y., in 1833, at a cost of $1,500 
a mile, show very little wear in more 
than seventy years of constant and 
heavy traffic.

If convicts were thus employed In 
such penitentiaries as Sing Sing, New 
York, for Instance, where the best of 
brick clays could be delivered at very 
low cost by boat, and from which the 
brick, etc., could be cheaply shipped 
by boat to nearly every point along the 
proposed New York and Chicago road, 
that road could probably be built for 
less than one-fifth of the cost of build­
ing It of crushed stone, have three 
times the smoothness and more than 
ten times the durability of a crushed 
stone road and at the same time be 
nearly dustless and mudless.

Brick made at Sing Sing could also 
be cheaply delivered at all points in 
New York state and also be shipped to 
all points along Lake Erle by boat, 
thus enabling the greater part of the 
proposed New York and Chicago road 
to be built by this superior system and 
at a cost so low as to be insignificant 
when compared with Its substantial 
and lasting benefits.

ATLANTIC STORM SWEPT.

Much Shipping Destroyed and Numerous 
Lives Lost.

New York. Sept. 16.—A number of 
lives were lost, much property dam­
aged and several ships wrecked in 
the storm which swept up the At­
lantic Coast Wednesday night and 
yesterday.

It was one of the fiercest tieptem­
ber storms on record—thunder and 
lightning adding terrors to a howling 
gale which swept drenching sheets of 
rain over sea and land. Last night’s 
telegraphic reports say the storm has 
swept out into the ocean and from 
the Canadian coast.

The greatest loss of life was near 
Wilmington. Del. The tug Israel W. 
Durham, with a crew of six men and 
four other men employes of the Am­
erican Dredging Company, was 
swamped in the Delaware River ear­
ly yesterday during the height of the 
storm. Eight of the ten persons on 
the little craft were drowned. From 
farther down the coast—Jackson­
ville—comes the report that five men 
were drowned off Charlestown. New 
York suffered comparatively little, al­
though the wind and rain and thun- 
der and lightning were terrific. Nine- 
teen coal barges went adrift in the 
bay, and last night their wreckage 
was strewn from the shore from the 
Battery to the Narrows. No lives 
were lost.

THOMAS SCULLARD—Barrister
bon that neither of these authors 
could "raise a blush on the cheek of 
modest innocence nor plant a pang 
in the heart of the devout Chris­
tian." "We may fairly inquire," 
wrote Huxley in the Nineteenth Cen­
tury in 1886, "whether editorial 
bowdlerising has not prevailed over 
historic truth."

Sometimes, however, the name is 
that of the victim rather than of the 
offender. Capt. Boycott enriched the 
English language by being the first 
Irish landlord to be boycotted. In 
1881 The Spectator had this com­
ment on the English climate: "Dame 
Nature arose. . . . She boycotted 
London from Kew to Mile End."

Like Thomas Bowdler in this one 
respect, James Granger gave a word 
to the language by publishing a 
book. This volume, which appear- 
ed in 1769, was a "Biographical 
History of England," and it con­
tained blank leaves for engravings 
or other illustrations for the text. 
It became a regular hobby to fill up 
Grangers, and other books were dealt 
with in the same fashion. A writer 
in The Pall Mail Gazette gave a 
critical force to the word in the 
sentence: "He . proceeded to 
‘grangerize’ or illustrate it by the 
insertion of his mass of materials." 
Granger was in holy orders, and it 
was of him that Dr. Johnson said 
with more than his usual bluntness:

The dog is a Whig. I do not like 
much to see a Whig in any dress, 
but I hate to see a Whig in a par- 
son’s gown." Granger seems to 
have been a good Whig and a good 
churchman for all that, and died 
from the effects of an apoplectic (it 
which seized him while in the act 
of administering the sacrament.

