minion Department oi Agriculture is 
establishing an enlomogicat field ela­
tion in the Annapolis Valley, and in 
co operation with the fruit growers 
will carry -n experiments in other 
sections. Mr. Ka ph Eaton bah 
placed several acres of young orchard 
at the disposal of the Division of 
Entomology for experimental pur 
poses., Dr. Gordon Hewitt, Dominion
