THE FUNCTIONS OF MONEY.
WVe resuîme our treatmnen t of Sir Anthony

t1 uIsgrave's contribution to the 1 restm inter
JkrYrlTe writer betlieves thant thie

severe coipetition wlich Itritish mazlk-
facturers are meeting vith fromn continental
countries is the resuilt of an undue de-
velopmnnt of the mîîanu&faturng industries
to a certain degree at tie expense of tie
agricultural, whîereby. tie nation depends
largely upon foreign supplies of food. Blut
this tends to right itself. Manmifacturers
are allnred by the cheapness of food ani
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labor, and this is probably the cause of the
growing importance of Germany in manu-
factures, Wages being, as yet, lower tan
the Britisli worknman will accept, wile the
export bounties will off-set any increase in
the price of food caused by the changes in
the tariff. Tle depression in Great Britaini
lie believes to b due te the great abund-
ance of noiey, the nation's successful trade
of tie last forty years being eihodied in
imoiey as the store of value; and "tIhe

al>iiundance of this article of exchange lias
tended to raise the prices of all otlier
articles of whiclh tie production has nloi
been proporttoiately extensive witli the
iiicrease in the quantity of money? Be

next refers to a point, in whiclh, however,
lie was anticipatedI about a year ago by a
correspondeit of the London Spectator,
niaiiely,. tliat dullness in trade is an un-
failing consequence of execssive saving on
tie part of the peuple. There is a general
iipression prevailing that expenditure is
good for trade. Money put into circula-
tion stimnulates exehanges of property of
ail kinds and consequeitly encourages
production. This was well seen during the
w ar of the A merican rebellion wlien people
hadt s little confidence in the ultiniate
value (redenpîtion)of greenbacks, that tley
were not stored away, but speedily ex-
changed by flic holder for first articles of
iecessity or fancy. Every stepu they took
made themiu weaker and weaker, and no
oe cared te hold-them.

Production lias no objecLbeyod tlat of
pi;ovidiig for consumption. "Systemnatic
and widely extended economy in expendi-
ture, and consequently of consumption,
muîîîst produce accumulations of large suins
of ioney waiting for investmiient, aind cor-
respoudmng depression and inactivity i the
nanifacturing industry." The writer in the
llexîîinir dilnutes the correctness of the
teachings of tlc sclool of Mill and Fawcett
that the consinption of luxuries diminbish-
es the production of wealth. Tliat the
abstinence fromi luxuries on the part of
tlic individual is morally praisewortliy.
and %vill unidoubtedly tend to the accuiu-
lation of wealth in the sliape of money in
lis own pocket, is quîite-trîne; but it is
plaiin that if every one does the same
tling, there will ba a great accumulation
of the store of value, very little vealth te
piicliase with it, and great lack of Cm-
ployient for the workmnan. A similar
state of things takes place where revolu-
tioniary tendencies in the uasses frigliten
capital and wealth into inactivity. T he
result is lessened employment for the
people anmd an increase in the cost of the
articles of manufacture, tirongh decreased
producti'n and cotmpetition. Even ho wlo
emiploys his wealth in the erection of a
princely residence and the purchase of
fine furaiture, plettires, carrinages, libraries,
*c;, is simply giving employment te the

workmen employed in, their production,
for after all no oune man Can consume either
n food or clothing, or in what are consid-
ered the ordinary luxuries of life, munch
more than another, whatever thoir respec-
(ve stations in the social fabrie.

