“Op the conttrary, l_ was Jodd to he-
Jieve that @ Papery 7 wasin its Iust days,
g Dreniless as Panyan’s toothless giants,
amd that Pins IN. was probably the last
of the Popes. This must have been at
the time he was inexile,

When about 28 vears of age, nnder ex-
traordinary excitement of feeling T was
contirmed in the Episcopal Chureb, and
fur 2 while went to comnmnion, hut soon
eul=idid into o more temperite amd nor-
nal state of feeling, I was never for a
moment taken with high chureh notions,
ad had a positive aversion to Ritualists,
who. it zeemed to me, were simply mas-
ling, as Mr. Wilfred Ward would

cav. in “the clothes of Catholicism.”
Alv mother. when a girl, had joined the
Congregational Chureh, and although she
asel to attend the Episcopal Church
with my father, she always refused to
seceive (e Episcopal rite of confirma-
tion, Shewould not, even by this impli-
cation, express a doubt as to the valid
status of the chureh of her childhood.
T have no doubt that her conduct in this
matter and my father’s full concurrence,
for he was thoroughly up inthe theology
of the Epizcopal Church, greatly influ-
eneed my view of the relation of Protest-
ant cluirehes to each other.

Exeepting in the matter of ritual I
never thought the Episcopal Church es-
sentially different from other “ortho-
dox '’ Protestant churches, and could not
pee that it poasessed any religious advan-
tagex more than they. I have often
henrd intelligent Protestants express the
canvietion, which 1 myself alwnys enter-
tained ever sinee T began te think about
such matters, that if it once be conceded

that there is anywhere in existence a

chureh commissioned by Christ to teach

with divine authority, binding the con-
science in matters of faith and morals, it
must he the old historic Roman Catholic

Church, whose clnim to infallibility is
to-dny accepted, as it ever has been, by a
majority of the Christian world. But as
this was to my mind preposterous, I was
quite ready to accept the only logieal al-
ternative, and reject altogether the claim
of any church to spenk with divine au-
thority., Another notion I came to hold
ag a matter of first principle was that,
in religious matters, objective truth was
not of much importance, and was per-
baps beyond the reach of certainty. The
search nfter truth was, indeed, a healthy
excrcise, but if one were only honest in
the search, it was immaterial what re-
sult he reached. From such principles
it was entirely rational on my part to
eliminate from the religious system in
which I was brought up everything but
the baldest natural religion. A strong
Impetus to do this had been given me by
the famous Essays and Reviews which I
read with intense delight. Thereafter I
settled down into an external confor-
mity with the church in which I was
born, feeling that I was at perfect liberty
to interpret and modify, receive or reject,
its articles or formularies, just as Ichose,
without ceasing to be a good average
Episcopalian. But I was conscious of
bem% n good society and very proud of
the Protestantism of my church, which I
looked upon as the sole and sufficient
reason of its existence. Those Episco-
palians who disclaimed the name of
Protestant as something that they were
ssha.med_ of, I regarded as little better
than traitors. One of its bishops hasx
lately said of the Episcopal Church that
1t 18 “inclusive and not exclusive.” I
can bear testimony to thetruth of this
remark. Rationalist and Ritualist are
equally at home within its pale. It
makes no;e«iuisition whatever upon the
means of its laity. . Its clergy indeed are
supposed to accept the Thirty-nine Ar-
ticles, but are, apparently, at liberty to
interpret them as they please. Intellec-
-:il_m_l laxity or indifference is the con-

itlon of its existence as an organiza-
tion, its atrength and its weakness. Dis-
turb this and it would crumble to pieces
like a rope of sand.

There came at last a time to me, as it
.comes, I think, to multitudes of' ‘non-
Catholics, when I awoketo a terrible con-
8clousness of a want in my spiritual na-
lure for which Protestantism has noth-
Ing to offer. The Catholic Church could
alone satisfy this want, but it was a long
time before I found this out, for my vis-
lon wasblinded by Protestant bias, and I

;:sould not see the Catholic Church as it

. A belief in God was about all that was
eft of my creed, but this was a good be-
ginning for a better faith. The solilo-
quies of Frothingham and the rhetoric
of Adler, to which I listened for a while,
(having meanwhile ceased altogether at-
:tl:;ldmg the Episcopal Church), were for

practical p es but “as sounding
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convineed therdé was, after all, such
thing as objective truth, and that it was
a matter of the utmost importance to
find it. out amd embrace it. Newmnan's
Grammar of Aszent, which a Preshyteri-
an friend induced me to read, broashed
away 4 good many cobwens from oy
brain. 1 not only came to ook upan ré-
voiled religion as aliogethier probabilo,
but also to expeet that it would be con-
tided to o church which could never 1ail
to speak with the present voice of divine
authority. The Catholic Chureh alone
<o much as claimed to speak with =nelia
voice. Tt oceurred to me that o chnreh
<o mueh abused, <o hated and feared by
intidels and the lHeentions, {who never
seemed to trouble themselves abont any
Protestant churel) must be their nature
al envmy. It alone seemed to answer
the propheey of our Lerd s Ye shall be
despised and hated of ol nations for My
sake.” The definition of papal inlali-
l!ilil_\', then evoking mueh entraversy,
seemed o me the kevstone of the Catho-
lie wreh, and the ratdonaldevelopment of
the commission of our Lord to 5t Peter,
D, Shatl™s Creeds ol Chivistendom. whieh
I found in the library of o Protestant
clergyman., enablid me to compare the
Cathelie ereed with the =symbaols of ail
other churehes, al satisficd my mimd of
its vast superiority to adl of them, and
expreially to the repulsive Calvinism of
the Thirty-nine Articles. But all this
only prepared the way. My intellect
was convinead; but my will yvielded to
its assent only after L obeyed the invi-
tation, * come and see,”

