An Act to erect the Parish of St. Pierre de Durham, in the
County -of Drummond; into a separate Municipality.

WQEREAS the Township of Durham, in the County of Drummotd, Presmble.
is oxtensively settled throughout, and whereas it contains thres
centres of business and population, represented by the the three villages
of Durham, South Durham, and L’Avenir, which' are from six to ten
5miles distant, the one from the other, whose local interests are at vari-
ance and therefore detrimental to the well-working of the Municipaliaw
inthat locality, snd it is desirable to divide the said Township into at
least two separate Municipalities; and whereas a part of tho said Town-
ship has la.tely been canonically crected into a Parish, and a great num-
10ber of the inLabitants interested have, by petition, prayed for the pass-
ing of an Act to erect the said Parish into a separate Municipality;

Therefore, Her Majesty, &c., enacts as follows :

1. Upon the first Tuesday of the month of July next, the territory Municipality
comprised within the limits of the Parish of St. Pierre do Durham, in :fel‘t'ﬁ'm
15 the County of Drummond, as erccted by canonical decree, shall be detach- oo
ed from the Township of Durham, and the inhabitants thereof shall be and
are hereby created a Corporation or body politic under the name of  tho
Corporation of the Bunicipality of L’Avenir,” for all municipal
Eurposcs whatsoever, as if the crection of the said Municipality
ad taken place in the usual way in accordance with the provisions of
20tho “ Act respecting Municipalities and Roads in Lower Canada,’” and
the Act amending the same.

2. On the first Tuesday of the month of July next, the inhabitants President of
of the said Municipality, entitled to vote at Municipal Elections, shall ﬁ’;‘;&‘i‘:{g"
meet in the Village of L’ Avenir, at ten o’clock in the morning, and ™ o
258hall clect, by 2 majority of the votes of the electors present,. a Chair-
man, to preside at the said meeting, who shall be invested with all the
powers and duties assigned by the said Acts to the person presiding at
every Municipal Election. Puoblic Notice of such meeting shall be
given by not less than three clectors, eight days previous to the'day -
30 fixed for tho meeting. :

3. At tho said meeting, before proceeding to the clection of Coun- Blectors firat
cillors for the said Municipality, in case ten or more of the electors pre- :g S:‘”d" "

gent, and entitled to vote, make a demand in writing for a poll, to ¢rection.
decide whether the incorporation under this Act shall be effected, the
85 person presiding shall record, or cause to be recorded, the votes of the
electors present, upon the said question, in & poll-book, to be kept for
that purpose, and if a majority of these votes are not given in the affir-
mation, the said election shall not be proceeded with, but if there be
such majority, the said first municipal election shall be proceeded with,
40 and if necessary, the meeting may be adjourned until the following day,
in order to continue the election. .
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4. If a poll-book be opened for the recording of votes upon the ques-
tion of the erection of the said Municipality, it shall be closed at
five o’clock in the afternoon, and the Chairman shall then announce the
state of the poll, by declaring which side has the majority; then, if it
be in favor of the incorporation, he- shall adjourn the meeting till the 5
next morning, at nine o'clock, to proceed to the election of Councillors.

8. The Chairman of the meeting shall,"on/the sccond day at the:
hour mentioned in the preeeding section, if thereto required by three
qualified electors; open a poll-book in which he shall inscribe, or cause
to be inseribed, all the names of voters gualified to vote in the said Mu-10"
nicipality, and who shall present themselves tovote, but if he be notre:
quired 50 to do, he shall declare duly elected Councillors the persons
who shall have the majority of the electors present in their favor.

€. If a Poll-book for the registration of the votes for the candidates
be opened, it shall be so opened with the formalities, and for the time15.
prescribed by the Lower Canada Consolidated Municipal Act. '

7. The first clection of Councillors for the said Municipality having.
been made, all future elections shall be made at the time and in the
manner required by the Act cited in this Act.

8. The Municipal Council of the said Municipality may elect its20:
Magyor, appoint its Officers and all persons required to carry out the Act
aforesaid, complying with the provisions thercof as regards notices tobe:
given, and do all things within the limits of its jurisdiction, as if it had .
been organized in January, 1862, and the Councillors and Officers so:
appointed shall remain in office until the appointment of their suceessors 25
in the ordinary course of the Municipal law.

9. If the Council think proper to do so, it may obtain from the.
Municipal Council of the County of Durham, an extract, certified by.
the Secretary-Treasurer of the latter Municipality, of the valuation-roli
made in 1860, of all the properties situated within the limits of the said 30,
Parish, and such certified extract, shall serve as a valuation-roll for the
Municipality, until another shall have been made.

10 That part ofthe Township of Durham, situated beyond the limits
of the Parish aforesaid, shall continue to form a Municipality under its _
present designation. ' -8

11. Nothing hercin contained, or that may be authorized or done in.
pursuance of this Act, shall have the effect of releasing any part of the.
territory so detach, from the debts or obligations contracted before
the passing of this Act, by the Municipality of which it formed a part.:

12. This Act shall be deemed a Public Act. 40
