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CONSTITUTION and BY-LAWS
OF THE

Article I.

•iNte ub ®ie~rt.

Section 1.-The name of this Club is the
"'VANCOUVER HUNT CLUB."

Section 2.-The object of this Club is the
encouragement of riding and driving and the
promotion of amateur equestrian sports.

Article Il.

Section 1.-The government of this Club
shall be entrusted to the Executive Committee.

Section 2.-The Executive shall consist of
the Master, Deputy Master, Honorary Sec-
retary-Treasurer, and nine other members, of
which seven shall form a quorum.

Section 3.-There may also be an Honorary
Master, who shall enjoy all the privileges
of the Club, with the exception of voting.



Section 4.-The Executive may appoint an
Assistant Secretary at an allowance to be
voted.

Article III.

Section 1. -The Master shall preside at the
meetings of the Club and of the Executive.
He shaVl sign ail written contracts, and
countersign ail cheques issued by the Hon-
orary Secretary-Treasurer, and shall perform
such other duties as may be required of him
by the By-Laws. In the absence or disability
of the Master, the Deputy Master shall
perform ahi the duties of the Master..

Seetion 2.-The Master, or in his absence
the Deputy Master, shall have entire control
and management'of ail field events, subjeet
to such rules as may be adopted by the
Executive.

Section 3. -The Honorary Secreta-ry-Treas-
urer shaîl give notice of ail meetings of the
Club and of the Executive and s1Lall keep
minutes of 3uch meetings. lie shahl conduct
the correspondence and keep the records of
the Club. lie shall collect all entrance iees
and ail dues, and shahl keep the accounts of



the Club, and have the custody of all f unds
and deposit same in such bank as shahl be
designated by the Executive, and report
thereon at every annual meeting and at each

* ragular meet:ing of the Executive. Hie shall
* pay ail bis on certificate of their correctness

by the Executive.

Section 4. -The Executive shali have charge
of ail affairs, funds and property of the Club,
and it may exercise ail the powers of the Club
except as are herein otherwise provided. Lt
shall meet ai: least once each month, seven
members constituting a quorum. Lt znay
exercise the right of inviting strangers who
xnay be visiting in the neighbourhood to par-
take of the privileges of the Club during
their stay. Lt may make and enforce suth
ruies for the government of the house, the
use of the stables and property of the Club as
it may see proper; provided that the same
shall not be otherwise provided for by the
Constitution or By-laws of the Club. Lt shahl
admit by ballot candidates for admission, five
votes at ieast beingnecessary for election, but
two adverse votes shall exclude any candidate.

Section 5.-For misconduct or any negiect
of duty, any officer of the Club niay be ex-



pelled from office by a majority vote of ail the
nmembers of the Club, at a special meeting
called for that purpose, at which there must
be at least fifteen members present.

Section 9.-Any member of the Executive
who shall absent himself for four consecutive
meetings, unless he shall present at the next
regular meèting of the Executive an excuse
satisfactory to, a majority of those present,
shall cease to be a member of said executive.

Section 7.-In case of a vacancy or -vacancies
occurring among the members of the Execu-
tive, the remaining members of the Executive
shall f111 such vacancy or vacaneies from.
among the members of the Club, within thirty
days, saîd appointment or appointments to
last until the next annuai meeting of the
Club.

Article IV.

Section 1.-The Annual General Meeting
shall be held on the first Thursday in Noveni-
ber of each year, at which fifteen members
shall formn a quorum, when the officers for



*the ensuing year shail be elected by ballo,
the accounts received, and the usual business
transacted.

Section 2.-Special general meetings may
at any time be called by the Master, or by
any three members forwarding to the Mas-
ter a demand in writing stating the objeet
thereof ; the Master shall then call a
general meeting, stating the object thereof,
and the day of said meeting shall be within
ten days of receipt of requisition, and fif teen
members shall form a quorum.

Section 3.-Notice of ail Club meetings
shahl be mailed to the hast known post offi*ce
address of each member at heast three davs
previous to the day fixed, and such notice
ehall be sufficient.

Section 4. -The ordinary business of such
mneetings shall be:-

First.-Reading the notice calling the
meeting.

Second.-Reading the minutes of the
* previous meeting.

Third. -Readirig the financial and -other
reports and correspondence.

:Fourth.-Election of Officers and Com-
* mittee.

Fifth. -Miscel]aneous business.



Article V.

Section 1.- The Membership of the Club
shail consist of one hundred and fifty exclus-
ive of Honorary,* Non-Resident, Privileged,
Lady Members and Junior Members. Each
candidate for admission shall be propc-sed by
one members and seconded by another, by a
proposai in writing, signed by the proposer,
seconder, and .applicant, and shall be balloted
for at any meeting of the Executive which
may take place af ter the lapse of two weeks
fromn the time of such proposai, provided the
name of the candidate and bis proposer and
seconder have been posted in the Club Room
at least two weeks before the day of ballot.
Such proposai shall be inserted in a book of
candidates.

