In case you may
not' know how terribg,a thing the Fusi.
cladium is' I beg to call your attention
to the scientific definition. “A genus
of ‘hyphomycetous fungi, belonging 'tc
the Dematiei, The fertile hyphae are
short, erect and@ straight, somewhat
fascicled, and the conidia continuous
or often uniseptate and acrogenously
produced.” ‘There is a sample of what
a modern farmer has to know. Speak-
ing in unscientific terms “the scab” has
appeared in the orchard and is work-
ing havoc among the Spies, Pipins and
Kings on which I was building so hope-
fully. Having sprayed the orcharc
with unusual thoroughness I thought 1
might escape, but apparently I shoule
have given a fourth spraying early in
Junpe. In the firskgveek of the month
I did some thlqnl;u; on the Spy trees
and removed every .apple that showed
a traee of scab, Txo weeks later when
I examined the fragit I found the $scal
faitly, plentiful. «We had had severa;
days of warm, Mpegy weather anc
that, had' evidently; started the secab
going. again. In,fact, some of those
.tlnyu were rather remarkable. The air
wag 50 humid that even although the
sun, was shining -there was a constant
drip.from the eaveg under a metal roof

Judging from the perfect shape of these
little galls and theéir uniformity of ap-
pearance and defensive barbs the in-
sects producing them must know how
‘o not only stimulate but control cellu-~
lar growth, If the secret of this sti-
mulation eould be discovered it would
beat milk feeding for ralsing  giant
squashes and, pumpkins, and we ‘might
produce apples that would average one
to the box or the barrel. ~But all jok-
ing aside, it seems to me that if ‘we
zould discover this secret that is ap-
parently known to obscurg ysects we
might work wonders.
