The Right Rev. Thomas F, 
Doran, Auxiliary Bishop of the 
Roman Catholic Diocese of Provi­
dence, R. I., died Jan. 8. He had been 
ill for a week with pneumonia.

The Rev, William McMahon, for 
twenty-two years editor ol tbe Cath­
olic Universe ol Cleveland, O , died 
on Wednesday night, Deo. 21 in hie 
sixty first year. Death was caused 
by pneumonia.

The old Cathedral ol Gorlzia, which 
contains the famous picture ol Our 
Lady, by Tintoretto, has suffered 
severely by the Italian bombardment, 
and the hospital of the Bishop's col­
lege has been destroyed.

Colonel Stirling, of Keir, Dun­
blane, Scotland, has been mads a 
Brigadier - General tf the British 
Army, General Stirling, who is a 
convert to the Church, is one of the 
founders of the Catholic Institute, 
Glasgow.

The death is announced in Paris ol 
a French Brigadier General of Irish 
descent, Salaville Laval O'Farrell, at 
the age of seventy eight years. The 
General, who had retired, was born 
in the Aube Department in North­
east France.

The Holy Father has appointed as 
auditor ol the Sacred Tribunal of the 
Rota the Right Rev. Moniignor Mas­
simo. Up to this, Mons gaor Mas­
simo held the post of Promoter of 
Justice in the same tribunal, I. e.. he 
defended gratuitously those unable 
to bear the legal expenses entailed in 
cases brought before it.

On December 21, Hie Grace the 
Most Reverend John Ireland, D.D., 
Archbishop of St. Paul, completed 
fifty-four years in tho sacred priest- 
hord His Grace was horn in County 
Kilkenny, Ireland, in 1838, Bad came 
to this country in boyhood.

Patrick Cudahy, founder of the big 
packing business of Cudahy Brothers 
in Milwaukee and other Westerncitles, 
who recently retired from active 
business, has set aside a fund of 
$125,000, the interest on which is to 
be devoted to charitable uses in Mil­
waukee.

The nuns of the Visitation Convent 
at Georgetown have published a life 
ol John Bannister Tabb, prie-t, poet, 
convert and professor. They hope 
with the proceeds to establish a Tabb 
scholarship for clerical students at 
St. Charles College, the preparatory 
seminary near Baltimore.

The Rev. Alban Urling Smith, late 
curate ol Buxton, Derbyshire, was 
received into the Churob recently. 
He was ordained to the Anglican 
ministry in 1889, and has filled cura­
cies at St. Dcnetan’s, Edge Hill, 
Liverpool and at St. Luke’s, Sueth- 
port. This makes the ninetieth con­
version from the ranks of the Angli­
can clergy in England alone during 
the last five years (1910-15).

A lew years ago Mrs. Minnie Evans, 
wife of Mr. William H. Evans, of 
Baltimore, had the happiness ol being 
received into the Ca-hollo Church. 
In memory of this event, Mr Evans 
has had erected a magnificent cross 
of pure granite on the grounds of the 
Carmelite Convent, Caroline and 
Bidoie streets.

Talchowfu, China, Oct. 81, 1915, 
Dear Friends of Catholic Record : CARDINAL THANKS 

AMERICANS
Since I wrote the letter in which I 

told ol the lightning stricklng the 
pagan temple and idols just as I was 
entering the city ol Slenku to build 
the first Catholic church I have made 
considerable progress on the building.

I told you what a rough and idola­
trous set ol people tbe inhabitants 
are and we had great difficulty in 
the beginning in procuring a site for 
the building. The principal clans of 
the city held meetings and took reeo 
lotions not to St 11 to us, threatening 
those who would with all sorts of 
ill treatment. They even went the 
length of throwing into prison, 
whilst the mandarin was absent, a 
proprietor favorably disposed to 
us. ‘ Why have tbe Gentiles raged 
and the people devised vain things ? 
The kings ol the earth stood up, 
and the princes met together, against 

( the Lord, and against his Christ 
! Let us break their bonds asunder : 
and let us cast away their yoke from 
us. He that dwelleth in heaven 
shall laugh at them : and the Lord 
shall deride them." (Psalm II.) 
Seeing that things were going too 
far and the persecution in danger of 
leading to bloodshed, I spooled to 
the mandarin for protection. In the 
meantime we ardently asked God to 
help us. “ Ask of Me. and I will 
give the Gentiles tor thine inherit 
ance, and the uttermost pacts of the 
earth for thy possession." To our 
delight the following proclamation 
was posted throughout the city :

SCHOOL FOR BOYS
The members of 

to pray dur- Tbe energatlo and courageous 
Abbot of Caldsy whose monastery 
was reduced to extreme poverty by 
tbe war, has inaugurated a school for 
the education of boys, which re­
sembles in some slight measure, the 
famous monastery schools of an 
earlier age. He has taken under his : 
care, free ol all charge, a group of 
lads who will be trained "for garden­
ing, poultry, and farm work," “stained 
glass window making ’ and so on, 
The boya will also be provided "with 
regular courses of lectures and in­
structions,” so that they mavgo from 
their island-home thoroughly equip 
ped for the battle of life. Tee Abbot 
writes of the beys’ summer tontine 
as fellows :

In summer time, they rise in the 
morning when the Angelas rings, 
which le always about half an hour 
before the first low Mass at 6.16. 
They all come to Mass, and most of 
them make their daily Communion. 
At 7 they have a good solid 
breakfast, and go to their varions 
works at 8. They "knock off ' at 
12 and have dinner, for which 
the Monastery supplies tbe principal 
dishes. Then they have a tree time 
for games until 2, when they go to 
woik till 6 o'clock, with a break of 
hull an hour for tea at 4. At 
7 they have supper and recrea­
tion, and at 9 they go to bed. On 
Sondais and greater Feasts they 
come to the High Mass a 9 o'clock 
and to Benediction and Compline In 
the evening ; and on these days also, 
instead of having meals at St, 
Joseph's, they come into our Refec­
tory at the Monastery for dinner and 
supper. This is a change for them, 
and they like to listen to the reading 
daring tba silent meal, while the 
Monks are glad to see them at their 
table at tho end of the Refectory, and 
to feel that the boys term part of the 
established order of things at Caldey. 
Saturday is a half holiday, and after 
a thorough clean up of their house 
they are free to enjoy themselves. 
We have a big and safe boat for them 
to row about in Priory Bay, and they 
will be encouraged to bathe and to 
fish, and generally to delight them­
selves with the “objects upon the sea 
shore" that are dear to the heart of 
all boys.

