Hussein Kâmel was chosen by Great 
Britain m 1914 to succeed his uneje, 
Khedive (Vbbas, as ruler of Egypt, sim­
ultaneously with the proclamation of a. 
British protectorate. His father was 
Khedive from 1865 to 1879.

The British Acting High Commissioner 
in Egypt, in his letter notifying Hussein 
Kâmel of his appointment, said there was 
ample evidence that Abbas Hilmi had 
thrown in his lot with the enemies of 
Great Britain, with the result that "the 
rights over;, the Egyptian executive ex­
ercised by the Sultan of Turkey and the 
late Khedive are forfeited.”

"Conscription is, now the law of the 
country, and no matter what his views 
about the policy of government or the 
motives and methods alleged to have at­

The columns of Justice are also thrown 
open to Mohammedans and to Indian 
Christians. The latter are rather numer­
ous in the hfadrto Presidency. " A Mo­
hammedan ” writes bitterly attacking the 
Indian Forest, administWon since Indian 
officials were substituted1 for Englishmen, 
and complaining that it is impossible for 
poor people now to obtain justice. An 
" Indian Christein Brother ” writes a long 
and erudite letter on the history of the 
Brahmins, pointing out how in the past 
they were the only learned classes, and 
thus commanded respect and influence, 
but " as this sort of thing continued Satan, 
the embodiment of evil, infused selfish­
ness into the hearts of these learned 
people, and they began to plan a net-work 
to secure this felicity not only to them­
selves, but also to their posterity."

Of the practical aspects of Brahmin 
supremacy many complaints are made. 
One correspondent, for example, com­
plains that the municipal franchise is so 
limited that the municipal bodies are 
dominated by Brahmins, who focus all 
their attention " on the sanitation of their 
own streets, and care little for the non- 
Brahmin streets." The segregation of 
Brahmins 'from non-Brahmins occurs in 
every shape. For example, special hostels 
have been established in Tricbinopoly by 
private enterprise for the convenience of 
fton-Brahmins. In Tricbinopoly, again, 
an active controversy is in progress be­
cause the entrance to one of the bathing 
ghats for ladies is strictly prohibited to 
non-Brahmin ladies, and a constable has 
been posted to watch the entry : " The 
Brahmin police sub-inspector supervises 
him daily." Another correspondent deals 
with what he calls thé stock phrases of 
Home Rulers, such as " Freedom is our 
birthright,” " Home Rule bas long been 
overdue,” &c., and after a long letter, with 
historical references to Aurungzeb. Timur, 
" and a host of other tyrants,” he comes 
to the conclusion that all thé talk about 
Honto-Rule only means that " the Brah­
min wants all power in his hands ; he is a 
apeciai creation of Brahma; he has a 
birthright to lord it over others.”

But this is only one of the fundamental 
religious differences in India. Almost 
equally far-reaching, and in many ways 
far more cruel, is the distinction between 
the different castes of Hindus. Until re­
cent years the Brahmins were almost the 
only vocal dement of the Hindu commun­
ity. They monopolized all native learn­
ing; they alone to an appreciable extent 
had learnt English ; and they filled moat 
of the Government posta. The theologi­
cal tyranny which they had previously 
exercised was reinforced by a bureaucratic 
tyranny. In recent years in Southern 
India the non-Brahmins have begun to 
organize themselves. They maintain an 
evening paper called Justice, serving the 
ordinary functions of a newspaper, but 
specially devoted to the interests of the 
non Brahmins. It is almost exactly the 
same size as the Evening Standard. From

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Settle the Flour QuestionThis absence -of fault does not arise 
from any particular method in the stance 
or the grip or the swing, though to many 
it will seem the rankest heresy to say so., 
$ut the thing is proved by the fact that 
indifferent first-class golfers attain the 
result by means of styles widely divergent 
while the duffer himself will drive well 
one day, and the next, repeating with 
exactness the methods of his first success 
will break down utterly and inexplicably. 
But this last is a thing the possibility of 
which the true beginner, â la Kipling, 
” can never understand, ” so that of all 
the superstitions of the links, there is 
none which meets witîi more general ac­
ceptance than the fallacious belief that if 
the golfer who is pi aying well could but 
stop and obtain a mental record of the 
stance, grip, and swing which he is using, 
so as to preserve them for the future, he 
would never fall into sin again.

Middle Ages of Golf
There is a book which has come down 

from the middle ag^es—that is, the middle 
ages of the game of golf—which contains 
a story of an ingenious player who,.being 
one day in excellent form caused acarpen 
ter to construct a wooden framework a- 
round him that be might always have a 
record by which to adjust himself at any 
time to the stance and style which had 
proved so successful. According to the 
tale, the man’s caddie was instructed to, 
carry this " mould of form ” around the 
course, so that the inventor might from 
tipae to time test himself for any falling 
from grace as represented by the original 
stance.

