(By Dr. Frank Crane)

The one institution in which pro-
gress lags in our cities is The Home.

\nl\\'nhsl;\nrhn_‘;i~»1In-ing our bul-
wark, palladium and so. forth, we do
not seem able to be able to apply o
it the modern improvements suggest-
ed by advanced e¢onomics and mun:-
cipa] science.

The plan that suggests itself as be-
ing most up to date is some sort «f
co-operative housekeeping  where
drudgery could be reduced to a mini-
mum, waste eliminated’ and comfort
secured with economy.. But most co-
operative . schemes go t opicces upon
the rocks of personal independenca.
We would: rather have an expensive
and ill-managed household than one
in which sothebody else interferes.

In .the Garden City of Letchworth,
England, they have been conducting
interesting éxperiments which Have
created a discussion in the Britisn
press. Some twelve or sikteen hofmes
aré grouped into-a housekeeping unif.
The most costly comsists of two liv-
ing rooms, etc., and rexts for $350 ;
the cheapest, a bachelor apartment,
with . sitting rodm, bedroom and bath
$200. I a cefitial building is a dininz
roorh .with separdte tables, and rooms

for reading, tea, smoking and the
like. Three good meals a «ay come to
70 cents. The average hill at the res-
taurant for two people is $0 a week.
By paying a small extra sum one
can have meafs sent to one’s owi
home.

\ family of three persons can thus
live, in the neighborhood of Londen,
i a comfortable dwelling; for from
$850 to $1,000 a year and:have nane
of the trouble attendant usually upon
keeping house; rent, food, heat, light
cleaning and service'afe included in
the price.

Why ‘do not our buildérs try more
experiments of this kind among us?

The difficulty, of course, is nicely
to balance the two opposing  de-
mands.

Statistics ‘Show That Married Men
Live Longer than Bachelors.

The death rate for married men is
much lower than that for single
men at each age group from 20 to
80 plus except the Thighest,  ‘and
even there it . about the -same.

From 20 to 30 years the death rate|

among married men is 4.2, _while
among single men it is 6.6. From

30 to 40 years the death rate among|

married men is slightly under B,
while among single men it is near-
ly 13. From 40 to 50 years there
iS an even greater difference. The
death rate among umarried men is
9.5, whereas. among single men it is
19.5. From 50 to 60 years there is
less divergence in the death rates;
but there is a différence ' favor of
the married of nearly eleven deaths
per year per 1000. Even from 60to
70 years the death rate of married
men is less than 32, while that of
the single men is 51.

Undoubtedly the lower death rate
among married men is partlysdue to
the fact that as a rule those ' who

are in good health are readier to}

miarry, while those with more deli-
cate health, especially if suffering
from any deﬁmte ailment, are 'not
willing to assume the burden and
responsibility of a famlly Another
factor quite as surely is that mar-
ried men live much more regular
lives as a rule, and consequently
avpid many of the dangers of irre-
gular living. Besides feeling their
responsibility to others;- ‘they do
not take such risks of llfe orillness
and, as a rule, avoid venturesome
expeditions, and dangerous occupa-
tions.

LONDON, Oct. 17.~The charge of
murdering her mistress brought
against the girl, Alice Hughes,. of
Prestatyn, was reduced to one of
manslaughter at Rhyl Police Court on’
Tuesday, and she was committed for
trial,

Miss Jane Roberts Humphreys, of
Plas Ucha Farm, near Ptestatyn was
found dead with finger marks on her
throat on Sept. 17. Her servant, the
accused, was arrested, and remanded
to “Wilton Prison, Lwerpool At the
inquest the coroner’s jury returned
a verdict of “Death from natural
causes,” but after reading the deposi-
tions the Director of Publxc ‘Prosecu-
tions gave instructions for the case
to, be proceeded with. Six magis-
trates took their seats on the Rhyl
Bench on Tuesday. :

Mr. Joseph Lloyd, for the prosecu-
tion, said he proposed to put before
the Bench the whole of the other evi-
dence against Hughes. Whether he
would ask for a further remand or
not depended on whether a letter
from Hughes was produced or not.
If not, he should introduce secondary
evidence. - Evidence might be" intro-
duced as to the girl’s state of mind. Tt
was a question to be finally decided
in another court, }

In reviewing the conduct of Hughes
before and after Miss Humphreps’
‘death, Mr. Lloyd remarked that the
girl Xnew ‘the condition of her mis-
tress at the time she left the house—
a statement which Hughes received
with a manifestly negative shake .of
the head.

Mr. Eloyd-also commented on the
replies of the girl to questions as to
her mistress’s condition, and also her
alleged reluctance to enter the house,
adding that while standing at the sta-
tion waiting for the itrain- to Liver-
pool shie made a voluntary statement
to a police-constable.
