récent executive changes show, are
making their influence in¢reasingly
felt.

Annexation is also advoecated by
Dr. Jaeger, 4. member of the Central
party in the Reichstag, who, writing
in The Dusseldorf General Anzeiger,
insists that the German blood shed
in Belgium since 1914 must not
have been shed in vain.

“Belgium must be our guarantee’
writes Dr. Jaeger, “for a good part
of the war costs. We must retain
permanently the Meuse line with
Liege and Namur. Part of old Lux-
emburg which has become Belgian
can perhaps be ceded teo the Grand
Duchy.”

After saying that the «“Walloons
could be ejected from their homes,
Dr. Jaeger pronounced in favor of
allowing the Belgian dynasty to re-
main. He declared, however, that
the country must be brought DOllf:l-
cally, mititarily and economically in

“The storing of eggs, butter, meat,
poultry and like foods to boost prices
is only less criminal than the de-
struction of food.to keep the mark-
ets dp, such as I have seen in San
Francisco.

«1 don’t want to appear noisy
about the affairs of a country whose
guest I am, but when I see high
prices in the United States where
there is no regulation, and compare
it with thé reasonable prices and
legitimate profifs obtained in my
home country of New South Wales,
where food prices are controlled by
thé Government, it is a strong temp-
tation to say: ‘‘Go thou and do like-
wise.”

“Every Monday morning the pre-
vailing prices for staples are an-
nounced by the Government. If the
annqunced price is 36 cents for but-
ter, the housewife knows she will
pay 36 cents and no more, without
ample warning. In the United States
the housewife reads a quotation of
41 cents for butter, and prays all the
way down town next morning that
iv won’t have jumped a nickel a
pound over night.

“Thanks to our gcontrol system,
housewives in Sydney and other cit-
ies pay about 25 cents a dozen for
the best eggs. Can you imagine that
for fresh eggs here? No, but theré is
no Tegitimate reason why it shouldn’t
be.

Pistol in Speculator’'s Hand

““Your American egg barons would
like to hit me with some of their
storage goods for saying it, no doubt,
but the reason eggs are not 25 cents
here is that the speculators are hold-
ing a pistol to the comsumer’s head.

“At home we provide a reasonable
profit for the producer, one for the
wholesaler and one for the retailer,
and yet sell many articles of food at
lﬁalf and less than half that you pay

ere.

The solution of your storage specu-
lation problem seems to me simple.
Legislation prohibiting the sale of
cold storage products altogether is
the solution.

“There is plenty of food of all
kinds - in the Uiited States. The
gpeculators have got dealers and con-
gTmeTs by tHE throat. They have
raised the false ¢ry of heavy exporis
on account of the war, and they
hdve boosted prices on that artificial
theory. This is a situation that could
not exist in New South Wales.

“Thn Australia we believe that a
government which cannot control
prices for the benefit of its people is
not living up to its obligations as a
democracy.

“Can you imagine a two pound
loaf of bread-selling in - the United
States for seven cents? I think not.
Yet that is what the Australian State
bakeries do.

THE SITUATION.

The destruction of the two Zep-
pelins in the recent air raid on the
Old Land has naturally caused much
satisfaction throughout the Empire.
At one period it seemed as if these
devilish craft with their toll of wa-
men, children and non-combatants
could come and go as they pleased.

His story, published in the New
York World, is as follows:

I talked with the senior officer,
whose rank entitles him to rule the
camp under the British command-
ant.

E. J. Zavitz Will Take Con-
trol of Fire Protection.
——

Toronto, Nov. 29.—Edmund P 7
Zavitz, for several years connected
with the forestry branch of the de-
partment of lands, forests and mines,
is to be head of the new branch to
be established to deal with all ques-
tions of fire prevention and forest
announcement
was made by Hon. Howard Ferguson
last evening, following his declara-
tion to a deputation of lumbermen
and others that he proposed to re-
organize the whole!fire ranging and
torest protection system.

The new director of forestry will
set to work at once upon plans for
the eoming summer. One of the
most important things he ‘will have
to work out in consultation with the
minister will be a plan for making
the settlers 'of Northern Ontario
confine their slash burning to pre-
seribed days and limits. It is likely
that next summer settlers will be
permitted to burn their slashings
only on days when the weather is
favorable and a ranger of the depart-
ment is present to see that there is
no danger to the surrounding forest.
Mr. Zavitz will also be entrusted
with the drafting of a general plan
of lookout stations, telephone lines,
ete., to enable the rangers to get
early word of trouble, 80 that their
forces can be quickly orgamized to
stamp out incipient fires.

MODERKTE. WEAPON

Of Cross Examination is the
Plea of a Lawyer.

’ A somewhat re?l:;kable ‘plea was
made by Judge F. Amedee Bregy,
of Philadelphia, at a recent dinner
in his honor, when, in addressing
fellow-members of the bar, he asked
them to reduce the abuse of the
“lawyer’s dreadful weapon of cross-
examination.” Judge Bregy is dean
of the bench, and has been a judge
for 30 years. He was evidently mov-
ed and impressively ‘earnest when, in
the course of his speech, he said:

“I have one bit of advice that
comes from the heart, and is the re-
sult of my experience, which I would
commend to you,” said Judge Bregy,
speaking to his host. .

“There is one tool of our trade
which is greatly abused. It is the
dreadful weapon of -cross-exam-
ination. It has come simply to mean
making the witness tell the story
over again.  That is not true cross-
examination and few cases are now
helped by cross-examination, the re-
sult mostly being deplorable in the
light of justice and humanity.
