It was de­
stroyed by a flood from the volcano de 
Agua in 1541. A year later it was re­
founded, and remained the center of 
Spanish-American culture until 1778, 
when it was wiped out by an earthquake. 
The town of Antigua, a prosperous muni­
cipality of 14,000 people, now occupies the 
site of the ancient Central American me­
tropolis.

Among the other Central American re 
publics Nicaragua is best known in this 
country, owing to the projected Nicara­
gua ship canal. It has an area of about 
40,000 square miles and a population of 
360,000. Costa Rica is the southernmost 
of the five republics. Its area is estimated 
at 21,000 square miles, on which it supports 
a population of 243,205. Honduras con­
tains 46,400 square miles and a population 
of 380,000. Salvador is the smallest* but 
most thickly populated of the quintette of 
republics. Its area consists of 7,265 square 
miles, but it has a population of about 
780,000. Together the five republics have 
a population of about 8,225,000 souls, fully 
55 per cent, of whom are Indians. The 
pure whites constitute scarcely 12 per 
cent, of the population, the other 83 per 
cent, being half-breeds.

Should the Central American republics 
have concluded to fight Mexico, their 
union would have proved permanent, pro­
vided the allied go\ 
edin defeating their powerful antagonist. 
Had, on the other hand, Mexico been the 
victor, President Diaz would, no doubt, 
have gratified his army and people by an­
nexing the richest and most fertile states 
of Central America. "But, war or no war, 
it is reasonable to hope that the Guate­
malan agitation will lead to the forma­
tion of a confederation ns soon as the five 
little oligarchies can rid themselves of

of the district. In 1S?2 Frederick Douglass 
was.elected presidential elector at large 
for the State of New York, where he was 
then residing, and was appointed to carry 
the vote of the state to Washington.

Mr. Douglass, it will l>e claimed, is not 
to be accepted as a type of the African 
American. His blood was only slightly 
black. He never knew his father, but had 
reason to believe himself his owner’s son. 
The diligence lie showed so early in life to 
escape from slavery, his persistence and 
composure, his zeal in getting cducatitr 
all indicated the preponderance of i— 
higher race in his individuality.

Allowing for whatever measure of ad- 
van'age this may have been in one way, 
the mixture was a tremendous disadyatv 
tage, since it merely intensified, by 
of its greater strength, hatred of the insti­
tution that made it possible to hold in 
thralldom one almost white., and to brand 
him for life with an ineffaceable stigma 
on account of an origin tainted, not with 
shame—for that would not have counted 
were both parents white and not lawfully 
wedded—hut. by only political prejudice.

Douglass was undoubtedly a great factor 
in hastening the progress of public oj 
in the United States toward emancipation.

The emperor of Japan, according to the 

people most closely connected with him 
at Tokio, has by no means an easy office 
to fill,. Japan now contains more than 
forty million people, and there are a bak­
er’s dozen of political factions, many of 
which are anxious to create trouble. The 
changing conditions of the people make 
plenty of work. You can never tell who 
is going to fly off on a tangent, and the 
newspapers have to be carefully watched. 
The emperor keeps his eyes on everything. 
At least I was told so. He rises early and 
breakfasts about seven o’clock. He uses 
a knife whenever he takes foreign food, 
but he prefers the chopsticks at the Japan­
ese dinners. He eats both kinds of food 
and is very fond of rioe, taking it with 
every meal. He likes meats, and is by 
no means averse to sweets. He usually 
eats his breakfast alone, and also his lunch. 
His dinner is served in table d’hote style, 
and with all the European accompani­
ments. Contrary to the regular practice 
in Japanese families, his wife often sits 
down at the table with him, and also the 
crown prince. His work begins as soon 
as his bn akfast is over. From nine o’clock 
until twelve he receives his ministers 
and discusses matters of state.

