1t is also the geaneral belief that catthe
will eat the stalks better when shred
ded than when cut.  The square, sharp
edges of heavy stalks which we get in
cutting are avoided, and cattle do uot
get sore mouths from the
fodder, as they occasivaally de (rom
eating cut stalke,

Shredded fodder makes much better
bedding, because it is softer and lon
ger. Cattle do oot eat the shredded
stalks any cleaner than when they are
cut fine. At least such bhas been my
experience. What they refuse to eat
is better for bedding and is easily
swept out behind the mangers.

But for putting the corn into the silo
1 like the cutter much better than the
shredder. Last fall we tried the two
methods. In one 100 ton silo the corn
was cut into balf inch lengths. An 18
lnch cutter with an 11 horsepower en-
giue and a 50 foot carrier handled the
corn easily and as fast as four men
could work on the wagons and round
the machine. After dlling this silo we
swung the carrier round to another sile
of the same size and put In the shred-
der head In place of the knives.

The shredded corn filled up much
faster, but after the second day's work
it seemed apparently to settle as fast
as we kept putting In. As there were
0o scales on the place, and we did not
bhave enough corn to All this silo tull,
there was no way of closely comy )
which of the two methods would alld
the most corn to be put in the sllo.
But, figuring It out from the number
of loads and the acreage, uone of us
could see that one method had any de-
eclded advantage over the other In this
respect. | bave heard It stated that a
silo would hold one-third more of
shredded than of cut corn, because the
shredded corn would settle firmer, but
from our experiment | doubt If there
is as much as 10 per cent difference, If
there Is any, in actual results.

The shredded ensilage was opened
and fed first. There was less of it
spolled on top than of the cut, but not
enough to make much difference. This
was undoubtedly due to the fact that
the one sllo was opened In November
and the other in March. The shredded
ensilage we could handle nicely with
a fork; so we could the other If the
tines were close together. The shred
ded ensllnge does have an advantage
over the cut In handling, but that Is
the only advantage we could see for It
The feeding Is the crucial test, and In
this the cut ensilage was superior. [t
was sweeter nud brighter in color, and
the cattle ate it with less waste. The
loug, fine shreds of the heavy stalks
were not eaten as clean as the cut
pleces.  For dry fodder | think the
shredder Is to be preferred, but for
ensilage | much prefer to use the
kolves, Is the conclusion arrived at by

Groeery Bills and Egge.

About the most satisfactory antidote
we have found for the grocer's bill,
which astonishes us every six months,
Is hen fruit. When we place 13 dosen
eggs every wel@h agninst a week’s gro-
cery purchase we have things pretty
well balanced, oftentimes calling for a
eredit of a dollar or two. We don't
make any attempts at growing poultry
a8 & money crop nor selling eggs as a
business. We simply take to market
15 or 20 dozen eggs every week during
the laylng season and sell them to our
grocer at the prevaling price, taking
same In trade. The result is but little
It any cash Is extracted from our
pocket by the vender of merchandise.
This luspires confidence In the great
rose combed hen which costs us so little
to keep and responds so liberally to
regular feeding of Inexpensive feeds.
We have come to regard the hen as a
necessary appurtenance on the farm
and given her a place on the account
book or ledger where her business is
recorded from month to month.

Eggs sold here last winter for 35
cents per dosen; the present price ls
12 cents, which Is the average the
year around. At this price eggs, and
butter at 256 cents per pound, will bal-
ance the grocery bill easily. If it suce
ceeds for us, why not with you?

The reason some people decry the
poultry business is they have tried It
on a loose, haphazard basis, and quite
naturally met fallure or disappoint-
ment In profits. One should engage
therein by degrees, going from one
point to another guided and alded by
past experience. Like any other busi-
ness, It requires a pretty good amount
of common hard sense to successfully
manage it, and without this all essen-
tial there Is nothing in It save experi-
ence. We have been all along the line
and speak from fallures and successes,
about evenly or equally divided. We
started on a small scale and have not
yet reached the B class, 8o to speak.—
National Stockman and Farmer.

English Poultry says: The Cayuga
has certainly claims as a utility duck,
the meat being of fine favor, but we
cannot say that it has an attractive
appearance on a poulterer’s slab.

The French greatly appreciatc the
high quality of the American Cayuga
duck, and yet in this country but few
Cayugas are bred. Certainly this is &
product we are not overproud of.

The great secret of fattening duck-
lings Is to be early, and this can only
be attained by keeping the stock ducks
young, says George A. Palmer. Even
as in fowl we get the winter eggs from
the pullets, so ducks of the first year
will commence laying long before the
older ones. We find Ip practice that
it does not answer to keep stock ducks
more than two years. They should
be hatched In March and kept after the
first few weeks at liberty, as the ob-
Ject here Is to bulld up frame and con-
stitution. It Is never wise to breed
from young, Immature stock on both
sides, and the finest young will be pro-
duced by mating the 1-year-old ducks
to a 2-year-old drake. Yet to Insure
fertility It Is sometimes necessary to
use a drake of the first year for the
early months.—A Few Hens.

Cholera In the Henhouse.

Italy has for the past few wmonths
been suffering from an epidemic of
cholera, and since November there
have been 2,000,000 deaths In the
peighborhood of Milan alone. That is
rathef- an alarming state of things,
though the scourge Is not a visitation
of the human race, but merely aflicts
the barnyard. Chicken farwming, it
seems, Is a comparatively new indus-
try In Italy, and this outbreak of chol-
era among the fowls, which is probably
due to somé preventable cause, Is nat
urally causing very serious trouble and
anxiety to those engaged In rearing
them. The disease has spread to the
Royal park at Monza, and 2,000 birds,
chiefly pheasants, have already been
Iaid low. As pheasant Is a favorite
article of diet with the king he Is great-
ly concerned, and when he heard of the
2,000 deaths In his own henhouse he
is sald to have exclaimed, 1 shall have
to turn vegetarian” —an Incident which
ought to bring comfort and Joy to the
devotees of the vegetable cult. 'The
epldemic In Italy will doubtless be
viewed with cousiderable anxiety in
countries which buy the products of
the Itallan barnyards. [taly’s fowl ex-
ports are of a yearly value of 50,000,000
francs.—Glasgow News.

son. Receiving a Gordial welcome we
were provided with a hot supper and
scon we were quiet'y sleeping, lulled
to rest by the soughing of the night
winds through the tree tops, and the
mournful cry of the loons thst inhabit
these northern waters.

In the morning we were awakened b
the shrill whistle of a steam saw null,
owned and operated by Mr. Jos. Rodgers,
a fine specimen of the genial Englishman,
and later the sppetising smell of frying
trout urged us to turn cut.

Colored girls have larger clr-
cumference of head at all ages than
white girls. * White chilkdren not only
have a greater standing helght than
coloréd  chivdren, but  thelr wsitting
height is still greater; yet colored chil-
dren have a greater weight than white
children—that is, white children, rela-
tively to their height, are longer bodied
than colored children. The percentage
of long headedness  (dolicocephaly)
among colored boys I1s more than dou-
ble that of white hoys. This may be
due to racial Influence.—Journal Amer
ican Medical Association.
