THE BEST FIELD PEAS.

The best peas for field culture are the
dwarf or ‘‘field”’ varieties, such as grow
from a foot to eighteen inches in height,
and will not fall dowr readily to the ground.
A good crop is about twenty bushels per
acre, and a bushel of peas is reckoned
{equal to or better than a bushel of corn.
This crop is much cultivated as a field crop
in England and in Canada, and to some ex-
tent in the northern States of America. It
is the custom to sow them broadcast and in
drills, sometimes alone, and sometimes with
oats, which serve to hold them up. We
saw considerable fields of them put in this
way, in Canada, last season.

‘eas having a large seed require to be
covered; and perhaps drilling is the very
best way of putting them in. They may
be ploughed in or covered with a cultivator;
but the seed should be covered to the depth
of an inch or so.

The land needs to be ploughed as for any
other crop, and that should be chosen which
is free from weeds, and is esteemed good
for wheat. Let it be ploughed, harrowed,
and if rolled after the crop is put in all the
better.
