DELAYS ARE NOT ALWAYS
DANGEROLS.

Mr. ArLexaxpeERr Gisox has at this
moment thirty million teet of deals for
sale. About half of these are in Great
Britain, the other bair in this Provi:ce.
Last summer deals sold as low as $4.50
per thousand, which figure probably
represented the cust price; these same
deals now are quoted at 89 per thous-
and. And Mr Gibson n ust be of the
opinion that the top of the market has
not been yet reached, for heis not now
making a sale. But supposing he did
sell, look at the immense profit he will
have. It is fair to assume those deals
stood him at about $4.50 per thogsand;
1o sell them at $9.00 is to make & clear
gain ot $135.000, for the interest on the
value ofthe deais for six aonths would
not reach a very hizh fizure.

The news of the rise in deals has had
a most consoling effect in business
circles. Before 4hat news came, several
business men had begun to fall into
despaejr. Ard it was no wonder:
From waek to week, from month to
month, they had seen their business go
from bad to worse, with no prospect of
better days.  Stores that in one Satur-
d y a few years ago took in from $400
to 8500 considered it good ander the
present state o f affairs to take $50. But
this news has infuced hope into every-
thing. Our busiress men of every kind
look forward to the better times which
they now feelassured the spring will
bring forth. They feel new conrage to
tide over the dreary winter.  But some
one will say, Thev can’t live on hope.
Truly vot, bat that very hope is the
toundation upon which will rest Bus-
iness Confidence. The creditorin Mon-
treal o1 in Toronto, or in London, orin
Glasgow.will say, I'll uot close up
such a debtor now: Good times are
coming, and he will be able to rally
again.

A PROPOSAL FOR RECIPROCITY.
IT seems that our United States neigh
bors have a wondrons interest in
Canada. They secm strongly of the
opinion now, that the interests ot the
Dominion would be best conserved by
having reciprodity with the United
States.  Probably, though, it is not
because they love Canada Jess, bat the
United States more. At the National
Board of Trade, held at Washirgton a
few days ngo, Mr. Kimble. of Boston,
offered the followirg resolution:
Whereas, It is believed to be  desir-
able that reciprocal teade relstions
should exist between the Unijted States
and the Dominion of Cannda. when-
ever sach relations ean be  established
upon a fair and cquituble busis; there-
fore,
Lesolved, That a committee of five
members of thiz board be appointed to

viee uL L angress the importance of
authorizing the President to appoint a
commitee, whose duty it shall be to
weet a like commission whenever it he
appointed by the government of Grea
Britain, and ccnsider jointly with said
British commission on the  subject of
riciproeal trade, and report on what
basis a treaty of reciprocal trade can be
negotiated and concluded tor the my-
tual benetit of the people of the United
Siates and the Dominion of ¢ anada,

Resolved. That this commiitee is
hereby instroeted to report i-s doings at
the next meeting of this hoard,

There is one thing plain from this:
America loses throngh Canada's tariff;
but proportionate to the American's
loss, must be the Canadian’s gnin. Re
ciprocity may grow out of this move-
ment; but we can’t see how & consis-
teur conservative could favor Recipro-
cily, for one ot the reagons given ftor
the adpption of the present tariff, is to
protect the manufacturers of Canada
from their rivals in the United States.
We must be consistent in onr policy.

Daring Act of Piracy off Gibraltar.

[Glasgow Mail. |

Captain Charles Le Masuarier. of the
British schooner ** Castelia,” of Jersey,
which arrized a* the Broomielaw a few
days ago, reports that he left Gioja, in
Italy, bound to Glasgow, on the 9th of
October. Being short of provisions, he
anchored in Gibraltar Bay for the pur-
pose of obtaining a fresh sapply a few
daysafier. Lifting theanchorsabout 6 p.
m.,”" Captain le Masdrier sayvs, ** the
vessel proceeded under easy sail ont of
the bay, with h avv squalls coming over
the high fand. When clear of those
squalls 1 ret squaresail, it being dark ar
the time, and when about two miles and
a half miles from the Spanish shore,
between Gilialtar and Tariffa, a most
daring attempt at piracy wasattempted
on our vessel’ A lurge black boat with
ten m- 1, was observed about 200 yards
from our lee bow. Thinking them to
be fisheripen, no notice was taken; but
seeing theviwere fallen astern I had v
suspiciopsapoused,  Withont one word
of warnimg they opened a brisk rifle fire
wirth ball, Then began a very exciting
! chase : they'settinga sail without eeasing
{their fire; wesetting all our sails in spité
| of the fiving shots which were piercing
them. The wind began to treshen and
they were fast falling astern after all
sails were sct.  All hands lay on deck
for shelter fiom the shots, Fullv half
an hour they fired ; bubit began blowing
strong and'a sea running, which made
their firing less certain.  When morning
came we tound four bullet holes in the
mainsail, three in the gafflopsail, five in
squaresail, one throngh bulwark after-
part starbe ard guarter, a large piece of
the foremast shot anay some twelve
feet from the deck. One ball is now in
the mainmast eight feet fromn the deck,
and the topping-lift is cut throngh.
How none ot us were hit while ranning
about the deck setting the sails is traly
surprising. Ouve of the bullets I have
in my possession.  On it being seen by
a military officer, he decided that it was
a Martini-Henry rvifle shot ; but a mach
larger one was fired, becanse some re-
rorts were much londer than ot: ers,
No less than fifty to sixty shots were
fired. The ontrage has been reported
to the collector ot customns here.”

On Friday our ran bling reporter visited the
new saw and gri-t mill now under course of
erectivn on the I it bank of the 8t. Johun river,
just betow the mouth of the Aroosteok river
and some few rods from Arovstook stativa.
The front of the building is 60 yards from the
track of the N. B. R., and the miil throu;ghout
presents an appearance of stability and good
workmanship. The main building is 45x35.
and three stories high.  In this building on
the first {lat are xpaces for tive run of stones;
three for wheat, one for buckwheat and one
for oats and barley. These stones are what
are krown as Fiench burs. and came from the
manufactory of Mr. W, Greey of Toronto.
Only three sets will be placed in position at
present, two for wheat and one for buckwheat.
Here ulso are three Uureka smutters with the
various leads and pipes.ete., thut are necessary
to convey the grain through the various mee-
banisms to convert it into flour. The bolts are
on the second tloor. - A door on the left leads
us into another apartment. 26x35 feet, where
are the oat bin(capable of holding 100 buxhels),
and engine and boiler rooms. The engine ix
200-horse power, and caume from the estublish-
ment of Mr. Jaumes Harrix at St. John.
