HOW TO PASTEURIZE MILK
(New York Sun)

Since an article on pasteurizing
milk was published we have rece
from a practioner of half a century's
experience in town and country, a
|plan for pasteurization that appears
more careful than that printed in the
|Sun of Oct. 1st. - It is pointed out with t
evident truth that milk for babies;
prepared in a double boiler as direct-!
ed would not remain free from bac
teria unless bottled, and that handling
the milk would destroy the effect
the pasteurization. If pasteurization
'h,\' bringing the water surrounding the
bottle up to a temperature of 142 de-
gree were practiced, a special ther-
mometyr, not rdpdjly obtzinable at
the drug store, would be necessary.

The most practical method, one that
may be followed by any cook, even if|
unable to read a thermumeter, is the
following:

The hands must be
with hot water and soap and a brush,
and the nails cleaned before  begin-
ning. The bottles must be boiled and
drained before filling with cold milk,
and then stopped with sterile cotton
and placed upon a wire rack lying on
the bottom of a boiler. The boiler i:
then filled with esldwater to the bot
tles' necks and ple over the Kit-
chen fire.
