FIELD ROOTS.
Their Cultivation and Many Hint» Re­

garding Them.

By field roots I wish to be understood 
as meaning turnips, (swedes), mangels 
and parrots. The first thought in con­
nection with the subject should be, what 
position shall these hold in the rotation 
of crops ? In nearly all cases it will be 
found the best practice for turnips to be 
the last crop previous to seeding to clover 
and timothy. Such a course may lead to 
more work in cleaning the land than if 
the crop was placed earlier in the rotation, 
but even this will depend on the length 
of the rotation. In the older settled por­
tions of the province a four or five years 
rotation will soon become a necessity in 
order that success may be the lot of the 
farmer—a rotation somewhat like this : 
clover followed by peas or oats then a hoe 
crop (roots or corn) followed by barley or 
wheat, seeded to clover with timothy ad­
ded, so that in case clover should feil 
then previous year’s seeding could remain 
another year. Such a rotation as the 
above would clean the land, give a mini- 
num amount of work on the hoed crop, in­
crease the fertility of the soil, especially 
in nitrogen, and insure a good “ catch ” 
of clover. Someone will say, that is all 
right, but I have very dirty land foil of 
foul weeds, I cannot secure a “catch” of 
seeds, except in favorable seasons. To 
such the best advice is, put on the hoed 
crop, manure liberally and cultivate thor­
oughly, then by following some such 
course as above indicated, ultimate suc­
cess is reasonably sure. It is a better 
practice in this section to grow hoe crop 
than to summerfellow, which is probably 
true in all sections. There are several 
things to consider when deciding which 
to grow — mangels, turnips or carrots.

The first would be : For what purpose 
is the crop to be used ? For making but- 
ter, turnips except white and greystone 
varieties, are very objectionable, whereas 
mangels and carrots do not injure the 
quality of the product.

For beefing cattle, sheep and young cat­
tle, turnips are generally accepted as be­
ing superior in quality for feeding pur­

es. Many contend that they can feed 
turnips successfully without noticing the 
taste in either milk or butter. Where 
one can do it ninety-nine feil. Another 
consideration that would have influence 
in guiding us, is the quality of the soil. 
Turnips do not do well on heavy clay, 
but are fond of a loamy soil, while man­
gels do very well on clay except in wet or 
dry seasons. Climatic influences also 
vary the prospect of success in various lo­
calities. The carrot is not adapted to 
growth on a large scale, owing to work of 
thinning plants and also labor of harvest­
ing. The mangel will not stand heavy 
frosts and requires early harvesting — 
scarcely safe to leave them out after Oc­
tober 10th to 15th. A mangel crop will 
usually produce more to the acre than 
turnips. Carrots should be placed on soil 
free from weeds. The preparation of the 
soil should begin in the fell as soon as the 
previous crop is removed. The usual 
practice is to plow thoroughly once and 
leave until spring. If possible and par­
ticularly if weeds are abundant, one plow­
ing early and another late would be 
preferable. This is not always possible 
owing to pressure of fell work. I find 
particular difficulty in securing the late 
plowing, owing to apple picking coming 
in October. If the field should be in­
fested with Canada thistles, this fell work 
will be found of very great advantage, in 
at least weakening the plants and thus 
making their destruction more readily ac­
complished and more certain. Under 
fevorable circumstances many weeds will 
sprout during the fell cultivation.

Root crops have a short season of 
growth and require a thoroughly man­
ured soil, and one well prepared in every 
posai ole way. Farmyard manure, liber­
ally used, say twenty to twenty-five loads 
per acre, would furnish plant food, pro­
vided such manure were from well-fed 
cattle, horses or pigs. It must not be too 
strawy, otherwise difficulty will be found 
in working the soil. As com likes strawy 
manure, all such had better be kept for 
that crop, and only well rotted manure 
used. The quantity of manure required 
will vary according to the fertility of 
the soil. If a person has manure left over 
from spring, have it applied in the fall 
and plowed under for carrots and mangles 
as these crops require early sowing. For 
carrotsjand mangles I have tried for some 
years to have the land manured and rid­
ged in the fell, but so far have failed to 
find time for the work, my intention be­
ing to simply split the drills in spring and 
thus sow very early. Having the land 
plowed in the fall, when the spring comes 
cultivate with spring-tooth cultivator 
or similar implement, harrow, and if time 
permits roll as early as other work will al­
low. The object of this, is to encourage 
the germinations of as many weeds as 
possible. About two weeks later apply 
the manure, unless such has been done in 
the fell, plow under, harrow thoroughly, 
and roll. If this has been done by the 
20th of May or 1st of June, about two 
weeks later a light gang-plowing or thor­
ough cultivating will bring more weed 
seed near the surface and encourage sprout­
ing. Every possible means should be 
used to destroy weeds, as it makes the 
subsequent hoeing easier, and also the 
freeing of the land from weeds more com­
plete. For mangels and carrots, unless 
the land has been manured and prepared 
as previously indicated, apply the manure 
and plow under as early as possible. 
Mangels and carrots should be sown early 
in May, the earlier the better. Often 
good crops will be secured even if they 
are not sown until May 20th ; however 
the prospects of success are not as good as 
when sown earlier. Turnips are sown 
usually from June 15th to 25th, the object 
being to escape the turnip fly, or more 
properly beetle. The land for either of 
these crops, when prepared, should be 
ridged in drills from twenty-five to thirty 
inches apart, depending somewhat on the 
freedom of the soil from the weeds, a 
wider space between the rows making 
weed destruction easier. To drill the land 
use a double-mouldboard plow ; if you 
have none the single plow will answer 
the purpose, only makes more work in 
marking out lands. Sow the seed with a 
drill, using in the case of mangels from 
two to six lbs., per acre ; carrots, one to 
three lbs. ; and turnips, one to three lbs., 
per acre. On clean soil, with good seed, 
the lesser quanties are sufficient, but if the 
conditions are otherwise, larger quantities 
must be used. Too much seed makes more 
work thinning ; too little causes skips, and 

