THE HOLY EATHBR.

The Pope, whoso devotion to St. 
Francis d’Assisi is so well known, 
celebrated Holy Miss yesteiday 
morning in the Pauline chapel1 to 
take part in the great paidon of 
Portiuncula. His Holiness paid 
another visit in the afternoon to 
comply with the conditions of the 
indulgence which is attached to the 
chapel. My informant also assures 
me that the Pope was looking ex­
tremely well. The abnormal act­
ivity of the Pontiff’s daily life has 

jpfcied too muuii -tot-' those who de­
light in spreading alarmist rumours. 
They are giving us a rest for a tim , 
but do not be surprised if in a few 
weeks you are again told that the 
Pope is at the point of death, that 
he has given his last injunct'on to 
the Cardinals,that his successor will 
be etc, etc. The New York Herald 
is a great journalistic enterprise, 
but the news of its Roman corres­
pondent is nothing if not senstation- 
al, and somehow or other that gen­
tleman always does know more 
about the Pope’s words, thoughts 
and actions "than all the -Cardinals 
put together.

THE EUCHARISTIC CONGRESS.

The Eucharistic Congress at 
Rheims concluded its proceedings 
on Sunday last by a magnificant 
discourse of Cardinal Langenieux. 
This great demonstration of faith 
has excited much attention. One 
of the resolutions p .ssed was address­
ed to Russia and was framed as 
follows : The Eucharistic Con­

gress of Rheims, in rejoicing at the 
re-establishment of diplomatic re­
lations between the Htly Sse and 
the Czar, desires to express to tho 
Holy Synod of Russia its expecta­
tion and hope that Russia will use 
her power in realizing the prayer of 
the Saviour at the last supper ’that 
they may be all one." The tele 
gram from Cardinal Bampollo to 
Cardinal Langenieux read thus : 
The Holy Father has read your 
Eminence’s message with particular 
satisfaction. The large effluence of 
distinguished congressiste has 
given him great joy. He cherishes 
the comforting hope that this con­
gress will give a powerful impulse 
to his views on the union of East 
and West, expressed in the “En­
cyclical PiiBolara.” To this end 
his Holiness affectionately accords 
the Apostolic Benediction to the 
cardinals, bishops, prelates and all 
who form part of the Congress.

A LESSON TO LIB1LERS.

A well-known anti-rlerioal Belgian 
newspaper called Etoile Belge pub­
lished some time ago a series of 
odious articles against the Domini­
can Fathers of Ghent, accusing one 
of them of unlawiul appropriation 
and violating the sigillum, ■ nd all 
the o hers of breaking their vows. 
These infamous attacks were copied 
with great glee by a dumber of 
other godless journals.

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About Paying Debts-
——— J

UNDER the above caption might 
be considered several matters ap­
parently of minor importance, 
which, howeveiÇif more carefully 
attended to than is perhaps gen­
erally the case, would tend to 
render the relations of buyer and 
seller, debtor and creditor, much 
more agreeable and satisfactory. 
There are, no doubt, some who 
will ,sav that it is not our business 
to preach to them as to the man­
ner in which they should conduct 
their business. Well, we have not 
the slightest notion of preaching 
to them on this subject, we only 

» intend to write; although we are 
free to confess that we have some­
times thought a little preaching 
on the matter by some one would 
not be altogether out of place.

In a legitimately conducted 
business there does not' seem to be 
any good reason why the relations 
between buyer, and seller, debtor 
and creditor, should be anything 
but agreeable, or why one shoulc 
view tjie other with any suspi­
cion. Possibly, the cases of this 
kind are rare, yet, from time 
to time, circumstantial evidence 
would seem to prove that suoh 
conditions exist. This can better 
be shown by enumerating a few 
facts which, we feel sure, have 

. come under the observation and 
within the experience of everyone 
who has been any length of time 
in business. In these considera­
tions no account is taken of those 
who seem to regard themselves 
under no moral obligation to pay 
their debts. That there are such, 
admits of little doubt; but any­
thing we might say would have 
no effect on them; so we leave 
them out of the indidtment.

What we say here does not 
refer to newspaper alone, al­
though no business perhaps suffers 
more in this respect; but has 
reference to dealings in nearly 
every line. Want of thought, we 
imagine, is responsible for much of 
the dissatisfaction experienced be­
tween debtor and creditor.

