The by-election for the
Legislature_held in_ the first
district of Queen’s County,
on Wednesday last, resulted
in the return of Mr. Crosby,
the Government candidate by
a majority of 69. The win
ning of this election does not
strengthen the Government
in the Legislature; as the
seat had been won by the
late Mr. Smith at the general
election.

twenty:three persops died in a fire two
years ago and in which several other
persons have been murdered, was the
soene yesterday morning of a murder
for which the police hsve as yet been
unable to find an explanation.

Joseph Pogano fifty-five years old was
shot and killed ag he gtood im big kit-
chen on the third floor of No, 838 Ory-
stle street. The bullet came from a new
magazine rifle, which the police found
later in a room on the fifth floor of No
2156 Forsyth street directly inthe rear of
Pogano’s home.

The police fognd evidenoe thai the
person who fired the shot was in hiding
in the room in Forsyth street for some
time before the murder was committed.
The bnilding from which the shot was
fired has many tenants, and the only
room in it which was unocgupied yes
terday morning was that room Irom
which the shot was fired.- The persons
who bad occupied that room moyed on
Baturday. Oo Sunday the janitor of the
building left the room open for inspect-
ion. The police have those twa pointa
to guide them—that the murderer was
able to be in the building without at-
tention and that he knaw of the wuvwmoc-
copied room which commanded a view
of Pogano’s window.

Pogano was a laborsr who had not
worked forseveral weeks. Itis thooght
he had a little money laid by, He liv-
ed with his wife, Pogano and bis three
daughtere, Vincenza, 28 years old, Mr-
inn, 20 and Angelica, 17. He and they
ware visiting in an adj yining  flat after
midoight. The women want to bed In
the front room, and Bogano eutered the
kitchen, where he had been in the habit
of sleeping on a cot.

149 Lives Lost in Burniug
Ship.

One hundred and forty-nine
lives were sacrificed by the burn-
ing of the Japanese steamer Ni-
honkai Maru. Details of the dis-
aster have been brought to Vic-
toria, B. C,, by the Empress of
India. The victims were the en-
tire crew, 16 men in all, together
rwrtir 192 fisher foik; Doth men and |
women, The disgster oceurred on
June 14, near Aomori, and what
made the tragedy more painfal
was the fact that the vessel was
8o close to shore that there need
have been no fatalities byt for the
fact that fog cbseured the burning
vessel. . The cause of the fire will
never be determined. The first
intimation of danger received by
those ahoard, the majority of
whom were fishermen returning
to ther hames in Japanese villages,
was when the flames burst from the
bunkers and drove thoseaboard for
temporary safety to the riggings.
From there many dropped into
the sea, exhausted or overcome by
the smoke, while others jumped
overboard to meet a more merciful
death by drowning, and others
were literally roasted to death,

which, bad they been rebailt, wounld

The sbocks both bere and in
Reggio at 7,20 o’clock this morning
created a panio amoog the people of
the two cities., Walls of honses that
were not completely destroyed in
the visitation of last December were
shaken down-snd the inhabitants
rushed frcm the streets towards the
open aresr, A ‘woman and ehild
were oaught under wreckage and
sustained = serious irjury..and . the
woman subsequently died. The
earth shocks bave been becoming
more inteuse recently and lpst pight
they were sufficiently severe to cause
alarm .- Tho shocks of this ' morning
were accompanied by deep roaring
sounde, The first" one was followed
by an explosion like the roar of
ocannon, and lasted betwepn eight
and ten secords, whjoh eeemed ap
eternily to the terrified people.

A Bishop in Court.

Not long since, in France, Mon-
signor Laurane, the Bisbop of Gabors,
published a pas'qralletter in which
be warned the faithful in regard to
the anti religious pature of the public
sghools and text books in Lis diocese,
fand this letter was rcad poblicly
from the palpiss of the parish
churches,

To speb an extent the evil teaoh-
ing, thus ‘publicly reprebended, bad
gone, may be jadged from the follow.
ing siatements that have been made :

Oope teacher explains, w»ith his
manual of history in bis bands, that
vonfession was invented by the
priests; and be gave the actual date
a8 1215  Another declares that ‘¢ if
Jesus Cbrist rose from the dead, He
was very lucky, but that it is absurd
to believe such things,” ~ *Can il be
possible,” says one sebool-mistress,
pointing to parishioners who have
just performed their Haster duty,
“that there are people s ill so fsr
bebind the times that they will go
and put out their tongues before the
oure to receive a wafer from him ?”

