In the midst of that deluge which 

overran the Roman world, the monks 
established themselves on a high and 
pure p'aoe. This ideal survived 
through the confusion and chaoe of 
the transition period. From its pre­
servation a new moral life was to de­
scend into ihe new world. Af er the 
papacy, the children of St. Benedict 
were the direct instruments for the 
preservation of science, religion and 
civil'zation for Europe. Their bomea, 
the monastic institutions, were centers 
of life and the beginnings of many of 
our modern cities. The roonaiteriei 
were the fortresses of civilization, 
schools of religion and secular know­
ledge, in which was taught not only 
the rule of correct living, but also 
the dignity of labor.

The monks, whether in the field or 
tn the cloister ; whether in the library 
>r in the chapel ; at work or at 
prayer, eveiywhere exemplified and 
mpbas zed the principles of public 
nd private morality, tha supremacy 

of the law, the freedom of conscience, 
nd t e equality aod re.ponsibility of 

before God. Those lovers of soli - 
ude, those men of chastity, ebedi- 
nce and voluntary poverty, amid the 
ener.I error and despair ol all ages, 
lone knew how to live in peace, to 

hope, to resist and to stand fast to­
gether for God and for the common 
weal. They alone showed themselves 
qu 1 to all exigencies and above all 

vicissitude1. Human courage and 
Christian charity never have been 
more sorely tested than in those rude 
ages and never displayed greater re­
sources nor more heroic consistency. 
By the verdict ol true history these 
rir'ueis, ca utal and supernatural, 
iave never shown themselves moyç 
human aod more divine than in the 
ives of those saviours of European 

civilization, the monks of the middle 
ages. — Bishop Garrigan.

The Chinese Republic.

China is our second disappoint, 
ment, yet it certainly seemed that a 
monarchy which bis stood for a thou­
sand years, and left the people ignor­
ant and superstitions would be irans.

peals" Tennyson speaks. But we bad 
a right to expect that the more intel­
ligent South would not allow an ap 
peal to arms so long as the Pekin 
government retained the essentials of 
republican rule, and resorted to no 
unsurpitioo of popular rights. That a 
good deal of the old despotism should 
lurk under such forms is inevitable. 
But to afford a pretence for setting 
the republio aside and setting up a 
new dynas'y is the gravest mistake 
possible.

It is not certain that San-Yat-Seo 
does not share this view, and In that 
there Is hope. No doobt, he will 
meet with many disappointments,and 
hate much that will happen. Bit if 
he be a statesman be will abide his 
time, work for conciliation, and show 
himself friendly toward the Pekin 
riTers. Least of all will be endanger 
the Chinese nation to maintain 
Chinese empire, aod especially Chin, 
esc rule over so unprofitable a depen­
dency as Mongolia. Her dependen­
cies have brought Coina no benefi 
and their poverty and backwardness 
prove her unfi ness for such a rus 
ROBT.

To use ihe language of di­
plomacy, the relations exist­
ing between the United States 
and Mexico are, at the pres­
ent time, somewhat -strained. 
A milliplicity of causes seems 
to have contributed to this 
condition of affairs. In the 
first place, as will be remem­
bered, Administration affairs 

Mexico are not at present 
a very stable basis. Since 

the overthrow and assassina­
tion of President Madero, 
Mexico has had only a pro 
visional President. Acting 
President Huerta, has not 
been elected by the people, 
and holds office only by the 
will of Congress, until an elec­
tion is held in the regular 
constitutional way. The un­
settled state of the country, is 
the reason assigned for de­
ferring the national elections 
and the continuance of the 
provisional Administration.

The de facto Administra­
tion of President Huerta, al­
though provisional, has been 
acknowledged by the Govern 
ments of most of the great 
powers; but not by the Unit 
ed States. President Wilson 
has so far refused to recog 
niza in a deplomatic way the 
Huerta administration. The 
principal reason for this re­
fusal, ostensibly at least, is 
that Mexico’s Government is 
not representative of the 
people according to the con­
stitution of that country, and 
that until an election is held 
in the regular way, the Wash­
ington Administration cannot 
recognize the national status 
of the Southern Republic.

Meantime Mexico has been 
in anything but a settled con­
dition. Rebellion has been 
going on almost constantly in 
one section or another, and 
the authorities have had their 
hands full. President Huerta 
and his associates in the Gov 
ernment of Mexico seem to 
have felt that the attitude as­
sumed by the Washington 
authorities, has increased the 
difficulty of quelling rebellion 
in Mexico. Suspicion has ex­
isted that assistance has been 
afforded the rebels from the 
United States side of the line. 
No doubt arms and ammuni 
tion have come to the Mexi 
can rebels from the Unit 
ed States; but, most like­
ly from private speculators 
without Government know­
ledge . It will readily be un­
derstood that under such cir­
cumstances, when suspicion is 
rife, the slightest incident 
would be magnified and made 
to assume a most sinister ap­
pearance. This is just the 
condition of feeling in Mexico 
at the present-time regarding 
the big Republic to the north.

A short time ago an Am­
erican, said to be an immigra­
tion agent at El Paso Texas, 
on the Mexican border, was 
discovered across the line in 
Mexican territory. Just what 
his business there was, has 
not been made clear: but the 
Mexicans suspected him of in­
terfering in their concerns 
and encouraging rebellion. 
They consequently took him 
prisoner and were hurrying 
him off to some place of con­
finement, when he grew 
frightened that they intended 
to put him to death with short 
shrift. He thereupon made a 
brake for liberty and escaped 
out of their hands, but while 
running from his captors they 
fired at him and wounded him 
in the back. They then took 
charge of him. This incident 
tended to aggravate the fric­

tion between the fwo coun­
tries. His release was de­
manded and granted ; but the 
ill-feeling engendered in con­
sequence did not by any 
means subside.

Incidents of one character 
or another multplied and com­
plications arose which lent 
strength to the suspicion 
among the Mexican author 
ities, that the United States 
were disposed to intervene in 
the Government of the South­
ern Republic. They repudiated 
and rejected with indignation 
all such notions.

In the midst of these jarring 
incidents President Wilson 
summoned to Washington, 
Mr. Henry Lane Wilson, 
United States Ambassador to 
Mexico. Ambassador Wilson 
was, of course, the appointee 
of a forTn'ey^ aditrinistraticm, 
and from what can be gleaned 
from the reports published io 
the newspapers, his attitude, 
during this period of friction 
between the two countries, 
was not agreeable to Presi 
dent Wilson. At any rate he 
brought him to Washington, 
received his personal report 
of conditions and accepted his 
resignation, to take effect in 
October. Meantime he is 
granted leave of absence to 
settle his personal affairs.

The next step of President 
Wilson was to appoint Mr. 
John Lind, once Governor of 
Minnesota and a Congress­
man from that State, and send 
him to Mexico, not as ambas 
sador ; but as a personal re­
presentative of the President. 
He is officially described as 
“adviser to the embassy in 
the present situation.’’ As a 
matter of fact he is a mediator 
in embroyo; at least the ad­
ministration hopes that he 
will be able to so impress the 
warring Mexican factions with 
the necessity of peace that he 
will settle their differences.

On the heels oi this in for 
mation comes the intelligence 
from Mexico that President 
Huerta and his associates re­
ject all notion of mediation, 
and declare that Mr. Lind is 
a “persona no grata” at the 
Mexican Capital, and that he 
will not be acknowleged in 
any official sense, This is how 
matters seem to stand at this 
writing, and the future can

taken place between the Gov 
ernments interested and the 
cable companies looking for a 
reduction.

The report of the 
commission dealt with the 
proposal of acquisition by the 
Governments concerned of the 
three existing cable lines, but 
no definite action was taken.

The first cable between 
Canada and the West Indies 
was laid in 1890 from flalifax 
to Bermuda and eight years 
later it was extended to Turks 
Island and Jamaica, the total 
length being about 2,100 
miles. These lines are owned 
respretively by the Halifax 
and Bermuda and the Direct 
West India Cable Companies 
both British. To the West 
Indies, therefore, there are 
two routes as far as Jamaica, 
one via Key West and Cuba, 
the other via Halifax and 
Bermuda. Beyond Jamaica 
there is only one route, that 
of the West Indies and Pan 
am a Company, also a British 
concern, receiving £10,000 a 
year in subsidies.

The reduction in the rates 
about to be secured by an in­
creased subsidy may defer the 
immediate consideration of the 
proposal for states ownership 
and control of cable com­
munication between Great 
Britain, Canada and the British 
West Indies, but the increas­
ing trade which is expected 
to result from the preferential 
tariff arrangements recently 
inaugurated, will tend ro make 
state ownership a policy to be 
dealt with in the not distant 
future.—St. John Standard.

To Aid West Indies Trade.

The decision of the Do 
minion Government to con­
tribute $40,000 a year in co­
operation with the British 
Government towards the re 
duction of the cable rates to 
and from the West Indies 
should have a marked effect 
in increasing the trade under 
the new Reciprocity Agree 
ment. The Ottawa Board of 
Trade has taken an active 
part in promoting improved 
commercial relations with the 
West Indies and early last 
month sent a communication 
to the Government suggest­
ing a reduction of cable rates. 
The existing rates were quot 
ed as follows: Barbados, 91 
cents per Word; St. Kitts, 8c 
cents; Trinidad, 98 cents; 
Bahama, 45 cents, and Ber 
muda, 62 cents. In a state 
ment issued by the Depart­
ment of Trade and Commerce 
the new rate will be is. and 
6d., a word which means in 
effect that a cable from Can 
ada to Barbados, which at 
present costs 91 cents per 
word, will, under the new ar 
rangements, be transmitted 
for 36 cents a word. The ef 
feet of the change in rates 
between Great Britain and 
the West Indies was recently 
announced by Mr. Harcourt, 
the Colonial Secretary in the 
British House of Commons. 
He stated that as they apply 
to communication between 
London and the British West 
Indies, there would be a re­
duction from 4s. 2d. and 5s. 
6d. to 2s. 6d. per word.

It is our sad duty to record 
today the death of Rev. James 
AEneas McDonald, which oc- 
cured at the Charlottetown 
Hospital about 12 o'clock 
Saturday night. The deceased 
priest was a son of Angus 
McDonald, (Ban) and Anne 
McDonald ( Garahilia ). He 
was born at Pisquid and bap­
tized at St. Andrew's on May 
19th 1839. After attending the 
district school he went to St 
Dunstan’s College where he 
studied his classics. He sub­
sequently entered the Grand 
Seminary, Montreal, for his 
Theological Studies and in 
due course was ordained priest 
in the chapel of St. Dunstan’s 
College, by the late Bishop 
McIntyre on December 22nd, 
1867.

After a short time as curate 
at Vernon River, he was plac­
ed in charge of the parish of 
Cascumpec, which at that time 
included Bloomfield, Alber 
ton and Lot 7. Here he lab­
oured zealously for several 
years, enduring the many 
hardships incident to those 
missionary days. In 1876 he 
assumed chargeo( the parishes 
of St. Joseph's, felly’s Cross 
and St Ann, Lot 65. He re­
mained in these missions for 
fifteen years, devoting 
his time and his robust 
strength to the services of 
those confided to his charge 
in that portion of the Lord’s 
vineyard.

In 1891 he was transferred 
to the pastoral charge of Sr 
Ann’s, Hope River. During 
all these years Father James, 
as he was familiarly known 
among his people, was a bull 
der of churches and presby­
teries. Shortly after taking 
charge of St Ann’s, Hope 
River, the parochial residence 
there was burned down, and 
he lost no time in replacing it 
by one of the finest presby­
teries in the diocese.

From Hope River he was 
transferred to the parish of 
St. Columba, East Point in 
1903. Here he continued his 
missionary labors with his 
usual zeal and devotedness ; 
but in a few years his physical 
strength began to fail and his 
once robust constitution grad- 

He had

Rev. Bernard Gillis, D. D. as 
assistant for a couple of years; 
but about a year ago he gave 
up all parish work and retired 
to the Charlottetown Hospi­
tal, where he remained until 
his demise on the 9th. inst, as 
above stated.

The deceased priest bad 
six brothers and four sisters; 
but only one brother and two 
sisters remain. They are An­
gus McDonald at Pisquid,
Mrs. James McDonald, Web 
ster's Corner, and Mrs. James 
McDonald in B.C. Those who 
predeceased him were: James 
and Allen of Peake’s Station, 
who died within a brief 
interval of each other, a few 
years ago; Daniel G. who died 
in Charlottetown two years 
ago, Alexander who went 
to New Zealand in ea#jy life 
and who died an honored 
citizen of Wellington some 
years ago, leaving an exem­
plary family, some members 
of which belong to religious 
orders there, and Joseph who 
died in New York. The de­
ceased sisters were Mrs. Ron 
aid McDonald, Cherry Valley 
and Mrs. Jamas McDonald 
Glenroy#

Father James was a 
whold-soled, generous, warm 
hearted priest, princely in his 
hospitality,and most charitable 
to the poor. In his palmy 
days, he was a strong, healthy 
man and he never reckoned 
any hardship too great to un­
dergo in the pursuit of his 
holy calling. He was a true 
friend and generous bene­
factor.

The body, clad in priestly 
vestments and enclosed in the 
coffin remained at the hospital 
until yesterday ( Tuesday ) 
morning, when the funeral 
was held. The funeral cortage 
left the hospital shortly be­
fore 8 o’clock for the railway 
station, thence by special 
train to St. Andrew’s, (his 
native parish) where inter­
ment took place. His Lord­

quoted in his text, the Rev. 
preacher pointed out that we 
had here a patriarch of this 
diocese, who had died away 
from the home where he first 
saw the light, and now he 
was brought home, so that 
his dust might mingle with 
that of his forefathers and 
kindred, the founders of St 
Andrew’s parish.

The 
Rev. preacher then passed in 
review the sacerdotal life and 
labors of the deceased. He 
labored in his holy calling as

ment. All priests are more or 
less alike, said the Rev. 
preacher. In this diocese there 
was, he pointed out, a great 
similarity of conditions in all 
the parishes, and the duties 
and labors of any one priest 
are very much like those of 
his neighboring parish priest. 
So far as the holy calling of 
the priesthood is concerned, 
all are equa’; but priests, like 
other people may have differ 
eut characteristics. ‘ Father 
James” distinguishing mark 
was the greatness of his char­
ity. He was the most charita­
ble of men. He never stopped 
to enquire when an appeal 
was made to him by way of 
charity. He gave regardless 
of what inconvenience or 
hardship might be caused 
to himself. Much of what is 
called charity now a days, is 
mere diplomacy, said the Rev 
preacher. Many of those who 
give are actuated by motives 
of policy rather than of love. 
That was not Father James 
way. He gave without 
thought. Charity was his great 
virtue, and it is the greatest 
of all virtues. God is charity, 
and this virtue makes us 
like to God. This great char­
ity of Father James, surely 
gave him a strongclaim before 
the throne of God, even if he 
did not possess other virtues. 
On the last day when our 
Lord will call the multitude 
to Himself, He will say to 
them: “I was hungry and you 
gave me to eat; I was thirsty

that the resources of the new port 
will assist materially in finishing 
the northern portions of the rail­
way.

When the Hon. Frank Cochrane 
took charge of the department of 
railways and canals the first con­
tract for the line had just been 
let ; it was for 185 1-2 miles, and 
called for an expenditure of three 
million dollars. Owing to the 
slowness with which the Bridge 
Company carried ont its contract 
of bridging the river at LePas 
there was a good deal of delay, 
and it became necessary to extend 
the time from December, 1912, to 
December 1, 1913.

Big Shortage In U. S Crop

Washington, Aug. 8.—A loss of 
three hundred million bushels of 
corn, the nation’s greatest farm 
crop, has resulted from the great 
damage wrought by drought and 
other conditions since July 1, the 
government agricultural experts 
estimated today in their August 
crop report. A total production of 
2,672,000,000 bushels of corn was 
predicted. This is 452,000,000 
bushels less than last year’s crop.

The general condition of corn 
was placed at 77>.8 per. cent, of a 
normal compared with 86 9 per. 
cent, on July 1. Kansas was hit 
hardest. The conditions there have 
been reduced from 81 per cent in 
July to 30 per cent, on August 1. 
Oklahoma came next with a con­
dition of 41, against 87 in July, 
and Nebraska reported 68 against 
91 on July 1. These three states 
have about 19 per cent, of the 
total area planted to corn this 
yeey.

A bright spot in the monthly 
grain report, however, was the 
preliminary statistics showing a
production of 511,000.000 bushels 
of winter wheat. This is the great­
est harvest of wheat ever gathered 
in the United States exceeding 
the record crop of 1902 by 19,000,- 
000 bushels Today’ figures ex 
ceeded by 28,000,000 bushels the 
estimate made by the department 
in July,

Spring wheat was also given an 
increase estimated of production, it 
being ' 15,000,000 bushles more 
than the July estimate, the total 
being placed at 233,000,000 bush­
els.

With the bumper wheat crop 
and a fairly good spring crop, the 
total harvest of all wheat is esti 
mated at 744,000,000 bushels. A 
crop this size would place the 
year’s production second only to 
the record crop of 1901, when 
748,000,000 bushels were pro­
duced.

The harvest of white pota'oes it 
is estimated, will be smaller by 
2.000,000 bushels than the crop of 
1912 A total of 339,000,000 bush 
els is estimated

London, Aug. 7.—Col. F. S. 
Cody, the famous Anglo-American 
aviator, was killed in an aeroplane 
accident at Aldershot today.

Cody was trying out a new aero­
plane, when he met his death. In 
the machine with him was a pas­
senger named Evans. They were 
flying over the open country, 
most of which is government land 
in the Aldershot district, and hod 
just reached Government House 
when their aeroplane was seen to 
be travelling badly and finally to 
fall with a crash to the ground. 
Some people rushed to the spot 
and found the dead bodies of Cody 
and Evans lying among the ruins 
of the aeroplane.

Cody was one of the most in 
teresting figures in aviation, more 
especially in the British Isles. He 
was a real soldier of fortune with 
a veçy varied career behind him 

* Hb wàs well known to the public 
in England as he attracted general 
attention by his peculiar make up. 
He wore a sombrero, a long mus­
tache and an imperial with long 
hair and was also ahe xtra copy of 
“Buffalo Bill.”

He came to England a number 
of years ago from the United 
States,where he had been a cowboy 
in the West.

The machine used by Cody at 
the time of today’s accident was a 
new hydro-aeroplane which he 
was tuning up for the forth com 
ing race aronnd England and Scot­
land, iu which a prize of $25,000 
is offered. The machine weighed 
over a ton. It was fitted with a 
motor of a hundred horse power 
and had a wing span of 60 feet.

The secretary of state for war, 
in telegraphing his condolenses to 
Mrs Cody on the death of her 
husband, said :
“The science of aeronautics owes 

much to his mechanical genius 
and courage and perseverance. 
The British war office has special 
reason to mourn the loss of bis 
valuable services, both in regard 
to man-lifting kites and to his 
contributions to military aeronau­
tics.”

Sir Hiram Maxim, when he 
heard of Cody’s death today, 
characterized his as undoubtedly 
the greatest military aviator in 
England.

Chief of the investigators now 
in Vancouver is Yna Yamaguchia, 
a former member of the Japanese 
diet, who has been here for a 
month quietly looking over the 
situation.
ti It Mi lèàtshed that the Japanese 
gOverornêbBis securing the most 
minute information to back up a 
protest she is making to Great 
Britain against the anti Japanese 
laws of British Columbia. The 
protests will be similar to these 
made against the action of the 
California legislature; The British 
Columbia laws prohibit Japanese 
labor in logging camps on govern­
ment licensed timber, and the 
brown men are also legislated 
against as salmon fishermen. To 
extend the anti Japanese feeling, 
boards of trade in the farming 
sections are now taking up the 
question and next session of the 
legislature will be bombarded with 
demands for the enactment of an 
act based on the California mea 
sure, to entirely prohibit Chinese 
and Japanese ownership of land.

Difficult to Secure Recruits

Ottawa, Aug. 8.—Lawrence Forteecue, 
comptroller of the Royal Northwest Mount­
ed Police, Has returned from Eogland after 
» visit undertaken in part for reoruting 
purposes. He has engaged ninety men the 
applications have numbered about 1,600. 
The fact that it has proved necessary to 
visit England to obtain recruits is a fresh 
illustration of the diffijul y of obtaining 
men in Câd&da for this species of Service.

During the sixteen months ending July 
31 last, 414 men joined the mounted police. 
Of these 267 engaged in Canada, 27 were 
secured by ^inspector West in Eogland in 
1912 and 90 by Mr. Forteacue this summer. 
Of the 324 engaged prior to Mr. Fortes- 
cue’e visit nody 91 wefe na’ives of Canada, 
234 were natives of the United Kingdom, 
several werç born elsewhere in the empire, 
13 were Americans by birth and a half a 
dozen were natives of Continental Europe.

Thus Canada furnished 61 roseraies out 
of 414 or not qnite 15 per cent.

The Lobster Fishing In 
dustry.

Immigration returns recently 
ssued show that since 1903 Can­
ada has received nearly 1,000,000 
immigrants from the United King 
lom, a good proportion of whom 
have gone upon the land, and 
nearly 930,000 from the United 
States, besides 650,000 from con 
tin entai Europe. The majority 
have gone to the western provinces 
and Ontario, although Quebec has 
received a great number, and the 
Maritime Provinces over 100,000. 
The total from all since 1900 ex­
ceeds 2,500,000.

The amount of actual capita 
brought in money or money's 
worth about $1 000 per head : 
consequently they have enritchedl 
Canada by not far from a million 
dollars since 1900, without taking 
into account the value of the 
American immigrant himself as a 
producer and consumer. The Gov 
eminent exercise great care in 
the selection of immigrants from 
every country, and on the whole 
there ia a good class of settlers 
now coming to the Dominion.

The lobster fishing season on the West 
coast of the Province closed on the 10ch 
Inst. Advice from Cape Traverse, Egmont 
Bay, Brae and West Point go to show that 
within the last ten days the ca‘ch had been 
exceedingly good The first four weeks of 
the season, owing to storms and unfavor­
able conditions were very poor.

The catch at Albert.cn and the extreme 
west waa an average one.

Av Murray Harbor and thereabouts the 
catch was ahead of last year.

The eou hern side fishing has not been 
up the average. From Cape bear to Tryon 
Shoals there has been a considerable falling 
off.

The year will however when everything 
is total'ed up be doue less found to "mea 
sure very closely up the average season.

Bishop Grouard is an ex'gate and 

printer of no mean order, having 
translated the service book of the 
Catholic Church into seven Un- 
gurgea and printed them himself.

It was Sister Egbert and Sister Igna­
tius who wrote the play, and the 
thecae, I have beard, is an incident 
in the life of the Biehop. But it 
takes a 'ong time to learn readirg ; 
besides, t .ere are many directions. 
And then the elder folks whose eyes 
are sm ki dimmed by the tepee 
fires may never hope to c>n the let­
ters. For these people the kind Bis­
hop painted pictures of angels on the 
wall., and on the ceilings of the 
ohnrob, and he nude one of the 
Crucifixion,over the altar, a glowing 
oanvsine inot with living reality. The 
onlooker may truly say of this what 
Buskin said of Raphael’s ‘Trans­
figuration It goes directly to the 
heart. It seems also to call you by 
name.

If you have lived long in the North 
you will have bern wondering this 
while b ick how our workaday eccleii- 
astio got kia materials into Grouard 
How oame his printing press, hie 
type, bis paper, his canvases, and 
paints ? Where did this man get the 
furniture for bis schools, his hospitals 
and his church ? Where did he get 
the boards for all these buildings ?

The boards, curious person, were 
cut at hia own saw mill, from which 
boards he fashioned the furniture 
with his hands. ‘ Bat how,' you 
persist, 'did he bring in the ma­
chinery for his saw mill?’

That was easy ; he brought it here 
in a s’eamboa’. Anyone could tell 
you thtt.

1 But where did he get the steam 
boat ?’

O', he builtlhe boat himself—the 
first steamboat on the L”eser Slave 
Lake, In it, if he cartd, he could 
carry bis printing press and his can-! 
vasee also.

It will net be surpris ng if the his- I 
toriacs of the future appraiee Biehop 
Grouard’s combination of wisdom 
and action as something akin to 
geni is. Indeed, they are almost sure 
to.

I can not tell you what the an­

A Story ot Pius IX.

One day nearly ninety years ago,a 
strange cortege was seen flitting out 
of the gates of the Castle cf St An­
gelo in Rome. It bad a funeial 
aspect. There were hooded brothers 
of a pious oenfraternity walking 
with a measured pace, and chanting 
in a mournlul cadence. They were 
followed by a company of soldiers 
with fixed bayonets, who surrounded 
a oart draped in black. None of the 
hundreds who stopped on the bridge 
of St Anglo to see the procession pass 
asked what it meant. The ominom 
blsck was but too eloquent. But 
many asked who was the criminal 
that stood up in the cart, his hands 
tied before him, and bis shaggy head 
oast down in a sad and penitent man­
ner. It was Gajatano the most 
notorious revolutionist,plotter agaiuit 
the state and outlaw of his time. He 
had jast been convicted of treason in 
the highest degree, and was sen­
tenced to be executed. Hia appearance 
excited the compassion of the by. 
slanders Jast as the cart reached the 
other side of the bridge a handsome 
young priest emerged fromone of the 
streets which opened into the square 
He glanced at the prisoner for an 
instant. People noticed that he bad 
lovely eyes, and they seemed bathed 
in tears. Touched with a noble im- 
pulse be rushed into the crowd and 
worked his way np to the effleer in 
charge, who was on horseback. He 
begged for God’s sake that the pos­
session might be delayed for a few 
moments, until he could run np to 
the Vatican and back. There was 
something irresistible in those plead­
ing eyes, and besides the officer 
recognized in the young priest one 
who * as seen frequently in the 
Apostolic Palace. He promised 
acquiesnoeooe, and t be priest sped 
to the Vrtioan into the presence of 
the Sovereign Pontiff, Leo XII, and, 
throwing himself on bis knees, begg. 
ed with an earnestness almost super 
natural for the life of the criminal. 
The Pontiff was moved, and com • 
muted the sentence of death into 
solitary imprisonment for life, in 
the fortress of St angelo. The clergy 
min flew rather than ran from the 
Vatican, in pursuit of the prooes-ion. 
He soon overtook it, for it moved 
slowly, as the officer in command 
had promised, and produced the 
autograph order of the Pope for­
bidding the execution, and remanding 
the captive to St. Angelo’s. Life is 
dear. The criminal was greatfnl to 
live at any cost, and would have 
fallen down at the feet of his deliverer 
to thank him. But he disappeared, 
and was next seen in the vicinity of 
a hospioe for little boys, called Tata 
Giovanni, with which he was con­
nected.

‘ Another petition,’ he continued, 
would have the same fate as the 
rest. It would never reach Gregory 
XVI.

1 Greg ry XVI ia dead ; write to 
Pius IX.’

1 And who wonll present my 
petition ?’

1 Myself; write here in paper and 
penoi1.’

The prisoner wrote a touching 
appeal to the new Pontiff, lull ol 
protestations of repentance and of 
loyalty. When the priest received 
the paper, he said :

1 Have confidence. Tbia very 
evening the Pope will have your 
memorial. Coursge, my friend, and 
pray to God for Pius IX.’ He left 
the cell, and presenting himself to 
the governor of the castle taid : 
come to ask grace in favor of the 
prisoner, Gagetano.’

1 The Pope alone can grant it,’ 
said the governor. Asking for writing 
materials the stranger wrote:

‘In virtue of the present order, 
the governor of the OaS'le of St 
Angelo will set the prisoner Qajetano 
it 1 berty immediately.

PIUS IX.’
Tnere was no mistaking that sig­

nature. The order wag obeyed on 
the instant. and when G jatano 
sought hia mother his liberator had 
already disappeared. Sue told him 
how a certain youog priest called 
Giovanni Mastail Ferrett was bis 
deliver, r on bath occasions, how he 
had provided for her, and how they 
mads a Bi-hop ol him first, then a 
Cardinal, and, finally, Pope.

Schools In Scotland.

1 la all Catholic E^raen'aiy 
schools in Sootland at present receiv­
ing State aid, a time table ie framed 
by or with the approval of his Ma­
jesty’s inspectors. That time table is 
usually framed so that religious 
teaching is given before the beginn­
ing or after the close of the State 
cbool day. For example, if the 

State school day begiogs at 10 a. m., 
religious teaching may start at half 
past nine, and if the State school day 
finish at 3,30, religious teaching 
fellows from 3 30 to 4. It is given 
in school hours but notin the hours 
of the State school day. The S a'e 
pays nothing for it. Tbe school 
baild ogi are the property of tbe 
Catholic Courob. The teachers ate 
employed by tbe Caihtlio manag­
ers. The State grant, of course, goes 
toward the paying of those teachers, 
but since tbe State inspector tike- 
no cognizance of religions teaohirg 
whatever, no part of the grant can be 
sajd to be made on account of re 
iigious teaching.

The Founder of Pawn 
shops

Th j legacy of 20,000 recently be­
queathed by the Marquis de Guarry 
far the redemption of o' j acts pledged 
by the poor at the Paris p iwnbroking 
eitabiiahments is an act of charity of 
a kind by no means uncommon in 
France, and one which is worthy of 
the religious orginal ol the Mont de 
Piete. When M, Santos Dumont, the 
pioneer of mechanical flight,won the 
M. Lantech de la Meurtne prize of 
$20,000, he gave half the amount for 
a purpose similar to that to which 
the Marquis-de Guerry’s legacy hie 
jast been devoted, only stipulating 
that the money should be used for 
the redemption of articles of actual 
necessity, such as wearing appare 
and bed clothes. From which it may 
be inferred that the spirit of St. 
Bernardine of Sienna, fonnder of 
the pawn cffice, still lives in France, 
where so much that testified to the 
benevolent and humanitarian in­
fluence of the Ohuroh has been 
ruthlessly swept away. There, too, 
the atate pawn effioe—and every 
establishment of thst kind is state 
property in France —still retain 
their titie of Mont de Piete, or Mount 
of Piety, although it is doubtful if 
the general public pauses today to 
think how the term originated.
