The year under review ended with the 
Slat Deo., 1873, and up to that til 
there were registered in the Province— 
37,663 births, 10,M8 marriages. 11,068 
deaths, showing an aggregate increase 
over1872 of6,067. Of the births registered 
14,386 were male and 13,348 female, no 
eex being given in the rose of 19, show­
ing a majority of melee, which ia a re­
markable fact i uasmuoh as nearly the 
same ratio ie maintained every year. 
There were 290 pairs of twins born, and 
one case of triplet» i» reported ; and 
illegitimate births are set down at 229. 
December seems to be the favorite 
month for entering into the marriage 
relationship, and August the least so. 
Between the ages of sixty and eighty, 
171 persons entered the bonds of matri­
mony, and five over the age of 80 swore 
to “loVe and to oheriah” their partner 

until death did them part." One man
