spurned the offers made them instead of 
appearing to accept them for the pur­
pose of leading others into criminal acta. 
His speech was a dead-lift effort to 
weaken the comdemnation which is sure 
to follow the exposure, but even to mild 
a deprecation met with little or no re­
sponse from his own followers.

Mr. Morris said he was prepared to 
vote for an immediate investigation of 
the matter. He could not help feeling 
that a grave responsibility tested on 
those wno had made the disclosure». 
They were guilty of leading these men 
on when, if they hal the honor of gentle­
men, they would have spurned their 
tempters.

Mr. McKim, then arose and in a voice

Sniveling with indignation asked how 
ley could insult him in that manner. 

He, Mr. McKim, apprehended that, 
when he was approached with offers of 
money by persons to whom his financial 
situation was known, it was for him to 
be indignant and for him to settle how 
the inrult should he avenged.

In a few burning sentences Mr. Fraser 
described the conspirators with apt 
alliteration as a “brawling., brood of 
bribers hatched under the egvqi of the 
Mail building.” He argued that the in­
forming members had done simply their 
duty in taking the course they took, and 
told the opposition leaders to their faces 
that what troubled them was the ex­
posure, not the crime, as" the former 
would forever prevent them from occu­
pying government benches. The course 
taken by Balfour and McKim was warm­
ly extolled by a number of ministerial

low of his twenty-four years ago, and 
who has been an intimate friend ever 
since. He told the doctor that ho was 
the solicitor of certain parties who were 
desirous of forming a coalition govern­
ment, that if Cascaden would support 
them in this he would make him regis­
trar at Regina with a salary of $1800 and 
a house, and give him $3000 or more 
down for expenses. Meek suggested 
that he should see Bunting. Dr. Cas­
caden met Kirkland yesterday. He said 
he was interested in certain timber lim­
its, and was anxious to defeat the gov­
ernment. He arranged for an interview, 
but the doctor did not keep it.

Mr. Graham detailed the approaches 
made to himself, and how he declined to 
vote against the Government ; he was 
tqld he would be remunerated if he wouldtqli
even speak against the Government with­
out voting.

It wss reserved for Mr.Clarke,of West 
Toronto, alone among the Opposition 
numbers, to follow the contemptible 
course of his leaders. He went the 
length of insinuating that Mr. Mowat 
had hired the bribers and furnished them 
with money with which to corrupt hit 
own followers, and that Mr. Mowat had 
had the money paid that day in order by 
the exposure to influence the East Grey 
election. To the credit of the other Op­
position speakers, Messrs. Wood, Broder, 
Gray, and Kerns, be it said that not a 
word did they utter

EXCEPT OF HONEST CONDEMNATION 
of the bribery which their leaders at­
tempted to excuse.

WHAT DR. DOWLING WAS TO GET.
Dr. Dowling, it is said, was to get 

$2,000 down, and m ire to come. The 
$2,000 was put in an envelope, with cer­
tain conditions on it, and it was to be 
deposited with Mr. Edward Meek, who 
would pay it over on Dr. Dowling voting 
against the Government during the re­
mainder of the session. The money was 
counted in Dr. Dowling’s presence by 
Mr. Wilkinson, who managed the business 
on this occasion. But part of the nego­
tiations were made by Mr. Bunting, into 
whose office Dr. Dowling had been in­
veigled by Wilkiuaon requesting him to 
see Bunting about having the protest in 
South Renfrew withdrawn. The door 
was locked and the offers made. 
Amongst the proposals was one that Dr. 
Dowling should resign his seat to allow 
an outsider, whoMr.Bunting said was to 
enter the Meredith Cabinet as a repre­
sentative of the Catholics. Dr. Dowling 
was to receive $3000 for giving up his 
seat in addition to the other moneys.

When the Attorney-General moved 
the adjournment of the House till three 
to-day the motion was carried in silence 
which contrasted greatly with the usual 
questions asked of the Government re­
specting business to come up on future 
days. Not a few members retired at 
once, but many remained and gathered 
in knots of

EAGER TALKERS AND LISTENERS.
Mr. Hudson and another member of 

the Opposition crossed the floor and 
warmly congratulated Mr. Balfour en 
the part he had takon in exposing the 
scoundrelly conspiracy, and added that 
they would have done precisely the same 
thing if they had been similarly ao- 
proached.

THE MEN IMPLICATED.
J. A. Wilkinson is well known aa a 

Conservative politician and an agent of 
the party. He has been engaged in 
many elections in promoting Conserva­
tive interests. It was he who first pub­
lished the Big Push letter in hit paper, 
the West Durham Neua. After that be 
was known by the name of Big Push 
Wilkinson. He was a mettber of the 
Conservative brigade which appeared in 
Muskoka, Algoma and West Middlesex.

Edward Meek is a lawyer who occu­
pies offices in the Mail building. He 
was a member of the Young Men’s Re­
form club once, but went over to the 
Conservative party in the N. P. strug­
gle», since when he has been one of the 
most venomous enemies of the Reform 
party. He has taken part in many elec­
tion compaigns. He is a "frequent com­
panion of Bunting. Meek will be sum­
moned.

Christopher Bunting is managing di­
rector of the Mail, and a bitter Conser­
vative. He was charged by the Hamil­
ton Timet with trying to bribe members 
some weeks ago. He was not arrested 
with Kirkland and Wilkinson because 
he has property and cannot fly the coun­
try.

F. 8. Kirkland (or Kirtland) hails from 
Wisconsin. He is five feet eleven in 
height, slender build, blsck hair, long 
side whiskers, heavy moustache, and 
shaven chin. He is extremely hand­
some in appearance though of a Mephis- 
tophelian out. He has been here since 
before Christmas and spent> great deal 
of his time in playing Tijlliards in the 
Rossin house, where he was a guest.

THE ARREST.
About nine o’clock Detective Murr iy 

quietly entered the ga'lery of the House, 
and approached the jront tier where F. 
8. Kirkland was sitting. Without at­
tracting attention he put his hand on 
Kirkland's shoulder and, bending his 
head,whispered a few words. Kirkland, 
who appeared to be deeply interested at 
the moment, jumped to hie feet, and 
fronting Murray with a face ashy pale, 
demanded to know on what charge he 
was arrested. Murray answered some­
thing not audible, and Kirkland at once 
left the gallery Murray following close al 
his heels. A cab was waiting at the 
door and the startled priaonsr was at 
once driven te No. 2 police station, 
where he was locked up. The warrant 
was signed by O. T. Denison, Police 
Magistrate, aa was also another warrant 
issued for the arrest ef John A, Wilkin­
son, which in effect charges the prisoner 
with “conspiracy to corrupt and frus­
trate the eenatitutional procedure and 
action of the Legislative Assembly of On­
tario." As soon as Murray had caged

hie first bird héçdpa 
er house with mfl second warrant and 
found Wilkinson

PACING EXCITEDLY
up and down one of the corridors. 
When the warrant was presented he be­
came so nervous that he was unable to 
hold the blue paper, and it fluttered to 
the ground. Upon arriving at No. 2 
station he was obliged to wait in the 
main room until a couple of homeless 
wanderers had got through their prayers 
for a night’s lodgings, and then his name 
was registered, his valuables were re­
moved, and he was consigned to the 
same wing that sheltered the unfortunate 
Kirkland. It was not a pleasant sleep 
ing apartment, in fact the member» of 
the night relief were unaole to sleep ow­
ing to the stink that arose from the vag­
rants already housed. Bat as it was im­
possible to secure bail, the newly-arrived 
prisoner», were obliged to put up with it. 
As soon as detective Murray,with his as­
sistants, Rogers and Wynne, had execut­
ed their warranta, they proceeded to the 
Walker house and demanded the key of 
Mr. Wilkinson’s room, but the manager 
declined to give it up. He, however, 
gave a guarantee that none of the

would be interfered with, and the offi­
cers then proceeded to the Rossin house, 
where they secured n similar guarantee 
aa to Kirkland’s baggage.

“Yon are a hero,’’ said one prominent 
member of the party to Mr. Balfour 
after the adjournment “Only a man of 
luck would have dared to do what you 
isva done." “I was so annoyed by the 

approaches that were made to me," said 
Mr Balfour, “that I determined to ex­
pose the bribers.”

THE MEMBER FOR HAMILTON.
Mr. Gibson, of Hamilton, did not say 

anything, though the Hamilton Time» 
says that he was one of the members ap­
proached by Bunting. A friend of his 
said that he could have made a most 
damaging statement had he desired to do 
so.

THE COALITION GOVERNMENT.
The coalition government was to con­

sist of Mr. Meredith (Attorney-general 
and premier), Alex. Morris (minister of 
education), D. Creighton (provincial 
treasurer) and three members from the 
reform side whose names have not trans­
pired. They will, however, be given in 
the evidence ef the members.

A very peculiar article appeared in 
the Telegram about two weeks ago 
suggesting the coalition government that 
has now transpired to have been the one 
in view in all these negotiations. Who 
inspired this article will form part of the 
investigation. It was double-leaded and 
attracted some little attention at the 
time.

The penalty prescribed by law is two 
years in penitentiary and a tine of £600.

The detectives working on the case 
were Murray of Toronto, Wynn of Clif­
ton, Rodgers of Barrie. They have 
taken a lot of baggage.

The centre of the conspiracy was in 
Meek’s office in the Mail building, and 
the chief accessories were Bunting,Meek, 
Kirkland and Wilkinson.

Arraigned In the Felice Cenrt.
The announcement that the alleged 

conspirators were to be arraigned in the 
police court yesterday morning caused an 
awful, jam of humanity around the build­
ings in Court street. After Magistrate 
Denison had cleared his daily sheet, he 
ordered F. 8. Kirkland, John A. Wilkin­
son, Christopher W. Bunting and Ed­
ward Meek to be arraigned. Kirkland 
and Wilkinson were put into the pen, 
while Mr. Bunting and Mr. Meek took 
a seat at the table, facing Clerk Nudel. 
Mr. Fenton intimated that all four shoud 
be treated alike, and accordingly Mr. 
Wilkinson and Mr. Kirkland were invit­
ed to step inside the rail. The magis­
trate read the indictment, which was 
sworn to by Detective John W. Murray.

THE EXAMINATION ADJOURNED.
The magistrate then asked Mr. Bunt­

ing to plead. Mr. Clarke on his behalf, 
said he would ask an adjournment until 
Friday, and he raised the question of 
jurisdiction of the police magistrate. He 
said that no offence had been committed 
under common law, and if any offence 
had been committed it was an infringe­
ment of the privileges of the provincial 
legislature. Fifteen minutes or sh were 
consumed discussing the jurisdiction of 
the magistrate, when Mr. Nev:::« asked 
what amount the court would require for 
bail. He said his client would offer any 
amount of bail. Mr. Fenton would not 
agree to bail, even if a million dollars 
were offered,and the magistrate adjuorn- 
ed the case till r riday morning.’

Kirkland and Wilkinson were taken 
from the room, and remained in the 
building till 4 o’clock in the afternoon, 
when they were driven to the jail in a 
cab. During the interim \ large number 
of their friends visited them.

The rem­
nants can be need over windows and 
doors. Work all papers to the left in 
hanging them. If possible, have the 
lapping join*, face the light. When the 
paste ie applied the paper should I» laid 
wrong side up on a long table ; take a 
brush full of paste,and begin from left to 
right ; double over the paper as you pro­
ofed. Some times it is better to line the 
paper when it is extremely delicate in 
tint. Paper lining comee in large rolls, 
and ie generally bought by the yard ; 
paste it on the wall without over-lapping 
the aeami, It is a very bad plan to pa­
per over old hangings ; these should be 
removed by dampening with a large 
sponge or a soft cloth ; the paper will 
cleave up and can be quickly removed by 
tearing it off in pieces. When a length 
of paper ie hung ge over the surface with 
an old doth, pressing gently ; this pro­
cess will give smoothness to the hanging 
and will remove all air bubbles. The 
best paste is made of rye flour ; for sn 
ordinarjrtize room about two quarts ot 
pests will be needed; beat up two pounds 
of flour in cold water, be sure that there 
are no lumps, then add a little gum ara­
ble water ; beat all this in well, then add 
about an ounce of pulverized alum ; now 
pour into the kettle boiling water, stir­
ring all the time ; just as soon as the 
flour thickens the paste is ready, but 
must not bo used until quite cool. 
Pa,to made in this manner is extremely 
adhesive. The.tools required are a long 
pasteboard, plùmb-lead, past# bruah, 
strpladder, xnd trimming shears.

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BOW MOWAT WAS TO •• 00. ’ 
Since the days of Guy Fawkes, when a 

band of conepirators attempted to «under 
a government by means of a gunpowder 
explosion, no such piece dl political ras­
cality has been perpetrated as that 
which was unearthed and brought before 
the gaze of the public on Monday even­
ing by the Attorney-General at Toronto. 
On that occasion it was stated on the 
floor of the Legislative Awembly that an 
attempt had been made to corrupt cer­
tain Liberal member» of the Legislature, 
by John A. Wilkinson (“Big Push”), 
Chris. W. Bunting, manager of the 
Mail, E. Meek, a lawyer, and F. S. 
Kirkland, and a man named Lynch, two 
Yankee speculators. Meek and Bunt­
ing appear to be the chief agents in 
the conspiracy, and Wilkinson and 
Kirkland have been the active tools 
This “brawling brood of bribers, hatched 
under the eaves of the Mail building," 
as Hon. Christopher Frazer styled them, 
did not intend to use powder or dyna­
mite to blow up the Government, but had 
resorted to the most despicable system of 
bribery by money and offers of position, 
so that thereby supforters of the Mowat 
Government might be enticed from Iheir 
allegiance, and tempted to cast their in­
fluence with the party in the House led 
by Mr. W. R. Meredith.

The rascals who played the role of 
tempters worked zealously in their un­
righteous cause, and had it not betn that 
the supporters of Hon. O. Mowat are, to 
a man, unpurchasable, sueoees would 
have eventually crowned the nefarious 
scheme, so persistent were they in the 
base work. Amongst those who were 
approached were : Unlit. McKim, M. P 
P. for Wellington, who was paid $1,000 
cash, and offered another $1,000 and the 
shrievalty of Regina ; W. D. Balfour, M.

The place whereMere- 
dith denied knowledge of the case furth­
er than what he had learned by having 
his attention drawn to the published ef 
fidavit of James Week» was in Albert 

I Hall,8trathroy, in presence of the writer 
and 1200 others ; and the time was Tues­
day evening, twenty-four hours after he 
hadeoexed the silly young manfroin'No. 
3, Ceradoc, to sign a document that he 
knew to be false, by telling him that he 
(Meredith) “would eee him through." 
In bueineei matter» Mr. Meredith’s word 
may be of some aooount, but politically 
it is worth nothing in the estimation of 
thoee who knew him.

The foregoing references are in reply 
to some of the pointe which hare thus far 
been raised by thoee dishonest politi­
cians who have, in press and by voice, 
endeavored to palliate the’rascality of 
thf gang of political Thugs who endeav 
ored by the basest bribery to deetioy the 
constitutional working of the Govern­
ment of Onterie.

THE LECTURE,
which was one of the beet effort» of Ihe 
kind that we Have heard in Goderich. 
The rev. lecturer is a stalwart young 
Irishman, over six feet in height, of pow­
erful frame and good presence. His lec­
ture showed that the possession of brawn 
and brain were not incompatible. After 
introducing hia subject in a clear and 
succinct manner, he asked the question, 
“How fares it in Ireland, to-day ?" and 
answered it by reading a let­
ter from the London Timet, written by 
General Gordon (“Chinese Gordon,”) in 
1883. The letter showed that the Irish 
people were suffering under so cruel a 
system of land laws and other disabili­
ties that it sraa a wonder theii social 
status did not sink below that of the 
Indian, the Nigrv, the Turk or the Hin­
dou. Had the letter to the Timet been 
written by anyone other than General 
Gordon it might be contended by oppo­
nents of reform for Ireland that it was 
written from a partisan standpoint, but 
no one would presume to aay that the 
accredited agent of England in the Sou­
dan would write against the manner in 
which Ireland was misgoverned, if there 
were no strong grounds for complaint. 
Unfortunately every writer on the con 
dition of Ireland and the Irish was uot 
as honest as General Gordon. There 
were three thing» that militated much 
against the bettering of Ireland’s state, 
viz : misrepresentation, prejudice and 
hatred. Misrepresentation of the Irish 
peeple en the part of a certain portion 
of the press, and misrepresentation in 
the stage Irishmen—who was always 
portrayed as a loud-mouthed, ignorant 
blusterer ; prejudice against ths Irish be­
cause of their “brogue," and the fact 
that having bsen almost debarred from 
education in the old land, they had not 
become cultured ; and hatred of Eng 
land by the descendants of the men and 
women who had been driven from the 
land of their fathers by the hand of op­
pression. After referring to the penal 
code and other enactments against Cath­
olics in the olden time ; to the present 
obnoxious land laws; to the baneful sys­
tem uf landlordism ; to the evils conse­
quent upon the selecting of placemen, 
time-servers, castle-hacks and informers 
to overtide the people.and the consequent 
unfortunate condition of the Irish at 
home; the rev. lecturer gave to hia audi­
ence a view of the Irish abroad. In 
France; in the United States, in Austra­
lia and in Canada, the Irish, although at 
first looked upon with suspicion, were 
gradually winning for themselves place» 
in the history uf the respective coun­
tries, were surely gaining posi­
tions superior to the hewers of wood and 
drawers of water, and were making their 
influence felt in the legislation of what­
ever country in which their lot wae cast. 
What was wanted in Ireland at the pres­
ent time wae a parliament in Dublin 
for purposes of local legislation, similar 
to that with which we in Ontario were 
blessed. Then with the spreading of 
education,the inculcation of temperance, 
the establishment of manufacturing en­
terprising to give work to the surplus 
agricultural population, the fostering ot 
the industrious habits which the Irish 
possess, end, above all, the beneficent 
blessing of Almighty God, good days 
would yet be in store for dear old Ire­
land.

At the close of the lecture Rev. B. J. 
Watters, pastor of St. Peter’s, on behalf 
of those present,thanked the lecturer for 
hia admirable discourse. He felt sure

A Benseeale Flieer Use Twe •rtlmre.

To make a prfect filter, which should 
have the double action of arresting the 
finest suspended matter, and removing 
the matter held in solution, and the 
whole to ooet but little, and capable of 
being made by any house wife, has been 
the object of my study for many months, 
and, after many expérimenta and tewing 
various substances in many eembinations,
I suggest the following plan, which I find 
gives very perfect results, and will cost a 
couple of dollars.

Purchase a common galvanized iron 
pail, which oust* 60 cent*. Take it to a 
tin shop and havo a hole out jn the cen­
tre of the bottom about tho size of a five 
cent piece, and direct them to «older 
round if a piece ef tin about three-fourths 
of an in-. o deep, to form s spout to direct 
the H iw of .valer downward in a uniform 
direction. Obtain about two quart» of 
very •mall pebbles, such as era used for 
toon ig, after a good washing,place about 
two inches of these et bottom of pail to 
form a drain.

On this pi ice a partition of horse-hair 
cloth or Canton flannel cut to sise of pail. 
On this a layer of animal charooal.wliich 
coats about 10 cents a pound. Select 
this about tho size of gunpowder grains, 
and not in powder. This layer should 
be three or four indies. A socoud par­
tition having been placed, add three 
inchee of sand, as clean and as line as 
possible. Those within the reach of 
glsssmakero should purchase the sand 
there, as it ie only with that qeality of 
sand that tkv best results can be obtain­
ed. On this place another partition and 
add mere fine stones—say for two or 
three inches. This serves as a weight to 
keep the upper partition in place.

Your filter is now complete, but not 
ready for use, However careful yon 
may have been in washing the material, 
a residue of duet will remain, and this 
has to be gradually washed through. 
For this purpose pees as much water as 
possible through the filter during the 
first day witheot using it. The next day 
it will be ready for use, and, if my 
directions have been complied with, 
filtered water will always be at command, 
and not only freed from all suspended 
substances, but from colopdue to matter 
held in solution have been" removed. 1 
found that the yellowish color of Croton 
water, which is very difficult to remove, 
wae entirely absent in wstei passed 
through roy filter. To test this, water 
must be filled up in a large white por­
celain basin. In this manner the color 
of water is plainly risible in contrast 
with the white ohina.

The filtering material, which is cheap 
enough, and particularly the partition», 
should alio be renewed at intervals, the 
time depending ee the period of the 
year and the nature end amount of the 
impurities.

Prof. 0. F. Chandler, on one occasion, 
observed that “pure water is hardly sec­
ond to pure air aa life-giving and life- 
protecting agent, and is the meet potent 
servant the sanitary authorities can call 
to their aid."

I trust the home-made filter hero de­
scribed may soon be found in erery home 
for a water supply loaded wUh a mass of 
filth and poisonous contaminations should 
be rejected without hesitation until 
cleansed Jroni impurities by a good filter.

On September 30, 1882, Dr. W. T. 
O’Reilly reported that there were within 
the province 2,933 persons of unsound 
mind officially known to the department. 
For the official year ending September 
30, 1883, he reports the total number to 
be 3,070, of whom 2,826 were confined 
in provincial asylums Of this latter 
number, 1,396 wore males and 1,429 fe­
males The London asylum afforded ac­
commodation for 896 ;. Toronto, 703 ; 
Hamilton, 647 ; and Kingston 349, while 
the Orillia Asylum for Idiots contained 
231 inmates.

It is interesting to know that of the 
patients admitted to different asylums 
during 1883, 282 were married and 316 
unmarried. As regards nationality, the 

"United States furnished the smallest con­
tingent, namely, 16,while Canada stands 
highest, with 391. So far aa religioua 
denominations are concerned, 136 per­
sons of unsound mind were registered 
last year as belonging to the Episco 
palian church ; 128 as Roman Catholics ; 
the same number as Presbyterians 
three less as Methodists ; while all the 
other denominations furnished but

Dungannon.

Holmeeville.

Dr. O’Reilly's statement of the assign­
ed causes of insanity has a peculiar inter­
est, not only tor those of morbid mjpd, 
but for all who make human nature and 
the human intellect objecta of special 
study. IVwould seem, according to his 
ststement.that out of a total of 464 cases, 
190 were assigned to causes unknown ; 
of the remaining 274, 43 case» of insan­
ity are aeeopnted for by a degraded phy­
sical habit. Domestic troubles,including 
loss of relatives and friends, are said to 
have diseased the minds ef 41. Religious 
excitement lias 17 maniacs,both male and 
female, to answer for. Business trouble» 
adverse circumstances, etc., are credited 
with the production of 26 lunatic». 
Love affairs, under which, curiously 
enough, the term “seduction” is includ­
ed, have unsettled the minds of 8 per­
sons, and mental anxiety those of 17. 
Intemperance in drink does not figure so 
conspicuously ill the list as might have 
been expected, producing in all only 16 
cases for all the asylums. Over work is 
credited with having driven 13 persons 
crazy.

In 1877, 437 lunatics were admitted to 
the provincial asylums, as compared 
with 619 in 1883. The five asylums cost 
in 1883, $377,095.10. During last year 
the cost of each patient was $132.99 in 
Toronto, and $146.12 in Kingston. In 
the genefal cost of the asylums there was 
a flecrease as compared with the year be­
fore.

Of paying patients, or rather of pa­
tients whose relatives pay for them, the 
Toronto asylum claims the biggest share. 
The revenue from that source amount» 
in Toronto to $36,649.67, while in Lon­
don it only reaches $10,801.37, and in 
Orillia to $1,924.80.

The employment of patients, whenever 
possible, is an important consideration in 
the management ef asylums. To divert 
the unsound mind into a sound channel, 
and concentrate its energies upon some 
sort of practical task, is a benefit not 
only to the patient but to the asylum it­
self. In Toronto only 30.44 per cent 
of the inmates are engaged in any labor, 
making the podfost showing of the lot. 
In London nearly 70 per cent, of the in­
mates are employe:!.

One of the most important points in 
the report is the recommendation to pur­
chase a farm five miles from the idiot 
asylum, which would afford the inmates 
suitable and healthy exercise during the 
summer.