The word "hansom" hardly sug­
gests a human being, but there was 
once a Mr. Hansom, an architect by. 
profession, who patented in 1834 a 
vehicle from which the present han­
som has been evolved. Hansom got 
rid of his rights to a company for 
£10,000, but not one farthing of this 
money was ever paid to him. The 
company got into difficulties, and 
Hansom took up the management in 
1839, for which service he received 
£300, the only money he ever made 
out of his famous patent. Disraeli 
pays a graceful tribute to this spe­
cies of a cab in "Lothair": "Ho 
hailed a cruising hansom. ‘Tis the 
gondola of London," said Lothair. < 

The northern pronunciation of
Lord Brougham’s name became in1 
London Brum, and eventually lent 
its prestige to a particular type of 
carriage. In 1856 Patmore wrote: 
Briggs, Factotum, Footman, Butler,

Groom, 
Preserved the rabbits, drove the 

brougham.
McAdam.—This great inventor of 

the stylo of road named after him, 
was born at Ayr in 1756, and was 
descended from the clan of the Mc­
Gregors who were outlawed under 
James II. of Scotland. The grand­
son of the chief, Gregor McGregor, 
settled in the lowlands and changed 
his name to McAdam. His father 
died in 1770. After that he Jived 
with an uncle, who was a merchant 
in New York. He stopped in the 
United States until the end of the . 
Revolutionary War, and made a for­
tune as "agent for the sale of 
prizes." Then he returned to Scot- 
land and purchased an estate. Ho 
began at his own expense a long 
series of experiments in the face of 
much prejudice. At last, in 1823, a 
committee of the House of Commons 
met to consider his petition and 
adopted his views. Between 1798- 
1814 he had traveled over 30,000 
miles of roads in Great Britain in 
pursuit of his investigations. Thom­
as Hood, the poet, paid him a mem- 
orable tribute in his well-known 
"Ode to McAdam."

Luigi Galvani, bom in Bologna in 
1737, was a distinguished physiolo­
gist, though he did not discover gal­
vanism. This valuable find was made 
by his wife, the daughter of a medi­
cal professor. Having observed that

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DRY FEEDING SYSTEM.
Inerensing Im Fever Among Breed- 

ers ef Poultry.
The dry feeding system is meeting 

with increasing favor. Breeders who 
have tried one season of it claim that 
the egg production is increased and 
they have more uniform growth with 
the young stock, says Wallace’s 
Farmer. The feed boxes are kept 
filled with a variety of grains, the 
grit box is full, and also a box of 
charcoal. From these the fowls take 
their choice, balancing their own ra­
tions as they do in the summer time 
on free range.

It has not been very long since the 
farmer was censured for letting his 
poultry have the range of the feed 
yards, where was always a supply of 
corn, and of the barn, with its wheat 
and oat bin. It was a source of won­
der to the town breeder that under 
such conditions the farmer’s flock laid 
an egg, yet they continued to pay the 
grocer. Where there Is a variety of 
grains it is not very different from the 
dry feed system if chickens are sup­
plied with pure water, housed warmly 
In dry quarters and really have access 
to the feed bins. If they are supplied 
with grit and charcoal they will doubt­
less lay as well as the fancier’s fowls 
on dry feed and free range.

Curing the Gapes.
I keep wheat soaking in a small bot­

tle of turpentine. If a chick wheezes, 
snuffles and rattles as though it had a 
cold, this is the forerunner of gapes, 
says an Illinois breeder in American 
Agriculturist. When gapes are un­
usually violent and fatal a chick may 
begin gaping without showing these. 
In such case the chick is nearly al­
ways a goner. Carbolic acid will help 
him if anything will.

Pour a little refined carbolic acid In 
a spoon, bold it over a lamp, and dense 
white fumes will soon arise. Hold the 
chick’s head in these, drawing him 
away for a second or two to let him 
catch his breath. Don’t let him get 
his bill in the acid. If you look at the 
acid in the spoon before you pour it 
back In the bottle you can often see 
the tiny red worms that the fumes 
made the chick cough up. Five cents’ 
worth of acid will doctor dozens of 
chicks. If the chick is only coughing, 
two or three grains of the wheat or a 
tiny piece of asafetida may cure him.

Some German experiments are re­

ported in which chicks were hatched 
out and fed in such a way and under 
such conditions as to exclude all bac­
teria, says American Poultry Journal. 
The chicks ate well and regularly and 
apparently digested their food normal­
ly. Nevertheless they did not gain in 
weight and died after about twenty 
days. Upon examination the droppings 
were found free from bacteria. Other 
chicks fed normally gained about three 
times their original weight during the 
same period. Part of the chicks used 
in the test were inoculated with intes- 
tinal bacteria from normal chicks, aft­
er which they soon became strong and 
gained in weight.

Judges Hold That the Evidence Was Tee 
Contradictory—Minister Davis Only 
Witness on Saturday—Said He Had No 
Knowledge of a Central Organization 
in Connection With the Liberal Party- 
Significant Neglect.

Owen Sound, Sept. 19,—Only one 
witness gave evidence in the North 
Grey election trial Saturday morn- 
ing, Hon. E. J. Davis, Commissioner 
of Crown Lands, said that he had 
arrived in the riding on the day of 
Mr. Mackay's nomination, had ad- 
dressed the convention and departed 
the following day. A week previous 
to the election he had returned and 
had not been in the riding since that 
occasion. He arrived in Owen Sound 
on Christmas eve and returned to

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BERNIER SAILS AWAY
Gallant Captain Given Command 

of the Arctic.

Major Moodie Receives His Commission 
An Commander-la-Chief of the Expedi- 
tion to Hudson Bay — Inspector Pelle- 
tier Head of the Mounted Police- 
Minister Prefontaine and Many Friends 
See Expedition Start For North.

Quebec, Que., Sept. 19.—There were 
thousands of spectators on the 
King’s Wharf and on the Dufferin 
Terrace when the steamer Arctic left 
at 12.80 o'clock Saturday afternoon 
for her three years’ cruise in the wa­
ters of Hudson Bay and Mackenzie 
River.

The Minister of Marine and Fisher- 
ies, Hon. R. Prefontaine, went on 
board at 12.15 p.m., after having 
thoroughly inspected the steamer la 
the morning, and addressed the 
crowd from the bridge of the vessel. 
Ho was surrounded by many promi­
nent citizens. Hon. Mr. Prefontaine 
bade God-apeed to the officers and 
crew, saying that they had a very 
important duty to fulfill, a very im­
portant mission to execute for the 
Government, the organization of a 
vast extent of Canadian territory in 
the northern part of the country.

He expressed the hope that, in 
three years, they would come back, 
enjoying good health, after having 
been true to themselves end their 
country. He said that next year a re­
lief steamer would be sent to them. 
Turning towards Major Moodie, he 
gave him hie commission as com­
mander-in-chief of the expedition.

To Capt. Bernier, he said that he 
had the full command of the vessel 
and its crew, and that he was re­
sponsible for the ship. He (Captain 
Bernier) would in three years from 
now, perhaps, be in a position to 
realize the dream of his life—a trip 
towards the North Pole for its dis-

that, for the moment, there was 

ac-gomething more important to
complish, that is, the organization 
of the vast territories of the far 
north.

Hon. Mr. Prefontaine then gave to 
Inspector Pelletier his commission as 
head officer of the detachment of 
Mounted Police on board.

The steamer Arctic then left slow- 
ly, accompanied by the Druid, with 
many officials on board. Mrs. Moodie, 
wife of Major Moodie, accompanies 
her husband on- the Arctic.

PRINCE BISMARCK DEAD.

Son of Builder of the German Empire 
Fasses Away Psiniorsly.

Friedrichesruhe, Sept. 19.—Prince 
Herbert Bismarck died yesterday 
morning at 10.15. The end was 
painless. Since he ceased to be For- 
eign Minister, on the, retirement of 
his father in 1890, Prince Herbert 
Bismarck has taken part in public 
affairs only as a member of the 
Reichstag. His attitude hreod b beem 
that of a man not appreciated by his 
sovereign, and who was waiting in 
the background, for an opportunity 
to resume his career.

His delivery as a Parliamentary 
speaker improved year by year. He 
always declined to join any political 
group, steadfastly calling himself a» 
independent.

Prince Bismarck's father trained 
him for his successor as chancellor of 
the German Empire,, and advanced 
him rapidly in the diplomatic ser­
vice until, at the age of 40 years, he 
was Minister of Foreign Affairs, in 
which position he took part in near- 
ly every important international 
transaction.

The title of Prince Bismarck and 
the large fortune of the deceased will 
go to his 7-year-old son, Otto. The 
estate is now estimated to be worth 
$4,000,000, exclusive of the lands.