The w riter takes a glance at the Biritish
land question. Were land ever so " fiee,"
the case, he says, would be this, that " frec
land simply means free play for capital li
regard to land, and certainly cannot benefit
the masses of the people in town or country
who have noither the money to buy land
when it is 'free,' nor to stock it and work
it, if even the prime difliculty of purelase
were got over." Men will not part with
their exchangeable property in money tu
buy land, or stock it, or work it, unless the
tenure is certain., A Californian or Aus-
tralian would hesitate now are he gave
mnoney "for the right to use land in Ire-
land, or, indeed, in England for that
matter." Any change of tenure which lias
a tendency to diminish absolute security
for the future vill discourage improvement
and lessen the probability of the land being
most profitably used, thereby inflicting a
oss upon the community as a whole. Land

is valuxless to anyone unless good use is
made of it, and individuals will net eN-
change their portable property-their gold
or I store of value "-for the right to do so
unless their tenure is made secure. This
part of the subject lhas litile application for.
is in Canada, and is introduced only for
the purpose of further proving the charac-
ter of gold as a store of value, vnd that it
s because of its possession of this character
that it can successfully exercise the fune-
tions of a medimi of exchange, mensure
of value, ör standard of value.

THE GRAND TRUNK REPORT.

'fTle senii-anual report of the working
of the Grand Trunk railway invariably
proves interesting to commercial mon.
There is no road whose listory is so inter-
woven vith tlat of the commercial pro-
gress of Canada as that of the pioneer
railroad of the Dominion, and ail the
fluctuations of Canadian trade are faith-
fully reflected in its returns. Owving to the
variety of causes, some apparently insig
nificant in tihemselves, wllich affect the
tralic returns of any groat trunk route,
there is no commercial baroneter wlich
registers so accurately the rise and fall of
the current of commerce as the returns of
a-great trunk rond, and iL may fairly be
said that a carefully comipiled report of
this nature gives a species of bird-eye view
of the mercantile situation. Sir Henry
Tyler is gaining an enviable reputation for
the clearness and perspicacity of his reports
and the present one fully maintains his
character for comprehensiveness, mipute
nes and accuracy of detail,

The report deals first witlh the losses
incurrod by the oonpany in 1SS4 and 1885
aid points out that in the latter year the
loss in net recdpts was nearly £620,000
fromi the amount realized il 183. rhe
causes of this enornous falling off being-
first, excessive comiotition in the rates and
fares, and unîeniiierative rates; secondly,
the epidemic in this city ; thirdly, immi-
grant fares, which have only recently been
raised te the former level ; f urthly, gen-
eral depression of trade and business ; •

and fifthly, the low price of bread stiafs in
Europe. These causes are now to a large
exment renoved. Raies have imuproved
and have been better inaintained, trade is
siendly iniproving ail ovvr the continent,
the epideiic is a tling of the past which,
owing to the imnproved state of sanitary
nmatters, is hiarly likely ever to occur
again, and finally iimnigrant rates have
once more been restored to tleir former
level. Thus tho account for the hialf-year
ending last J une is not only satisfactory in
itself but is still more encouraging in ifs
outlook for tie future. The road bad, at
that date, so far recovered its lost groun'd
as to earn ain increase of £130,000 in the
net revenue during the hialf-year. After
paying the preferences as well as the de-
ficit of £80,000 in 1885, there ivas still a
surplus left, while at the corresponding
p'riod in 1885 there existed a deficit of
£46,000. This increase i revenue is
principally due to growth in freight re-
ceipts whiclh clain £124388, against £8,857
for increased passenger receipts, but the
most hopeful sign is that during the sane
period there 'was a decrease of £7,000 in
the working expenses.

The total tonnage carried as well as tle
total numuber of passengers transported
was greater than in any previons June
half.year. The execss over June, 1885, was
120,000 tons and 50 millions of ton miles,
of wnich east-bound traille is credited with
62,000 tons and 42 millions of ton miles,
and west-bonid trailie with 58,000 tons
and 14 millions of ton miles. Tlese figures
show that tlhe assertions of those pessimists
who leld that hie Grand Trunk could
never coupete with ihe great. trunk lines
of the United States for vant of control of
the traflic, have not beei horne out, by the
facts. On the conltrary it has been wel
able to lold its own and both its through
connections and side lines appear to bo
imnproviing and developing steadily. Ai-
otiier ecouîraging point is that the traflic
comes more and more froma points on its
own lino and year by year the railroad is
less dependent on foreign roads for its
business.

The principal feature of the pact year
laq been the narked increase in wliat are
called lake and rail shipnents. On the
other hand tte al rail slipments of grain
have fallen og from 2,487,000 .buslhels in
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1885 te 1,324,000 in 1880. This is partly
hi consequence of the condition of the
markets, and partly because sone of
the traflic was diverted from Chicago, but

principally in conseqpience of the enormous
shipmnents by lake aud rail. Ilowever, it
is satisfactory, froin tiis point of view, te
notice the improveient in the tralie over
the syutem of the Grand Trnk acting as
feeder to and froi the Canadian Lake
ports. Another encouraging feature is
thlat the piolicy of redilcing capital expei-
diture hiâs hun rigorously adhered te, se
that during tie past ialf-year only £5,400
was speit over the wolile systeli on ithat
account. 'lbc insurance fond is also in
good conldiiion and Sir lenry Tyler stated
tlat the comîpanuy would he able te redice
the slbscription to the fund fron £3,200 te
£2,000 during Uie ensning half-year. The
auunotit now at the credit of that fund is
£16,0000 and the aiioaunt available for the
replacetnent (if propierty destroyed lias
rclIcd £20,000. ''ie aflUirs Of the Chi-
cage and Grand Trunk do net look so
pronising and he deticit of £30,000 shown
by the working of tliat brianli is oie of
hie n1iost atisatlsfactory feattures of the
report, buit on t.he other hand it is one of
the 11n1st inportant fcders of the inain
line and supplies traflic te the wlole
systei, fri.omîî west, to east; so that althouigh i
there is a delici t in payiig the interest on
tle Chi cago and Grand Trink of £30,000,
thle n1ot value of the trafic in terclIinged
bet woen the Graiid Tiuk and tle Chicago
and Grand Trunk systei for the half-year
aoniî ilts ta no0 less tail £133,000. For
iiist:ace ii I181 tho Chicago anid (irand
Trik supplied 285,000 tons of freiglt te
t.he iain line ;in 1883 it su1 1pliel 411,000
tons and in 1880, 5841,000 tons, se Ilat the
aimounit of lihe trallie obltalinecd frcin that
branchi lis doubled itself witihin the pilat
fi vo years and II te rand Triink's shaire of
thalt tra Ii ias increasei frein 1.10,000 tons
in 1881, to 210,000 ions in 1880.

Taking the reirt, as a wiole i t is a
i'mejfuil onie and seeIs to point te more

favrable returnîs in the nîcar future, in
spite of thi10 pression, ligit trallie and
unuertain rai es of the earlicr mio.tlis of thle
year, the road lias not onuly carried a larger
auiniit of traftlie tiian lst yeir but liis
carried i t a alower percentage of working
expeisos tn in any piretviousJ.1 une limlf-
year. At the saine time bot.l lte line and
he rolling stock are in botter confdition
t'hani for the paîstt.wvo Vareils and the bahiice
cf £331,000 lying at thoir bankers, is larger
tiin in any formr year. Tho deficit of
last yezir is cleared off, the Company starts
cilear aga in With' m'ore favorable prospects

Buck-
wheat shows a small • increase both in
acreage and yield, while beans show a
decrense in both but an increase in the
number of bushels obtained per acre.
Potatoes appear to have loest ground some-
what, the area being 19,000 acres less than
thc average while the crop is nearly
1'200'000 bushels less, a fact due to the
partial failure of this crop in the eastern
counties of the Province where potatoes
are reported to have rotted badly. In
other roots the yield varies but little ex-
cept in the case of turnips which exceed
the average of five years by 7,500,000
bushels.

Fruit of ail kinds lias been fairly abun-
dant and in seme counties a large surplus
of apples is reported. Much of these, how-
ever, were badly damaged by the lieavy
gales of the 14tli and 15th October, and are
not in good condition. The dairy industry
is lobking up under the influence of better
prices and as thie weather has been ex-
ceptionally favorable for fall farming ail
seasonable oporations are wcll advanced.

Not onîly
this, but the bneflits to be derived in tua
future itay be fairly expectei to b in
lirger proportion than tliose of the past,
iii as the growili of tlie population, and
conseinentt growtlh in our industries and
trade, progresses, the advantages of these
public works will be more and mare mani-
fest. For instance, the Canaditt Pacifié
railway figures in the accounts as charge-
able wîith a capital expeiditure of over-
%57,000,000, but in the single itemî of
cheapening te cost of tea froin China and
.1 apanit, iiported int this country, the
cotilrictioii of this rtilviy lias already
inaumgulaltet a saving estiiated at $720,000
anniually to Canladian constiuniers; and this
vithotatt tailng iin ta consideration tihc ad-
vanitges accrning from the development
and settlitig of the Northwest, the cose-
iiluent, expansion in trade, or the money
disbursed in wages and supplies.

Taking ic capital expeiditure iten by
itei, ve find littat the various Provincial
lebts aisiiedt by the Dominion aimloutnt
to $27,ß30,U5S. This sumîn of course did not
involve any iew charge tpon taxpayers
being nierely a transfer of existing liabili-
dies froim tlie provinces ta the Dominion.
lit fact it ias a direct adantago to lite
hsiness coiiiiiiiiity as, owing to lthe faet
thatll Dominion securities could commantd a

far lower rate of interest thtan Vas accorded
ta provincial borrowvings, their btrden was
proportionately reduced. The expenditure
on canals and other public works amounts
to $33,091,860. This is an item no one ecan
cavil at. These sums have long since more
than repaid thiemselves i the increased
volume of business which they have en-
abled the country ta transact and have
been most important factors in the de-
velopnent of the West. The Canadian
Pacific is debited withi $57,101,S45, and the
Intercolonial with $30,681,390, but these
two undertakings, ouiside of their value in
permitting the settleient of large tracts of
hitherto unoccupied though fertile land,
were both renderei conpulsory by the
provisions of the Act of Confederation.
'ite purchase of the Northwest at a cost of
$2,020,000 and the expenditure of $2,436,035
on the Dominion lands have never bîeen
challenged even by the bitterest opponenis
of the present fiscal policy and consequent-
ly may be fairly admitted ta b of direct
advantage ta the country.

The item of nearly 88,000,000 for the two
railways cet tainly appears very large, but
it is questionable whether it was not better
policy on the part of the Government ta
complete both Unes at once and thus secure
the immediate opening of the whole route
ta settlenent, titan ta follow the more
cautions policy of expending a few millions
annually in gradual extensions of the rail-
ways from their respective bases. To use
a homely phrase, it is no use mnaking two
bitos at a cherry, the Unes had ta be con-
structed evenitually and it will,:we think
be agreed by every business man, that it
was best to finish thei at once, even at
the cost of a sudden and heavy incrense ta
the diebt, and ltus allowy the counlry ta
derive inmediately the whbole of the ad-
vantages accruing fron tlheiropiening, than
to proceed in a tinid, dawdling marner
that would nerely exhaust the patience of
the settlets it was ilntended to benefit.
The expenditure wouhld have to be met
sooner or later, wYhether in a lump sum or
by small itncreases year by year, and since
the rate of initerest las declined steadily in
inverse ratio with the incrense of tlie debt,
it may fairly be saitd that the policy
adoptai is the ane wlhich imposes least
burden on the tax payer. -

THE SHARPE & MACKINNON
FAILURE.

IL, will searcely be denied that the next
edition of the "Lives of Celebrated Shoe-
makers " wolild be incomplete Ivithout
saome reference ta the Montreal firn of
Sharpe & Mack-innon, who in aine sense at
least have earned for themselves anotoriety
which ensts evein the old Mullarky collapse
into the shade. Montreal bears the proud
pre-cîninence of being the great centre of
the shoe trado'of Canada, largcly-due ta
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the cheapness of labor, arising doubtless
froni the early inarriages and free fecindity
of that great element in our population

hich, 011 these accounts, is not deemed
toi desirable by latter-day writers of the
Goldwiîn Smith school or the followers of
the Positive system of philosophy; it is
not surprising therefore that it should be-
come the theatre also of high and mighty
eideavor-of enterprising speculators anxi-
ous to distinguish tliemselves as creators
of fortunes aid imakers of shoes, the heiglit
of whbose ambition is not unfrequently in
inverse ratio to the lowness of thleb
pockets. Sharpe and Mackinnon cannot
certainly complain that their efforts were
quite futile-that they were nlot wvarmly
welcomed by the leather trade, that they
were not given all the goods they wanted,
and a good financial and credit rating by
fie Bradstreet ageney, that they did not
march side by side with the older and
oldest houses in thie business and even seli
thieni goods cheaper than they could inake
them themselves. We will not go so far
as to say that the uiusual numaber of
" colds " with which the country people
have been afllicted of late are due to those
65 cent brogans, of which Mr. Mackinnon
said tlhey could not make enougli to sup-
ply the denand, but certain it is that the
firi succeeded in selling lower and burst-
ing higler than any concern that ever
figured in the annals of the Canadian sbou
trade, anid therefore we think that the
niext edition of the book referred to at the
begiining of lîls article should coitain
some reference to the late firin of Sharpe &
Mtackinnon.

The failure which has already been notic-
ed at somle length in these columnus, lias now
attained the proportions of a caise celebre
and, sinice he arrest last Saturday even-
ing of Mr. Mackinnon, Who is now enjoying
the hiospitality of his creditors in juil, on
the uisual charge of secretion of effects
and inent to leave the country, ha
formed the principal topic of conversation
in the leather and boot and shoe trades
But in order to render intelligible any
coiiments on the extraordinary revela
tions of incomipetency and lack of busines
knowledge which are day by (lay comin
to light, it, is necessary to give a brief re
sum(é of the fiiaicial history of the firm, s
that the novemients by which a small bu
originally solvent if not lucrative busines
was coiverted into a species of financia
wlirlpool in rhuicl the monîey of thei
creditors has been irretrievably sunk, ma
be thoroughly understood.

The firi began business il 1881, bot
partiers having previously been commer
cial travellers, and the agreemuent was tha
Sharpe was to puit in a sui of from six t
seven thtousand dollars, while Mackinno
invested his savings, amounting to abou
one thousaund more. Sharpe never did pu

in this xnmney, and thus fron the outset a
iiiitual distrust and dislike existed between
flie two mon, ihose overy interest called
for the most complete co-operation. 1In
lieu of capital be induced lis brothers tu
endorse the newly started firmi's note and
discount it iii London, the inderstanuding
being that the proceeds wecre to be left ini
the firn, at interest, for a terni of five or
tun years. Instead of this Sharpe & Mac-
kinnxon wvere compelled to pay it ip inside
of the year. Begiining in the feit slouî
business they took into partnership Ruhill
Bros. of Chesley, Ont., who already had a
woollen and felt mili, under the title of
Sharpe, Mackixnnon & Co., and opened ail
agency in Montreal in August, iSS , in
order to take advantage of the low rates of
labor ruling here, to place the leather
finîishings on the fet. The original ai range-
nient was that Sharpe should coie here ta
live, but he was comipelled ta return ta
Chiesley in order to help the Ruhils in mîak-
ing the felt.

Ini 1881 the factory at Chesley was des-
troyed by fire, and although the premises
had been insured by Sharpe in a farmcx:'
mutual insurauce coimtpany in London, of
which it is said his brother iwas xnaer,
owing tc the fact that lie lad shipped all
the wool bhe lad pirchased in the name of
Rul Bros. instead of Sharpe, Mackinnxonî
& Co, no insurance was obtainabIe. But,
as the felt Shoe business was thei a profit-
able one, and tie conceri paying well,
they rebuilt the mills in the spring of
1882, and contiiued the business, leaving
the Rihl Bros, who compliiined bitterly of
having been swindled and deceived out of
the partnership. During 1882 they did
well, in spite of the favt thal, owing te
ignorance on the part of the iri, umuchi of
the felt sent dai was unfit for ianufac-
ture,,but as tlhere was no opposition except

old liabilities of his own. A reconciliation
was elYecled, and il the beginnîing of 1885
the firi began tle nanufacture of leatlier
goo !s in addition to the felt goods to ihicih
they haîd litherto confined themselves.
Tleir affairs vere heln in an extremecly
bad condition, and yet they deliberately-
plunged into an entirely iew business
without capital or experience. Owîing tom
lack of knowledge they depended largely
on their foreman for the conduct of their
business, and tie ianner in which lie ran
i., if their statemîents are correct, appears
to be open to criticisi. They employet
froi 300 to 350 hands, and it is stated that
their catters were paid by the piece, and
consequently slasled to turn out the most
stutf in the shortest time, wvitlhout any re-
gard ta saving in niaterial, and it is also
said that Somîe of their boots when placed
on the scalo weiglhed in simplo leather
more than the prie( put ipon .them, vith-
out tahing into consideration labor, rent or
other excpenses. Mr. Mactinnon asserts
that Slarpîe, who lid the selling, cut prices
in ic nost unwarrantable mailmer.
Sharpe wîrote stating that the prices vere
10 to 15 per cent. higier than those of
other houses; andMl iinion, wîho appeais
to have liad no idea of what they really
cost the tirn, smons to have agreed with
hiI, so that mnany lines were sold to job-
bers at and eveii under cost price. Brogans
for oxatople were sold at fromîî 60 cents to
65 cents a pair. They made several a!-
tempts to enter the rAtail trade, but havinîg
no capital, slid gradually into ic bands of
the jobbers, wiho at hast praciically dictated
what prices they would pay for the goods.
All this tine the firai mnust have been
aware that they were lusing muoney, but
they hoped that tieir profits during the
felt season would pull thiem through, bas-

Tho failire is a tuost discreditable one,
and is thIe roimt of recklssness in bisi-
iness and ignorance of the funidamiental
rnlos of Imman ifacturin mg. Althlmgh stock
was supposed to bu takoei once a year in

oemtroil, noe stock was ovor taken in
Chesley, and io statenient of the afairs
thoro wii ove r firÜliiled, so .hat the boek
could not he siid te haive beeu ever cor-
recily ballanced. Freqluently the f rat,
knowledge of the firi as te outstanding
driifts'wams the iiiiioiceiiei that thoy
were duo ; the bills-payable book contained
li records of ianmy bills prosonted, and the
firn were often conpelled te telegraph te
soe if they were correct on tho very day
wbon they were prosented for paymaent.

Owing to the weak condition of the firn,
whiih soon became apparent, their hands
demanded higher wages, and became to-
wards the end almost unnanageble, doing
whatever they liked; the firmi paid, or ,at
least promised te pay, higher prices for
their leather than more solvent firms, and
were compelled to soli for vhat they could
get, so that the extent of the deficit is nà
longer astonishing, when their methods of
conducting their business are taken into
account.

The estate will net pay more than ten
cents tn the dollar-as anticipated in these
columns a month ago-even if it pays that,
whichi until it is seen if the 'claim of over
$16,000 for gej can b avoided, is consid-
ered extremely doubtful, and as this
crash, when added te the other failures
which have occurred during ,the past few
montis, takes over $300,000 out of the
leathmer mon, it can be well understood that
there is a feeling that Mr. Mackinnon's
stay in the Corporation mansion should be
a lengthenied one. The action of the
firni iiiincreasing its liabilities over $50,-
000 since last May, at a time when both
partners knew their condition vas hope-
less, lias beon severely commented on, and
is one of the principal causes of the severe
icasures which lias beeni takien. Il the
interests of solvent and honest firms it is
felt dhit such concerns as the oe that
foriiiî"thie subject of this article should be
remîoved fron the commnnity, and although
nothing more criiinal thanl ignorance and
incompetency are alleged agalhist them,
the results te honest traders have been
just as disastrous as though it were one
tissue of fraud.

Ai HOME ANI) ABROAD.

The belief that i majority of the Royal
Commission will report in favorofbimetal-
lismn lias caused a steady rise iiithevalue
of silver, entirely independent of the oidin-
ary fluctuations of supply and demnand, so
that silver bullion whichi was only 42d per
ounce in August, reached 45d in Septem-
ber, 45ýd in October, and is non, quoted at
.17 1-16(d. I is now acknowledged that a still
further advance is probable and that the
extent of the reaction will depend largely
on the degree of confidence felt in the
result of the coimîission's labors.

Money in the local market mnimy be said
to be practically unciangod, but the sup-
ply of fuinds is ample and there is a de-
cided tendency towards shading. Call
loans are about one-half per-cént; cheaper
than last week and 4ý @5 per cent. may b
qioted as existing rates. Mercantile paper
still rules at 6@7"pr ceit'and iniondon
the st rect rate is iclinaigedat 3 per cent.
il Now York a tendency towards a stria-

gent monoy market !S visible, and although

he prevailiing rate did net exceed 7 per

cent., up to 9 per cent vas obtained on
good mercautile paper. The Amnerican
banks should be in an casier condition, as
the urgency for interior shipmonts lias
subsided and the reserves will now con-
mence te accumulate.

The bank statements for Otober show
conclusively that trade is in a -prosperous
condition and that the volume of business
is much larger tlan thatof last year. Tle
deposits froin the geieral public have in-
creased over six and a quarter millions,
and government deposits one and threu
quarter millions. The circulation has in-
creased $750,000, loans and discounts show
a growth of eleven and a lialf millions,
while on the other hand overdue debts
shovw a small decrease. This may be con-
sidered a very :favorable showing and
proves that the tide towards prosperity has
received mne check as yet.

Il general cgmmercial circles the recont
disastrous failures in the leather trade
have been the prevailing topic, but it is
folt among those most likely te know, that
the end of these embarrassments lias been
reachîed and that no0 other failures are
likely te result. In faet it is openly afirm-
ed that nie more louses will be allowed te
stop, and that every help will be granted
te avoid even the appearance of a palie.
Ail the weak louses are now eliminated
and those that romain arc well able te
weather any financial storm. The recent
failures have cleared the air, metaphori-
cally speaking, and every one connected
with the trade breathes more freely now
that the worst is knowin.

The volume of transactions on the local
stock market has been comparatively
small, but still bank stocks show a steady
increase in value. Dealings all round
have been light, and although what ltic-
tuations there are on the " bull " side, the
range lias been very limited. The mis-
cellaneous list has been quiet and but
little bas beenî donc at the slightly advanced
rates, except in the case of City Passenger
wlicl lias rushied up to 24S, or Il per
cent. higler than Bank of Montreal, a
whicl pays 13 per cent.

The whleat situation still continues a
puzzle. Latest advices show that British
grain markets continue strong and that
London quotations have agaiun advanced
3d@Gd per quarter and that the tendency
of prices for passage cargoes was decidedly
upward. On the other hand, receipts are
coming forward in steadily increasing vol-
umne, the crops of Minnesota and Dakota are
estimated te be fifty per-cent higher than
the figures of the governiment bureau, so
that unless some.firm. foundation4eEistS
abroad te justify the advance; it is diflicult
te see any substantial grounds for expect-
ing a permanent rise ii price. At present
tle wliol fabric -rests upon the shoeulders
of the speculative element, and as there is
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no knowing what combined effort nay
accomplish when exerted in the one direc-
tion, it only remains to patiently await
developments.

IT is to be feared that the'reported death by
drowning in Lake St. Francis of Mr. John S.
McLachlan (of McLachlan Bros. & Co.) and
the 17 year old son ôf Mr. George Sumner (of
IHodgson, Suiner & Co.), both of this city, on
Thanksgiving Day, is only too true. Both
gentlemen formed portion of a duck shooting
party which left Montreal a day or two before.
Tihe weather proving boisterous, the others of
the party returnei to the main land; Mr. Mc-
Lachiai and young Sumner remained on one
of the smîaller islands late into the gloaning,
and it is supposed their boat got capsized-
during their efforts to secure the game and
decoys. Nothing has been heard of them
meantimne, but a portion of the -boat, an oar,
and soine articles of uter wear have been
picked "p. A tug which left Cornwall to
searel around and am1ong the islands returned
witlout tidings. The families of both gentle-
m'len are sunk in grief through their sad bc-
reavenent. Young Sumner showed marked
ability, and had evidently a bright career bc-
fore him. Mr. McLachlan leaves behind him
a bright home and a goodly share of worldly
gifts, which can bring no comfort to his sor-
rowing wife and their two little daughters,
who, witlh their relatives and those ofyonng
Siliner, have our deepest synpathy in their
great aifliction.

àin. ANxusios.-lt will no doubt be some-
what of a surprise in financial circles that Mr.
Walter N. Anderson, the late General Manager
of the Canladian Bank of Commerce, vhose re-
tiremnent on accoint of impaired health we
chlronicled soie time ýigo, lias .e-eitered the
balikin9 worid as thie' second officer of the
Merchants Bank of Canada, the position
vaîcated throuigh Mr. Plummîer's acceptance Of
thie Assistant General Managership of the
Bank of Commerce in 'Toronto. But after all
lie is lot the first man who, wearied with a
bisy life. lias resolved ta lay it down and
take his case, a'nd .immediately tinds the
reiedy worse talin the disease. Iudeed the
iew chiief lunder whom lie is enlisting did this
very thinlg ten' years ago, when lie retired
froim the Baik of Toronto to devote his days
Io the cultivation of letters and similar pur-
uits, but found limself irresistibly drawn

back to business life again. Mr. Anderson
brings to his; new post the ripened experience
of twelive or fourteen years service at the
leiad of a great bank, wIich slould fit lim to
bu a valuable coadjitor i superintending the
wideJspreadîl operations of the Merchants Bank
of dfnada. fr. Anderson will bc known as

Superintendent of Branches.

Tii Court of Appeals gave. is decision this
week in < the case ofithe Exchang e Bank
aigainst Hlil, a partner in the well known

firm of Hall and Scott, confectioners, St. Ca-
therine street west. The action hall been
instituted to recover the amount of certain
cheques for over $2,0oo under the- followiig
circumstances : At the time of the suspension
of the bank Mr. Hall drew cheques to the
amount then standing to bis oredit in the
books and took themr to the bank where they
were accepted. Mr. Hlall then took the
cheques into the tstreet" and sold themr to
Messrs. Weir, brokers, at a small discount.
The Messrs. Weir subsequently obtained thlcir
full value froin the bank and the latter at-
tenped ta mnake Mr. Hall responsible on the
ground tUat the acceptance amounted ta a
payment, and was therefore an undue prefer-
once. Judge Taschereau. in the-court below
rejected this contention and"dismissed the
bank's action. This judgnent was confirned
to-day by the Court of Appeals, Judec Ramsay
dissenting.

THE quarterly meeting of the Canadien
Packers' Association took place at Toronto
lest week, a full attendance of the menmbers
being present. Frein reports received by the
secrctary it appears that the pack of canned
goods was below the expected quantity owing
ta early frosts and unfavorable weather in
September, particularly tomatoes. There is a
large proportion of goods yet reported in
packers' hands, and what has been sold to the
vholesale Uouses is not yet disposed qfto Itle

retail trade. The capacity of thîeipiesent
factories could be materially increased should
the demard for canned goods call for it,,but
on account of the limited deimand at present
caution lias; to be used ta prevent over-pro-
duction..