About the Jast time I heard Professor
Adler, he spoke, in some well-rounded
phrase, of our new cathedral as = the
beaut iful mausolenm of adead religion.”
I thoug tita very pretty figure. But
did not then suspeet, what I =oon alter-
wards learned from personalobservation,
that this cloquent atheist was speaking
at rundon to in audienee presumahly as
ignorant as himszelf, and that he appar-
ently knew as little of Catholie life here
in New York as he did of what was then
transpiring on the farther sid¢ of the
moon. The seales at last fell from my
eves, The end eame about in this way.
One Christmas afternoon my wife pro-
posed  we should go to St. Francls
Xavier's Church, to hear the Vesper
music. Hoer religious experience had
been similar to my own, only she had
found out sooner than I the hollowness
of the Episcopal Church and hiad bright
recollections of school days at 2 convent
of the Visitation. The music was beau-
tiful that Christmas afternoon, bhut more
impressive still was the reality and fer-
vor of worship manifested by that con-
gregation.  After that, with increasing
frequeney, we attended Vespers at first
and High Mass at St. Stephen’s, drawn
by the beautitul musie.  Then Ibought
an English missal and we learned what
that service was, the Sceriptural beauty
and simplicity of its ritnaland the great
central truth of the Sacritice of the Mass.

A very near friend of mine said to me
shortly after my conversion: “*Ah! yon
have fallen under the mystic, magic
spell of Rome.” Well, he was right.
But he had no idea what that spell was.
My reason was satisfied ; but it was, I be-
lieve, the silent call of divine love in the
Blessed Sacrament, ever present on the
altar, which won my heart. This was
the only spell. Catholics all feel it.
Protestants can never understand it until
they also “come and sce.”

There was no reason why I should any
Ionger hesitate. But, becwuse T realized
the vast importance of the step I was
about to take, I shrank for a moment
from taking it. At last, one Saturday
afternoon in January, 1891, at the old
Paulist Church, we renounced Protestant-
ism forever—{or my wife was with nie—
and were received into the fold. Since
that day no cloud of doubt has thrown a
shadow on my path.—The Monilor.

Mgr., Langevin Says Roman Catholies

A special to the Globe from Winnipeg
says: Archbishop Langevin has return-
ed to St. Boniface. In an interview His
Grace said the Roman Catholics of Mani-
toba would not waver in their demands
for a recognition of their rights regarding
separate schools, ““but in the matter of
a compromise,” said His Grace, * it re-
mains to be seen what that is that may
be offered.”

“ Your Grace is reported as saying the
policy of the Roman Catholics to be “No
surrender” and “ No compromise,” in-
terjected the reporter.

“ That I most emphatically deny,” said
the Archbishop. *In an interview with
me in Montreal, the reporter of the Star
has put phrases into my mouth which I
never used, and has printed sentiments I
never uttered or thought of. We are far

from taking thearrogant tone attributed |

to us in that phrase. We have not re-
fused to treat 1n this matter, but we wish
to hear the terms proposed. We have no
wish to stir up strife or make discord in
the country.” ,
“Did Your Grace sce Sir Mackenzie
Bowell when you were in the East ?”’
“Not officially, and there is nothing
to be made public of any interview with

him.”

Bot selool
miust be had ; and the Muorphy bovs went
to =ehonl and ate thelr cold luneh be-
tween themorningand atternoom =essions,
and enjoved it Thies have changed
when boys of to-day whe go Lialt wonile
or more to the great sehiools are provided
with hot lunches, i they soddesive, In
these carly days Montreal was small. A

ereck ran the length and breadih of
Craig street. It wasabout twenty feet

wide, which acceunts for the present
width of the street. This wis foresight
of nature that has been o kind to Mont-
real,  Ifnature had not made a natural
way for the huge Craiy street tunnel, or
main sewer, man—aldermanic man, at
least—would never have conccived and
carried out such a notion. This creck
was called Riviere St, Pierre, and it ran
along Craig street, through the street
known as little Craig =treet, and thence
into Griflintown, and finally coursed the
college grounds which College strect is
called after, to comeslowly out at the Cus-
tom House wharf, as it'was sometimes
alled.  Craig street was at times fearful
with smells when the water in the ereek
was low, When the cholera broke out
in 1832 and 1834 it was desperate agony
for hundreds of poor folk.  Men went to
their work in the morning and to their
graveg hefore night.  Mr. Murphy has
seen faces well known in business cireles
smile at the young lad on going down to
business—their corpses borne away to
the cemetery during the afternoon.  The
order then was “ bury the dead at once—
lest the discase should spread.  The
Honorable Senator is one of the pioneers
of the Father Mathew Temperance So-
ciety of St. Patrick's Church. He has
had his share of the work for the publice,
both as an edueationist, philanthropist
and churcbman. It is pleasing to sce
him go down each day to his business in
Frothingham & Workman’s with the
crisp air of a man of middle-age. It was
the late Mr. MacQuisten, Montreal’s City
Surveyvor in the sixtices, that repourted
upon the large drain at or near Colborne
avenue, that he did not know how or
when it was constructed. Then Mr.
Murphy told him he had seen it huilt in
1830, while passing it each day on his way
to school. It was built solidly of heavy
stone sidewalks and was roofed with
cedar logs. Of many of the incidents
and anecdotes uf the cholera, which Mr.
Murphy can tell is one of a leading mer-
chant, who invited a number of his
friends to a dinner of salmon and green
peas. They brought the salmon from
the Saguenay in schooners in those
days. The dinner was much enjoyed,
and it was one of the four or five o’clock
dinners of the time. On the following
evening they had buried the merchant-
host who had bidden them to the feast
—then one of the most prominent in
Montreal.

It is not certain that the Hon. Mr.
Murphy may ever write reminiscences
of Montreal.. If he ever does, and if
they should prove half as interesting as
his fine description in words, they will
make interesting reading. Those who
are fortunate enough tohear Mr. Murphy
on this theme always wish him the
happiest of long lives, and that he at
seventy-seven may prove to be only on
the threshold of old age.—Daily Witness.

They know also that national prosperity
and stability depend on respeet for the
Laws, for the rights of  persons and pro-
perty and for the sanctity of saths. 1f
there be a general contempt of the laws
of the land anarchy must follow. 1f
there be no respect for individual rights,
the worst forms of socialism and commu-
nism will ensue ; i there be a general
disregard for the sanctity of anoath.uni-
versal distrust and perjury will entail the
destruction of commerce and trade and
the impossibility of obtaining justice in
the conrts of law, But withott God and
religion how can there be any obligation
or sanction to law, taright or to an oath?
God is the sole source of this ohligation
and religion its greatest sanction.  How
¢an any Christian, therefore, believe this
—as every Christian must—and not favor
the inculeation of Christian principles ?
How can any Christian patriot insist, as
so many pretended patriots do, in putting
God into the Constitution of the State
while putting Him out of the school?
Or how can any Christian hold the extra-
ordinary opinion preached even by
Christian  clergymen, that religious
teaching is necessary in the college and
university, but unnecessary in the prim-
ary school *~as if religion were. good for
the rich, but useless to the poor—neces-
sary for the classes, but unnecessary for
the masses!

“These Christians know that whatever
tends to check or diminish crime is a
safeguard of the family and the State.
They know that no one who believes the
doctrines and practices the precepts of
Christianity can be a criminal; that
crime among Christians is an anomaly,
an abuse of free will—the sad result of
human passions rebelling against the
law, and that the teaching and the
influence of the Church are opposed to
every species of crime. Why then de-
prive the growing gereration of the re-
straining and elevating influence of reli-
gion at the most susceptible period of
their lives ?

Ravachol, who, a few months ago, made
Paris tremble with dynamite outrages,
when asked by the Judge who tried him if
he believed in God, answered : ‘If I be-
lieved in Him do you think I would do
what I have done ¥’ Vaillant, who lately
threw the bomb into the halls of the Le-
gislative Assembly, of France, refused
the services of religion before his execu-
tion. Henry, who killed the inmates of
the Cafe Terminus, declared that he re-
pudiated the principle of authority as
‘an old remnant of faith in a Supreme
Being,’ and added, ‘I recognize only one
tribunal—my conscience.” Caserio, the
murderer of Carnot, and Lega, the would-
be murder of Crispi, became anarchists
and assassins after throwing away their

RT. JAMES CATHEDRAL.

The interior of the St. James Cathedral
has been further beautified by the addi-
tion of several marble altars in the north
and south aisles. Several intereating re-
lics of the Pontifical Zouaves have also
been deposited in the sanctuary. The
facade of the cathedral is being orna-
mc?ted by the addition of a groined
roof.

DRUNKENNESS.

P ! lic and Protestant
Comparison of (1“9.&!": —g
“The intemperate love for strong drink
would appenr to be, in a grent degree, a
national vice, difficult for religion, P\ro—
restant or Catholic, to suppress. The
Itulinns, Spanish or French are remark-
able for their temperate uscof intoxicat-
ing drink. Saysa Protestant writer (Mr.
scott) of the Spanish people :

“The Spaniards look upon a drunkard
with the most undisguised horror and
contempt. There are few mortals more
abstemious and less given to excesses of
any kind than the people of the penin-
suli.””  {Through Spain, 1886.)

The London Daily News correspondent,

writing from Spain at the time ol the
wir between Carlists and the Republic-
ans, September 1, 1873, among other
praises lavished upon the Legitimist
volunteers, bears this testimony to thelr
sobricty :
« A more cheerful or better behaved
set of men Ihave never seen, and, marvel
of marvels, not a single instance of any-
thing like drunkenness can 1 rccu.ll,.not-
withstanding that the victory of Dicas-
tillo and the fall of Estella were double
events which might well have led any
member of Tattersall’s to bet on the con-
trary.”

And yet what more intensely Catho-
lic people than the Spanish?  Compare
with them what the Quarterly Review
(Octoher, 1876) says about the English
people: ]

“1t is ealenlated that upwards of 60,
000 die annually in this country from
the effeets of drink. There are no less
than 600,000 habitual drunkards in Eng-
land and Scotland, who l'iOf;‘:lll(l waste
with comparative impunity in the pres-
ence of terrified children and despairing
partners, and too often end in sutcide or
homicide” (pp. 415-418)

The Saturday Review (April 20, 1861,)
siyvs that “if Seotland is the most Sab-
batarian and Calvinistic country upon
cartl, its town populations ame at least
the most drunken of drunkards.” (See
also official authorities quoted in the
Quarterly Review, April, 1860, pp. 32
.

Mr. C. Edwards Lester, in the work,
“Phe Glory and Shame of England,” has
this tosay :

“Summing up the returns of assurance
socictics and of the Registrar-General
conjointly, one out_of nincteen of the
aduit male population of England, he-
tween the ages of thirty and sixty, dics
of drinking.  What was the carnage of
the Crimen compared with this perpetual
slaughter! The amountof ruin wrought
by drinking among the educated elasses
is infinitely greaver than the pro rata of
their munhers” (volo i, edl of 1876, p.
111).

Concerning the moral condition of
London a writer in the New York sSun
(November 13, 1802,) gives us some start-
ling fnets.

“The degradation of woman is more
conton in London than in any great
city of the world, .+« Nowhere save
in London is drenkenness as conimon
Anlong WOIeH is among me ;. nowhere
else s the social evil so obsirusive and
so unrepressed ; nowhere else are the in-
{tuenees of home on so low a moral plane;
nowhere else is the marriage relation so
anequal a partnership ; nowhere else is
poverty so poor and viceso vielous, ...

“ Sinee yesterday—within a fortnight,
to he exacl—London has awakened to the
facts that all herpublic bars are thronged
with women; that there are more drunk-
en women in the streets than drunken
men; that a very Lirge majority ot the
prisoners complained of in her prineipal
police courts lor heing “drunk and disor-
deriy” are women. This has been the
state of things for some time, but the
evil has heen growing rapidly worse, and
it was not until the Daily Telegraph be-
gan a series of graphic portrayals of the
great disgrace, under the caption * The
Nutional Shame,” that the callous publie
congeience was aroused. .o

“ Nearly all are agreed, however, that
this is a comparatively new stain upon
the national  character. Twenty  or
twenty-five  years  ago  intemperance
among the women of England was as
rare as it is among the women of Amer-
icn today, . ., In Ameriea it would
he safe to assume, nine times out of ten,
that a woman scen drinking at a public
saloon bar was a drunkard, and that she
was not a stranger to the police court.

This does not mean that there is any real
privacy or separation of the sexes. Good
order generally prevails. Women who
drink at public bars almost always buy
spirits. Gin is the uliimate tipple, in
aimost every case; and ginis to-day a
greater curse to Englishwomen than
whisky is to all Ameria. . . .
Statistics of vice are entirely untrust-
worthy data upon which to base an cs-
timate of the moral standing of a com-
munity or nation. The town which
enforces in the courts the laws aguinst
drunkenness and unchastity, forinstance,
appears on the records to be stecped in
vice ; whileits profligate neighbor, which
scarcely represses indulgence in vicious
appetites, figures as the abode of virtue.
“ The number of women arrested in
London last year for being drunk and
disorderly was 8,373—several hundred
more than in any previous year, to be
sure, but not an appalling number in a
population of 5,000,000. The people
who arc raising the cry of intemperance
among women are making the mistake
of giving these figures significance and
congratulating London on being, after
all, more moral than Glasgow, where,
with only a fraction of the population of
the metropolis, the commitments of
women to prison last year numbered
10,500. The explanation is that women
who get drunk publicly in Glasgow are
usually arrested. It the same poliey
was followed in London, all the jails and
police stations in the metropolis could
not hold the prisoners. No one is ever
arrested in London for simple intoxiea-
tion. The law as it stands does not per-
mit it. The police have not even the
authority to arrest a drunken person in
a place of public amusement. It is the
very obviousness of the evil which has,
at last, forced it on public attention. A
wonian drunk or under the influence of
liquor is a rare sight in the streets of
New York. In the streets of London the
black-bonneted, black-gowned, shabby,
listless figure, with pale, {n'vnmturel.\'
old, slightly bloated face, bearing the
traces still of refinement, with bony
white hands holding the black shawl
tightly about her, standing patiently and
pennilessly outside the public house, is
a sight more familiar than a policeman
on the corner. She does not beg; that
would he a erime and would bring swift
punishment, as dovs every oflence under
the English law which, in the least,
threatens an Englishman’s purse.  She
waits, no matter how long, until another
of her class, more fortunate than she,
comes with a few coins to purchase and
share the ‘drop,” which alone brings
them a poor counterfeit of happiness.”

Persuns in the country manufac-
turing their own gas can use the same
stave they have used inthe city.  Roast-
ing and baking may be done at the same
time, thus saving heat and gas. In far
country places where it is impossible to
nse gas thenext best thing is an oil stove,
The puoints of danger in thiese stoves have
heen greatly removed,  Accidents oceur
only with careless people. This refers
strictly to vil, not gasoline stoves. The
Intter are always more or less dangerous,
as this materinl is highly inflammable
and explosive. The  four-burner stove
containing an oven 14 by 16 is quite
large enough to do the cooking for a
family of twelve. Scctional saucepans
should be used for vegetable cooking, or
4 patent covker will give you two or three
vegetables over a singleburner. Waflles
and cakes can be baked just as well as
over a coal stave,

Frozen cantaloupe makes & tempting
lnst course Lo a cold luncheon. Wipe the
melon, cat intwo lengthwise and remove
the seeds.

o soft Teather worn by riders in that
country are ealled. As he remounted
his horse the revolver was discharged,
He had dropped the pistol into the
“ehap” with muzzle up, and in getting
on the horse the hammer hit against the
horn of the suddie, A ball was sent up
thraugh his groin, amd, passing apwand
through the hady, cune out behind one
of hix shoulders.  He fell to the ground,
but  rallied,  and, mortally  wounded
thaugh hie was, he onee more elimbed
ito the saddle, but could not sit on his

horse.  Fainting fron loss of blood, he
timbled ont of the saddle o second
Lime,

When lie revived his shepherd dog was
over i, acting as thongh tully aware
of the serious nature of what had hap-

pened, The dog was one of two whieh
Gillen  had trained to herd shorses and
eattle. Realizing that he was probably

mortally wounded, and that prompt as-
sistance must be obtained 15 the <lght
chanee he had of =urviving was to be
nude the most of, Gillen tokl the dog to
“eo o MeVey's ranch)” This was the
nearest ranch, and one from which he
might expeet help to he sent s soon as
they could know of the aceident. There
were other ranches in the surronnding
country. but assistanee anight be ob-
tained more quickly from this one.

The dog whined and erted, and showed
a desire to sty at his master's <ide, hut
Gillen seolded. and told the daog to run
the horse to MeVeys, Findly the dog
startedd the horse ahead of him, and
made o bee line for the raneh mention-
e, On the way the horse fell in with a
band of fifty other horses, bat the dog
cut him out and ran himeat full speed to
the ranch,

On arriving in sight of the raneh the
dog began barking to attract attention,
and when the dog and riderless horse -
rived at the place the people knew xone-
thing had happened Gillen,

As goon us the dog saw that the blood
on the saddie was noticed he turned and
excitedly manifested a0 desire that the
ranchmen should hasten haek (o where
Gillen Jay.  Harses were quickly mount-
ed, and the horsemen had difliculty in
keeping the dog in sight, so great was
the antmal’'s haste to return to the side
of hix wounded master,

Gillen was still alive when his friends
reached him,.—Buoston Republic.

“ By the Jesuits in the schools of the
‘ Propaganda Fide,” 2000 boys and 2000
girls, where they were ull carefully
trained to speak English like natives and
to argue upon those points of doctrine
that are at issue between the churches
of Rome and England. Hence their
fluent extempore sermons on such points
of doetrine. At 16 years of uge they had
to pass an examination, when twenty
boysareselected und females in the same
manner, for * The Seeret Mission.” These
are then all sworn to *‘The QOath of
Secrecy of the Jesuits' (a copy of which

and at midsummer are sent off’ to_Eng-
land, to Lomdon, to the care of Jesuit
guardiang, by whom they are sent, two
and two, to publie schools,”

This must be true!  We have personal
experiences that substantiate the theory.
About 1 quarter of a century ago we al-
temled o Protestant public school in this
very “ Canada of ours,” and one of the
hoys who studied in the same class and
played on the same grounds with us, has
since beeome a full-fledged, open, un-
masked Jesuit.

The difference between the ease we
nrentioned and that stated by Rev, Mr.
Berney s very remarkables Inour case
the Crypto-desnit beeame o real Jesuit,
anundisguised ones but in his case the
voung envay left the school, went toa
Protestant University, studied  for the
Angdicin ministry, beeame o member of
that chnrel’s elergy, sccurel o parish,
sl procesded to undermine the British
Enmpireadethirone the Queen, and convert
Engbaind to Popery, by means of preach-
ing the gospel aceonding to the teach-
ings of the Anglican fuith.  Rev, Mr,
Berney s rather hard upon the honest
Anelican ministers and their good wives,
for hie Jeaves s fo understand that when
a minister is a disenised made Jesuit his
wile is o lemale one.

A comtempuorary wisely remarks, con-
cerning this prayer. that i it is heard
“ 1t I= elear that the seceret Jesuits will
he soon all identified, and  certainly in
view ol (he "public service which hie
{Reve Mr. Derney) will thus ave ren-
dered we Inil to see how the members of
both Houees ol Parlinment can possibly
refiise to listen to the following pathetic
sentencer with which his *address’ cons
cludes :—

“Mareover as expenses will he great,
and as [ o great pecunjary diflieat-
ties, 1 =hwmll be traly grateiul Tor any
donations or subseriptions which may be
kinlly sent to me, the author.”

The same orean suggess that sub-

seriptions be withheld untib @ conple of
speeimens of Crypto desuits—imale and
female—with their heads turned accond-
ing 1o the desive of Reve Mre, Berney, he
placed on public exhibition, =0 that
proof positive of their existence and of
the Influenee of such a loving prayer
may be had.
It might be profane, vulgar and un-
Christian on our part to expoess onr
Tonest convietion on this subjeet ; never-
theless we eannot refrain from thinking
that the Rev, Mr. Serney’s own eranium
must be turned in some very peenliar
il cecentrie fshion—jprohably at right
anzles to his contre of gravity, We do
not wish the zeadous and able gentleman
any barim; welceel that hedeservez some
mark of public recognition for the ex-
posures he has made, hoth of the Crypto-
Jeguitieal plots sud of his own crudition
amd infudlibility : underall these circnm-
stances  the Govermment of  England
should provide him with a permanent
free abode in one of the many asylums
that the country supports.  Such patriot:
ism and devotedness should not go un-
rewarded,

"ELEMENTARY SCHOGOLS

While we are ever deeply interested in

the advancement and prosperity of all

our institutions of education, and arc

prepared to do anything in our power to

aid them, we feel that too little attention

is given to our elementary schools.

Some months ago we wrote a couple of
editorials upon the subject of hygienic

requirements and the absolute necessity

of great care for the health of the
children who frequent those institutions.
It is not our intention to repeat what we
then stated; but we think it is timely,
while yet the vacation is unfinished, to
call attention toa fow points of vital
importance.

It is to the elementary school that the
majority of the children are sent, and
sent at the age when their constitutions
and future lives are most easily influenc-
ed. A healthy race of people is a desir-
able thing and the country is deeply in-
terested inthe physical as well as mental
developmoent of the coming generation.
As 4 rule, especially in cities, the chij-
dren sent to the schools go from homes
where thereis a lack of freshness; they
are crowded into small rooms, where they
have not regular breathing space; they
have no other play-ground than thestreut
amd as a consequence they grew up, or
rather vegetate, in a rank atimosphere
caleulated to empoison their systems for
all time.  The result may be read in the
pide, worn, sallow faces, the stunted
growth of hody, the unhealthy appear-
ance, and the premature age. Al these
sitd conscijuences could Le casily avoided

by care on the part of the teachers and o
decper interest onthe part of the authori-
tivs.  We intend thix week 1o briclly re-
fer 1o two points; tivstly, the lueation of
the school, and sceondly, its sanitary re-
quirements.

Ima vast ¢ity like Montreal, the Joea-
tion of elementary sehiools should be in
aceord with the density of pepulatron in
the various scetions of the eity.  Hore
we pause. It seems to us that, consider-
ing the small number  of zchools—in
propurtion to the population—there conld
be a fajrer distribution of thent overthe
city. It is not according to our idea
thit the children of one section shonld
have threc or four schools within a Jiw
minutes’ walk of their homes, while the
children of an cqually important section
should have to go immense distances, in
all kinds of weather, to attend the only
school within possible reach of them,
There isno part of Montreal more thickly
populated than that which extends enst
of St. Denis street. It may e said that
this is outside our domain; we hoid that
itis not. We have an interest in cvery
Catholic school in the eity, as we will
show Defore long. But we intend to
commence with the extreme end and go
over the ground fairly.,  No better illus-
tration of our contention can be had than
in that very division.

Lvery person aequainted with the east-
crn part of the city knows that within
the square formed by St. Denis, Craig,
Visitation and Ontario streets there are
thousands of chibdren who should fre-
quent the clementary school, It s obhyvi-
ous that these schools should he so djs-
tributed over the tertitory that, in as far
ax possibley they would all be at eentral
points,  What are thefaets? Cast yonr
mind’s ceve upon the map. From S
Denis street to St Andrew street we have
tive Lirge schools of the elass under con-
sideration. Of these two on Lagauche-
ticre street are within a bloek of cach
othier, Now, from St. Andrew street {o

the convent ot the corner of Craig and
Visitation there is only one school., This
one serves fora distriet as large inarea
and almoest doubly as populated as that
which possesses five schools, The one re-
ferred to is kept by Mrs, Fournicr; the
others are those of the Providenes, Ste.
Croix, the Congregation, Miss Labelle
and Mrs. Marchand., We do not elaim
that any persan in particular is to hlame
for the arrangement, but we are under
the impression that one of the schools,
at least, on Lagaucheticre street would
he mure servicable in the vicinity of
Montealm or Beaudry strocts,

For the present we will be content
with drawing the attention of all whem
it may concern to the above-méniioned
facts. It =eems to us that it is not alto-
gether fair that the pupils of one seetjon
should have to travel fourand five stroets
to u school, while those ol unother see-
tion adjoining have four or five sehools
within casy distapec. It may be thay it
was not passible to provide scliools in
proportion to the pupulation; it may he
that some teachers prefer cortain see-
tions, lor one reason or another, and
have influence suflicient to sceure more
cungenial habitations; but, no matier
what the .enuse, we feel justified in
placing these facts squarcly before the
intercsted public.

Coming now to the sanitary comdi-
tions of schools, we will take this one,
on the corner of Amherst and St. Cather-
ine streets, 1s a starting point. We do

it is the best, nor even that it is one of
the best possible in the city; all we pre-
tend is that if all the schools were ar-
ranged and appointed ns it is there
would be far less likelihood of the
dangers from unhealthy surroundings
to which we referred in the beginning.
In the first place, we examined the cer-
tificates from the Health department re-
garding the drainage and the space ac-
commodations of the rooms, and found
them most satisfactory. Moreover, there
was no nced of looking at the official
certificates; a hurried run through the,
building would suffice to convince us of
the perfection of all arrangements.  The
cdifice is three stories in height; its
apartments used for school purposes are
calculated to contain two hundred and
thirty odd pupils. The rooms, for ex-
ample, that are allowed thirty pupils
searcely ever hold more than twenty or
twenty-five, The windows are large and
high; the doors are so situated that
there is little likelihood of draughts; the
lavatories are so arranged that each com-
partment has a window; in these the
Hoor is of slate in some places and in
others of a marble mosaic; the baths
apartment equally well ventilated. For
winter cach room, or section, has its
radiator proportionate in size tu the
space therein, The boys’ department is
as ‘entirely separated from that of the
eirls as it they were in different build-
ing=. They have separate entries, re-
creation halls, elass and study rooms.
These are a fewof the points that we de-
sire to emphasize.  The institution is a
credit to whomsoever built it, or selected
it for a school.  All the fault we find is
that it hus to serve far too lavge adis-
trict.  Perhaps when we come te speak
of othér schools we may tind many of
the same qualities. For the present,
Lhowever, we content ourselves with illus-
trating the two guestions under con-
stderation, by the most apt example we
could find.  On this subjeet we have a
gredat deal to =ay, and there are various
other considerations that will find their
illustration I other scetions of the city.
Meanwhile, we heg of all who are ae-
tively interested in matters of education,
torementber that the clementary schools
are of vital importanee and that the very
first question to e solved coneerns the
adaptability of the boildings., both in
construction and surroundings, to the
sanitary requirements of the young,

AN EMBODIED SOB.

Last week, in an editorial, we expressed
the opinion that verse-making was not
necessarily the writing of poetry. It is
not every day that we meet with true
poetic sentiment combined with harmo-
nious expression. As a rule we are hard
to please; but there are times when we
meet with a poem that immediately ex-
ercises a powerful influence upon us.
Such occasions are rare, and are the more
precious on that account. The other
day our attention was drawn to a pocm
that a commentator entitled “An Em-
bodied Sob.” We read it hurriedly, and
as we glanced from line to line, we forgot
evervthing but the sentiment of the
verses. They might be unfinished, un-
polished, open to steel-cold eriticism—
but, if. 8o, we knew nothing of their
Llemishes. All we remember is that be-
fore we reached the last stanza a mist
camc between the cyes that rend and the
lines that spoke; a sensation of fulness
arose in the breast and mounted up to
thethroat ; an involuntary tear fell upon
the page. Could the writer—God rest
him !'—have ever wished for a more na-
tural tribute to his genius and memory ?

The commentator aforementioned thus
prefaces the poem : “In August, 1882, a
young Australian poet died in Sydney.
His name was Kendale. Iad he lived
he would have made a great name. Here
is one of his poems, on the death of his
child—a poem that is an embudied sob.”
It is not often that we give editorial
spaee to a poem ; but this is an excep-
tion, and when our readers shall have
perused it they will surely thank us for
paying this slight homage to the mem-
ory of the man who could have conceived
such thoughts and expressed such senti-
ments. Noone ean read the simple, off
hand lines without feeling better and
nobler,  The heartless eritic who could
sticle his pen into a composition like
this might e well elassed with the erea-
ture who, as Wordsworth sayvs:

“Wonld peep and botanize

Upon his mother's grave.”

The Grand Canal was enjoyed im-
mensely one beautifully fine day. Along
this canal are followed in rapid succes-
sion beautiful palaces and other notable
buildings. This canal, the longest and
principal one of Venice, is some two
miles in length, and from one to two
hundred feet in width, the means to get
along it being very casy. Innumerable
gondoliers are ever ready to take you, or
one can use the steam ferrv running
along it every few minutes. Viewing
4his magnificent sight of handsome
houses and gor‘%eous palaces under the
clear Italian sky from either of these
two means of transition, is truly delight-
ful. A detailed description of this main
artery of Venice I will not go into,

suffice to say, it proved to me a sight of

o ordinary interest. One chief notice-
able point at which I directed my camera
was the Rialto Bridge, a marble arched
one, crossing this eanal, whose length is
158, width ™), span 74 and height u2 feet.

Along this main thoroughfare are seen
some very fine churches, as 8. Mavia
della Salute, 8. Vital, 8. Euctachie, Frari.
of Gothic style, one of the largest aml
most beautiful in Venice. Oftentimes |
would leave the Grand Canal and wander
along its side branches. visiting many
churches, all of which arc of beauatitul
design, such as 3. Sehastino, 8. Steph:nn,
and the one of the Jesuits. 1 also saw
the noted chureh of 8. Georgio Maggiore,
theinterior of whichistruly magnificent.
The public gardens claimed my atten-
tion one fine afterncon, going by boat,
and returning on foot.  This park was
laid out the beginning of the present
century by Napoleon. The Via Garibaldi
from here to the Piazeita presents a
peculiar sight, its myriads of loungers
forming a real motley crowd all along
the lagune side.

Before leaving Venice I visited one of
the celebrated glass manufactories, which
was very interesting, where can be scen
articles of various designs, made most
ingeniously out of glass, which iz a
special Venetian sight to the tourist.
From Venice, where I spent a very inter-
esting weck, seeing, besides the few
sights described, very many others, I
took the trnin for Bologna, passing
through Padua. a city T would liked t)
have seen, but time prevented my o
doing.

Bologna has a population of 142,41,
and is one of the ancient and most im-
portant Italian towns, its foundation
dating some few hundred years before
the Christian era. It has some 150
churches and monasteries, the latter
comprising ten per cent., besides a cele-
brated university. This city has quite
a military aspect, a large garrison being
stationed here.  Bologna is given a Car-
dinal. The first of the two days spemt
here was as follows: Assisted at
a low Mass in  the Cathedral,
after which viewed, as was my usual cus-
tom. the Cathedrals, architecture and its
decorations ; afterwards the churches of
Padri di Galliera, San Petronio. a very
large one, its original length was to have
been 600 feet. but its present one i< only
some 400 feet. The interior has beaurtl-
ful proportions and is adorned with nu-
merous sculptures and paimings. each
and all of which are historical. The side
chapels have magniticent marble screens.
In this church I attended a Sclemn Mass
the following day. The next church was
that of S. Domenico, one in the Roman-
esque style of the 13th century. Assoon
as I entered it, I saw its beauty. The
chapel of 8. Domenico claimed my atten-
tion no little while. This chapel con-
tains the tomb of the saint. The sarco-
phagus is of white marble of magniticent
workmanship, with beautiful reliefs from
the life of the saint. One of the statues,
the figure of an angel, is one of the ear-
liest works of Michael Angelo, who also
executed Saint Petronius over the sarco-
phagus with the church in his hand
This piece of work is gorgeous, and before
deaving Bologna I had to have a photo-
graph of this piece of art, to assist in my
future descriptions. The choirstalls of
this church are something indescribably
beautiful. This church was followed by
. Stephano, consisting of seven different
churches, occupying the site of a temple
of Isis and founded abont the 5th century.
With the sacristan’s aid, I got well posted
with each one. The last one of the seven
seen has sarcophagi with the remains of
the saints, Vitalis and Agricola, of the
4th and 9th centuries respectively. On
my way from here to the church of S.
Bartolemeo, I noticed the two Leaning
Towers, built of brick and given an in-
clination, their heights being 320 and 163
feet, the former being 4 and the latter
10 feet out of the perpendicular. These
towers are not to be compared to the
wonderful Pisan one I will heceafter de-
scribe. The church of S. Bartolemeo has
a handsome colonnade, its ceiling paint-
ings, with modernised interior. very no-
ticeable. The chuarch of S. Franceso, a
very old chureh, and for some time used
as & military magazine in 1887, is now
being restored to its ancient style for
sacred use. Hereisseen the tomb of
Pope Alexander V.; afterwards the church
of 8. Givvanni in Monte, founded by .
Petronius in 433, and rebuilt in the
Gothic style 1600 yvears later. The paint-
ings here are truly beautiful. Two other
prominent churches were scen before
the “Ave” hour. The following day,
after the Mass before mentioned, T visited
the Musco Civico. This museum has a
vast eollection of antiguities, even to
mention their numerous divisions would
take too long; suflice to say. allthe many
rooms contain mast interesting studies.
One impressive sight to me were
the fine 0'd choir books ‘with minia-
turcs, of which class I noticed tine
collections in  the Vatican, while
here is found its cqual. The “ Academia

“delle Belle Arti,”. with its tinc collection
-of beautiful paintings in its many rooms,
*.js truly grand. Raphael’s picture of the
"beaatiful patron =aint of music. Srt.
*'Gepilia, is gorgeot s, which wonderfully
imprisses one, ns he views this master
mpiece. -After visiting the Carmelite
hurch of £t. Martino Maggiore and the
svoratory of St. Cecilia to see some very

fine frescoes, I returned to the hotel,
near the Piazza Victor Emmanuel, and
prepared leaving for Florence.

e Railway line from Bologna to
Florence is most picturesque, giving to
the traveller some tine panoramic views
from the train, especially as we are upon
the height of land, and descending circuit-
ously to the low lands, as the line has
been so located for easy grades. After
three and a half hours from Bologna, on
a direct train, I found myself in Flor-
ence. .
Hearing always so much of Florence,
of course I expected to see a lot, and I
may here say, the ten days I gave tothis
beautiful city, I was more than satistied
with what T saw. Its population comn-

rizses sonmiec 200,000. This tine city has
een so beautifully deseribed Ly =0
many writers, that it would be absurd
for me even to attempl it. It has heen
styled by some as the “Fluwer of cities
and city of flowers.” This enchanting
place is now the principal reson of
foreigners, especially the English people,
for the season. as one can judge from the
numerous oceupied  beautiful villas.
From history we sec Florence docs not
lay claim 1o any great antiguity. its
foundution dating about a cenmary be
fure the Christian era, wind as time rolled
on, Flarence rose rapidly, and.about the
12th century. attained the zenith for
“tine arts" and ©eeience,’ its numerous
bamd noted for their reasening powers
and their pre-eminenee inartistic talent.
eiving to the world their samples of Its
beautitul work, which are scen in all
their splendor at the present dayv. Tl
beantiful mudern Italian langage and
Hterature cimanated chietly trony Flor-
ence. 1 conld go on narnting their
pist weonderful achievements, but time
forbids, amd so I will try o take your
readers over a part of the arca of views
[ hiad the pleasure of seving white there.
The first sight to elaim my auention
was the cathedral. This building wue«
erected about the beginning of the 18th
century, and i, indeed, 8 mmagnificent
one.  From its plan we see the nave ad
aisles are adjoined In place of & transept
by an octagonal domed space with three
apses,  The length is 550, width 542
across the transepts, and helght of dome
300 feet. The tacade of this churceh, as
seen ptoeday. s truly gorgeous, made
chiefly of black and white marble. Its
bronze portals are tine, and their over-
head deeorations of masaie simply of in-
deseribatle beauty. As soon us 1 en-
tered this colossal building T saw s
massiveness, The interior is somewhat
plain, to what I had been accustomed to
see, ver it greatly impressed me. The
choir is under the dome. having a mar-
ble sereen. The many fine paintings,
statues. and the beautiful stamed glass
windows, I greatly admired. The lell
tower, of great height, richly decorated
with coloured marble, and the fne
tracery of the large windows and tas re-
liefs found in it= ascent, are traly beau-
tiful. In front of the Cathedral, across
the street, is the Baptistry, originally
the city's cathedral, an octagonal strae-
ture, wiving to the eye many rare beau-
ties, especially in the architectural Hine.
It= assive hronze doors were particu-
Iarly noticed and admired. Atter giving
a day to the general survey of the city
and having located the points of interest
I wished to see, I continued 1y work.

FATHER CGONATY'S ADDRESS.

The pavillion was tilled on Monday
morning when the last day's session of
the Pan-American congress began. The
first speaker was Rev. Father T. J.
Conaty, Worcester, Mass., who addressed
the meeting on Catholic Schools. He
said in opening: **If religion be left out
of schools it will not be long before it is
left out of homes and out of church.”
He then mapped out the position which
his church takes on the whole question
of education, and told his hearers how
much the world owell to Catholicism for
preserving and developing in the dark
ages the light of knowledge. This, he
said, was an age of education, but the
age did not vwe evervthing 1o science.
There was a1 preat debt of gratitude to
the past which eould not be furzotten or
overlooked.  He strongly combatted the
contention that the Catholic Church was
opposed_to mental development.  His-
tory during the past 100 vears had heen
written with the purpose of proving that
the chureh was despotie, but 1t had failed,
Great moving powers for good in the
education of the Catholic Chiureh hend
heen overlooked or had beenmade Heht
af.  The church had stood for edueation
in every age and had everbeen the friend
of development. Faor 1500 vears the
churel had governed the worlid, and had
been salely instrumental in proserving
the spark of knowledge. Menks taugin
mankind underthe shadow of thechureh,
and thousuels drank Iearningfrom them
in Alexandria amd Jerusalem. Odessa
and other eities.  Ireland and Fuosiand
owed their standing as cdudetionaleonn-
trics in the middle ages to the church,
and it was through the efiorts of the
chureh that the great universities of
Oxford. Paris, Padua, Boelogneand others
had risen in the arches of monastic
teaching. The speakers pointed to the
fact that many of the brightest wames

priests of the church. Touching on,the
question of parochial schools the speaker
contended that they were efficient under
the direction of Cbristian Brothers, and
that the education received in them was
of as high an order as in .any other
school.

It must serve to
plant the kingdom of God in the heart
of man. That must be its first and
chiefest object.—The Canadian Freeman.

M. Husymans’ recantation is hardly

The only dog-
matic Church is that 0" Rome, and any
writer whose tendencies lie in ttat diree-
tion, is either slurred or beneath their
notice. If some Cutholic writer, like the
poet Thompson, reecives notice, it will
on full investigation be found that the
starters of his fime-ball were co-religion-
ists like Coventry Patmore or Katherine
Tynan Hinkson. There are exceptions’
where the Dbrillisney of genius demand
and receive adequate position, but they
arc few.

There are signs
in the air that the time is ripe for rebiel-
lion. It can benelit no one more than
the Catholic writer. At the present time
his work {if he is true to his faith, and
does write something that will give
suspicion of that faith}, stands o toler-
ably sore chanee of rejection.