Section 2. - No candidate who has been
twice rejected shall be again eligible, nor
shahl he be adrnitted to any privileges of the
Club.

Section 3. -The entrance fee shall be ten
dollars, and the annual dues ten dollars, the
latter payable on election or after the annual
:meeting. Members elected subsequent to



the 3Oth of May will pay dues of five dollars
for the year then current.

Section 4.-Lady members may be elected,
and shall enjoy ail the privileges of ordinary
members with the exception of attending
meetings and voting.

Section 5. -Junior members under eighteen
S years of age may be elected at any meeting

of the Executive, and on payment of an annual
fee of two and one-haîf dollars, shahl enjoy
ail the privileges of ordinary inembers, with
the exception of attending meetings and

jvoting.

Section 6. -The wîves and daughters of
me mbers in full standing are entitled to al

teprivileges of Lady Members without dues.

Section 7.-Members residing more than
fifteen miles from Vancouver for over one
year, may, by paying an annual subseription
of three dollars during such absence, rejoin
the Club without being balioted for or paying
an entrunce fee.



Section 8.-Absentee members returning to,
Vancouver and remaining in the city more
than four weeks and 1e§s than six months
shail be liable for haif the Annual Subscrip-
tion. If remaining in the city for a longer
period than six months, they- shall be hiable

for the full Annual Subseription.

Section 9.-The fohlowing persons shahl be
eligible for election as Privileged Members:

(a) Officers in His Majesty's Armny and
Navy and in His Active Militia on Permanent
Force of the Dominion of Canada.

(b) Any person holding a Miitary and
Civil appointment, under the Imperial Govern-
ment who, may be stationed in Canada for an
indefinite period.

(c) Any Consul-General wholhy engaged in
public service of bis country who may be

stationed in Canada for an indefinite period.
Any candidate for priviheged niembership,

shaîl be stated to, be se on the posted list «f~
candidates; the cause of the privilege must
have been previously sanctioned by the
Coynmittee.

A privileged member is relievedef payment



of the entrance fee, but is subjeet to pay-
ment of $5.O00 for each period of six months
dated from the firs' of November and the
first of May, and is subject to the Constitu-
tion and Regulations of the Club.

A privileged member shall enjoy ail the
privileges of the Club, except attending meet-
ings, voting,, holding office, introducing
strangers as fortnightly guests, or having an
interest in the property of the Club.

Any privileged member desiring -to become
an ordinary member of the Club must be
balloted for again, under the provisions re-
quired for ordinary members.

Article VI.

Section 1.-The name of every member
failing to pay the ar.nual dues shaîl be ex-
hibited within thirty days after they become
payable, if the du~es be not paid within thirty
days thereafter- the Honorary Secretary-
Treasurer shahl report accordingly to the
.Executive, who may cause his name to be
erased from the Eist of memnbers; but he
may be 'readmitted by the Executive upon
assigning to them the reasons which they
may consider satisfactory for his failure



of payment. Any member whose dues are
ail paid shall be at liberty to withdraw fromn
the Club on a written application te that
effect, sent to the Honorary Secretary-Treas-
urer before the Annual General Meeting of
the Club.

Section 2. -Any Member ceasing to belong
to the Glub, by resignation or otherwise,
shall have no dlaim on any of the effects or
property belonging to the Club.

Section 3.-No member shall be entitled to
vote on any occasion or enjoy any privileges
until he or she shall have paid whatever
maonies may be due by him to the Club.

Article VIL
Hlonorary Members xnay be elected at any

M4peting of the Executive upon receiving a
two-thirds vote of the nieibers present at
said meeting, and they will enjoy ail privil-
!ages of ordinary Members with the except-
ion of attending meetings and voting.

Article ILI

Any Member may be expelled froni the
Club for violation of the provisions of the



Constitution or By-laws of the Club, or for
any conduet injurious to the good order,
peace or interests of the Club, by the Exe-
cutive; and when finally expelled he or she
shahl thereby forfeit ail right and clairm to
Club property.

Article IX.

The colors of the Club shàll be purpie and
gold.

Article X.

IliaitLlro.

Section 1. -Any niember may introduce
and extend the privilege of the Club to a
visitor resident elsewhere than in Vancouver
for a period of two weeks.

Section 2. -Any member may at his or her
own expense at any time introduce and ex-
tend the privileges of the Club to resident
friends but this privilege shall not be repeat-
ed to the same person oftener than twice a
month.
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Article XI.

Any artice of this Constitution may he
altered, amended, or suspended for any
period by the consent of two-thirds of the
niembers present at any Special or General
Meeting convened for that purpose, or at the
Annual General Meeting, provided that sueh
alteration. aimendmnent or suspension shall
have been specified in the notice surnmoning
such meeting.