There is a wholesome touch of 
medievalism about this which is 
truly Benedictine. Play, work, re­
ligion, hospitality are all combined in 
that easy, natural way which makes 
the "Middle Ages” appear a time of 
romance to the sal faced, money- 
grabbing men and women of this iron 
and steel age.—America.

Soma time ago the 
Inland Mission and the Metho­
dists obtained from me an ediol 
of protection. 1 now notify yon 
that the Cat nolle religion origin 
ated in Eastern Europe and 
flourishes greatly in Rome. Its 
four principal precepts re­
commend the observance of 
the Ten Commet dment», and 
the belief in One Only God and 
the adoration of the Most Holy 
Spirit, tbe Father, Son and Holy 
Ghott, inseparable by Thelrnatnre, 
Who manifested Their omnipo­
tence by creating heaven and 
earth and all things. The holy 
commandments ftmid mnrder, 
adultery, theft, calumny, avarice, 
and contain nothing harmful to 
man. With regard to the interior 
affections they ordain the renun­
ciation ol superstition, the follow­
ing ol the Gospel, the observance 
the feasts, the overcoming cf 
the devil and the salvation of the 
soul, their observance are there­
fore to one’s great advantage. 
It is for that reason, ever since 
the Tang dynasty in which this 
religion entered our country and 
under the Ching dynasty in which 
treaties were concluded with 
friendly nations it has gradually 
spread and developed. But the

Heaven ai d not violate the com 
mandatants and precepts of relig­
ion in order that the people and 
Christians may live daily together 
and the holy doctrine be preached 
and known daily more and more, 
This is mine, your Subprefeot's 
ardent desire and the serions 
warning I give you. The seven­
teenth day of the tenth moon of 
the third year of the Republic of 
China."

OUR RE-RESOLUTIONS
Regarding the Identity ol the first 

person to take a New Year's resolu­
tion, history is silent. Perhaps it 
was Father Adam, for at the thresh- 
hold of hie post paradisaic career he 
must have been in a rather resolu­
tion making mood.

Indeed, so weak is the flesh and so 
feeble the will of these worshippers 
of Janus that the clients of hie who 
have some details of their projected 
reformation of life in good working 
order by Twelfth Night can be con­
sidered fairly steadfast characters, 

The practice of taking New Year's 
resolutions, whether they be many 
or few, is entirely praiseworthy. 
Those who draw np an elaborate 
schedule ol reforms, however, mast 
not expect to carry them all out suc­
cessfully.

PEACE

Alter a good deal of thought and 
a good deal ol writing we have de­
cided to reduce to a minimum onr 
commente and let ont readers eee 
far themselves how nearly the 
appeals ot Pope and King coincide.

Our Gracious Sovereign, King 
George V, through Hie Royal High 
uess, the Governor-General ot 
Canada, use issued the following 
proclamation :
Whereas Our Empire has been forced 

to take up arms in defence of 
rights and liberties unjustly 
attacked and to failli pledges 
solemnly given :

We, therefore, believing it to be fit­
ting that Onr people should be 
enabled to make a public and 
solemn avowal ot duty to 
Almighty God and ot need ot 
guidance, have thought fit, by 
and with the advice ot Our Privy 
Council for Canada, to appoint, 
and We do hereby appoint Sun­
day, the second day ot January 
next, to be throughoul Onr 
Dominion of Canada a day of 
Humble Prayer and Intercession 
to Almighty God on behalf ot the 
cause under tiken by Oar Empire 
and Allies and ol those who are 
offering their lives for it, and for 
a speedy and favourable peace 
that shall be lonnded on under­
standing and not hatred, to the 
end that peace shall endure ; and 
We do invite Onr loving enbjacte 
throughout Canada to set apart 
this appointed day as a day ol 
Humble Prayer and Intercession.

Hie Majesty asks our prayers for 
“ a speedy and favourable peace that 
shall be founded on understanding 
and not hatred, to the end that peace 
shall endure.”

We cannot retrain Irom calling 
attention to the marked difference 
between the appeal ot our gracious 
sovereign and the bloodthirsty appeal 
ol non-combatant editors. "Peace 
founded on nnderatanding and not 
hatred” is what the King asks ns to 
pray lor.

These same bloodthirsty editors 
were not ashamed to hold up our 
Holy Father as a tool ot the Kaiser 
when he made his sublimely human 
and sublimely Cbrist'ai appeal for 
peace “founded on understanding."

Let the Father ol Christendom 
speak in his own words :—

“Sharing in the anxious leers ot in­
numerable families, and fully con­
scious ot the imperative duties im­
posed on us by the sublime mission 
ol peace and love entrusted,to our 
care in the days ot so much sadness, 
we oonceived at once the firm pur­
pose ol consecrating all onr energy 
and all onr powtr to the reconciling 
ol the peoples at war, indeed we 
made it a Eolemn promise to onr 
Divine Saviour, who willed to make 
all men brothers at tho cost ot His 
blood."

to put an end at last to this horrible 
elanghter which tor a whole year has 
dishonored Europe.

The most beautiful 
regions ol Europe, this garden ot the 
world, are sown with corpses and 
with min There where but a short 
time ago flourished the industry ol 
manufactures and the fruitful labors 
of the fields now thunders tearfully 
the cannon, and in its destructive 
lury spares neither village nor city 
bat spreads everywhere havoc and 
death.

London, Jan. 8.—The crisis arising 
your charger's hoofs ring upon tee ; from the Government's decision to

impose compu.sion upon s ngle men 
who have not enlisted vilontarily 
diverts, temporarily, the attention ol 
the country from the operations cf 
tbe army io the field. The indica­
tions ate that this revolutionary 
departure from British traditions will 
bo effected much more quietly than 
was anticipated. So far only Minis­
ter Simon has left the Cabinet on 
account of the decision, an! though 
resignations are talkedot Mr. Asquith 
is confident that these resignations 
may be avoided.

Mr. Asquith's dexterity as a 
smoother is extraordinary, and though 
this is the toughest job he has ever 
had to negotiate, the probability is 
that he will succeed.

Nor is tbe opposition throughout 
the country as great as there was 
reason to fear. The great bnk cf 
his own followers is standing by the 
Premier, while the labourites, where­
from the principal opposition was 
expected, are considerably divided. 
The scheme of compulsion as pro­
posed ta ol a very limited character, 
affecting probably not more than 
200,000 men, and bnt for the foot of 
the abandonment of tbe voluntary 
principle, whereon England has 
justly prided herself, the volume ot 
opposition would be considerably 
smaller than it is.

A satisfactory feature ol the eitna 
tion is the exclusion ot Ireland, for 
any attempt to apply compulsion to 
that country would meet with fierce 
opposition from the Irish party in 
Parliament and the forcible resist­
ance ol Ireland itself.

This fact is recognized by all 
parties who, besides, gratefully 
appreciate the magnificent services 
already rendered by the Irish regi­
ments in the field.

The only people who are against 
the exclusion of Ireland are the ex­
treme coneoripnioniete and tbe fol 
lowers ol Sir Edward Carson who 
were hoping to make political capital 
by posing as being more earnest in 
war than were the Nationalists.

This attitude is thoroughly dis­
honest tor it is notorious that con­
scription is quite as unpopular in 
Ulster, especially in the rural dis­
tricts, ai it is in the rest ot Ireland. 
Despite exclusion the Nationalists 
are opposing the bill, first because it 
is against conscription principles and 
second because they feel it their 
duty to support tho British volun­
tarists, who are among Ireland’s cent 
friends.

The Central fact ot the situation, 
however, is that the substantial 
unity ot the Kingdom is maintained 
and whether the bill pass as it at 
present stands, or as is more likely, 
in a modified form, the whole 
country will press forward as one 
men until victory is assured.
'The only important fighting of tbe 

week, so far reported, has been in 
Bukowina where the Russians have 
mode a notable advance, resulting 
in the capture ot Czernowilz. 
Whether this is the beginning ot the 
great Russian offensive may be 
doubted, but it is grot fying evidence 
that the armies cf the Russians are 
rapidly gathering strength.

The movement which has ended in 
the formation of an Inter Parliament 
ary Committee ot tbe French and 
British Chambers, owed its inception 
to a very remarkable Frenchman, 
who is already well known In France 
and is beginning to be well known in 
England.

CONSISTENCY COMMANDS 
RESPECT

There is a certain type of Catholic 
who, from a foolish fear ol criticism, 1 
and an overwhelming desire to stand 
in well with his Protestant neighbor, 
affects what he ie pleased to call a 
“ broadminded " attitude towards 
what he believes in his heart to be 
heresy. He is very reticent when 
there is some Catholic principle to 
be defended, but grows suddenly 
eloquent whenever there arises a 
chance to put in a word for the 
diluted Christianity that would put 
dogma outside the domain of relig­
ion, and would substitute for the 
truths ol faith a litany ol weary 
platitudes that may mean anything 
or nothing. And he foolishly imag­
ines that such an attitude wine tor 
him the respect of hie non-Catholto 
neighbors. Now nothing could be 
farther from the truth. Non Catho­
lics know very well that we have a 
very definite system of belief. They 
know we are convinced that we are 
right, and they expect us to speak 
and act accordingly. They may die 
pate oar position, but they oanr.ot 
fail to pay it the tribute ot respect.
It follows, then, that they invariably 
take the measure of the trimmer. 
And they very naturally ask them­
selves how can they put any oonfid 
ence in the friendly protestations of 
a man who pretends lo deny his most 
cherished beliefs. The consistent 
Catholic they can understand. His 
sincerity they do not think of 
questioning. With him they know 
where they stand. Bnt the com­
promiser ie a strange species.

Quite recently a Protestant gentle 
man told ns “it there is a future 
for Christianity that future is 
with your church.

The king, primarily, an 
outlook restricted by the interests ol 
the British Empire, but, precisely 
because of imperial interests, rising 
into the broad, human and Christian 
considerations which actuate the 
Father of Christendom.

And all this has 
been tccomplished without a single 
peseta ot government money—a 
proof, if any were needed, that ex­
travagance is not essential to true 
progress in education.

ON THE BATTLE LINE

Prince Hohenlohe, one of the 
Kaiser a intimates, is in Switzerland 
making sentiment in favor of the 
conclu si on ot peace between Ger­
many, France and Russia leaving 
tho Germanic powers free to fight 
out their quarrel with the British 
Empire. The Kaiser, it is said, has 
set hie hopes upon tbe conquest ol an 
empire in the Near East. He re 
cognizes tha* there ie now no possi­
bility of crushing either France or 
Russia.

Many import nut men in Germany 
oppose the plan as impracticable on 
tho ground that Britain, with her 
command ot the seas, could send 
men to the East in greater numbers 
and more rapidly than Germany 
conic! send them by land. Among 
the opponents ot the Emperor’s grand 
lose project for the conquest of an 
empire In the East in Herr Ballin of 
the Hamburg • American Steamship 
Line. He and those for whom he 
speaks insist that Germany attempts 
to hold a portion of the Belgian coast 
to provide for the future develop­
ment ol Germany’s navy and her 
overseas trade. II the Kaiser is 
really committed to the great eastern 
adventure outlined, he has the power 
to enforce hie will upon the chiefs cf 
the German army even if the French 
and Russiane refnne to make peace. 
It is reported from Paris that the 
Germans have already begun to 
make up for their shortage ot men

ENGLAND AND THB WAR

One admirable trait in tha charac­
ter ol the British people is the 
patience with which they endure 
balng 'spoken to in very plain terms.

Bnt he has gay spirits and the 
indomitable will ; he gave some years 
to liquidate his debts ; did a good 
deal of travelling ; and finally re­
solved to devote himself to a Parlia­
mentary career.

He belongs to the group which 
elands next to the Socialists in ad­
vanced views, and yet is not a Social­
ist Thus it was that when he re­
solved to stand lor the constituency 
near Paris which he represents and 
where Socialism reigns rampantly 
ia the towns—though Conservatism 
Is equally strong in the rural dis­
tricts—he had many difficulties to 
everoome. There had been a strike, 
and the strike had led to disorder 
and to the deaths of some working­
men ; feeling was very bitter— 
especially against Radicalism and 
Radicals ; lor these things had 
taken place under the Premier­
ship of M. Clemenceau, and M. Clem­
enceau had been a strong ruler who 
did not hesitate to strike hard when 
he thought it necessary. The ‘ tiger,” 
as M. Clemenceau is named, has a 
heavy paw, as so many M nlstrles he 
has overthrown have reason to know. 
M. Franklin Bouillon, addressing his 
first meeting in a cate, was inter­
rupted by a polite Socialist leader 
who with gentle but bating irony 
pointed to some holes in the windows 
of the cate, and reminded the can 
didates that these holes had been 
made by the bullets sent through 
them by a Radical Prime Minister. 
But in spite of these difficulties, M. 
Franklin Bouillon won ; and now has 
the love and confidence even of his 
Socialist constituents.

What are the qualities of this re- 
marktbla man which compel atten­
tion the moment you meet him and 
oast almost a spell over you ? Physi­
cally, be is a man of middle height ; 
Of a thickset frame, with what I may 
call a thickset head; every line in the 
figure suggesting tremendous and 
almost bull like strength. The face 
is rather pale, the eyes blue- grey, 
not large but penetrating, open, can­
did, brilliant. The spesch is a curi­
ous mixture—like his parentage—of 
English and French methods. It is 
English ; it is brusque; it is business­
like ; but on the other hand it be­
comes on occasion essentially French. 
For start him on a discussion, he gets 
excited in manner, though not in 
language—for there is a cold, clear 
brain always at work; he rises from 
the dlnnertatle; paces the floor, and 
pours forth a lava stream of brilliant 
eloquence. And yet even when he 
becomes thus so thoroughly French, 
he retains some of the English 
method ; for he sticks a good deal to 
the concrete ; his illustrations are 
taken from daily life. French ths 
speech is because it is highly Imaged; 
but Englieh also ; because the images 
are taken from something you may 
see in any street and in any individ­
ual. Thus once I heard him dlsoue- 
sing what attitude Engl. nd and 
France and Russia would have to 
take on trade and commercial ques­
tions tc Germany when the war was 
over ; and he at once drew a scene 
of the thousands oimutileted soldiers, 
blind, lame, armless, who would pass 
through every street in every town 
in the three countries ; and asked 
it the propaganda which theee mute 
witnesses to the horrors of the 
war Germany had provoked, would 
not speak irresistibly against a war 
of trade as well an a war of arms 
against Germany.

1 first saw the kind of man Frank­
lin Bouillon was when I went with 
the Irish Mission to Paris. Literally, 
he carried the whole French side of 
it on hie own shoulders. He was at 
the station to meet us with the mem­
bers of tbe Foreign Affairs' Com­
mittee ; he had ordered the cabs ; he 
bad ordered the rooms in the hotel ; 
there was no detail so small that he 
had not attended to. Then he had 
made all the arraogaments lor the 
receptions to us ; sometimeu with 
political frlendk ; sometimes with 
political opponents ; and in spite of 
the fierce animosities r.f French 
political life, he was on as good terms 
personally with the one as with the 
other. He was with us at eight in 
the morning ; he was with ua all day; 
he was with ns at midnight ; seeing 
journalists ; reading the speeches on 
the ceremonial occasions, not onlyol 
our members but ot the Frenchmen; 
suggesting a change here and there, 
sometimes becauee there was a 
F/eioh,sometimes aBritieh difficulty; 
in short, was guide, philosopher and 
friend; always good humoured; 
always prompt, alwpy fiercely active;

Voluntary enlisement uuduubtodly lm 
poses a much greater harden on the 
conscience of tbs individaal. Let ue 
beware of increasing the load, by 
rashly Judging the motives ot those 
who have not enlisted. If the day of 
general judgment must be anticipa­
ted them let it be aftsr the war

For a man to shirk what is evident 
to him as his manifest duty, and 
through selfishness refuse to enlist is 
undoubtedly a sin. Hence in defin­
ing tue oblige1 ion and application ot 
tbe duty ol eulisting, I am merely fnl- 
filling my own duty ol preaching the 
moral law. I am merely re­
echoing and applying these words ot 
Chrisl : “Render unto Caesar, the 
things that ate Caesar's.’’

But, mark yon, while I say to every 
able-bodied man ot military age. who 
is not bound by a more pressing 
duty—" Yon should enlist"—1 would 
Impress It indelibly upon tbe con 
solmcB of every m h man, that our 
duty is to fight Germans, not to hate 
them, Frequently eince the begin 
ning of the war, I have preached this 
tenth from this pulpit, A Christian 
Is never permitted to hate anyone. 
We mast hate sin, bnt love the sin- 
ner. Let us hate the evil the enemy 
has dene, but let us beware of de­
grading oureelvee by hating the 
enemy. Let ns pray for the conver­
sion ot the enemy, not for his annlhi 
lation. There ie no conquest so com 
plete aa that which converts an 
enemy into a friend. Let Canada 
beware ot adopting towards the 
Germans the attitude of the Pharisee 
towards the pnbiioan. The Germans 
are neither neo pagans nor barbar­
ians. They are just as civilized and 
just as Christian as we ace. 1 say so, 
because I know them. I enjoyed the 
hosnitallty of their country as a 
student for two years and I have 
kept in touch with them ever since. 
Undoubtedly there ie a powerful un­
christian Kultur in Germany, bnt it 
ie combatted by all the German Cath­
olics and by an important body ot 
tbe German Protestants. Tbe main 
body of the German people Is staunch­
ly Chcietian. The gieat tragedy and 
the great danger ot this present war 
lie precisely In this : Tbe British 
Empire ie fighting against one of the 
most cnltivated and efficient of Chris­
tian nations. With Germany it ie a 
case ot ‘ corrnptio optimi pessima." 
When a good man goea wrong, he 
goes very wrong. Everything that ie 
good in him is directed to the wrong 
end.

The paper pointa ont with­
out pardonable pride, and It eeeme 
to me who hive no mllllury knowl 
edge, with truth, that Germany to­
day Is stronger than ehe wae a year 
ago With such a foe arrayed against 
ns, It le Idle to deceive onrselvee as 
to the gravllv ot the situation. 7he 
whole British Empire must mobilize 
its every force if we are to defend 
what is ours. We do not seek to de­
stroy or tear apart the German Em­
pire, as some war mad journaliste 
would fain have ns believe. Canada 
le to be consulted in drawing up the 
terms ol peace ; aod Canade, which 
entered thli war without the deaire 
or intention ot gaining an inch ol 
territory, and which has already 
made herolo sacrifices to re establish 
International justice, certainly Can­
ada, and the whole British Empire 
which Ie animated by a similar spirit, 
will demand and obtain a just and 
honourable paace for all concerned,
“ baaed on understanding and not on 
hatred, to the end that peace will 
endure."

Today we ehall, In obedience lo the 
royal proclamation, pray for peace, 
jnst aa we have recited the Pope'e 
prayer for peace every Sunday during 
the paet year. Thle altar ol the 
Blessed Sacrament, at which the 
votive Mass "For Wartime" ie now 
being effored, Is one ol two hundred 
thousand mass altars which cover 
the globe, where from the rising of 
the son even nnto the going down 
thereof, the clean oblation of the 
Lamb of God is offered lor that peace 
which the world cannot give. We 
ehall pray also, in humility end pen 
anoe, for the success ot the cause 
undertaken by our Empire and our 
Allies. We shall pray, as we have 
prayed publicly every Sunday, lor 
those who have offered up their lives 
in this war, Finally we shall pray 
that each one of us may have the 
grace to see clearly whatever be his 
individual duty in the present crisis, 
and may have the courage to peiform 
that duty, no matter at what cost. 
If the price paid be death, the reward 
gained will be eternal life. Tue 
Christian who is bound to Buffer any 
evil, and even death Itself, rather 
than commit a single mortal sin, will 
not find It extraordinary that he be 
now ca led upon to risk his 
life in fulfillment of his doty to his 
country. Has not Christ said ? “ He 
that lovetb hie life loseth it ; an’ he 
that hateth hie life in this world 
ehall keep it unto life eternal." 
(Johnxii; 25). And again: "Greater 
love than this no man hath, that a 
man lay down his life for his friends." 
(John xv:13). Let the young men 
who sees it hie duty to risk bis life 
for his frienda by enlisting in the 
Canadian Overseas force, hasten to 
perform that doty. Tbe words which 
St. Colnmban need eome thirteen 

. hundred yeara ego to urge himeelt 
forward to the spiritual conquest ol 
Germany suit admirably to day as a 
motto for the Canadian recruit :

"Oar perils are many, the war 
availing us Is severe, and tbe enemy 
terrible ; bnt tbe recompense ie 
glorious, and the freedom ol onr will 
ie manifest. Without an adversary 
there Is no fight,wlthont a fight there 
is no crown. Where there is a fight, 
there ie courage, vigilance, ardor, 
endurance, fidelity, wisdom, prudence, 
firmness. Where there ie no fight 
there ia defeat. Let me then ad­
vance to tbe attack ; for if you take 
away liberty, yon take away dignity " 
' Si tollis libeitatem, tollia dignit­
atem."

“ The Catholic Total Abetinenoe 
Union of America, now holding ita 
convention in Pittebnrg, le one of the 
most effective temperance organiza­
tions in the country.

“ Its campaigns or activities are 
along educational and social lines. 
It tenches self control, thus preparing 
the youth of the Chnrch to rcs'st 
other temptations squally as vicious 
and destructive as the desire tor strong 
drink. It would wipe ont the saloon 
by destroying its patronage. It 
would have the 
against the club and the speak-easy 
— evils akin to, if not greater than, 
the open saloon.

“ What it accomplishes is lasting 
and its methods of achlevemsnt can 
give no possible offense. It Is gov­
erned by the ablest ministers of the 
Churoh and not by the riffraff or mis­
erable, ministerial refuse that is too 
often in evidence in the spasmodic 
attempts made at betterment.

"In other organizations an appeal 
is made to the law and the strong 
arm ol force ie invoked. Convention 
arises and the partiel in conflict rep 
resent the most ultra partisane, and 
conservatism and often decency are 
driven from the arena. Here the 
Church Is represented by so called 
preachers who put on the pike by 
their Ignorance and incapacity, seek 
the scenes of temperance endeavor 
for the purposes of regalvanization 
and getting before the people.

All hail the honest effort made 
by the Total Abstinence Society in its 
appeal to the conecienoe. Its work 
never ceases. It knows no political 
campaigns. It knows nothing bnt 
success through sensible availing 
effort."

Should not such an organization 
have your hearty enpport and number 
yon among its active members ? 
Do yon owe it to Christ. Who has 
called yon to fellowship with Himself, 
and do yon not owe it to your weaker 
brother who needs the support of 
your example to break off from drink, 
or to persevere it he has already 
broken off ? It would not curtail 
your liberty more than drink curtails 
the liberty ol your weaker brother. 
Now do not say that yon are not 
bound to do this. The liberty yon 
prize may be one of those things, 
which as St. Paul says, are lawful ; 
hot It may also be one of those which 
he Bays are not expedient. Doubt­
less, it ie not sinful to nee drink some­
times ; bnt the apostle goes on to say 
that to nothing will he become en­
slaved ; and to preserve his freedom, 
he will abstain entirely from the use. 
While persons have a right to take 
drink and are rightly jealous ol their 
personal liberty, they should not 
forget that through the vindication 
of this very liberty they may become 
slaves of something else. There is 
nothing ioet by abstinence, and no 
risk taken by those who abstain, and 
very much gained, as those who leave 
all things for Christ’s sake receive 
hundred fold as much now in this 
time and in the world to come, life 
everlasting. When those outside the 
Chnrch recognize the worth ol the 
means she employe to combat vice, 
those belonging to the Chnrch ought 
to make use of these means and en­
courage them.—The Very Rev. M. A.

Whether the Proteetant translation

In a higher aense He had 
already aooompliebed what in a 
lower sense He did at the marriage 
feast. He came down Irom heaven 
and WB3 born Into the world, uniting 
His divine nature with onr frail 
human nature, whioh was thus in- 
finitely ixalled and ennobled. The 
Chnrch reminds ue of this fact at 
every Mass, for, when the prieet 
pours the wine into the chalice, he 
mixes it with water. The wine eig 
nifles out Lord's Divinity and the 
water Hie Homanity, as is stated in 
the prayer said by the priest : “O 
God, who didst wonderfully create 
and dignity the human race, and 
hast Btill more wonderfully re­
formed it ; g-.‘ant that by the mystery 
of this water and wine, we may be 
made partakers ol Hie Godhead, who 
vouchsafed to become partaker of 
onr manhood, Jesne Cariet, Thy Son, 
our Lord." Yea, by assuming onr 
human nature, Christ united it with 
the divine nature in the unity of Hie 
Divine Person, and thus to some ex­
tent made ne, weak mortals 
are, participators in His Divine 
Nature. What an honor for ns 1 
What a stimulus to do all in 
power to become mare worthy of 
this favor, ta strive more and 
to attain to the bliss that Jesus has 
obtained for ns 
better, through growing in likeness 
to God. Why did our Lord do all 
this ? Why did He unite Hie 
Humanity so closely with Hie Divin 
ity ? In order that humanity might 
be one with God. His incompre­
hensible love worked this miracle.

Yet this was not all. Man wae to 
advance Irom one stage of perfection 
to another ; and onr Lord teaches ue 
this lesson very beautifully. At the 
marriage feast He changed the water 
inta wine, and at the last tapper He 
changed wine again into Hie Sacred 
Blood, and He ehed for the remission 
of the sins of many.

Now we can return to onr former 
question : How can we cooperate 
with onr Lord in the work of onr sancti­
fication?

They are

together with «trots in the transla- 
tions to specify them. Thomas Ward 
made a book ol made in 1562 1577 
and 1579. Hie book ie called "Errata 
ol the Protestant Bible ; or the Truth 
of English Translations Examined." 
It showed the erroneous translations 
of passages of the Bible relating to 
the Chnrch, to the Blessed Sacra­
ment, to priests and the priesthood, 
lo celibacy, to baptism, to the con­
fession of sin, to the Blessed Virgin, 
to sacred images, to Purgatory, to 
justification, to good works, to free 
will, to the sufficiency of faith alone, 
to Apostolic traditions and to the 
sacrament of marriage.

Protestant scholars know that the 
eo-called authorized Protestant Bible 
Is incorrect—that instead of being 
the pure and unadulterated word ol 
God, it ie In many passages the word 
of erring men. They long urged the 
making of a new translation. This 
was done between 1871 and 1885, 
when the so called Revised Protest 
ant version appeared, 
men
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Now, the
who made that revision adopted 

a rule to make ae few alterations as 
possible, yet in the New Testament 
alone they made about 20,000 correc­
tions. How many they made in the 
whole Bible, no one has yet counted. 
Many other changes were proposed, 
especially by the American members 
of the revision committee, which were 
not finally adopted.

In all the translations—from those 
made by the first Protestants down 
to the last Revised Version, there has 
been a constant tendency to recog 
nize the Catholic version as correct. 
Even the King James Bible was 
modified by the Catholic translation 
of the New Testament made at 
Rheims in 1582. It would probably 
also have been affected by the Donay 
Catholic version ol the Old Testa­
ment made in 1608 10 it that bad 
been published before the King James 
translation was completed in 1604-II. 
But the Revised version is nearer to 
the Catholic Bible than it is to the 
Groat Bible of 1689, or the Genevan 
Bible of 1560, or the Elizabethan 
Bishop’s Bible of 1668, or the King 
James Bible of 1611.

The Catholic Bible is founded on 
the Latin translation made by St 
Jerome.

QUESTION BOX
Rev. E. R. Hull, S. J., in the Examiner, Bombay

Question Why does the Church 
forbid oertain books ? Is 11 not In 
order to prevent the laity from 
getting at the facts ?

Answer—I think It sate lo Bay 
that no book has ever been forbidden 
simply to prevent people from learn 
lug faote. Usually books aie forbid­
den because they contain either 
falsehoods, or erroneous opinions, or 
false Interpretation ol facte, or, at 
the most, a presentation of faote in 
euoh a light as to render them prac 
tioally misleading. The oondemna 
tion of a book does not mean a judg 
ment that it Is all false. The book 
may contain much truth. But this 
truth Is mixed up with falsehood or 
other faults, and for these the whole 
book is forbidden In the lump. The 
facts it contains can be obtained 
from other sources.

Question—The Church does not 
follow the Bible or Christ's teachings; 
e. g„ it uses wafers instead ol an 
fermented bread. Christ also broke 
the bread. The Church uses fermsnt 
ed wine, whereas Christ used unfer 
mented wine. Finally, Christ gave 
both species, while the Church gives 
only one.

Answer. ( 1 ) That Christ used 
unleavened bread happened because 
the Last Supper was celebrated at 
the Passover, when only unleavened 
bread was in use, but If Ha had hap­
pened to institute the Last Sapper 
at some other time there is nothing 
to prove that He would not have used 
the ordinary bread. He never gave 
any commandment that unleavened 
bread must be need. Still, onr prac 
tice is to use unleavened bread as 
Christ did, made into thin discs 
called " wafers " merely tor the sake 
of neatness. The Protestants, 
rule, use ordinary slices ol bread, 
which is leavened. ( 2 ) We also 
break the bread in the Maes. ( 8 ) 
There is no proof that the wine need 
by Christ was nnfermented. The 
teetotaler people try hard to prove it, 
bu*i fall entirely. ( 4 ) The nse ol 
>ie species, as sufficient for Com 

mnnlon, is a matter settled by the 
authority of the Church. II is true that 
the Enchéris! was instituted in two 
kinds and given to the" Apostles in two 
kinds. This shows that the Apostles 
and clergy ought also to celebrate the 
Eucharist in two kinds, bnt it does 
not prove that everybody among the 
laity need receive ol both kinds. 
Even one kind gives perfect Com 
mnnlon with Christ, and that is what 
Is wanted. In these and similar 
matters the Church has no motive 
for disobeying Christ, but she claims 
a certain common sense discretion in 
ench matters, to say the least, and 
we ate satisfied that this claim is a 
sound one. The motives for omitting 
the wine from lay Communion 
reasons of reverence and also praoti 
cal convenience. It is easy, for in­
stance, for Anglicans to give Com­
munion in both kinds to the small 
and select group who approaoh the 
rails. Bnt take onr great congrega 
tione, with hundreds and sometimes 
thousands of Communions, and you 
will see at once how unworkable the 
twofold distribution would be—to 
say nothing of the possibility of acci­
dents. This Is an argument of 
common sense which in modern 
times would be enough to jnstlfy the 
Church’s practice, and we Catholics 
ate quite satisfied with it.

Question—The Church does not 
follow the Bible in many other 
points (not specified).

Answer.— The Church certainly 
follows the Bible in many points in 
which Protestants depart from it, 
Christ says ; " This is My Body," 
and the Church says the same, while 
Protestants say “ No, this is not my 
body; it is only a figure of my body," 
Christ says: " Whose sins yon remit 
they are remitted," while Protest­
ants say that . no man has power 
to remit sins. St. James says : " II 
any man Is sick among yon, let him 
bring the priests ol the Church to 
anoint him with oil," while the Pro­
testants do nothing of the kind. 
Christ says that alter He is gone 
“ Hie Disciples will Iasi," and He 
even gives roles for lasting, while 
Protestants regard lasting as a kind 
of superstition. Christ says : "Thon 
art kipha (a rook), and upon this

What the world ie alwaye looking

It is 
astonishing what faith we ell put in 
the habitual winner, the maa who 
has the reputation ol sneoeeding in 
whatever he undertakes ; of getting 
things done and putting great enter­
prises through with vigor and dis­
patch. In some mysterious way, as 
it seems to ns, obstacles get out ol 
the way of such a character.

Never admit by your speech, your 
appearance, your gait, your manner 
that there is anything wrong with 
yon. Hold up yonr head. Walk 
erect, look everybody in the face. 
No matter how poor yon may be, 
whether you are jobless, homeless, 
friendless even, ehow the world that 
pou respect yourself, and that, no 
matter how hard the way, you are 
marobing on to victory.

Thinking of yourself ae habitually 
lucky will tend to make you so, just 
ae thinking of yourself as habitually 
unlucky and always talking about 
poor failures and your cruel late will 
tend to make you unlucky. The 
attitude of mind which your thoughts 
produce la a real force which builds 
ez tears down. The habit of always 
eeeing yourself as a fortunate indi­
vidual. the feeling grateful Just for 
being alive, for being allowed to live 
■u this beautiful earth, will put your 
mind .In a oreative, productive atti­
tude.

We should all go through life as 
though we were sent here to lift, to 
help, to boost, and not to depress 
and discourage and so discredit the 
plan of the Creator. Our conduct 
shon’d show that we ere on this 
earlh to play a magnificent part in 
life’s drame, to go op continually, 
uever to go down.

Rev. De Witt Talmege paid this 
broad and generous tribute to the 
character and the creed of General 
Sheridan :

" ‘Sheridan’s ride,’ I fear is ended.

He could be a 
whirlwind in the stirrups, or a sum 
met breeze shaking off the drops ot 
the morning dew. In the highest 
military position ol the land he lies 
down

"He does not go defiantly, as some 
intimate they will do when they ere 
called to die. It the infidels go out 
of this life as brave as they now talk, 
this country has yet to have a bril­
liant program ol deathbeds. Bnt 
Sheridan asked for the last offices ol 
religion. With a courage that no 
one ever doubted, he does not went 
to enter the next world without 
prayer and the Sacrament of our dy. 
ing Lord.

"Whether you belong to this 
Church, or some other church, or 
no church ot all, yon must admire 
the fact that the commander in chief 
ol the United States armies, in hie 
last hours, shows very plainly that 
he believes in God and Christ, and 
the importance ot preparation for 
the great future.

"If a man like that, his valor 
known all round the earth, calls lor 
the reinforcement ol religion in the 
last hour, these men of lees nerve, 
who go strutting round shaking 
their clenched fist at God and Christ 
and the eternal world, had better 
look ont. Notice how rapidly the 
prominent men of this land are tak 
ing their places In what William C.

If we bear In mind 
that any klndnese we may do to an 
other ie really done to God, Who ie 
in every creature we shall find it 
easier lo act thus. For the realize 
lion that any nncharitableneee ie 
hurting Him rather than His créa- 
tnrea will move ne to action more 
readily than otherwlee, especially If 
we have no particular reason bnt 
charity to do our brother a kindneee. 
Tbe thought ol God dwelling in each 
ol ue will tend to move ne to uphold 
another’e good name. It will prompt 
ua to mortify oureelvee in order to 
accommodate or please our brethren. 
Sell will be forgotten In order that 
others may be happily at ease. And 
yon may reel aeeured that the divert­
ing of uncharitable thoughts—either 
yonr own or others—the kind, helpful 
word, the deed ol oonelderatlon or 
meroy, though In all probability it 
will coel you effort and self denial, 
will prove a joy. In fact, Ihe little 
aell denial Involved la only the thorn 
ol suffering, the prick ot which the 
rose of oharity eootbea with the all- 
pervading balm ol ite sweetness.

POLITICS THE CATHOLIC RECORD

" No religion in politics " is an 

idea or a principle held and favored 
by many people who wieh to fee 
known in a special way as friends of 
“ religious toleration.” Such people 
might well profit by some remarks 
in an eloquent discourse by R ght 
Rev. Mgr. P. ï O Hate, of Brooklyn, 
at the dedication of a new church at 
Hastings on the-Hudeon. Speaking 
of " Church and State ” and their 
mutual relations the Moneignor said 
that :

" The modern catchwords 'separa­
tion ot Chnroh and State’ and ‘no 
mixing of religion in politics' have 
seduced us and we have forgotten the 
lessons of history, that righteousness 
exolteth a nation and that it is our 
mission to teach it. Alas, and with 
a blush of shame upon our cheeks, 
may it be acknowledged that too 
many Catholics, while unlearning 
the lesson of national sanctification 
learned too well to keep rel'gion oat 
of politics, and, as politics make np 
the most ot their lives, they them- 
selves are mostly kept out of relig­
ion. Our duty as citizens and our 
love for country mak. it incumbent 
upon us to participate in public 
affairs, to carry out the m inistration 
of government and while thus en­
gaged to leach Ihe nation the lesson 
of national sanctification."

Had the duty here emphasized 
been observed in France in recent 
years there would have been less 
" keeping out of religion " by the 
people in thatconntry. “Noreligion 
in politics " is a vicious principle. 
There must be religion iu all human 
concerns as there must fee troth, 
justice, honor, good faith, without 
which human society could not en­
dure.

"" To participate in public affaire " 
le not only a right of man bnt an 
obligation imposed on all citizens, 
lay and cleric, although the exclusion 
of the latter le among the “ reforms " 
proposed in many pieces by profess-

^ : the aspirations of each be folly 
pounded, eliminating the unjnet 
aud the impossible, and taking 
account with equitable remedies and 
arrangements whan needed, ol the 
jnat end possible. Naturally, as In 
all human ooutrovyrsies which must 
be decided by the contending parties 
themselves, it Is absolutely 
eery that both one and the other 
aide ol the belligérante will yield on 
some point and renounce aome of 
the advantages hoped for ; and each 
one should willingly make such con 
cessions, even at the ooet of 
sacrifices, so as not to assume, be

"These are the sentiments of Our 
eonl regarding the war, considered 
in relation to the people who 
for tun at sly embroiled in it. If, 
moreover, we consider the unseemly 
comeqnencee that accrue from the 
Enrop.ao conflict to the Catholic 
caiee aid the Apoitolio See, every 
one sees how giava they are and 
how hurtful to the dignity of thé 
Rom a 3 Pontiff. On other on allons 
a ready, following the example of 
Oar predecessors, we hvnenttd thei 
the oondttion of the Roman Pontiff 
was not each as to a low him l ae 
use of that fall liberty which is 
absolutely neceeiary to him for the 
government of ihe Chnroh. Bot who 
does not see that this has become all 
the more evident in the a toal 
cumetaaces. Certainly, the good in 
tentiol of elimlratiog the unseemly 
side of (he situa',ion wai not absei I 
in those who govern Italy ; bnt this 
itself ebowe clearly that the situa 
tion of the Roman Pontiff depends 
upon the civil powers, and that, with 
a change ot men and circumstances, 
it a'eo can be changed and 
aggravai id. No sensible 
affirm that a condition ai uncertain 
and so eunj-cted to she will of others 
is rta’ly that which is seemly in the 
case of toe Apostolic See. Besides, 
it conld not be avoided, through the 
vary force of oircnmetaaces, that 
etvetal unseemly occurrences of evi­
dent gmvity should lake plate.

To pass over others, We limit 
ohreelves to observing that some of 

minis! era,
accredited to Us by i beir sovereigns, 
were forced to lake their departure 
in order to guaru their perto a dig­
nity aid the prerogat.v.e of their 
office. This means for the Holy See 
the lessening of its proper aod 
natural right, and the diminution ol 
a necessary gna notee, likewise the 
privation of every ordinary and 
especially suitable means by’wh'ch 
affairs with foreign government 
wont to be treated. In this regard 
We must observe with sorrow how 
there could even have arisen in 
side of the belligérante that We, by 
the necessity of clrcnmetanoee, in 
treating affaira that concern the 
peoples at war, should now allow 
ourselves to be ruled and guided by 
the mere suggestions of those whe 
can make Ue hear their vo'ce. 
Furthermore, what ie to be said of 
the increased difficulties of commun­
ications between Us and the Catho 
11c world, on account ot which it has 
become so arduous for Ue to form 
that complete and exact judgment of 
events, which would be so useful for 
Ue ?

In war broken Belgium the 
Brothers of the Christian Schools 
have as many as 10 Training Colleges, 
including the Scholasticitee at 
Louvain and Malonne, near Namnr, 
which are State Normal Schools.

The Papal allocution to the Sacred 
College at the consistory on Dec. 7 
was as follows :

"Venerable Brothers — Without 
doubt the difficulties that impeded 
Ue from calling together the Saored 
College before now are known to 
yon. And it it has to day been 
given to Ue at length to see you in 
snob numbers in this noble hell, it 
is not because the dilfi-inities have 
grown lets, bnt because we feared 
that the satisfactory progress ol the 
Roman Curia might suffer from a 
farther delay. For not few are the 
vacancies that have been successive­
ly left in the Sacted College either 
daring last year or in thie. And if 
at all times the loss of councillors eo 
enlightened and of assistants so 
faithful would have caused sorrow 
to the Roman Pontiff, eo much the 
more reason to grieve for it have 
We, who assumed the government of 
the Church in thie most grave his­
torical period,

"Moreover, notwithstanding that 
immense ruins have already 
accumulated in the course of six 
teen months ; notwithstanding that 
the desire for peace is growing in 
hearts and so many families yearn 
in tears for peace : notwithstanding 
that We have tried every means that 
might in any way avail to hasten 
peace and to compose discords, yet 
this fatal war still rages by sea and 
by land, while on the other hand 
extreme ruin hangs over poor 
Armenia, That very letter, which 
on the anniversary cf the outbreak 
of. the war, We directed to the bel­
ligerent nations and to their Heads, 
however reverent its reception was, 
nevertheless did not produce the 
beneficial effects which were ex­
pected from it.

"It seems to Ue, Venerable 
Brothers, that what we have said 
thus far may euflloe to show you 
how much Onr sorrow grows daily 
both because this butchery of men, 
scarcely worthy of the most barber 
ous agas, increase to a fearful ex­
tent, and because at the some time 
the condition of the Apostolic See ie 
becoming worse. We feel certain 
that you, as yon participate in the 
caree end anxieties whch the Apos­
tolic office imposes on Ue, so yon co- 
divide this twofold affliction of Oars.