Men or women who are real devotees of 
the links will give some thought to the 
care of their clubs. If they are properly 
looked after they will last mucli longer, 
and be more satisfactory in many ways. 
Small repairs, such as the renewing of 
gripes and thç re fastening of bindings, 
should be seen to at once. Periodically it 

' is wise to revarnish the heads of wooden 
weapons, as otherwise they are apt/to be­
come dry and brittle. After a round in 
wet weather each duly should be taken 
out seperately, dried and oiled, and only 

\ replaced in the bag when the latter itself 
has been thoroughly dried. A waterproof 
bag with a hood will be found a great pro­
tection for the dubs of those who play 
golf in all kinds of weather.

It is very important to keep the handles 
dry, otherwise the'shaft is likely to turn 
ia the hand when the grip is wet. Al­
though rubber and kid grips are comfor­
table to hold, and are used by many, they 
afe not satisfactory in a rainstorm, and 
the ordinary cotton glove is much the most 
serviceable one for all-round work. It is 
prudent to carry two or three pairs of 
gloves if the match is an important one, 
as a dry pair may make all ther difference 
between success and failure.

Zoological Expedition of the American 
Museum of Natural History, has arrived 
in New York, after a series of remarkable 
and thrilling experiences in remote parts 
of China. He brought with him as excess 
baggage forty-one cases of large and 
small mammals, birds,' and reptiles. The 
Asiatic Expedition was sent out a year 
ago last March. Its object was to find 
zoological material in regions of China. 
It is preliminary to a still more extensive 
expedition which is to reach into the 
heart of Tibet.

" We have obtained," said he, " the 
most extensive collection of the kind ever 
brought "out of China by a single expedi­
tion to any part of the world. It includes 
a wonderful series of gorals and serows, 
the largest series now possessed by any 
museum. These animals represent inter­
mediate stages between the true sheep 
and goats, and are especially interesting 
from a scientific standpoint. They are. 
however, only part of vast material secur­
ed in a region hitherto zoologically un­
known.

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"Riverside, Albert, Oct. 4—There is aPROGRESS OF THE WAR quite an extensive mining boom on in 
this part of Albert County. Some months 
ago Mr. Henry Copp, of Midway, about 
seven miles from here, discovered a vein 
of copper running through his property. 
On investigation he found it extended 
from Waterside to Mary’s Point, a dis­
tance of thirteen miles. He, bis three 
sons and two sons-in-law, with Mr. W. J. 
Carnwath, promptly toox out a mining 
lease of the whole territory. He has had 
mining engineers examine the seams and 
the ore assayed, and the results have 
been very satisfactory. There are two 
seams, one 
twenty-five feet wide. The pitch of the 
rock is 65 degrees, which indicate that 
the seam is over one thousand feet deep. 
The samples of ore indicate that the ore 
is very rich in copper. The owners have 
given an option on the property to a 
syndicate headed by Hubbard of Chicago 
for seven hundred and fifty thousand 
dollars, and the chances now are that 
before another year an extensive mining 
operation will be in full swing on the 
upper waters of the Shepody.”

South of 
Lens, on the Scarpe, the British made 
successful trench raids. On the Meuse 
the Germans were very active, especially 
with their artillery, but all their attempts 
to advance were repelled by the French.

The 
theory in the beginning was that as the 
people lived in the midst of artistic sur­
roundings, tides, red sandstone rocks, blue 
hills and fir trees, they must be artistic 
for they have absorbed these artistic ideas. 
The work has grown so greatly that the 
heads of the departments must look after 
their workers and choose their colors.

These j 
will be sent out from the Central Experi­
mental Farm, Ottawa, bv the Dominion 
Cerealist, who will furnish the necessary 
application forms.

A distribution of potatoes in samples of 
about 3 lbs. will be carried on from most 
of the Experimental Farms, the Central 
Farm supplying only the province of On-1 
tario.

All samples will be sent free by mail. 
Only one sample of grain (and one of 
potatoes) can be sent to each applicant. 
As the supply of seed is limited, farmers 
are advised to apply very early.

The Allied peoples themselves have 
been economizing with wheat and wheat 
flour. As Lord Northcliffe said in Mont­
real. " There is no such thing as white 
bread in the Old Country, from the King's 
table downwards.” Other cereals are be­
ing used but they cannot be used alone 
for bread. The Allies must add them to 
wheat flour to make the war bread now 
in universal use in European countries. 
Except in Italy, where the people normal­
ly consume much com, there are few 
corn mills in Europe. Cornmeal not be­
ing a durable commodity, cannot be 
shipped across the ocean in great 
quantities. -

The Allies must have a wheat flour for 
their war loaf. Unless the people of 
Canada and the United States are willing 
to substitute other cereals for part of the 
wheat flour which they normally consume 
they will be denying even war bread ta 
thousands of people., Substitution of at 
least one pound of other cerealsrior one 
pound of wheat flour weekly, per person, 
would save a very large quantity of wheat 
for export It would still be far short of 
meeting the normal consumption require­
ments of the Allies but it would save the 
situation.