After this he takes his lunch and then 
spends a little time in reading newspapers. 
He watches closely the Japanese press, 
keeps track of current public opinion,and 
I venture, changes his actions somewhat 
to suit it. All the papers are looked over 
for him, and the passages which he should 
sec are marked. Ordinary mistatements 
are crit icisms he passes over,but if a news­
paper becomes at all dangerous he gives 
an order to his censors and the paper is 
stopped, while its editors are liable to be 
thrown into prison. He has also the load­
ing foreign papers, and the articles of these 
which treat of Japan are translated for 
him, and ho keeps track of public opinion 
all over the world. He takes our illus­
trated papers, and the articles relating to 
the pictures in them arc sometimes trans­
lated. Ho docs a great deal of work in 
the afternoon, but towards evening goes 
out for exercise.

THE MOON’S ECLIPSE.

The Scientific Ksplanatlon of the 1’ben • 
In Plain Language.

A perfectly clear sky enabled everybody 
In Canada to witness the total eclipse of 
the moon on Sunday night, 10th March, 
1895, in comfort. It lx-gan at exactly fifty- 
three minutes and seven-tenths seconds 
past eight o'clock, and continued until 
lli., 21m., 2.10s. a.m. The middle of 
totality occurred at 10h,, UShn., 3.10s. p.m. 
The occultation was very fine, and was 
observed and recorded 
(he astronomers of this continent every 
two seconds.

An eclipse of the moon is caused, as 
probably every body knows, by the pass­
ing of that lxxly through the shadow; of 
the earth. Or, what amounts to the same 
thing, such an eclipse takes place when 
the sun, the earth and the moon all lie in 
the same straight line, with (lie moon

The time has 
come for sciei.tific forestry, and proper 
attention tv these matters might enable 
us to supply the World for centuries, be 
sides leavin ; us abundance for ourselves. 
Our present export of 000,000 worth,

We have still 1,000,000,000 acres of for­
est laud in the North •outside the bound- 
aiies of the Provinces.

Of our native animals we have taken 
little thought, except boxy to kill au4 
destroy them. The bison in the West 
and the cider <lnck in the East furnish 
lamentable examples of this wasteful 
destruction. But we have still abun 
dance of fnr bearing animals which, 
should they be properly cared for, will 
continue to supply the world for years 
to come. The last subject to be dealt 
with is the fisheries. Ours are the most 
extensive in the world, yielding annu­
ally more than $20.000.000. It is well 
that the Government is waking up to 
their improvement. We should, how­
ever. have our shore fisheries to our­
selves. and it is quite as criminal for 
foreign poachers to make inroads pn 
these preserves as it would be on our 
cultivated fields. To round ont our fish­
ing resources and enable us properly to 
protect them.

The Treeenrer of Wentworth County Ad­
mit» He has Feed the County

Hamilton, March 16,—The Wentworth 
County Council met yesterday morning 
in the Court House to hear the report of 
the county auditors, when the astonishing 
discovery was made known that County 
Treasurer John T. Stock was short In 
hie accounts to the extent of nearly 10,000. 
Mr. Stock frankly admitted that he used 
the county funds. In addition to his 
official position, he carried on a general 
store In Waterdown and drove Into the 
city to his office every day. The Water- 
down business has not been paying and 
Mr. Stock has been helping himself to the 
county’s funds fbr years to keep up the 
general store. His sureties are John 
Stock, of East Flamboro’, Thomas Stock, 
of Dundas, Geo. Smith and John Weir, 
of East Flamboro', and himself, and they 
are jointly and severally bound in the 
sum of $30,000. The exact amount of the 
shortage is said to be $8,898 and this 
amount has been made good by the 
sureties. Mr. Stock has been treasurer of 
the county for 18 years and received as 
salary $1,300 a year. He was considered 
one of the most upright men in the county. 
At times ho has handled as much as $90,000 
and though his sureties were only bound 
for one-third of this amount, not the 
slightest doubt ever entered the minds of 
those who knew him that the money was 
not perfectly safe in his hands. The county 
council decided to allow Mr. Stock to 
retain his position at least for the present, 
but they will curtail his power so that 
he will have not more than $3,000 at his 
disposal in future.

Hamilton, March 18.—It is probable that 
the action of the county council in rein­
stating Treasurer John Stock in his posi­
tion will

part of the! rfceprosentatlves, and although 
Mr. Stock is held in high esteem by the 
majority of the constituents, they do not 
approve of the council’s action in the 
matter.