•’the plants do not start as readily and 
thrifty as where more seed is used. Cul­
tivate with a good scuffler as soon as plants 
can be seen in the row, and as closely as 
possible. As soon as plants are easily 
seen, in the case of mangels, hoe and thin 
to about six or eight inches apart, and

keep thoroughly clean by use of hand hoe 
and cultivator. With carrots trim the 
sides off with the hoe, leaving a row of 
plant in the centre of row ; and when 
these get the size of a pen stock, either 
thin with a carrot hoe to four inches 
apart or thin them on hands and knees, 
using old bags tied about the knees. 
I find it easier to keep the carrot standing 
when about size indicated than when thin­
ned smaller. After the turnips have 
came through, in case the beetles attack 
them, use a mixture of ashes, plaster and 
salt, scattered over the plants ; this is 
about the best cure I have tried or seen 
tried. I expect, however, that in the 
near future we shall find it profitable to 
spray the young plants with Paris green. 
After the plants have attained the rough 
leaf they should be cloeely cultivated and 
hand-hoed to from ten to fifteen inches 
in the row; and kept clean by use of hand 
hoe and cultivator usually only one to 
two hand-hoeings are required in case of 
turnips. The more the cultivator is used 
judiciously the better for either of the 
above crops. I have not mentioned co’ 
merci al fertilizers in connection with root 
crops, having had very l'ttle experience 
With them, but aiq satisfied that it will 
pay bettertutwe Such on root crops than 
on any other crop which the fermer grows. 
Salt especially on mangels, applied at the 
rate of two or three hundred pounds per 
acre, gives good results.

As to varieties, I use Mammoth Long 
Red Mangel, Short White Carrot, and 
Bangholm and Jumbo Turnips.— Elmer 
Lick, in Farmers’ Advocate.

HINTS ABOUT RENNET.
A rennet is at its best when a healthy 

calf is between three and five days old 
and has a stomach full of milk. The con­
tents of the stomach should be emptied 
but no washing of the inside should be 
allowed. Salting and stretching over a bow 
is better than to fill full of salt. None 
but the’best and cleanest salt should ever 
touch it. If stretched over a stick or fill­
ed with salt, hang it in a pure dry air so 
that the skins do not touch eaeh other, as 
they will mold if they do. Many believe 
the older they are if kept dry and white, 
the stronger they are, but we dont know 
about that but used them when dried to 
a crisp condition.

When ready to extract the rennet el­
ement from them, soak them in water 
that has been boiled and cooled, with 
salt enough in it to keep the liquor from 
tainting, aa it is an animal substance and 
will taint nearly as quickly as fresh meat. 
Lukewarm water will hasten the process, 
but in no case use water up to 120, for that 
temperature ruins the rennet and makes 
the coagulating element inert and worth­
less.

Let the skins soak a week or more then 
handlç and squeeze, getting as strong 
liquor;«8 possible from them. Then set 
them again in more fresh water, and get 
liquor of less strength, always bearing in 
mind to avoid weak dilutions as much as 
possible. Then mix the first and second 
tinctures, so that all will be of one’strength. 
To purify the liquor filter it through layers 
of straw, clean gravel and charcoal, after 
having strained out all animal tissues by 
passing through cloth.

Be sure and have it salt enough to keep 
well ; then put in jugs, or well covered 
jars, and set in a cool cellar till wanted, 
it is well to make enough early in the 
spring when the calf crop is plenteous to 
last the season. As the whole has the same 
strength, the cheeseinaker can soon learn 
how much of it to use per 1,000 pounds 
of milk.—Hoard’s Dairyman.

HARRIS EXECUTED.

PEAS FOR FODDER.
In planting peas for fodder, sow from 

two and a half to three bushels of the 
common Canadian field pea to an acre 
and cross cultivate the seed in with a disk 
harrow ; lapping half each time, so that 
the ground is gone over twice by the tool.

After the peas are sown and any time 
before they are sprouted so as not to be 
injured by going on the field, oats should 
be sown at the rate of from one to one half 
bushel per acre and lightly harrowed in. 
The reason for sowing the oats late is to 
get the two crops to mature as closely as 
possible. The crops should be harvested 
as soon as the largest part of the peas are 
fairly ont of the milk state. If left too 
long the loss by shelling out will be very 
heavy in handling the crop.

The mower is used for harvesting and 
the machine should be followed by a man 
with a fork and the straw thrown into 
light open windrows where it should re­
main until dry enough to put into small 
coils.

More oat and pea meal could be used 
to advantage on our stock and dairy farms 
than is used at present or has been in the 
past.

WHITES COVE.

A DYNAMITE BOMB.
Dublin, May 7.— A dynamite bomb ex­

ploded at 10.40 o’clock tonight in the quad­
rangle of the four courts. The explosion 
•was heard for miles. Many windows 
were broken but no one was hurt. It is 
supposed that the bomb was thrown over 
the railing in a spirit of bravado.

The police guarded all night the four 
courts in which the bomb exploded at 
10.40 o’clock last evening. They found in 
the quadrangular court of the yard the 
time fuse and fragments of a large, zinc 
canister similar to those left by the ex 
plosion in Exchange court last December. 
Paving stones in the yard were loosened 
and the walls of the court buildings a little 
injured.

The police say the bomb was evidently 
thrown into the deep area from King Jim 
quay at night. The immediate neighbor­
hood was deserted so it was evidently not 
intended to sacrifice human life.

Bright spring sunshine did not lighten 
the gloom that hung over Sing Sing to­
day. The air of suffication which one 
feels at a funeral, filled the place in spite 
of the clear atmosphere of a perfect spring 
day. At other electrocutions there has 
been levity and indifference about the 
prison, but the dawn of Carlyle Harris’ 
last day was observed by quiet, due to the 
appreciation that he was no ordinary cul­
prit, but a man whose crime and whose 
death will be historic.

The flag announcing the death of -Har­
ris was hoisted at 12.43 p. m.

The official time of the first contact was 
12.40. The current was on 55} seconds. 
The electrocution was a perfect success.

For the first time was a man of a higher 
order of intelligence to undergo the or­
deal of the electric chair. He was a man 
of education, accustomed to the refine­
ments of good society, educated, a medi­
cal student even, and capable of under­
standing to an unusual degree what was 
to happen to him.

Keeper Connaoghten said this morn­
ing that Harris rested well. He did not 
sleep much and what thoughts racked his 
brain no one will ever know. His self- 
control was marvellous. His only sign of 
agitation, was the constant smoking of 
cigarettes. He was op early this morning 
and looked at the manuscript which he 
had prepared to be given out to the press 
by his relatives, after the final scene in 
his dramatic life had been rung down.

At 8 o’clock he was cool and collected 
and appeared to be capable of going 
thrqugh the ordeal which awaited him.

The crime for which Carlyle Harris was 
executed to-day, was wife murder. Mary 
Helen Neilson Potts Harris died on the 
morning of Feb. 1,1891, at the Comstock 
boarding school in West Fortieth street, 
New York. Her schoolmates were by her 
bedside weeping when the end came. 
Carlyle W. Harris, her husband, was 
there and when death came he flung 
himself on the bed exlaiming, “ What 
will become of me ! Doctor do you think 
they can hold me responsible ? ” He was 
a medical student and had prescribed pills 
for the dead girl. Drs. Fowler and Kerr 
pronounced the girl’s death due to mor­
phine poisoning, and the only trace of 
drugs in the room was an empty box that 
had contained morphine pills. Harris 
had prescribed twenty-five grains of sul­
phate of quinine and one grain of sulphate 
of morphine mixed in six capsules, one to 
be taken before retiring. The doctors de­
clared that this could not cause death, and 
Harris coincided with their opinion Af­
terward, when an autopsy revealed the 
presence in the dead girl’s stomach of six 
grains of morphine, he said that the drug­
gist made a mistake, although two of the 
pills which he had kept showed that the 
prescription bad been properly filled. It 
was shown in the trial that immediately 
after he gave his wife four of the six pills 
he went to Old Point Comfort, Va., where 
he remained for a week. The district 
attorney impressed it upon the jury that 
Harris emptied and refilled one of the 
capsules with six grains of morphine and, 
in the belief that Helen would first take 
the fatal pill, went south to avoid sus­
picion of being concerned in her death. 
Harris was indicted May 13,1891. After 
his conviction his case was given to Howe 
& Hummel, who went to the court of Ap­
peals where the conviction was affirmed. 
Then Howe moved for a new trial before 
Recorder Smyth, but his motion was de­
nied. An appeal for clemency to govern­
or Flower followed. The governor de­
clined to give any decision until he had 
received the new evidence which Howe 
wished to submit and to this end he ap­
pointed the hon. George Raine as com­
missioner to take the testimony of what­
ever witnesses might be produced. The 
commissioner finished his labors on Fri­
day last. Harris was born in Glens Fall, 
N. Y., in September, 1869, so that he had 
not completed his twenty-fourth year.

MOTHER SHOOTS HER CHILDREN.

Mrs. Fannie Korn First Administers 
Poison and Then Uses a Revolver.

New York, May 5.— Mrs. FannieJSorn 
and her two children, Edwin and Florence 
sat down to lunchoen in their cosy dining­
room on the second floor of the house 101 
West 68th street, this afternoon, shortly 
after 1 o’clock.

Edwin was 11 years old, large for his 
age. Florence was 6 years old and had 
long golden hair which fell in curls.

The children had been playing and 
were hungry. Until 1 o’clock Mrs. Korn 
had been sitting near the window with a 
cold look in her eyes. Then she told her 
children she would get them something 
good to eat. There was little on the table 
when the three sat down except a few rolls.

Near Mrs. Korn’s plate was a tin cup 
with a queer looking mixture in it.

The children clamored for something 
to eat and Mrs. Korn took a little of the 
mixture, placed it in a cup and told Edwin 
to drink it

“ It is medicine and you must take it 
like a good boy,” said Mrs Korn.

Edwin drank it and began crying. In 
a moment Mrs. Korn had made a similar 
mixture and forced Florence to drink it 

Mrs. Korn stepped to the mantle and 
seized a revolver, aimed it at Edwin and 
fired.

He fell to the floor, but got up and ran 
out of the door. Mrs. Korn caught the 
little girl, held her to her bosom for a sec­
ond, and with the child still in her arms, 
fired the revolver into her side,

Then she laid her tenderly on the couch 
and pointing the revolver to her own 
breast fired again.

As Edwin ran down stairs he called 
“ murder ” as loud as he could.

The other tenants of the house ran to 
the doors, but they could see nothing.

At the doorway Edwin met the janitor, 
John McCann, who had been attracted 
by the cries.

Edwin said : “I am shot and dying,” 
and he started to run into the store.

When the janitor and a policeman ar­
rived at the Korns’ tenement they found 
Mrs. Korn sitting in a chair moaning, and 
little Florence lay upon the floor.

Mrs. Korn struggled to her feet and cried:
“ I have tried to kill my children and 

myself and I hope I have been successful.
“Let us die together. I cannot live 

and I love my children so much that I 
cannot leave them to the care of strangers.”

Little Florence is dead, but Mrs. Korn, 
although very low, may live, and the boy 
has also a good chance of recovery.

SQUIRE TAPLEY SPEAKS.

The ex-Polloe Magistrate of Old Port­
land City Gives his Evidence.

WHITE MARBLE GIRL
Strange Petrified Find in a Tacoma 

Forest.

Tacoma, Wash., May 6.— The petrified 
body of a young girl was found on Satur­
day in the eastern part of this state, by a 
rancher, while clearing up a small piece 
of land. The body or girl of stone, was 
first seen lying about two feet under­
ground, near the root of a tree, as the 
stump was being grubbed out. It is gen­
erally supposed to have lain there nearly 
twenty years. It must, in all probability, 
have been covered from view by the con­
tinued drifting of earth, dried leaves and 
the many decayed substances that un­
doubtedly accumulated at the base of the 
tree during that period.

The body was removed to the cabin of 
the rancher, where it was washed and 
thoroughly dried, when it became as 
white and as smooth as the purest, fine 
marble. There is not a scar or flaw visi­
ble to mar the symmetry of the graceful 
proportions of the figure, or Jhe beauty 
of the phenomenal coloring of the lips 
and cheeks, which has aroused the inter­
est of the few physicians that have been 
permitted to gaze upon it. This coloring, 
strange as it may appear, comes and goes 
with the appearance and disappearance of 
the sun. On dark, rainy days^the

as an ordinary piece of marble. Just at 
sunrise this flesh tint of healthful repose 
is seen to settle upon the features, giving 
the face the appearance of quiet slumbfer ; 
but as the shades of night fall the life-like 
form gradually changes, the whiteness re­
appears, and the body is again in the icy 
clasp of death. When the body was found 
there was a tiny gold chain encircling the 
neck, with a star attached, upon which 
were the initials “E. de V,” These initials 
gave the first clue to the identity of the 
body. One of the earliest settlers who 
dared to brave the dangers that threaten­
ed every white man who ventured in 
eastern Washington was Jean de Valliere 
an old Frenchman. He was accompanied 
by his young wife and a little girl. Years 
passed away, and the little girl grew to be 
a magnificent-looking woman.

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THE LIBERAL CONVENTION.

The present imitations are that the 
liberal convention *hich is to be held in 
this city on the 20th inst., will be a large 
and representative one. The people in 
this county as well as in other parts of 
Canada are awakening to the fact that 
something must be done to lesson the 
burdens of every day living. The policy 
of high taxation which for years has been 
grinding the very life out of the chief in­
dustries upon which the people of New 
Brunswick have to mainly depend for a 
living, will be tolerated no longer. The 
great things which were promised, and re- 
promised and promised again by the 
authors of the old national policy have 
in every instance failed to materialize^ 
The people are beginning to realize 
at last that they cannot live on promises, 
and their eyes are also being opened to the 
fact that they cannot hope for anything 

v more substantial from the party in power. 
While Mr. Foster and other members of 
the government are going around inter­
viewing the protected manufacturers of 
the various cities of Canada as to their 
opinion of the policy of protection, the 
farmers and the lumbermen, the ship­
builders and the fishermen, and the. great 
army of consumers are passed over as un­
worthy of notice. That this class have 
an interest in the policy of the country 
in which they live, and of which they 
form the most important part, is ignored ; 
the manufacturers only are to be consulted, 
and their interests only are to be con­
sidered. The mandate was long since put 
forth that the old policy of high pro­
tection and high taxation is to be main­
tained in the future as in the past; and 
•While there may be another “readjust­
ment ” of the tariff ; while the duty which 
under the last “revision” was taken off 
the salt and put on the salt-sack, may be 
taken off the sack and put on the salt 
again ; while the duty Which was taken 
6ff the fruit and put on the crate, may be 
shifted back again from the crate to the 
fruit, the duty will be there just the same. 
The government have no intention of 
going back on the monopolists and the 
combinsters ; they have been bought with 
a price and the goods have been delivered.

The people, however, who have been 
ignored by the ministers of the crown on 
the question of tariff reform, cannot be 
ignored at the polls. When the govern­
ment next ask the people of Canada to 
ratify its policy by their votes, the people 
will have their say. To this end the 
liberal party of Canada, to whom alone 
the country must look for deliverance 
from the burden of over taxation, is em­
bracing the earliest opportunity to take 
the . people into its confidence, and ■ to 
offer them the needed relief. At the gen­
eral convention at Ottawa on the twen­
tieth of June the policy of tariff reform 
Will be adopted by the liberal party as 
the platform upon which they will fight 
for the people’s rights in the next general 
election. In spite of the desperate efforts 
of the tory party to again deceive the 
people under a pretence of reforming the 
tariff, the lines between the two parties 
will be sharply drawn. The people who 
tote to keep tjie present administration in 
power for another term, will be voting to 
retain the present system of high taxation 
in principle, as well as in all its injurious 
and obnoxious details. Those who vote 
for the liberal candidates will say that 
they desire tariff reform and a lessening 
of the burdens of living, as well as an 
honest administration of the affairs of the 
dominion.

The time to begin the agitation in 
earnest is none too soon, and the liberal 
conventions which are called for the 
various counties during the present and 
coming months are the proper places in 
which to begin the campaign which will 
undoubtedly end in the return of the 
liberal party to power at the next general 
election. Let there be a good attendance 
of those interested in this matter in the 
temperance hall in this city, on the 
20th inst. «

We very heartily approve of the ideas 
advanced by Henry Chestnut, with re­
spect to the adornment of this city through 
the means of trees and flowers. The city 
is beautifully located, allowing special 
opportunities for neat and tastefully 
decorated streets, mounds and lawns. 
Many citizens have handsomely laid out 
their own surroundings, and it is difficult 
to see why the whole city should not 
unite in an effort to make the various 
street corners and other places where op­
portunity allows, pleasant to see instead 
of, as sometimes happens^gathering places 
for refuse of various kinds. Mr. Chest­
nut makes a plain statement of what can 
be done, and the cost is very small. Per­
haps it would be a good plan to call a 
meeting and have the question directly 
set before the citizens.

All visitors to Fredericton agree that it 
is a clean, tidy, well kept city. With a 
little weak in the direction pointed out 
by Mr. Chestnut our attractions may be 
advanced ten fold. If the work is begun 
all will take pride in it, and there will 
be abundant funds forthcoming to ac­
complish all that is necessary. All that 
is required «s a beginning, the complete 
work will follow naturally. The Herald 
will be pleased to aid in forwarding the 
project.

The home rule bill having passed its 
sécond reading, the great fight has begun 
in earnest. The opponents of the measure 
have adopted the scheme of moving 
amendments to every feature of the bill 
on its passage through the committee, in 
the hopes of embarrassing or wearying out 
the government. The grand old man 
seems determined, however, to be neither 
embarrassed nor wearied in well doing, 
and every effort to create division in his 
solid phalanx of supporters has been fruits 
less. That he will carry the bill safely 
to a third reading is already a foregone 
conclusion. The real battle will commence 
when the measure reaches the house of 
lords. The voice of the people of Great 
Britain and Ireland wfll ultimately and 
finally dispose of the home rule bill one 
way or the other.

The coming general assembly of the 
Presbyterians at Washington will have 
before it for settlement two great and 
fundamental questions of religious doc­
trine. Dr. Briggs and his school of Bibli­
cal scholars say that the Bible is a collec­
tion of Jewish writings of unknown and 
undiscoverable authorship. Dr. Dix has 
said very truly that if this theory of 
the authorship of the Bible be sus­
tained the next generation will be unbe­
lievers indeed. The coming assembly of 
Presbyterians will be one of the great con- 
yentions of Christendom. Its special task 
will be to determine the «"authority of the 
Bible. It will also deal with the question 
as to the future accountability of man. 
The convention will be held this month, 
and, it is said, will only be second to the 
Westminister confessional convention.

TRYING TO BADGER GLADSTONE.

The Tories Resume Their Obetmtlve Tac­
tics In the Commons.

London, May 9.—The house of com­
mons resumed its session to-day as a com­
mittee of the whole om-the Irish home 
rule bill. G. C. T. Bartley, conservative 
M. P. for North Islington, moved to insert 
the words “ subordinate to Parliament ” 
in the first clause of the bill, so as to make 
the clause read, “ On and after the appoint­
ed day there shall be in Ireland a legis­
lature subordinate to parliament,” &c.

Prime minister Gladstone said that Mr. 
Bartley’s motion implied a disbelief in 
the assurances of the government, and 
therefore overstepped the bounds of par­
liamentary rules.

Mr. Bartley appealed_to the chairman 
to say whether the amendment was in 
order or not.

The chairman decided that the words 
were admissable.

Mr. Gladstone therefore denounced the 
amendment as obviously intended to pass 
a slight upon the Irish legislature, and 
implying distrust of that legislature on 
the part of parliament.

G. J. Goschen, formerly chancellor of 
the exchequer, accused the government 
of practically evading the question of im­
perial control over the Irish legislature. 
Mr. Goschen çaid that, if Mr. Gladstone 
was in earnest in his alleged purpose to 
make the imperial parliament supreme, 
he would not hesitate to accept the amend­
ment.

Col. Saunderson, conservative M. P. for 
Armagh, asked Mr. Gladstone what ma­
chinery in the bill enabled the nominal 
supremacy of the imperial parliament to 
be enforced. All the machinery that he 
could see in the bill was Irish, beyond the 
control of the imperial parliament, and 
would not be worth a straw.

After considerable debate the amend­
ment was rejected by a vote of 292 to 257.

William Redmond, Parnellite M. P. for 
East Clare, moved that the Irish legis­
lative assembly be called a parliament, in­
stead of legislature.

Mr. Gladstone opposed the motion on 
the ground that the paramount assembly 
ought to be called a parliament, as dis­
tinguished from the body to which the 
parliament delegated certain powers.

William Saunders, liberal M. P. for 
Newington, Walworth, who showed a 
disposition to vote against the second 
reading of the Irish home rule bill, but 
finally voted with his party, is about to 
retire from parliament, in deference to 
the Wishes of his constituents, .who are 
displeased with his course.

Mr. Morte/ said that the distinction 
between parliament and legislature was 
merely a matter of sentiment, without 
material significance.

Mr. Labouchere, leader of the radicals, 
remarked that, while not regarding names 
but things, he knew that Irish sentiment 
would be gratified if the assembly in Dub­
lin were called a parliament. He there­
fore advised the prime minister to accept 
the amendment. The vote against the 
amendment was 466 to 40.

Broke His Thigh.— James Sullivan, a 
McAdara Junction youth, fell from the top 
of a car at Woodstock on Monday and broke 
his left thigh.

Gets a Fortune.—Win. Bryson of Oro- 
mocto has received the first instalment of 
a fortune left him by an aunt who recently 
died in Australia. His share of the estate 
is valued at $45,000.

The freight 
business just at present is large and with 
good facilities, such as are promised, will 
continue so.

The Drives.—The river is up to average 
freshet height and logs are coming in quite 
rapidly, so that the success of the driving 
operations is now assured.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The Week’s Events In Brief-The Cream 

of Our Exchanges.

The British Imperial Institute was open­
ed Wednesday by Queen Victoria with a 
brilliant ceremony.

Toronto Empire intimates that Hon. 
Mr. Foster intends to stay a week in New 
Brunswick when he comes.

The retirement of Michael Davitt from 
parliament deprives that body of a most 
earnest and devoted advocate of home 
rule.

The dwelling house of Mr. Wm. Potts, 
at Potts’ mill near Buctouche, with nearly 
all its contents was destroyed by fire on 
Monday of last week.

It is officially stated that the Earl of 
Aberdeen has been appointed governor 
of Canada in place of the Earl of Derby, 
about to retire from office.

The Telegraph Publishing company 
are applying for a change of venue to 
Gloucester county in the libel suit of rev. 
A. F. Thompson against that paper.

The British squadron weighed anchor 
at 11.45 Wednesday and slowly steamed 
down between two lines of warships in 
the Hudson river and proceeded to sea.

Apohaqui, a prosperous little village 
about five miles on this side of Sussex, 
was visited by a bad fire on Thursday 
morning which destroyed eleven build­
ings.

His Honor Mr. Justice Fraser has ap­
pointed Tuesday May 30th, as the date of 
the beginning of the Bathurst school in­
vestigation, at the county court house in 
Bathurst.

A bill has been introduced into the 
Ontario Legislature providing for the tak­
ing of a plebiscite on prohibition. The 
bill enacts that a plebiscite be taken on 
the first Monday in January next

A Kingston, Kent county correspondent 
writing under date of the 9th inst, says : 
Jeremiah Collins, well known throughout 
the county, was found dead in his bed on 
Monday morning, by George Brooks and 
Thomas Whelan.

Clara Louise Warran, wife of George A. 
Sproul, grocer, of Bangor, hung herself 
with a clothes line in the cellar on the 9th. 
The husband found her hanging dead at 
dinner time. No cause is known. She 
was 43 years old.

An uprising in Cuba is said to have 
been subdued by the government buying 
off the leaders. U. S. officers at Key West, 
however, believe that filibusters from 
that country are going to Cuba to revive 
the insurrection.

Advices from Great Britain by mail 
state that the timber freight market con­
tinues dull, and at London, has a down­
ward tendency. No chartering has been 
done yet for Quebec to the Clyde, and no 
tonnage appears to be wanting.

Arrangements for the banquet to Hon. 
Mr. Foster are about completed. Sir 
Adotph Caron and Hon. Messrs. Daly and 
Curran have signified their acceptance of 
invitations. Hon. Messrs. Bo well and An­
gers are expected to be present

The body of Joel Miller, one of the 
three young me» drowned last November 
while goose shooting, at Cambelltown was 
found Wednesday at Lower Escuminac, 
while floating down river. It is exactly 
six months since they were' drowned.

Wm. Cameron, of St. John, sought to 
grow suddenly rich by cirrolia&ng bad 
money for good, and as a reward tor his 
pains he will have to spend the next three 
years in Dorchester penitentiary. The 
“ green goods ” business is a poor one, 
down this way.

The Evening Standard of New Üôdford 
says it is reported on what is considered 
good authority that another hatchet which 
will be brought forward in the Borden 
case, has been found at Fall River. Officials 
in that city will neither deny or con­
firm) the report.

The house of commons Wednesday 
were in committee on the Irish home role 
bill. They rejected by a vote of 295 to 
244 the motion of T. W. Toseell, Liberal- 
Unionist, that the portion of the bill prov­
iding for a second chamber of the Irish 
legislature be eliminated:

While a baptism was being conducted 
in Germain street Baptist church, St. John 
on Sunday, a pidgeon that had) become 
imprisoned in the church by some means, 
flew down alongside of the candidates. 
The incident we are told, added much to 
the impressiveness of the service.

Fishery Overseer Abbot passed over his 
Miramichi down-river district on Wed­
nesday, and saw no signs of illegal fishing. 
He made another visit the next day to 
the same waters, and found six stands of 
bass nets, all of which he seized. He 
wasn’t expected back so soon.

An accident, very sad in its nature, oc­
curred at Quispamsis Tuesday morning. 
The three-year old daughter of George 
Gallagher, an I. C. R. sectionman was 
struck by an outgoing Halifax train. The 
child was sitting on the track and was 
struck by the locomotive and her legs 
taken off.

A prominent Moncton merchant was in 
St. John Thursday buying, among other 
things a number of lacrosse, sticks. He 
says that athletics will boom in Moncton 
this year, and, in addition to the lacrosse, 
a cricket team will be put in the field 
which will endeavor to capture the mari­
time province championship.

The Brunswick hotel banquet Scott act 
case was brougt to a conclusion Thursday 
afternoon. No further evidence was giv­
en, but a conviction was made for second 
offense and a fine of $100 and costs impos­
ed. The convicting evidence was obtain­
ed outside the banquet. Mr. McBweney 
will appeal.

Kupkey’s machine shop, carriage factory 
and blacksmith shop, Andover, were 
burned Wednesday night about 8 p’clock. 
The fire originated near the furnace from 
a smouldering spark. Mr. Kupkey’s loss 
is very heavy. He had just got in his 
spring stock and a car load of coal, all of 
which, together with fifteen light car­
riages, were completely destroyed.

In the Supreme court, Wednesday at 
Newbury port, Warren S. Dearborn, who 
with Oscar B. Hubbell was charged with 
burning a dwelling in West Newbury in 
which James L. Addison and his son per­
ished, was today found guilty of arson and 
sentenced to life imprisonment. Hubbell, 
who turned State evidence, goes free. 
Dearborn was much affected by the sen­
tence.

Warren G. Butterwo'rth, aged 70, of 
Warren, Mass., committed suicide Thurs­
day afternoon by shooting himself through 
the head with a rifle. His daughter Em­
ma, aged 23, in trying to prevent her fa­
ther from doing the rash act, received a 
bullet in her brain after it had passed 
through his head. She died soon after. 
Mr. Butterworth, has been in ill 
health of late and despondent. Insanity 
is supposed to have been the cause.

A sensational shooting took place Tues­
day forenoon on Beaver Hall Hill, Mont­
real. The victim is a young woman, a 
member of a stranded opera company, 
whose name is said to be Laura Bridge- 
man. She was walking up the street 
when she met her husband, Courtland F. 
Bridgeman. He asked her if she would 
come back and live with him. She refus­
ed and he forced her into a doorway and 
shot her twice. She will not likely recover.

tiehlty Chestnut, who has always taken a 
jeep interest in this city and its surround­
ings, is now asking that an horticultural 
society be formed here, similar to the one 
at St. John, for the purpose of bedecking 
the city with trees and flowers.

Mr. Chestnut says : “As Fredericton is 
far better situated as regards soil and cli­
mate in summer why not make an effort 
here to proceed in the same direction as St. 
John. Since the patriotic and public 
spirited efforts of our former mayor, Geo. 
E. Fenety, Esq., to whom Fredericton Is 
indebted for extensive tree planting as well 
as other things at his own expense, nothing 
has been done in the same line in the way 
of continuing the good work thus begun. 
Let us then organize a horticultural society 
like that of St. John. Surely our citizens 
generally would become members and 
enough be found to take the lead with good 
taste and public enterprise to carry on the 
work.

Of course the season is too far advanced 
to do much this year in the Way of planting, 
but let us organise ahd make ready for next 
year. An act Of the legislature would be 
required. In the meantime plans could be 
prepared for work to be done, where trees 
might be planted, where flower beds and 
shrubbery might be introduced; in short, 
the society or its directors would require 
the present summer to mature their plans.

Then consider how capable Fredericton 
is of being beautified and decorated. For 
example, the grounds in front of the pro­
vincial buildings would furnish a beautiful 
lawn for the placing of flower beds and 
several mounds. No doubt the government 
would assist the undertaking by a small 
grant, although my calculation is upon the 
funds of the society being sufficient for all 
purposes ; if government and council choose 
to assist, well and good. Then there is the 
triangular lot in front of the late metropoli­
tan’s residence which could be raised up, 
railed in, and planted with shrubs, such as 
the lilac, syringia, cedars, &c. Then there 
is a similar triangular lot situated at the 
junction of Brunswick, King and Smytlie 
streets, at the end of government lane, near 
Victoria hospital ; this might be treated in 
a similar way. Then there are other 
spots and patches in different parts of the 
city that might be brought in and beautified. 
Surely if one of our citizens had spirit 
enough to do so much for the city, amount­
ing to hundreds of dollars, why may we not 
believe that a similar amount may not be 
subscribed by all our citizens for carrying 
on the work thus begun, and so render our 
city an attraction to summer travellers?

Let us try at all events. Of course as the 
undertaking would be purely patriotic and 
non-sectional and non-political, the organ­
ization must be entirely outside of the city 
council as a body, although the members 
thereof as individual citizens would be en­
tirely welcome as members of the society. 
One hundred subscribers at one dollar each 
a year would be amply sufficient to furnish 
funds enough for a commencement, and 
take our chances for further assistance from 
outside, to say nothing of donations and 
perhaps bequests of some interested indi­
viduals, At all events give me one hundred 
dollars a year and I will (and take my 
chances of more) undertake to make Fred­
ericton a perfect flower garden and shrub­
bery within the next five years. Who will
start the ball ? ”

BIG TANNERY.

Poquolc Coming to the Front as a Man­
ufacturing Centre.

The extract works at Poquoic, which for 
years employed many men and were a boon 
to the upper section of the county, but 
which lately has been in rallier a comatose 
condition, are now a centre of renewed life 
and activity. The Shaw Bros., the veteran 
tannery company of the United States, have 
decided to build a large tannery, 250 feet 
long, just below the present site of the ex­
tract works.

Last winter the lumber was put on the 
ground and a small rotary mill has been 
erected driven by ttie extract engine which 
is sawing the frame and all necessary lum­
ber. Mr. St. Peter, of Quebec, and his sons, 
have charge of the building. He was the 
builder of the first extract works erected at 
that place. It is said that the tannery will 
require the services of from thirty to forty 
men. There are at present between eight 
and nine thousand cords of bark on the 
ground. The intention is not to ship any 
extract but to use all that is made in the 
tannery. If the price of extract advances 
then a larger force will be put on and the 
extract sent into market.

A rumor growing out of the erection of 
this factory is that the Messrs Shaw before 
they decided to build secured a guarantee 
frori) the St. John and Woodstock railway 
company that their railway would be built 
as soon as possible. Whether this is a fact 
or not the people of Barony and Poquoic 
are elated over the prospect.

CRUSHED BY LOGS.

Ponnlac Mon Go Down With a Falling 
Brow.

One of the worst accidents which 
has happened on the rivers for years 
took place on Richard’s Cain’s river 
drive in charge ofVanhorne on Wednes­
day morning. So far as can be learned 
Isaac Lawson and James Somerville were 
breaking a brow of logs when it suddenly 
“ caved," some of the logs going over the 
unfortunate men. When rescued they 
were found to have received serious injury 
and a messenger was sent to Boiestown 
who despatched a brief account of the ac­
cident to Wm. Richards who was in this 
city. He immediately sent Dr’s McLearn 
and Coburn to the scene of the occurrence. 
They found that Lawson had both legs 
broken and that Somerville had a badly 
shattered hip.

Lawson is a resident of Penniac, having 
married a daughter of Wm. Bailey of 
Mount Hope. He originally belonged to 
Little River, Sunbury county. Somerville 
belongs to Zionville on the Nashwaak. 
Mr. Lawson, sr., arrived from Little River 
on Thursday, to look after the interests of 
his son.

Thursday evening the C. E. R. train 
brought the maimed men to this city and 
they were taken to the Victoria hospital. 
They have been badly crushed. Not only 
have they broken bones but their bodies 
are considerably bruised so that it is diffi­
cult at present to tell just what the end 
may be.

Buctouche Bridge.— Whitman Brewer 
and Jared Boone went to Buctouche on 
Monday last to begin wprk on the bridge at 
that place. Mr. Brewer is expected home 
to-day. Mr. Boone will remain and super­
intend the work of construction.

Fishing.— Several parties have visited the 
different trout streams in the vicinity during 
the week but have had poor luck. They 
attribute it to the high water. Though shad 
and gaspereau have been taken at Oromocto 
and several other places within a short dis­
tance of Fredericton none have been cap­
tured here, Fishermen predict a first class 
salmon season on account of the lateness of 
the freshet.

A Sensation.—One of the sensations of 
Friday afternoon happened just after the 
Florenceville arrived. Mr. Boyle, butcher, 
with his men endeavored to drive two oxen 
up Regent street to the slaughter house but 
found it impossible. After the telegraph 
poles had been used for hitching posts for 
some time and a large crowd had gathered, 
the cattle made a break through the Barker 
house alley and the fun was over.

York Street School.— The work of 
plastering the York street school is about 
finished. The upper flats are completed 
and next week the carpenters will begin 
the wood finishing. The building is a fine 
one, the large room on the top flat is one 
of the best rooms in the city for assembly 
purposes. The school will afford ample ac­
commodation and will be one of the best of 
the educational structures of the province. 
The trustees have looked carefully after 
the building and nothing has been poorely 
done but all is of the best.

The Exhibition.— In its definition of the 
word “ provincial ” the Woodstock Sentinel 
confines itself to a very close application of 
the term. The exhibition to be held here 
in September will be a provincial one in the 
broadest acceptation of the term. It will 
take in every part of the province and 
Woodstock it is hoped, will make a display 
worthy of its fame and capabilities, and 
further it is expected that brother Watts 
will attend and help to make the affair a 
success. There is room for both the Freder­
icton and Woodstock shows ; let us pull 
together and make them a credit to central 
New Brunswick.