The most serious impediment in 
the way of satisfactory business 
is the lack of prompt payment. 
A large number of those who con­
tract bills, great or . small, seem to 
think that any time will do to 
pay; -that the creditor can get 
along very well without this par­
ticular amount. But if several 
hundred are of the same opinion, it 
means a very «onsiderable sum to 
the creditor. Does it ever enter 
into the minds of those people 
that the man who has supplied 
them with the goods has to pay 
for the same; has to pay rent, 
wages, and numerous other inci 
dental expenses, for which he has 
to depend on those to whom he 
sells? When a reasonable time 
has elapsed—very often, indeed, 
an unreasonable time—the credit­
or sends his bill, and is not unfre- 
quently told that he may be very 
thankful if he gets his jmoney by 
coming for it. Well, it is not un­
likely that nearly every one who 
receives money due him, even 
when he goes for it, is thankful; 
but is the debtor,generally speak­
ing, justified in putting the credi­
tor to the. trouble and expense of 
going for what is due him. A 
man’s time is worth money, and 
he cannot travel very far or very 
long without incurring more or 
less expense; meantime his busi­
ness at home is neglected; so that 
by the time he gets his tBcmey, if 
he does get it, he will haye /very 
little of it to bring home.

Perhaps a few illustrations will 
bring this phase of the question 
more properly before the mind of 
the average reader. Among the 
experiences qf the writer in these 
matters was one where a debtor 
was furnished with a statement 
of his account, overdue for a «con­
siderable length of time. The 
amount was only a very few dol­
lars. He received à letter by re­
turn mail stating that if he want­
ed his money he might come for 
it, or words to that effect. Now, 
by what motive could this man 
have been actuated? It could not 
have been that of economy, for he 
invested in a three cent stamp for 
the purpose of telling the creditor 
his candid opinion regarding the 
transaction. Neither did he show 

"good business tact, for the same 
letter which conveyed his declara­
tion of principles, might just as 
well have contained the money 
due. In this way he could have 
discharged his obligation without 
extra expense to himself, and 
satisfaction to the creditor, and at 
tli£ same time he might have en­
closed quite a lengthy document 
setting forth his opinion pf the

them deception in their tender years. In 
other cakes stamped envelopes were sent 
out so as to save every posai ole trouble to 
the debtors. Some of these were carefully 
preserved and forwarded perhaps six 
months afterwards, containing—not the 
amount due—but a birth, marriage, or 
death notice, or something else that was 
expected to be published free of charge. 
Anyone will readily understand the desire 
such persons have for the success fof the 
creditor’s business. Notwithstanding these 
facts, those persons who are affordecT every 
reasonable opportunity of paying their 
just debts, if any pressure were brought to 
bear on them in a legal way, would, in the 
coolest manner possible, tell you they had 
never been asked to pay, and would* re­
gard themselves as very harshly treated.

These are a few of the facts gleaned 
from the every day experience of those in 
business, and we commend them to the 
serious consideration of our readers.

The Canadian High Commis­
sioner at London has cabled Han. 
Mr. Bowell. Ottawa, stating that 
the Spanish Government have 
ordered the Governor of Cuba to 
admit Canadian and Newfound­
land codfish duty free.

And, according to the Quebec 
Chronicle, there is a letter on 
record in the Crown Lands De­
partment from a Mr. Paul Belan­
ger, of River du Loup, who fought 
against the rebels in 1837-38, and 
who says that desiring to serve 
his country alike in peace and in 
war, he has given her as many 
children as he killed enemies of 
his country. He, therefore, stops 
to enquire whether proportionate 
rewards will be given to those 
who, like himself, have 36 child­
ren, in the shape of three such 
lots of land as are accorded those 
having twelve children only.

Sir Hibbett Tupjier returned to 
Ottawa from Washington on 
Wednesday last. It ie understood 
that the sum of $425,OOP has been 
offered by the United States gov 
eminent to be voted at the next 
session of congress in payment of 
damages found against the United 
States by the Paris tribunal last 
year, on account of the seizure of 
Canadian sealing vessels in open 
waters of Behring Sea. If, how­
ever, the government of Great 
Britain prefer to go on with the 
assessment which it was originally 
understood would be the method 
employed for the determiqg-tion 
of these damages, theri the claims 
will still be open and the offer 
dropped; so thatyfiractically, un­
less the plan of assessment dama­
ges goes on, the sum of $425,000 
will be voted by Congress next 
December, in full settlement of the 
claims of the Canadian sealers. In 
the meantime the offer is under­
stood to be made Without preju^ 
dice to the finding of an assess­
ment, should the latter method of 
arriving at the amount be resorted 
to. Congress is still in session, or 
was, at least, when the above 
award was agreed upon, and it 
appears to have been the desire of 
the Secretary of State to have 
the money voted at once. With 
a view to this he interviewed 
several senators, desiring them to 
remain long enough to attend to 
it; but these gentlemen, although 
they thought nothing of spending 
six months wrangling over the 
tariff question, could not see their 
way to comply with the Secretar 
ies desire. This circumstance 
leads the Halifax Herald to re­
mark as follows:—It would appear 
that, though the aiffounts to be 
paid by the United States under 
the Behring Sea award, for cap­
ture and other interference with 
Canadian sealing vessels, has been 
agreed upon by the high contract­
ing parties, yet the United States 
congress, in both its branches, re­
fuses to carry out the terms of 
the award, by neglecting and re­
fusing to provide the money to 
pay the damages awarded and 
agreed upon. We all recollect the 
awful storm that was raised by 
the United States papers and 
politicians when they thought 
that the British government were 
rather slow in carrying out the 
terms of the award by providing 
a patroling fleet. Then, without

Mine Disasters.

Two men were killed and eleven jn 
jo red by an explosion of gas in the 
Golberton colliery near Ashland Pa 
on Friday afternoon. The killed aie : 
—Frank McCormack, fire boss, aged 
45; lived at Shenandoah, leaves a wife 
and five children; Lewis Ball, driver, 
aged 19, lived with his parents at 
Shenandoah. The explosion was prim­
arily caused by a fall of coal, which 
became dislodged by the mining opera­
tions. This released an immense 
volnme of gas and at the same time 
forced it along the gangways to a dis­
tance of abont one thousand yards, 
stifling and choking the miners as it 
swept along. Finally it reached a gang 
of miners, who were working with 
naked lamps and instantly ignited. 
An explosion, which shook the earth 
and was heard by the people in their 
homes, followed. Flames and smoke 
burst from the mouth of the pit, aod 
inside and ont, there were scenes of 
frantic terror. The imprisoned and 
burning miners forgot their pain in the 
agony of terror, and their wives and 
children rushed to tin) scene, shriek­
ing with fear and ufespair. On the 
same afternoon, a terrijjle gas explosion 
occurred iu Breast SSI on the sixth level 
of the Franklin m'me at Franklin, near 
Seattle Washington. Sixty-two minets 
were imprisoned and thirty-seven were 
killed. The fire was soon extinguished 
and the work of taking out the bodies 
began. All were recovered.

Fatal Shooting Affray.

A picnic which was held at Wood 
Islands on Wednesday last ended in a 
very sad way. It appears that in the 
evening a number of the picnickers 
were continuing the fun by having a 
party. Some of the younger members 
were particularly jolly, and three or 
four of them started out to visit a 
friend’s house some distance away 
As ill luck, however, would have it, 
they called in at the home of Mr. .James 
McNeill, a man about 75 years of age, 
who is said to be rather short-temper 
ed. The party, it is said, proceeded to 
take charge of the bouse, when the 
old man ordered them out; They went 
into the yard and began skylarking 
there. Their fun was suddenly end­
ed, however, whAa McNeill appeared 
at a window andv discharged a shot 
gun at the young men. The charge, 
consisting of sparables, struck one of 
them, Mr- Wm- McMillan, in the 
stomach, cansing a shocking wound 
as the victim was only about six yards 
away from the gun. The injured 
young mao was taken by his comrades 
to a house near by and a doctor sent 
for, who pronounced the case a very 
serious one. McMillan was 'then taken 
to his home, where he lingered nntil 
ten o’clock this morning, when his 
death occurred. Drs. AZcLaren and 
Barnes attended him. A great, deal of 
sympathy is expressed for tinvyoung 
man's parents. He was a son or James 
McMillan, Esq , of Wood Islands, and 
only 25 years old.

In reviewing its own article on the 
Ottawa Intercolonial conference, the 
London Times says : “Canada’s keen­
ness for a Pacific cable is remarkable 
because she alreadv has direct and 
viitnally unassailable telegraphic com­
munication with Great Britain. The 
Canadians in this are working for one 
of the noblest ideas they could enter­
tain, namely, the uniting of the em­
pire, its security and prosperity. As 
regards the steamship scheme, the 
difficulty is with the Australian cclonies 
which do not yet display such devotion 
to the idea as is shown by Canada for 
the cable scheme. Nevertheless there 
is abundant sympathy which doubtless 
will develop into active concurrence.” 
It is expected that the earl of Jersey’s 
report will be in favor of subsidies fdr 
Atlantic and Pacifie steamers. The 
idea ot an imperial service enttfely 
independent of the outside world pro­
mises such solid advantages that no 
minor objections ought to be listened to 
for a moment. On the contrary, it 
would be sound policy and good finance 
to incur some expense in order to es­
tablish it, even although the prospect 
of its becoming Belt-supporting were 
somewhat remote. The stimulus to 
imperial commerce would be immense 
and indirectlyjDring imperial advant­
ages far more valuable than any that 
can be appraised in A statistical 
abstract.

A correspondent of the St. Job ns 
Nfld., Evening Telegram sends the 
following to that paper : A very sad 
accident occurred at St. Carl s recently. 
Mr. William Cninew’s house, with three 
small children in it, was entirely con- 
Burned by fire. Mr. Curnew is an old 
man, over seventy years of age. A 
family by the name of Ross was living 
in the house with him, and it was the 
children of this family who were bnro- 
ed.

Governor Hoard said in Halifax, the 
other day that he was charmed with 
the Maritime Provinces—with their 
soil, climate, resources, products and 
people. He says their adaptation for 
dairying and frnit culture are unexcell­
ed in any part of the world; their 
cheese products cannot be surpassed 
in the old world or the new; and as a 
summer resort, they are superior to any 
other section on this side of the 
Atlantic.

An impression is prevalent in Eng­
land that parliament voted a subsidy 
for a-direct line of steamers between 
Montreal and the poits of Antwerp and 
Havre. The minister of trade and 
commerce recently received a cable­
gram from the high commissioner en­
quiring the amount of the subsidy ■ 
Bowell replied that no subsidy bad 
been voted or promised to the Belgian- 
Columbia line so called.

The St. John Telegraph says : Mayor 
Robertson has received a circular 
letter from the board of trade of Van­
couver, B. C., representing that the 
Fraser Valley floods hss caused im­
mediate demands for relief to >19,000. 
that the harvest was a failure, and that 
demands would greatly increase to­
wards winter, and probably $25,000 to 
$30,000 would be required to afford re­
lief. An appeal is therefore made to 
the Dominion generally,

Ottawa advices of the 23rd say : 
Hon. Mr. Patterson,minister of militia, 
leaveà for the Maritime Provinces In a 
few days on official business. He will 
visit the camp at Levis, and make a 
careful'inspection of the citadel walls 
with a view ofordering extensive re­
pairs under the appropriation voted by 
parliament last session. Mr. Patterson 
will then proceed to Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick to inspect the different 
military properties owned by the 
Dominion.

September 11 has been fixed for the 
first by-election in the Burgeo and La 
Poile districts Newfoundland to re­
place the unseated and disqualified 
Whitewayite member J. Murray. H. 
Y. Mott, who was defeated-, h 7 Murray 
at the general elections on November 
G, 1893, by 100 majority, will probably 
contest the seat in the interest of the 
Goodridge government. Mr. Emerson, 
a cousin of the unseated and dis­
qualified speaker, G. H. Emerson, il 
named as the Greenite candidate.

Robert Tucker,father of Herbert Tuck 
er, who was assassinated near Lexing­
ton Kv., some time ago, assisted by 
Scott Van Meter, a well-known farmer, 
a few days ago captured Andy Martin, 
a negro, 65 years old, and at the point 
of a pistolltried to make Mm tell abont 
the murder of young Tucker. The negro 
knew nothing of the murder and coaid 
tell nothing. The men took him to an 
orchard near town, dug a grave,pinion­
ed his arms aed legs, and buried him 
for nearly twenty minutes. They told 
him they would kill him if be tr Id on 
themj The negro is in a bad condition. 
The men were arrested.

The Colonial Secretary has forward­
ed to the governor general of Canada, 
under date August 8th, copies of Her 
Majesty’s proclamation of neutrality on 
the occasion of war between China and 
Japan, together with the copy of the 
letter from the foreign office embody­
ing the rules which Her Majes^ has 
directed to be observed on tue same 
occasion. Lord Kipon says ; I have 
to request that you will cause both 
documents to be immediately publish­
ed throughout the colony under your 
government and that yon will not fail to. 
conform to Her Majesty’s commands. 
The documents appear in extenso in 
the Canada Gazette.

A telegram was received at Wash­
ington, on Friday last stating that it 
had been reported in Tokyo, on reliable 
authority, that the finding of the Naval 
Court of inquiry, which was held at 
Shanghai to investigate the faute of the 
sinking of the British steamer Kow- 
Shnng when acting as a transport for 
Chinese troops to Corea,by the Japanese 
cruiser Naniua-Kan, is favorable to 
Japan. It was also reported that the 
British admiral had officially stated to 
bis Government that he considers the 
sinking of the Kow-Shung under the 
circumstances as equivalent to the 
sinking of a Chinese vessel, and that he 
had consequently advised the British 
Government to make no claim.

Hugh Sweeney, a resident of Cape 
Forchn, Yarmouth, N. S., died on 
Friday the 17tb, aged 10S. lie was in 
his usual health on Thursday, and was 
desirous of assisting his sons in their 
occupation of drying fish. Mr. Sweeney 
was a native of the parish of Conway, 
county of Donegal, Ireland, and was 
born in the year 1786.x,He came ont to 
St Jolfc in 1837, in the ship Leslie Galt, 
subsequently moved to Weymouth,and 
shortly afterwards to Yarmouth, where 
he has since resided. His wife died a 
few years ago. He had a family of ten 
children, six of whom are still living. 
Deceased has three sons residing on) 
adjoining farms at Cape Forchn, amopg 
whom lie has had his home for many 
years.

The 
coast at Rose Blanche is very danger­
ous and the night being very dark tmd 
foggy, fears were entertained that they 
had perished on the reetof but they got 
ont into the Guif, where they were 
tossed about for three uays and three 
nights. Meantime tugs had searched 
in vain for them. On Thursday last 
the barque Laura, Captain Keboe, ar­
rived at North Sydney, C. B., from 
Harbor Grace, with the missing 
children on board. The Laura having 
been driven ont of her course by a con­
trary wind, was coming back, when at 
dusk on Monday night Captain Kehoe 
noticed a black Speck some five miles 
distant, which «proved later to ho the 
missing boat. On coming nearer Capt, 
Keboe seeing no signals and noticing 
no person on board decided not to 
bother further with it But later they" 
took the boat in tow only to release it a 
few minutes after. When the boy, 
aroused from hie place of slumber,, a 
little cud-tie, caught the attention of 
the vessel and immediate steps were 
taken to recover the boat and take the 
well nigh exhausted children on board. 
The captain, who then took his bear­
ings, Bays he was sixty miles S S W of 
Rose Blanche, with the wind breezing 
up and increasing to a perfect gale, the 
ship being placed under close reefed 
sails. Capt. Kehoe says his finding 
the missing children at that time was 
nothing less than miraculous, as no 
boat could have lived in the raging sea 
a few hours later. Tue children had no 
water since Saturday and the little 
bread on board the skiff was saturated 
with salt water . The boy was much 
weaker than his sister, the foriner faint­
ing after the excitement of seeing 
friendly faces which temporally buoyed 
him up, had passed off Although wet 
and hungry, they were (l°t discouraged 
and believed they would reach Nova 
Scotia, or help 'would come from some 
quarter. They had no thought or fear 
of death. It appears the mother of the 
chid ran died eoqi- years ago and the 
father married again. The step mother 
is reported to be unkind to them and 
even the father is said to have threat­
ened to send the boy away from home, 
the latter was deeply attached to his 
sister and determined she should share 
his fate. They have relatives In Hali- 
fav, and their desire was to reach 
them.

Nova Scotia steel and forge 
was held at New Glasgow on Wednes 
day last when the usual dividend of 
eight per cent, was declared and the 
board of directors were elected. A re­
solution was passed authorizing the 
directors to arrange a basis of amalga­
mation with the New Glasgow iron, 
coal and railway company, and report 
to a special meeting at a later date. 
The iron and railway company have 
had their annual meeting, when a 
similar resolution was passed looking 
forward to amalgamation. These two 
companies employ from 850 to 900 men 
and if the amalgamation is consummat­
ed,it will probably result in the erection 
of additional steel plant, the using of 
more Ferrona pig iron and increasing 
the number of men to over 1,000, mak­
ing one of the largest, if not the largest, 
manufacturing establishments in 
Canada. Within a radius of ten miles 
there is a population here of over 20,000 
people, and the wages paid out month­
ly is upwards of $100,0(10. Theri is no 
place in Canada with a brighter future 
before it than the East River.

The Celtic, Twilight.
—[-----1

Mr. W. B. Yeats is one of the 
sweetest of the modern Irish poets, 
and the «delicate and quaint little 
prose work, “The Celtic Twilight : 
Men, Women, Ghouls and Fairies," 
has the poétic express. -Modern 
Irelipd has a group of exquisite 
poets, among whom Mr. Yeats and" 
Katherine Tynan (Mrs. Hankson) 
are the best known on this side of 
the Atlantic. There * are others, 
among them Mr. William P. Coyne, 
who has been too long silent, that 
owe much to the constant encourage­
ment of Father Matthew Bussell. 
The daily press of London is man­
ned by brilliant Irishmen who can­
not keep that poetry out of their 
prose. For instance, some of the 
best leaders written to-day are those 
in The Speaker by Mr. Thomas P.

. Gill, formerly editor of The Catholic 
World, and yet no one—even when 
the subject is intensely English— 
could doubt that theV are written by 
a Celt—the fire, the light and shade 
are poetically Celtic, 

s The talent of Mr. Yeats and Miss 
Tynan has been recognized in Eng­
land;—otherwise they would not at 
present be in a position to reach the 
large and admiring audience they 
have. The Irish at home, unfor­
tunately, do not buy Irish books, and 
the prophet living in Ireland who 

1 publishes a book is well content if his 
countrymen borrow it. And this is a 
compliment which they pay mostly 
to those of their compatriots who have 
won an English reputation. (

Mr. Yeats, however, has won his 
place, though it is to be remarked 
that this place is more often in the 
Scottish National Observer than in 
any publication of bis own country. 
"The Celtic Twilight” (Macmillan 
& Oo.) is a gem full of the subdued 
Celtic glow—a moonstone with the 
silver of the moon shining and dis­
appearing in it. Mr. Yeats does 
not pose as a critic of the pathetic 
folk-lore of the Irish peasants. He 
does not thrust his tongue into his 
cheek or wink, after the manner of 
the late William Carleton; he is 
sympathetically respectful and he 
even has a matter-of-fact simplicity 
which is an agreeable relief from the 
“superior” person.

“The house ghost," Mr. Yeats 
says, “is usually a harmless and well- 
meaning creature. It is put up with 
as long as possible. It brings good 
luck to those who live with it. 1 re­
member two children who slept with 
their mother and sisters and brothers 
in one small room. In the room was 
also a ghost. They sold herrings in 
the Dublin streets, and did not mind 
the ghost much, because they knew 
they would always sell their fish easily 
while they slept in the ‘ha nted 
room’.”

Mr. Yeats shows us in this little 
book and in a series of dainty sug­
gestions how full of poetry the Celtic 
f< l'c-'nre is. Here we find the key

to Mangan’s mood when he wrote 
“Dark Rosaleen,” and it is borne 
upon us that the finest poets of Ire­
land are inarticulate, and, like its 
best blood, found atnjng the people. 
The priests—Mr. Yeats thanks 
Heaven for it—do not hate the fair­
ies with Puritan fierceness; they have 
ever found a kind of hypothetical 
explanation for them, which, how­
ever, is not to be taken de fide. .The 
Irish spirits, even the dames, are 
not “dark they are frolicsome, or 
sad as with a longing for the lost 
Paradise; the liprechaun is jolly and 
sensible, and anybody that has ever 
known a banshee will testify that, 
though her wail is melancholy, her 
intentions are honorable. Mr. 
Donoghue—but let Mr. Yeats tell 
the story bis own way :

“A short while ago, they say, two 
fairies, little creatures, one like 
young man, one like a young woman, 
came to a farmer’s house, and spent 
the night sweeping the hehrth and 
setting all tidy. The next night 
they came again, and while the farm­
er was away, brought all the furniture 
upstairs 'into one room, and having 
arrange^ it around the room for the 
greater grandeur it seems, they began 
to dance. They danced on and on, 
and days and days went by, and all 
the country side came to look at 
them, but still their feet never tired 
The farmer did not date to live at 
home the while; and after three 
months, he made up his mind to 
stand it no more, and went and told 
them that the priest was coming. 
The little creatures when they heard 
this went back to their own country, 
and there their joy shall last as long 
as the points of the rushes ate thrown, 
and that is until God shall burn up 
the world with a kiss.”

The priest shakes his head when 
the peasants of Bosses and Drum- 
cliff,blessed by the great St. Columb- 
kill, tell of the JFbite Lady. She 
passed a man and the skirt of her 
dress touched him. “JJe fell down 
and was dead three days.” Who 
can disbelieve the story of the three 
O'Byrnes and the lost treasure ? 
The third O’Byrne is probably still 
alive, near Slieve League. He be­
lieves that he will some day find the 
gold and jewels hidden by evil fairies 
in the old pagan times He will die 
a terriblé death, but the O’Byrnes 
will again take their places among 
the princes of the people. “A pea­
sant of the neighborhood once saw 
the treasure. He found the shin­
bone of a bare lying on the grass. 
He took it up; there was a hole in it; 
he looked through the hole and saw 
the goldiheaped up under the ground. 
He hurried home to bring a spade, 
but when he got to the rath again he 
could not find the spot where he had 
seen it.*,

There are those who will find only 
foolishness and even worse than idle 
words in “The Celtic Twilight." 
Let ’them; our fairies though they 
fear holy water, are most respectful to 
the priests; they are honest believers 
and hate’the “higher criticism.” In 
our country, where, as the Countess 
de -Mirabeau says, “we love only 
money and liberty,” it is hard to 
comprehend them. Nevertheless,we 
of Celtic blood will always like them 
—for “the lake is not burdened by 
its swan, a steed by its bridle, or a 
man by the soul that is in him.”

If one may judge from private 
letters and an occasional article in 
the papers, there is a demand for 
small libraries of Catholic books. A 
correspondent récently suggested 
that some competent person should 
make a list of twenty-five books 
which no Catholic should neglect to 
have on his book-shelves, and that 
the publishers who woirld bring these 
out in uniform size would make 
money. Whether this is practical or 
not is a question. There are several 
good guides through the mist that 
enshrouds bookland; and one of the 
best of these is the Rev. J. L 
O’Neill’s “How to Read and what to 
Read” (Boston : Noonan & Co.) 
Father O’Neill is in the world, but 
not of it; he realizes that you can not 
coerce a man, woman or child into 
the reading of good books; of the 
Order of Preachers, he has acquired 
the art of persuasion, and he never 
seems to preach. He fills you with 
the desire for books, and boldly 
names those he thinks you ought to 
read;«nd so impresses you with his 
sanity^ and good taste that you are 
willing to accept his dictum, even in 
the case of a book generally held to 
be “dry.” He has the art of doing 
what the old reviewers did for us 
and which the new reviewers do not 
do—he excites one’s interest in each 
«book he notices. Who that is old 
enough to remember the leviews of 
an elder day, full and leisurely, does 
not wish that the modern critic could 
raise in him the old yearning for the 
book reviewed ? There was an 
ancient notice of “The Amber 
TYitch,” for instance, in Littell's 
ages ago ! Who that read that did 
not Jong for “The Amber Witch" as 
a treasure ? Father O'Neill’s book 
is like—let this be said with all res­
pect to everybody’s total abstinence 
principles—a vermouth cocktail be­
fore dinner; it is an appetizer. The 
author reviewed by Father O’Neill 
ought to be happy; and a list of good 
books made from him will surely be 
a good one.

The Abraham Lincoln revival in 
our country almost matches the 
furore over Napoleon Bonaparte in 
France. Autographs of Lincoln 
have trebled in price, and every 
scrap of information concerning this 
great man is eagerly treasured. The 
“Complete Wirksof Abraham Lin­
coln,” edited by John Hay and John 
G. Nicolay, are among the latest 
books issued by the Century Com­
pany. They form two volumes of 
state papers, addresses, letters, and 
miscellaneous writings. The arrange­
ment and the book-making are emin­
ently satisfactory. These two volum­
es give a more intimate knowledge of

Lincoln's habits of thought and ac­
tion than any “Life." Biographies 
are always more or less biased‘anit 
misleading—Dr. Johnson’s “Boswell” 
being the only exception. These 
:etteis and state papers are better 
than any biography fok the reason 
that Lincoln possessed eminently the 
art of expression. We know that he 
learned to write by using chalk on 
a bare table; we know well the few 
treasured books he read; we know 
the difficulties under which he ac­
quired his education, and we know 
now that no American ever attained 
to a more virile and plastic style of 
writing. The man, the keen, wise, 
even humorous man is always evid­
ent in the words. Lincoln’s alius 
ions to General Shields have caused 
some ill-feelings, as have bis allusions 
to some other people. But, still, 
here they are—and Shields’ friends 
have shown themselves entirely able 
to defend him. As memoirs to serve 
as future history—as helps to the 
new manner of teaching history,these 
volumes are most valuable; and as 
“human documents” they are most 
interesting.

Oa Tuesday Pontificial High Mass 
was celebrated, and the remainder of 
the day was given up to amusement. 
Past and present students played 
cricket, and later in the evening there 
was the first of a series of represents 
lions of the centenary operatta, 
Cromwell's Table.

On Thursday High Mass was cele­
brated early in the morning for all 
deceased Stonyhurst (boys. The in­
terval preceding the centenary dinner 
was occupied variously. There was 
a distribution of philosophers’ prizes 
by His Eminence Cardinal Vaughan 
in the academy room, and later on 
the Stonyhurst Association met to 
discuss business letters connected 
with the administration of the col­
lege. In the sacristy the famous 
vestments and plate were displayed, 
and a great deal of interest centered 
in the collection of curiosities which 
Father Gerard, the historian of the 
college, had got together in the form 
of a museum.

A brilliant company assembled in 
the spacious and handsomely-de­
corated ambulacrum for the centen 
ary dinner. Supporting the Cardinal 
were the whole ot the English 
Catholic hierarchy, wijh the excep 
tion of the Bishops of Southwark and 
Plymouth. The Archbishop of 
Calcutta was also present, and so 
were the Duke of Norfolk, Lord 
Arundell of Wardour, Lord Herries, 
the Marquis de Mendero, Sir John 
Lawson, Mr. H. W. Blundell, Gen 
eral Chichester, Colonel Butler Bow- 
don, and many others of the leading 
Catholic laity of the kingdom. The 
Catholic educational establishments 
of the United Kingdom were also 
represented, and dignitaries of the 
Church had journeyed from the 
Continent to join in the celebration 
Some 700 persons, inclusive of the 
past and present students and visitors 
sat down to dinner.

The toast-list was comprehensive, 
and the speeches were largely reminis­
cent of Stonyhurst life and influence. 
The Jesuits were congratulated on 
the position which their society still 
held in the country despite all ob­
stacles and persecution, and the 
educational curriculum of the col­
lege was especially commended.

The Rector (the Rev. Herman 
Walmsley) announced the receipt of 
a congratulatory message in satin 
from the Cardinal of State on behalf 
of the Holy Father, and conveying 
the Pontifical blessing. Another 
telegram was also forwarded bytbe 
Father-General of the Society of 
Jesus. The principal speakers to 
an extensive toast-list were Cardinal 
Vaughan, the Duke of Norfolk, Lord 
Herries, Mr. Weld Blundell, the 
Bishop of .Hexham and Newcastle, 
and the rector of the college.

The remainder of the day was 
spent in amusements, and in the 
evening there was another representa­
tion of the centenary operatta, which 
is based on the incident that Crom­
well once visited the mansion which 
formed the foundation of the college. 
—London Universe.

Lord Aberdeen's Estates.

Before the ' royal commission on 
agriculture, presided over by Mr. 
Shaw Lsfevre, Mr. George Muir- 
head, factor for Lord Aberdeen's 
estates in Aberdeenshire, in the 
course of his evidence, said that the 
acreage of Lord Aberdeen’s estate 
was S3 000 acres, the rental being 
about £40,000 a year. Since 1872 
Lord Aberdeen had spent over £200,- 
000 in improvements on the estate. 
In 1880 £21,000 was returned to the 
tenants, owing to the disastrous 
season of 1879; in 1883 £5,068 was 
returned; and in 1892 £2,039. 1°
1886 a revaluation was offered to 
every tenant, and to those who ac­
cepted it brought a reduction of 
about 22 per cent., but nothing like 
all the tenants asked for a revision.

The new rents under the revision 
were to stand for five years. In 
1890 these rents were raised 11 per 
cent. All the tenants were under 
lease. He gave details of the num­
ber of yfears’ rent at 18s. an acre, 
which it took to equip holdings of 
different sizes, ranging from £120 for 
holdings of five acres to $2,300 for 
holdings of 500 acres. He had at 
least 100 applications for farms lying 
in his office to-day. The farms which 
came to be let were generally let for 
less than some applicants were will 
ing to give. Judging from the re­
gularity with which rents were paid, 
ne had no reason to suppose that the 
agricultural depression was felt in 
Aberdeenshire. His opinion wa^ 
that the depression existing generally 
was due to the contraction of the 
currency and the consequent appre­
ciation of gold. The only remedy 
he could suggest was an addition to 
the supply of gi ld.

This unwritten history of the 
favors obtained by the intercession 
of the Immaculate Mother of God 
will be known only on the day of 
the great manifestation of all hearts. 
Many on the other hand speak of 
what thay have obtained, and many 
are taken notice of in spite of them­
selves; they came sick, or lame, or 
blind, or deaf, are afterwards seen 
hale, hearty and cured; one cannot 
help being a witness to it, and so 
the miracles become known.

They are not performed at given 
times, or under certain fixed condi­
tions; there is nothing at all to give 
the slightest idea when God will work 
a miracle. He will do it when it is 
His holy will; all men can do; is to 
have their eyes open, and see when 
it is done. There is no kind of sick­
ness, no phonal or ’moral disposi 
tion, no de^Fe of faith or intensity 
of fervor in prayer, nor anything you 
could hit upon as a preparation or an 
indication to a supernatural cure. 
God’s will is the only rule and con­
dition, so men cannot deceive in this 
matter anyhow. There is something 
mysterious# unfathomable, the work 
of the Supreme Power; nothing else 
can account tor it. \_

Now what have the doctors to do 
with Lourdes ?

They were there from the begin 
ning, and from then to now have 
done a very great deal, mostly in 
spite of themselves, to put in evid­
ence the supernatural character of 
what has taken place at that hallow­
ed spot.

When the word apparition was 
uttered first, the doctors at once had 
their say. One said it was all hal­
lucination, another that the child was 
mad, another that Bernadette was a 
sensible, good child, not at all liable 
to give out such extraordinary state­
ments if they were not true. The 
result of this was a medical observa­
tion made upon Bernadette for years. 
Her family, her education, her mode 
of life her mental dispositions, all 
that could give any indication what 
ever about her, was scrutinized for 
years; thousands of people spoke to 
her, cross-examined her at ail hours 
of toe day, without giving her notice, 
without letting her know that she 
was the object of the closest scrutiny. 
Medical science found her to be an 
ordinary, sensible, truthful person 
with natural gifts rather below the 
average, without anything striking 
about her. The doctors who examin­
ed her were unbelievers, but they 
came to the conclusion that even in 
a state of hallucination the girl could 
not have been thinking of anything 
she said or did during the appari­
tions.

Whilst the doctors were examining, 
discussing, and at last bad to ex­
amine the supernatural character of 
Bernadette’s apparitions, many mira 
culous cures took place at Lourdes 
and a new field for work was given 
to them. Of course doctors will not 
believe quickly in a supernatural 
agency, and if they are unbelievers it 
will take a great deal to bring them 
even to take notice of things that 
are so out of harmony with their 
frame of mind. This particular dis­
position of theirs gives their testi­
mony a specially great value.

The first cures which took place 
were known quickly enough all over 
the country. As usual the popular 
rumors had exaggerated some things 
misrepresented other»; when the first 
enthusiasm had fallen off, the Bishop 
of Tarbes commissioned Dr. Vergtz, 
a man of the highest reputation in 
the medical world, to examine the 
principal cases. The result was 
published; much contradiction, much 
controversy ensued; no fact could be 
denied though. Three years were 
allowed to elapse, and the medical 
world had no time for a calm scru­
tiny. A new investigation was held 
upon the same facts; no change iff 
the result, and only then a decision 
was given.

The doctors classified the cures 
under three categories :

1. Cases which contained only 
probability of miracle.

2. Cases which, though suprising, 
might yet by some means be account­
ed for by a natural agency.

3. Cases which, without any con­
testation were above the power of 
nature.

Dr. Buchanan, Professor of the 
Glasgow University, laid down later 
on in The Lancet similar principles, 
and specified the cases. According 
to him, many cures may be attribut­
ed to the great confidence with Which 
the sufferers came to Lourdes; a large 
field of operation may be left to

ed man and a lover of art, and to 
him the Pennsylvania Academy of 
Fine Arts owes its birth.