On account of the Bishop’s nob'e
and much-needed pastoral, in which
be warns his people sgainst such
teaching, the Bishop:bimself was
brought to ocourt with ten of his
prieats and tried ; and in answer to
the oharges brought agairst them,
bhe made, in part, the following
elbquent and dignified reply :

The esse6n-which you have lo
Lprogounpe sentence is not of the
kind usually brought before a crim-
ivak ooart, efther becanse of the act
slleged against uk, or of (be persons
who are chsrged with it beto';e you.
Tbe Bishop who appears before your
bar owes it to his diocese, to" his
priests—especially to those of whom
be is accused of being the sccom-
plice, and to bimeelf, to explain the
patare of the esct imputed to_hidm;
and 1o justify it. 2

The act is the roading, from the
pulpi', of a psastoral letter. VYou
will recognize, gentlemen, that this
aot ie a very common one in the
Catbolio services, and that there
is no diocese in which the Bishop
does not thps trapsmit his instruc=-
tioos to the clergy and thropgh them
to the people. Without the liberty
of pastoral letters, the liberty of
Catholie worebip woupld cease to
exiet, and the promise of such lib-
erty @ontsiped in the Liaw of Separ-
ation would be no better than a lie.
The liberty of pastoral letters is not
a privilege, but belongs to the com-
mon law. Indeed we live in a time
aod in a country in which every one
‘expresees his thoaghts freely; in
which anybedy who can hold & pen
msy, withopt danger cf suffering
sonoyance, give full pablicity to the
producta of a shameless imagination
«nd to all the aberratioos of an po,
balunced mind. Ard is it in this
country, and at such a time, that a
Bisbop may not attempt by wvoioce
and pen to deiepd the children of his
dioc ese, threatened by a double fluod
of impiety aod immorality ? Bat
the day on which it is judiciaily
demonstrated that Article 35 of the
Law of Separation does not leave a
Bishop tbe means of defending the
faith of the children, will be a day
on whish the Bishop will be forced
to regard the law ca nop-egistent,
sod to act as if it did not ‘exist.

Exchanging Impressions.

A scheme for the interchange of
university students betweea the Uni
ted Sta'es the United Kingdom and
Canada, rivalling in importange that
established under the will of the late
Cecil Rhodes, is proposed and suppor-
ted in London by the prime minister
of Britain,* Lord Stratbcona, high
coramissioner for Canada, and an in-
flumentigl committee.

The idea aims at providing students
of the three coyntries with opportuni,
ties /to qbtain some real lnsight into
the life, progress and costoms of other
nations, with a migtmun of inconven-
ience to their academetic work and at
the least possible expense. The pro-
moters suggest the provision of cer-
tain travelling scholarships, the selec-
tions for which should be along the
lines of the Rhodes scholarships, the
szlectgd candidate in addition to bis
academic qualifications to ke what is
popularly known as “an all around ”
man. The total cost of the: scheme
is $67.500 for three years, Of ibis
sum it is proposed the United Kiog-
dom shall pay $36,000, the United
States gza,soo and Canada $9,000.

death or life imprisonment.

one of the greatest, These brands are
bard to live down. Sothe state will
content itself with merely labeling the
youthful offender ““a juvenile delin-
quent,” or bad boy. Almost anyone
can live down the reputation of hav-
ing been a bad boy. The object of
the new law. is to avoid makiog crimi
nals in punishing crime.  This, the
New York Tribune points out, is in
line with the ‘treatment of serious
childish misdeeds in foreign countries.

The probation system, a scheme
similar to that employed as an adjunct
to the juvenile court in O:tawa, has
bzen in operation in New York since
1902 without, however, the age limit
fixed as we bave it here and as New
York will bave it after September 1.
Since 1902 some 8,248 children have
been placed on probation, according
to the report of the clerk ofthe Ohild-
ren’s court in New York, Of this
number 7,111 profited so by probat-
ion that no commitment was necessary
and they bave been released on sus-
pended sentence or discharged. That
is to say, 86 per cent, of those child-
ren have shown that one experience
was all they needed with the court,
along with a certain amouant of personal
supervision, to mend their ways. It
is an impressive demoastration of the
effectiveness of human methods of
treating juvenile delinquency,
Ottawa Oitizen:
