A BRITISH PEACE 
MISSION IN BERLIN

Party of Prominent Churchmen 
and Statesmen in German 

Capital.

Zeppelin’s Enemies Favor Other Tyne 
of Airship and an Inquiry is Or­
dered.

Berlin, June 11—A party of British 
clergymen visiting Germany on what 
is described “A mission of peace,” ar­
rived in Berlin at noon today. The 
delegation probably IsTRc mosY'ntfpd' 
of the kind that has ever assembled 
in Germany. Among the eminent 
divines are the Dean of Westminster, 
the Bishops of Hereford, Southwark. 
Salisbury and Ripon and the Lord 
Provost of Glasgow' and Edinburgh, 
besides the Earl of Meath, the fam­
ous representative of the English 
church army and Sir David Hunter 
Blair, the noted Catholic. Among the 
visitors also is Dr. John Muro Gib­
son, of Chicago, from 1874 to 1880, 
but who now is preaching at St. 
Johns Wood, London. The Berlin 
authorities and the local clergy are 
sparing no effort to welcome the guests 
heartily. There will be five busy 
days of entertaining and sight-seeing, 
ending with a visit to Potsdam, where 
the clergymen probably will be re­
ceived by the Kaiser-.- The visit is 
being watched with unusual interest 
by the German public, the lovers of 
peace hoping that the exchange of 
fraternal courtesies by the most em­
inent spiritual and intellectual men 
of England and Germany will help 
to stay the rising tide 'of suspicion 
and distrust in both countries. Com­
ing at a time when the speeches of 
Lord Roseberrv, Sir Edward Grey and 
Admiral Koester, of the German Navy 
league, have demonstrated afresh the 
irreconcilable nature of the antagon­
ism on the naval question, influences 
of this kind are particularly needed.

Toronto, June 11.—A new court to 
pass upon the orthodoxy of Methodist 
college professors was proposed by 
the Toronto conference . this after­
noon.

It was he with whom the 
street railway superintendent and the 
city solicitor went to Winnipeg to con­
fer several months ago on matters 
pending between the street railway 
and thè C. N. R. and G. T. P.

Consequently the council agreed to 
consult Mr. Hunt and secure his re-! 
port before finally passing on the 
draft agreement. A copy with the 
amendments made by the council was 
forwarded to Winnipeg and the coun­
cil decided to await the report. This 
was about four weeks ago.

No Report Came to Hand.
Day by day passed and no report on 

the agreement came to hand. Even­
tually an impatient wire was received 
■from F. W. Peters, stating that the 
company were anxiously awaiting the 
draft from the council and that he 
had expected to receive it much earl­
ier.

Quebec Loyal to Empire.

London, June 11.—The week’s bril­
liant functions in connectio with the 
Imperial Press coference jeached a 
climax tonight with the government’s 
dinner. Bari Grewe presided, Pre 
mier Asquith , the Archbishop of Can­
terbury, Colonel Seeley, M.P. and 
Lords Cromer, Northcote and other 
distinguished men were present. The 
Premier proposed the toast of the 
guests. With high eloquence he’ 
claimed there ought to be a sense 
of interdependence and partnership 
between governments and the press. 
It was the duty of the Imperial press 
to promote in the highest forms and 
for its worthiest purposes the spirit 
of Imperial unity. He referred to 
the one voice and settled conviction 
with which of the statesmen of both 
parties had dealt with the question 
of Imperial defence. Landlor’s first 
responded. Speaking for two and a 
quarter millions French Canadians he 
declared' that in all crises Quebec 
would stand by the Empire.

U. S. Doctor Has Radical Proposal 
For Safeguarding the Race 

From Degeneracy.

Entire Lament Herd Entrained and 
Shipped in Three Days Without 
Mishap.

For savey about handling buffalo 
anil giving them the “hunch” at the 
right time and place, the gang of 
local men who have been assisting in 
moving the buffalo at Lament have 
got all thé Montana “greasers” looking 
like thirty cents, half of which had 
been spent.

It 
is said that It took seventeen days to 
load these same buffalo to bring them 
to the Lainont park, from the corrall 
in Montana, where they were rounded 
up. The Alberta lads began loading 
on Wednesday morning the last 
car left Lament this morning.

J. C. Bremner, of Clover Bar, and 
Jas. Saxaner, of Good Hope, under 
the direction of Superintendent Ellis, 
of the Wainwright park.

He thought they would be gored to 
death, but they weren’t.”

Mr. Walker things it • will be a 
month before the shipment of buffalo 
is made from Montana to the Wain­
wright park. .“By all reports,” lie 
says, “the cowboys arc having a hard 
time rounding them up.

The man who attempted to 
kill Dr. Beardsley is thought by the 
police to be the same fellow who, it 
is said, has been doing a big and 
lucrative business in the southern 
part of the city, blackmailing women 
bv letters similar to the one which 
was sent to Dr. Beardsley.

THE" COURT.

Third For the Season Held at Buck­
ingham Palace.

London, June 11.—The King and 
Queen held their third court of the 
season at Buckingham Palace to­
night. It is unusual for a court to 
be held in June, but the Queen’s ab­
sence in the Mediterranean necessi­
tated the postponement. The chief 
social incident of the night was the 
debut of Princess Alexandria, eldest 
daughter of the Princess Royal and 
Duke of Fife. The Princess Royal 
is the King’d eldest daughter. Prin­
cess Alexandria is. the first grand­
child of the King and Queen to at­
tain the age of eighteen, and the 
Queen was greatly interested in the 
coming out of the shy grand-daugh­
ter, who resembles her beautiful 
grandmother. The Princess was not 
technically presented in the ordinary 
way, like" the American women. It 
is contrary to Royal etiquette for a 
princess to make a public. courtesy 
to the sovereign. Her social debut 
is really consummated when she - 
makes her first appearance in society, 
walking in their Majesties’ procession 
into the great ball room at the 
palace. Princess Alexandria looked 
pretty tonight, She wore a simple 
white chiffon and lace gown, with a 
long train of the same material 
mounted over satin. She wore no 
jewels except a single diamond orna­
ment in her hair. The royal pro­
cession entered the ball room at 10.30. 
The Queen wore a stunning gold- 
spangled gown, with corsage and 
train ensuite. Her Majesty was 
ablaze with jewels, her corsage being 
entirely covered with diamond orna­
ments, including a great star on the 
blue ribbon of the order of the gar­
ter, a small tiara of diamonds, a dog 
collar of pearls and a long rope ot 
pearls suspended from her neck. 
Her Majesty looked unusually hand­
some for the grandmother of one ot 
the night’s debutantes.

New York, June 10.—Carciully tied 
in two separate packages the dis­
membered and headless body of a 
murdered man was found by the 
police at 7.30 this evening in front 
of public school No. 1, Henry and 
Oliver streets.

Pipes Made in England.

Chicago, June 9.—A large number 
of farmers in thé east and west are ' 
■planting this year a certain kind of ; 
corn, which will produce a .cob-.es-1 
pecially adapted to the making of 
corncob pipes. It is a;new source of 
revenue, and one which has been 
gradually developing during the last 
few years until a cob has been pro­
duced which is said to be the ideal 
one for pipemaking.

The grain of the corn will be mar­
keted as usual, but the perfect cobs 
will not be fed to the hogs or burned 
as fuel. They will be carefully cut 
into proper . lengths, the surface 
smo-thed and polished, and' the soft 
inner pulp bored out by specially con­
structed machinery.

T. G. Tullock in the current issue 
of the Nineteenth Century deals with 
the Aerial Peril. He draws a lucid 
picture of London’s unpreparedness 
in the face of the present and pros­
pective progress in the science of 
aviation.

‘Consider the Thames from, say, 
Hammersmith bridge down to below 
Gravesend,” he writes. “Every day 
within the space of about fifty miles 
lie, either in dock or stream, many 
thousand merchant vessels of every 
sort; size and description, from ocean 
liners to ‘dumb’ barges, whilst the 
river’s banks are honeycombed with 
wharves docks, canals and basins, 
round which are grouped millions of 
sounds’ worth of factories, ware­
houses, stores, gasworks, oil stores, 
etc. ; and last, but certainly not 
least, there is Woolwich Arsenal, 
containing the Royal Gun and Car­
riage factories and the Royal Labora­
tory, forming one of the chief 
sources of supply of war-like mater­
ial for the empire. The latter de­
partment alone is practically the 
only place in the United Kingdom 
where the cartridges for our navy are 
made up, without which our Dread­
noughts are useless. Hard by lies 
the Royal Torpedo Factory, and not 
far off are the huge magazines con­
taining hundreds of tons of cordite 
and other warlike explosives. And 
yet, with these millions of pounds’ 
worth of civil property and vital sup­
plies of warlike materials, all of 
which are singularly susceptible to 
destruction by fire, there is not one 
single fort or defensive work from 
London to Gravesend except the 
solitary antiquated Tilbury fort, of 
revered Elizabethan memory. The 
supposition is, of course, that the 
forts at Sheerness and in the vicin­
ity thereto would suffice to keep an 
enemy's marine fleet out of the 
Thames. But suppose they came 
via the air in their aerial machines, 
what then? This whole fifty miles 
of concentrated essence of empire 
lies at the absolute mercy of even 
a single airship or aerial machine 
which would plant a dozen incen­
diary missiles in certain pre-selected 
spots. I shall not mention such 
spots, but I would guarantee that 
given a certain wind and certain in­
cendiary missiles, I could undertake 
to have the whole riverside, includ­
ing ships, wharves, warehouses, and 
the arsenal in a blaze in a very short 
time.

Once a certain number of selected 
centres were alight at about the same 
time, not all the powers of the Lon­
don fire brigade, nor any number of 
fire brigades, could deal with such 
a conflagration, and with an easterly 
wind (which is just the most favorable 
for an attack by airships coming 
from certain parts of the continent) 
and a rising tide, the smoke and 
isiparks and burning eSiips carried 
up the Thames would soon render 
the principal portion of London un­
enable and eventually engulf it in the 
general holocaust.

Any one who has been to a fairly 
big fire well knows how practically 
.the whole of the available strength 
of the fire brigade is sometimes con 
centra ted on one pile of building alone 
in an attempt to isolate the fire. 
What would be the result if say 
even only a dozen fires were well 
started upwind at spots which had 
been specially selected from a pre­
vious knowledge of their suscepti­
bility to combustion, their effect on 
the subsequent spread of the fire, 
and by reason of their position be­
ing such as to hamper the concen­
tration of fire brigades whether afloat 
or ashore?

“Suppose, for the sake of ex 
ampler ’.here existed, on the haul» 
of the lower Thames, stores contain­
ing many hundreds of thousands of 
gallons of oil, and that an airship 
dtrrying ,a small well-armed crew 
descended upon this store in the 
early hours of the morning, blew 
holes in the huge oil-containers, 
which stand up, usually well above 
ground, like gas-holders, thus allout­
ing the contents to flow into tlic 
Thames. A single match doea thic 
rest, and there we have, with a ris­
ing tide, a river of flame from bank 
to bank (oil spreads very quickly and 
burns, floating on top of water, surg­
ing up through the commercial heart 
of London, devouring everything 
that comes in its path, ship-, wharves, 
warehouses .stores, etc. In a few 
hours the most important part df 
London is a furnace. Of what avail 
then, even at the start, would be the 
fire brigade? Nothing could stop 
such a tire, all caused by a party 
of fearless, resolute men with the 
help of an airship and one match 
The braih reels at tlie thought of the 
awful destruction which could thus 
simply be brought a hoir». There 
are many other ways of attaining the 
same object which the reader can 
himself suggest, all rendered easy 
by aerial machines.

“Think of the loss of human lives 
apart from the ruin of our commence, 
which would ensue. It is difficult 
enough even now to get away from 
London during a holiday time when 
there are crowds at a station ; hut 
try to imagine London ablaze i nd 
everyone trying to escape.

SOO LOCK GATES
CARRIED AWAY

Steamer Collide» With Lower Gates_
Steamer Crescent City Sunk— 
C.P.R. Steamer Damaged.

Sauit Ste Marie, Mich., June 9.— 
The steamer Perry G. Walker, of the 
Gilchrist Steel Company, up-bound, 
this afternoon partially wrecked the 
Canadian ship canal by carrying 
away the lower gates of the lock. 
As a result, the steamer " Crescent 
City was sunk. The Walker is sink­
ing and -he Canadian Pacific passen­
ger steamer Ass ini hoi a was some­
what damaged. The Assiniboia and 
the Crescent City were in the lock, 
bound down, when the Walker can- 
ried away the lower gates. The 
water rushed out of the great lock, 
carrying the two ships with it. The 
Assiniboia was not eeriously dam- 
aged, but che Crescent City stove a 
hole in her bow and sank at the 
pier on the American side of the 
river. With the lower gates gone 
the current carried out the upper 
gates and in a moment the river 
was sweeping through the canal likè 
a milirace, doing enormous damage 
to its rock bottom. Meanwhile the 
Walker, _ in a sinking condition, suc­
ceeded in reaching a dock on the 
American side of the river. Captain 
Mosher, when he stepped off his 
boat, declared his engineer was res- 
pomible for the accident. The cap­
tain said that when he signalled the 
engineer to back, for some reason he 
did not obey, but only started the 
engines full speed ahead.

Strenuous efforts are being made to 
shut off the water, but it is now said 
that this will take at least two days. 
It is believed that the lock will be 
out of commission the rest of the 
season. The accident will not tie 
up traffic between the upper and 
lower lakes. It will, however, ne­
cessitate the use of the Anjerican 
look by ail steamers and therefore re­
sult in considerable delay.

The caflal employees as soon as 
the accident happened tried ineffect­
ually to item the enormous head of 
water. As soon as possible the 
movable dam, which wag built for 
Such emergencies, was gotten ready 
and at eight o’clock tonight 12 wick­
ets out of the 24 have been lowered! 
It is expected that if this hangs out 
the flood wHl have been «topped by 
morning. In the meanwhile the 
water ia rushing through with the 
force ot ’he Niagara, causing im­
mense damage. It is estimated 
that the lamage cauBed will be hun­
dreds of thousands. It will take at 
least two months before it will be 
ready for service again.

Department Notified.
Ottawa, Ont., June 9.—The de­

partment of railways and canals has 
been notified of the wreck of the 
gate on one of the Soo canal locks. 
The canal department announces that 
repairs are already under way, and 
that, the damage will be repairer) 
with all possible speed. The cost 
of the repairs has not yet been esti­
mated.

Soo, June 9—An entire new set of 
gates will have to be built for the 
lower end of the locks. The uppet 
gates and one leaf of the lo*er gpteg 
are nowhere to be seen. The other 
lower lc3l is hanging by the bottortt 
end. Should the movable dam fail 
the canal will have to be filled up 
with car loads of earth to decrease the 
speed and allow the upper guard 
gates to be placed. The entire fall of 
approximately twenty feet is conceii 
trated in the lock which was wrecked 
and the canal presented a tremend­
ous epectaele including two water 
falls and a giant whirlpool. Onp 
handicap the accident will place oh 
the lake traffic will be that it wifi 
be impossible for vessels to load as 
deep.

Another Resident.

Chairman Says if Over-Cta*S'fication 
Was Made Contractors Must Re­
fund.

Ottawa, June 9.—The Ottawa Even­
ing Journal says : "Hon. S. N. Pan­
ent, chairman of the National trans­
continental commission, when seen 
in regard to the report to the effect 
that there is going to be trouble be­
tween the commission and the Grand 
Trunk over the cost of the section 
between Winnipeg and Lake Su­
perior, which is now being rushed 
towards completion, said it was news 
to him. He pointed out that at the 
present time the board of arbitrators 
appointed to adjust the differences 
which arose as to classification on dis­
trict F ia ti, work, and until it has 
completed its labors it would not be 
possible '*> give an estimate of what 
the Lake Superior section of the 
road will cost. The original estimate 
was for about $49,000 a mile, but it 
is well known that the advance of 
everything pertaining to the con­
struction of a railway will increase 
this estimate probably to $65,000 pet 
mile. The board of arbitration; 
which is at present at work on the 
classification of the district F, left 
Ottawa aoout the middle of May, and 
is expected back in the capital about 
the end ’f the week. Not till theijr 
decision 'ë known will it be possibly 
to make an estimate of the cost of 
construction. If it is agreed that 
there has been over-classification on 
the part it the commission engineers, 
the contractors will be called upon 
to make * refund. Should any fur­
ther difficulties arise they will pro­
bably be settled by arbitration. The 
commissioners expect that everything 
will be satisfactorily adjusted before 
the G.T.P. completes its link from 
Winnipeg Junction to Fort William 
and is reedy to carry through traffic 
from EdMont on to lake ports.

CHINK SMOTHERED IN ICE BOX.*

U.S. Railroad Men Smuggled China- 
men From Mexico in Dining Car 
Refrigerator.

Chicago, June 9—The cramped in­
terior of an ice-box in. a railroad din­
ing car, even if the temperature was 
below the freezing mark and the air 
was anything but good, made a fine 
place in which to conceal Chinamen1 
who had been smuggled into the Un­
ited States from Mexico and who were 
anxious to reach Chicago. Many 
contraband Chinese made the long 
journey in these cramped and freez­
ing quarters, according to the testi­
mony which was heard in the United 
States District court this afternoon, 
until one yellow man was smothered 
to death in an ice box. Then the 
Chinamen who were willing to pay 
$500 each for being smuggled into 
■Uncle Sam’s domains, decided that 
they would rather remain in Mexico 
or return to their native land, than 
risk the journey in the ice box and 
the chance of freezing to deMh or be­
ing smothered. ,

Albert Hampton, a Pullman dining 
car cook, told the story of1,Abe China­
men and the ice box on the witness 
stand in Judge Landis’ court today. 
“The ice box in the dining car,” he 
said, “was four foot long, two and 
one-hall leet wide and eight feet deep. 
The closet in the car in which the 
linen was carried was four and one- 
half feet high, two feet deep and one 
and one-half -feet wide. We carried 
lots of Chinamen in these two places 
all the way from El Paso to Chicago. 
On one occasion Stephenson (he is a 
railway brakeman who was!1 indicted 
for complicity in the alleged Chinese 
smuggling game) said to me, ‘You 
will have to find some other way of 
carrying those Chinamen. They won’t 
ride in the ice box any more; they 
are afraid since one of them was 
smothered to death.’ ”

The name of the Chinamen or other 
particulars were not brought out in 
the examination of Hampton. Bob 
Leung, a wealthy Chinese merchant 
of El Paso, and Jose Parra andl Chas. 
Seveder, Mexicans, are on trial, 
charged- with conspiracy to violate the 
immigration laws by importing ex­
cluded Chinamen into the United 
States from Mexico. Robert W. Steph­
enson, W. H. Clark and J. Heltzell. 
railway brakemen, who pleaded guilty 
to being participants in the smug­
gling conspiracy, were in court as wit­
nesses for the government. Three 
dining car cooks who admitted that 
they had participated in the smug­
gling game were on the stand during 
the afternoon. In addition to Hamp­
ton, there were Charles Crafts and 
Fred Tonig

“In July, 1908,” said Hampton, 
“we carried five Chinamen concealed 
beneath a table cloth on top of the 
ice box. They were all allowed to 
get down at night and eat. Stephen­
son gave me a revolver saying it 
would do to use to keep them quiet 
if they raised a row.”

Chin Yen Qwai, a Chicago China­
man, said to be wealthy, who is ac­
cused of being with Leung, the chief 
conspirator, failed to appear for trial 
and his bond was declared forfeited.

London, June 10—The Imperial 
Press conference reached its final day 
of set debate this morning when L<*-<1 
Morlev presided, there being also pre­
sent Hon. A. Birrell, Lord Milner and 
Winston Churchill. The subject was 
literature and the press. Mr. Mbriey 
delivered a suggestive and provocative 
address, tinged with dry humor. He 
asked the- editors to strive for two 
moderate aims, simplicity and direct­
ness, and said it was the presence of 
literary elements in the editor which 
distinguished him from the newsboy 
shouting scare heads. There was à 
vast improvement apparent in journ­
alism, its methods and its spirit. of 
criticism, but he wondered how far 
the press had had its share in the 
large general forces which were bring­
ing about the present European situa­
tion. Wtis it systematically and per- 
severingly preaching peace among the 
nations?

Winston Churchill noticed a tend­
ency to correct the habit many organs 
had contracted, namely, to give ex­
pression to the views of their readers 
rather than that of their writers. Con­
cluding, he reminded the press men 
that confidence between nations was 
impossible while hatred and suspicion 
bred those very dangers from which 
they originated.

Lord Milner said that they had 
heard much about the re-barbarization 
of Europe and he thought it dreadful 
nonsense for if they reflected they 
would remember that disputes be­
tween nations now were settled less 
by war than ever before. One of the 
most powerful reasons was that na­
tions are now organized on a system 
of national armies, and it w-as these 
citizen armies which made for peace.

Mr. Birrell kept the conference "in 
good humor with a characteristically 
witty speech. He could not under­
stand why the fourth estate should 
assume the shackles of party which 
the other estates in the realm must, 
take up and reminded the delegates 
that the fortunes not only of one em­
pire, but of the world might largely 
depend on the fitness of future writers 
whether they wrote books or day by 
day.

Sir Russell Courtney, T. P. O’Con­
nor, Bauergec of Bengal, and Engel - 
berg, of Pretoria, contributed to tlie 
discussion, after which a motion of 
thanks to the speakers was proposed 
by J. A. McDonald, o£ Toronto.

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CRITICS IN ALARM.
The new minister of labor is receiv­

ing the tribute of the Opposition press 
as to the strength they believe he 
brings to the government. The vol­
ume of the persuasion they seem to 
think necessary to prove his useless- 
nes to the cause ot labor must be 
flattering to Mr. King. The duties of 
the position and his qualifications to 
fulfil them provide standing texts for 
most of the leading papers on the 
other side. In this respect he seems 
for the time to have eclipsed his col­
leagues and gathered to himself all 
the attention these journals have to 
spare. If the political strength of 
Mr. King be what his opponents seem 
to think it is, his accession to the 
cabinet marks the death of any hope 
Mr. Borden's friends may have en­
tertained of ibeing able to alienate the 
workers from the Government.

In part the outbreak may be only 
the customary salute with which new 
minister* are now received. A party 
with no settled policy to advocate is 
pretty well limited in the matter of 
political debate to abusing the other 
fellow, and the Opposition have long 
been without a settled policy broad 
enough and strong enough to accom­
modate even themselves, let alone the 
public. It has become the practice, 
therefore, to receive each new man in 
the cabinet with concentrated fire, 
under the supposition that a new 
man being less familiar with the 
work of his department than the old 
bagtls would prove an easier mark for 
criticism.

Such can hardly be the main mo­
tive of the attack on Mr. King. He 
has been for years the deputy head 
of the department over which he has 
been called to preside. No living 
man is so familiar with its working? 
and the policy they embody as the 
new minister. There is little danger 
of even an impolitic Opposition pres- 
assailing him on his own ground in 
hope of snatching a victory through 
his ignorance or inexperience. Cer 
tainly no member of the party seems 
willing to risk his deposit on being 
able to do so, for Mr. King’s election 
is conceded without opposition so far j

ent way of avoiding giving credit to 
the Government responsible for the 
doings of the deputy and therefore 
entitled to a measure at least of the 
praise for the work done by him.

These same journals are now es 
anxious to discredit Mr. King as 
minister as they were formerly ready 
to praise him as deputy minister. His 
transference from the strictly official 
to the political field, they seem to 
hold, necessarily transforms also his 
character and aims, and invgsts him 
with less deference to the welfare of 
the worker than he hid before he was 
dependant on the worker for his vote.

in the direction of public affairs.” 

This, from the child of the Family 
Compact to the grandson of William 
Lyon Mackenzie, is certainly refresh­
ing.

It will take something more than 
-he anxiety of his political opponents 
to discount the new minister in the 
minds of the public. As deputy min­
ister he was admittedly responsible 
ior much of the “labor legislation” 
which has found its way onto the 
statute books in recent yeaVs. He 
was also directly responsible for the 
administration of that legislation once 
it was put on the books. His record 
bands in the laws enacted at his sug­
gestion and the disputes settled 
through hie intervention—and in the 
files of his erstwhile admirers but 
present critics.

An Autocratic Remedy.
President Tait proposes that some­

thing shall be done, and done to those 
contumacious Porto Ricans. His re­
commendation to congress is that 
when the legislative assembly ad­
journs without passing its appropria­
tion bills, a sum equal to the previous 
year’s appropriation shall be drawn 
by the warrant of the auditor on the 
treasurer, and countersigned by the 
governor. Such a provision already 
exists in the Philippines and Hawaii, 
and has been found to exercise a very 
alutary effect upon the native legis­

lators there. Virtually, this provision 
makes the thirty-five delegates and 
the five members of the executive 
council mere figureheads, and places 
the absolute control of the island in 
the hands of the president of the Un­
ited States, for it removes from the 
natives the onljy effective weappn 
they have left. However, it will be 
argued that- a man who is good en­
ough to become president of the Un­
ited States is good enough to govern 
Porto Rico.

Bunker Hill Recalled.
At the same time, liberty, in theory, 

is dear to the people of the United 
States, and newspapers here and 
here are protesting against the course 
if action recommended by President 
Taft. Of this message Alfred Henry 
Lewis, the novelist, says: “Read it.
It shows whither in some respects 
-ve are drifting. Nothing more un- 
American has been heard since 1776. 
indeed, it might have come from King 
George, and never a syllable be dis­
turbed. We, like the Porto Ricans, 
had refused to pay the salaries of 
mr oppressors. King George—like 
Taft—denounced us for our ingrati­
tude. Subsequently, lie sent his sol- 
iiers, as Mr. Taft will subsequently 
lend ours, and wo had Bunker Hill." 
There could, of course, be only one 
ending to an attempt on the part of 
Porto Rico to oppose the wishes oi 
the Washington government with 
irms. Yet, victory over such an ad­
versary would 'be hardly less credit­
able than defeat; and there is a pros­
pect that if the president’s recommen- 
lation is adopted blood will be shed.

On the 15th leading Armenians were I 
treacherously lured from their hiding 
places, in order, as it was put to them, 
that they might satisfy themselves 
that the town was quiet and that the 
Turks entertained no hostile inten­
tions. Directly they were outside the 
Armenian quarter they were killed, 
and, as if by a preconcerted signal, 
massacring and pillage became gen­
eral. It was impossible to estimate 
the total number of Armenian lives 
lost, but their number must he very 
great indeed. It will take at least 
twenty years for the province to re­
cover from the loss of life and pro­
perty. Land will remain untilled and 
labor will be deficient, and the district 
has lost a large number Of its most 
industrious and progressive people.

Yet people live pleasant lives in Den­
mark, and do not feel in constant ter-1 
ror, as the nation with the big fleet 
seems to do, of having their homes 
harried. We in Canada live beside 
a nation ten times as big and have 
no armament or fortifications on our 
long boundary, yet we sleep o’ nights 
better than our sea-girt ancestors, who 
were liable to hear the -bugle at any 
time, and to have to go over to 
France to be shot.

Between the different ranges of the 
Rockies are wonderfully rich val­
leys—ranch, fruit, and coal lands. 
It need scarcely be told here that in 
every instance, from Cariboo an,I 
Oassiar to East and West Kootenay, 
the mines have been prospected, de­
veloped and operated by Americans. 
British and Canadian capital has 
come in second—Ï am sorry to say, 
as in Rossland and' Slocan, some­
times: to an aftermath oi watered stock 
atid wildcat schemes. What has hap­
pened with the mines is today re­
peating itself with the ranch and fru't 
lands. One example will suffice—that 
of the Nechaco Valley,-up at the head­
waters of the Fraser River. Canadians 
are notoriously conservative. They 
will not invest one dollar till quite 
sure that two dollars will come back. 
The American will lightly risk nis 
two dollars on the slimmest kind 1 f 
chance of getting ten back. As- long 
as there were prairie lands, Canadians 
did not consider the bunch-grass and 
ranch lands of the Rocky Mountain 
valleys worth having. They were 
hard to reach, too far away ; so the 
government rated such lands as sec­
ond and third rate, "to be obtained 
for merely nominal homestead duties 
and dues that did not total more 
than fifty cents and $2 an acre. As 
soon as two new transcontinental 
railways began to push westward, it 
became apparent that railroads would 
cross these valleys, and there was a 
rush to the'far off bunch-grass val 
leys of squatters, whom Seattle and 
t. Paul and St, Louis companies had 
‘‘grub-staked.” By the time the gov­
ernment surveyors had come- on the 
scene and the land office had waken­
ed, the homesteaders had proved title 
and sold' out to American companies 
for a few dollars an acre lands wort r 
$25. As far as I could learn, the 
operators in the Nechaco Valley were 
from St. Louis.

Now come on aefoss the mountains 
to the prairie, a level stretch of 1,500 
miles. The first Canadian trans-con­
tinental railway was constructed 
about midway between the Saskatche^ 
wan and boundary—that is, zigzaggin: 
north and south, one may call it half 
way, though it is nearer the south­
land settlement Hollowed along -the 
line of it like iron filings sticking to 
a magnet. The Saskatchewan is -the 
true watershed of the nort-h, and 
down its broad roily current has 
swept from time immemorial ocean 
loads of silt, of humus', of forest cov­
ering from the Rockies, depositing 
such cargo of fertility along its banks 
as the Nile deposits over Egypt. The 
'Canadian settler has -always stuck 
to the line of the railroad like a burr 
The American settler, as if obsessed 
has always struck ahead of the rail­
road to the best - lands, independent 
of where the road might be; and re 
compelled it to come to -him.

The return trip was- made in much 
better time than the downward run 
and the tired holiday seekers- reached 
the C.N.R. depot on First street a 
short time before nine o’clock.

« The Buffalo Corals.
At* Lamont, the intense heat did 

not prevent the excursionists from 
getting a good view of the buffalo, uie 
large number of which were some dis­
tance from the station. At first mere 
was a small coral close by the tracks 
but during the met weather this was 
so badly tramped down that a larger 
enclosure had to be made and now 
tfie bison roam over an area nearly a 
quare mile in extent. A dozen or 
more are taken down to the smaller 
coral at the tracks at once and these 
are loaded one by one on the cars.

The Work ot Loading.
The work of loading was begun 

Wednesday morning under the supev- 
intendeney of Howard Douglas, i>- 
sisted- by about a dozen men includ­
ing Mexican cowboys. Two cars were 
filled- Wednesday, each containing 
àbout a dozen animals; and the work 
is being rushed forward without 4e- 
lay. It is expected that the loading 
will be finished before the end of 
next week. ‘

Those in charge of the loading had 
considerable difficulty in keeping the 
crowd back from the top of the load­
ing gangway, up which the bison were 
driven to the car. The preserving 
of order was in the hands of Corporal 
Phillips of the R.N.W.M.P. who had 
his hands full.

Have Immense Strength.
The work of loading was very in­

teresting to the spectators and was- 
evidently conducted according to the 
most approved fashion by those who 
know most about the habits of the 
-animals. If the onlookers expected 
to see the occupants of the coral walk 
quietly up to most circumscribed im­
prisonment they were quickly un­
deceived. They outmuled any mule, 
bucking, and striking with their hind 
feet such as a buffalo alone can 
strike. To the weight of these blows 
many incidents bore testimony; for 
instance, to prevent an active young 
cow from creatig trouble a six inch 
scantling was placed across the gang­
way behind the animal but snapped 
like a match beneath the weight if 
a kick delivered with speed difficult 
to follow. After many attempts at 
coaxing it became necessary to rope 
the looms of thé animal and the com­
bined strength of ten men was re­
quired to drag her into the car. After 
many other methods had been -tried, 
this was at last resorted to in tne 
case of almost every refractory beast, 
of which there appeared to- be a ma­
jority.

Precautions Taken. ,
The bison is a sullen an-imal'çlfidow- 

ed with enormous strength and cun­
ning enough to use it to great advan­
tage. Heavily built in the fore part, 
light in the Jhind quarters, agile and 
weighing often as much as- T.OuO 
pounds, he is altogether an ugly i5h=- 3 
tomer. Knowing -this those in chargnh 
take every precaution in the arrange­
ments. The loading coral is about 
eight feet high of heavy timber lead­
ing to a gangway by which the car 
is entered.

Dangerous Work.
The men in charge, experts in the 

handling of buffaloes and inured to 
danger have already had several nar­
row escapes while fastening upon the 
bison in their narrow quarters. The 
animals- are separated in the cars by 
wooden partetions which are being 
built by carpenters at hand as fast 
as required.

The animals have been herded 
enough at Elk park to become fami­
liar with mounted men and they are 
now handled with much greater ease 
than when coralled more than two 
years ago.

Once in the car the animals are 
given hay and water and made to 
feel as much at home as possible, but 
the temper of a buffalo is sullen and 
his imagination is not keen enough 
to make dry hay in a stock ear re­
semble the more palitable grass in 
the open air.

The cows as a rule are being more 
easily handled than the bulls except 
in an instance or two where they 
have calves- by their sides.

-The History of the Herd.

The -history of the herd which the 
Dominion Government were fortunate 
in securing is an interesting one. 
From a small beginning in the 80’s, 
Mr. Allard developed it, by breeding 
and purchase, .to upward, of 100 n 
1893, when he bought the famous 
Buffalo Jones herd from Kansas and 
brought the animals, full bloods- and 
half breeds, to tlie reservation in the 
early autumn of that year. The 
cross breeding of cattle and buffalo 
was soon abandoned as impracticable 
as the “catalo” was neither one nor 
the other and seemed to possess til 
of the poor qualities and few of the 
good qualities of either. The cross­
breeds were according separated from 
the bison and the latter were placed 
o nà range near the Big Butte, near 
where Mud creek empies into tn.i 
Pend d’Oreille river. On this broad 
plain-the animals multiplied and they 
seldom left their range. Very little 
herding was required.

The Early Sales.
When Mr. Allard died, his partner, 

Michel Pablo, began to sell the herd, 
a few at a time, and most of the best 
specimens of bison in eastern zoolo­
gical gardens and private preserves 
in the east come from this herd. 
Probably 150 head have been so’ti 
in this way. Howard Eaton, the well 
known hunter and expert of Wolf 
Wyoming, acted as sales agent in 
most of these instances. When the 
prospective opening of the Flathead 
reservation foretold the destruction 
o! the free range that the animals 
had enjoyed and made it evidently 
impossible to preserve the herd in­
tact, Mr. Pablo naturally turned to 
Mr. Eaton for assistance in disposing 
of his valuable band. Mr. Eaton 
made earnest attempts to bring about 
the sale of the herd to the United 
States government, but for some rea­
son; t-hat is- not clear to anybody his 
efforts were unsuccessful. Nor could 
he interest the American Bison as­
sociation in the matter to tile ex­
tent of raising the funds necessary to 
purchase the herd. So, when all at­
tempts had failed in this line, the 
offer of the Dominion government 
was accepted and for a smaller sun 
than $150.000 Canada became the 
owner of the largest herd of bison in 
the world.

Senator Drake of Lorimer county, Col­
orado, who purchased two sections of 
land. Senator Drake. is one of the 
largest land men in Colorado, owning 
2,000' âcres Of the best -laird in that 
state, which .is valued at from $150 to 
$300 an acre.. .He-is a director.oi-the 
First National bank, and is interested 
in many financial institutions there.

Mr. Drake is' khdWri" aS tlife largest 
feeder of sheep in North American, 
ad usually cares for 36,000 head in 
that way. t

The Colorado party has been inves­
tigating for the last two days, and 
last night the senator u-pon his return 
was completely fagged. He is en­
thusiastic over the country, and his 
two sections shows what he thinks of 
it. He intends to have it cultivated 
at once, and will grow grain and alf­
alfa and feed sheep. He believes that 
it is only a matter of a very few years 
when the land will be selling from $50 
to $100 an acre.

E. R. Baker, of Port Collins, bought 
a section; C. F. Finlay, of the same 
place, bought a -section, and W- A. 
Smith, of Denver,, bought 294 acres. 
The land is in the Strathmore dis­
trict.

Lipton Will Try Again.

He feels that -he cannot chal­
lenge the Americans under existing 
regulations, and intend® going to New 
York himself in August and person­
ally laying before the committee of 
the New York Yacht club a challenge 
which they can accept. It is under­
stood from reliable quarters that Lip­
ton hopes to’ be able to arrange mat­
ters in such a way that lie will be 
allowed to compete with a yacht 
which is not merely a racing shell, 
but a really seaworthy boat, capable 
of safely crossing the Atlantic under 
its own sail without the risk which 
attended the sailing of the last Sham­
rock.

stock is produced. At Innisfail stock 
yards of 1,000 head capacity will he 
built this season.

“The C.P.R. lias nothing to gain 
by curtailing the shipping facilities 
for Alberta, farmers” said Mr. Mc­
Mullen. “It the accommodation has 
not been all that it should be it ;s 
because of the tremendous develop­
ment which the live stock industry 
has had in the past few years.

Rogue’s Gallery Threatened.

This , gives the government control of 
all important exchanges in the pro­
vince outside of Saskatoon. The 
Saskatchewan Company’s system 
comprises 260 miles of long distança 
wire, with Moose Jaw-, Rouleau and 
Estevan exchanges, and 30 toll 
offices. The minister stated that the 
matter of improvements and exten­
sions had not yet been considered, 
but that improvements will have to 
he made, particularly in the local 
exchanges.

GERMAN OFFICERS
THROW OFF MASK]

Advocate Building Powerful Fleet to 
Gonteet Britain's Supremacy on 
the Sea.

EDMONtON, ftULLETlN, MONDAY. JUWC 14, 1909.

Kiel, June 10.—The strongest anti- 
Bngliqh note yet heard in German 
semi-official circle*,, dqainated Satur-i 
< I ay 'a annual meeting oi the German 
Navy League, under the presidency 
of Admiral Koester. All dissimula­
tion was thrown aside and the dele­
gates openly advocated the accelerat­
ed upbuilding of tjie German navy 
“to contest tne present naval supre­
macy of England.”

In nearly every utterance there was 
marked hostility to -England and the 
resolutions, which were adopted un-" 
anhnously, plainly favor the building 
of a German navy that will stand 
supreme in the world. The annual 
report disclosed that, there are nearly 
a million members of the league, all 
clamoring for a bigger navy. The 
league also went on record in urging 
Germany to be supreme ill aerial 
equipment, expressing its belief that 
the wars of the future will be decided 
in the air.

Must Excel England.
President Koester’s speech was sen­

sational in the extreme.
“Our naval policy must be per­

severed in,” he said. “Germany must 
continue her work and perfect a fleet 
which will enable us to cope with our 
most powerful rivals. There must 
be no going backwards because of 
criticism from abroad.

“A fleet that will keep the German 
nation where it belongs among the 
powers of the world is an immediate 
necessity."

“England’s claim that she must rule 
the seas is preposterous.” he de­
clared, as the entire assemblage ap­
plauded. "England* has no divine 
right to dominate the océan. Ger­
many and the other reigning naval 

« powers must contest for supremacy. 
Germany must at least rule the 
North. Sea and no interference with 
her can be brooked.”

Control the Sea.
Baron Esgel said Germany must 

create a naval armament which will 
be powerful enough to wrest control 
of the seas from England. Three 
following speakers repudiated the 
idea of any agreement with England 
which would have for its object the 
limitation of the imperial navy.

Two other speakers emphasized the 
necessity of a huge fleet, capable of 
protecting Germany’s trans-oceanic 
interests, whether on the Atlantic or 
on the Pacific, or in the Far East.

But it was left to Herr Schmidt to 
make the most sensational utter­
ance. After referring to- the agita­
tion against Gemany in many quar­
ters and to the fact that the national 
spirit was behind the naval increase 

‘he said : “German warships are kept 
too close to home. Our sphere of 
action should- be broadened. What 
we need is a navy big enough and 
powerful enough so that it can cruise 
among waters and remind the in- 

—habitants there of the existence of 
Germany as s naval power.”

Prince Approves.
Prince Henry of Prussia made a 

speech to the conference this after­
noon in which he extolled the work 
of the naval league. By so doing 
he is considered to have given vir­
tual approval of the utterances made 
against England.

Stirs up England.
London, June 10.—While details of 

the meeting of the German Naval 
leagme at Kiel have not been receiv­
ed here, the fact that the Germans 
openly throw off the cloak of secrecy 
and admitted Germany’s intention of 
wresting from England control of the 
seas, has merely accentuated the 
bitterness of the British anti-German 
feeling.

The extreme national .anti-German 
feeling is so intense that nothing 
short of actual war could add to it.

The effect of the German Na^al 
League meeting, however, is certain 
to be the immediate construction 
the eight new Dreadnought type 
battleships, which the British gov 
eminent had hoped to delay because 
[Budi>eu eto to norppuoo aqt jo 
finances.

Means War.
Despite the attempts of the highest 

officiale to reassure the British na­
tion, the people generally are con- 

" vinced that Germany’s sole purpose 
in strengthening her fleet is for the 
purpose of attacking England.

It is claimed on all sides that the 
German hostility to England is so 
pronounced that even in theatres 
their slurs on Great Britain are the 
surest way the performers can make 
themselves popular.

The naval league meeting follow­
ing so closely on the heels of the 
admission that the Kaiser and the 
Czar are to meet, has done more to 
convince the British public that Ger­
many is their enemy than anything 
that could have happened.

Pick Quarrel at Will.
With Russia lined up alongside of 

Germeny, Austria and Italy against 
England, the inclusion of France in 
the compact is confidently expected, 
and there is a seetfiing disposition 
on the part of many infldèntial Eng­
lishmen to favor the plan of picking 
a quarrel with Germany at once, and 
then sending the' vast English fleet to 
wipe out the German navy before it 
can be made strong enough to effec­
tively defeat, the British navy on sea 
and before its system of airstrips 
can be made practicable.

Repairing Canal Damage.
Soo, Mich., June 11.—To-night the 

flow of water has been checked suffi­
ciently so that an attempt will be 
made in the momihg to close the 
upper auxiliary gates. Heavy tim­
bers with steel rails to the bottom 
were eunk above the movable dam. 
the heavy current jamming them 
against it. Bales of straw and hay 
were then thrown in. In this man­
ner the crevices betweeiff the leaves 
of the dam and the aperture caused 
by the bent leaf have been filled, so 
that considerable water has been cut 
off. In. the morning steel cables will 
be fastened on the top of the auxili­
ary gates, and they will be allowed 
to close slowly. It is thought with 
this aisistence the water will be cut 
off completely from the lock cham­
ber tomorrow night. York and Gon- 
ding, steamboat inspectors of this 
district, took testimony today.

Manitoba Crops in Good Shape.
Winnipeg, June II—The first gov­

ernment report on crops and. live 
stock has just appeared. The figures 
are of the most encouraging iiàture. 
The information is compiled from 
the reports of five hundred corres­
pondents. The only drawback to the 
gratification is the decrease in crop 
area of 261,430 aérés. In wheat acre- 

. age the decrease is 208,529- acres, but 
there was an increase of barley of 157,- 
$51, and 32,567 acres of oats. The 
total grain area is 4,646,614 acres and 
that under all crops 4,777,212. The 
estimated number of farm hands re­
quired is 24,279 and female servants 
3,092. The total number of cattle fat­
tened since the last report, 25,016, and 
tlie number of milch cows 122.349. 
There are 185,920 horses, 386,776 
cattle, 158,597 pigs and 19,440 sheep 
in the province. Crops went into well 
prepared seed beds, but were sown 
rather late. The weather has been 
favorable and up to date the report 
declares the prospects could not be 
better, and have not been equalled 
since 1887.

Marselles, June 11.—Two earth­
quake shocks pinning from northeast 
to southwest were felt throughout the 
Riviera between nine and ten o’clock, 
tonight. While the damage done here 
was not great, reports from smaller, 
cities show that the effects of the sec­
ond shock were serious. At Lambes, 
a town of 2,500 inhabitants, north­
west of this city .several houses col­
lapsed1 and eight persons are reported 
to have been killed. Troops were im­
mediately hurried there to search the 
ruins for possible dead or injured. 
Several buildings fell at Enguilles 
also, and at Aix the vermicilli fac­
tory was partly demolished. The dis­
turbance extinguished the arc lamps 
.q^.the street and broke crockery and 
yjimlow panes.
• The village of Eguilles, ten kilome­
ters from Aix, suffered greatly. Sev­
eral houses collapsed and the village 
is practically destroyed. At Cannes- 
and. Perpigan, where the same shocks 
were felt, the oscillations lasted some 
seconds, but did not do any damage. 
Similar reports come from Cette and 
Beziers. The earthquake at Lambeso 
took on the proportions of a catastro­
phe. Many houses were wrecked, 
burying the inhabitants ini the ruins. 
Eight bodies of the dead have been 
found, as well as many wounded.

The earthquake spread from the Ri­
viera up as far as Avignon, The 
shock is described as being of consid­
erable violence, lasting several sec­
onds. At Toulon- the first shock took 
place at 16 minutes past nine o’clock. 
It was followed two minutes later 1 y 
a second shock, which caused dam­
age notably in the Avenue Vauba. 
The inhabitants of the old quarter if 
the town, surprised in their sleep, 
jumped from their beds and rushed 
into the streets in their night clothes. 
At Marseilles at the same hour the 
shock which took place lasted for four 
seconds. The people rushed out of 
the cafes in large numbers, great! j 
terrified, and assembled in the pub­
lic squares. The clocks in the Bourse 
stopped at a quarter past nine. The 
shock was most violent in the upper 
parts’ of the town, especially in La 
Plain andi Vauban quarters. A* Mont­
pelier the shock was so severe that 
hundreds rushed from house» and 
spent the night in the streets. At 

rAix-En-Provence the shock was ac­
companied by rumblings, which last­
ed1 ten seconds. The electric lamps 
on -the promenade and in the cafes 
were extinguished. -

Report in Instalments.
Ottawa, June 11.—The department 

of trade and commerce believe that 
the vahre of trade statistics lies main­
ly in the rapidity with which they 
are made available to the general 
public, and has decided upon a very 
radical move. Commencing with 
the annual report for the fiscal year 
ended March 31st, 1909, the report 
will be issued in seven parts. In this 
way the most important features of 
the trade statistics which, while im­
portant for the purpose of record, are 
not of very general importance or 
practical usefulness. Thus the de­
partment hopes to present the prin­
cipal features of the trade in Canada 
in three months shorter time besides 
which the new system has other ad­
vantages. In publishing the report 
in several parts the department will 
be able to- forward a correspondence 
only that part in which he is especi­
ally interested instead of sending a 
book weighing more than three 
pounds and containing a mass of 
other statistics in which he has per­
haps absolutely no interest. Again, 
the. cost of production will be materi­
ally decreased, as Very small editions 
of the less important papers need be 
published to meet the demands.

Charged With False -Pretence.
Montreal, June 11—Henry W. Pren- 

dergast was placed under arrest on a 
warrant issued by Judge Ohouvet, 
charging him with having obtained 
sums of money under false pretence.

In the Canada West Magazine for 
June appears a letter from a man not 
a stranger to newspaper print, Mr 
Harry V. Radford, favorably acknowl­
edging an editorial which- appeared in 
the same magazine for April, which 
endeavored to palliate Mr. Radford's 
remarkable utterances as being due 
to his victimization by “apostles of 
fakenism."

Mr. Radford seems to have suffered 
considerable mental pain from darts 
of editorial acerbity directed toward 
him by different Canadian newspap­
ers. Readers of the Herald will re­
call an article which appeared in 
this paper at the time Mr. Radford 
passed through Montreal, westward 
bound, calling attention to the ridie- 
nlously obvious fact that the particu­
lar brand of bison to which Mr. Rad­
ford refers was by no means an inac­
cessible denizen. Just previous to the 
appearance of the article just men­
tioned, the Herald published an in­
terview given by Mr. Radford to a 
New York paper, which was the real 
basis of all the trouble that he now 
ascribes to Canadian newspapermen.

In the letter reproduced below Mr. 
Radford lays special emphasis upon 
the fact that Canadian newspapers 
published statements concerning his 
trip to the Canadian West, which 
were liable to misconstruction, and 
asserts his undying solicitude to have 
such misstatements rectified.

The. letter, dated at Edmonton, on 
April 29, 1909, and headed “A Square 
Deal for Mr. Radford,” is as follows; 
. “A friend here in Edmonton has 

shown me the editorial in Canada- 
West for April, entitled, ‘Canada Fak­
ing Dies Hard,’ in which some of the 
newspaper allusions to my proposed 
northern journey are made the basis 
of a kindly and not unfair page of 
comment.

“Considering that many of these 
newspaper ‘stories’ or ‘interviews’ 
concerning my trip have been wholly 
or partly unauthorized inventions or 
distortions, it is not surprising that 
the writer of the editorial ip question 
should have gamed the impression 
that I had been ‘victimized’ by ‘pos- 
tles of fakerism’ and- ‘made to be­
lieve’ queer things about northern 
Canada. Nothing, however, is far­
ther from truth; I am in no need <.f 
‘sympathy’ on this score.

“I have not been made to believe 
anything; nor was I ‘sent forth’ by 
anyone. *The trip is being made on 
my own responsibility; and, without 
entering into details,-! may assure 
you that I haqa, had access to ample 
sources of reliable information, with­
out having to consult any oi the 
class of writers to whom reference is 
made. Canada, by the way, is not 
entirely strange to me, since, during 
some twenty-two years, I have made 
a series of rather extensive journeys 
in all directions through the Do­
minion.

"Ever since I.entered this country, 
on my present. ,$our, whenever I havè 
had an opportunity, I have endeav­
ored to correct, tpo mis-statements that 
have appeared in the Canadian papers 
regarding my plans and, particularly 
my conception of northern conditions.

“Some of the, difficulty seems to 
have arisen from the fact that my pre­
parations for the Arctic journey were 
often ascribed wholly to the side-trip 
in quest of the wood bison, which, 
as you will not4, is only a minor fea­
ture in my three years’ plan of travel; 
although I doi «xpect- to spend several 
months' in the- wood bisort country 
and to make my study of these most 
interesting animals as complete as 
possible.

“A series of unexpected delays in 
Ottawa and Winnipeg, and the early 
disappearance of snow in the Edmon- 
ton-Athabasca district, have made -it 
impossible to carry out my plan of 
going north to the bison range on 
snowshoes; so I shall have to adopt 
the more luxurious mode of travel 
afforded by water; and I am waiting 
here for the opening of navigation, 
having arranged to go north with the 
Hudson’s Bay outfit of flat boats 
leaving Athabasca Landing about 
June 6th. But there will be plenty 
of use for the ‘dogs and snowshoes’ 
later qn; and perhaps even the ‘tab­
loid tea, malted milk and sweet choco­
late’ (for the choice of which comes­
tibles I have no excuse to make) may 
not come amiss.

“The, above is written in the belief 
that your clever and untrammeled 
publication would not intentionally 
lead itself to misrepresentation of the 
plans or purposes of a visWir’s jour­
ney of investigation through that in­
teresting northern wiild-erness lying! 
beyond the farthest fringe of civiliza­
tion.

“Possibly you will wish to make 
some explanation to your readers so 
that they will know that the ‘Canada 
Fakers’ from whom I have suffered 
most have been the newspaper writ­
ers of Canada-West'» own country.”

New York, June 9.—For the first 
time since the assassination of Lieu­
tenant Joseph Petrdsina, the New 
York police are convinced that they 
are on the track of the murderer, or 
at least of the man who planned the 
killing, as a result of a cable receiv-, 
ed from Rome. The man suspected 

■is Enrico Alfano, who was arrested- 
in this city by Petroeino and De­
tective Botti on April 17, 1907, for 
the murder of Andrea Cuocola and 
his wife in Naples in 1906.

Alfano was deported, and following 
a sensational trial and sentence to 
life imprisonment, escaped.

It is learned that a day or two 
before Petrosino’s death he had tele­
graphed to ♦tv- Chief of Police of 
Naples that he had found Alfano and 
would watch him until instructed to 
arrest him. With this information 
the Italian detectives are firm in the 
belief that the Camorra learned of 
the telegram, possibly through a spy 
in the police department, and plann­
ed Petrosinois death.

It was recalled yesterday that 
when Alfano’s deportation was order­
ed, and he set sail under heavy 
guard from here, he swore he would 
kill Petrosino.

Would Kill Petrosino, He Said.
“If I escape the guillotine or im­

prisonment I will kill Petrosino,”' he 
said. “And even if I don’t there aie 
plenty of others to carry out my com­
mand. Petrosino will pay for .ils, 
not today, not tomorrow, but sum1 
day.” Petrosino, used to imi'ar 
threats, smiled when told of Alfano’s 
threat.

‘‘They all talk like that,” he an­
swered, “but over in Naples ' ey 
hrfve two murders on the fellow— 
they've got him dead to rights and 
there’s nothing on earth that will* 
save him.”

But later there came the report of 
Alfano’s escape from prison soon 
after he was sentenced, arid of his 
renewed activities as leader of the 
Camorra.

This was one of the Italian crim­
inals Petrosino had in mind when he 
landed in Palmero to co-operate with 
the authorities there in running 
down the leaders of the Black Hand.

When Petrosino arrived in Italy he 
had more than 300 records of Italian 
criminals who were either deported 
or were operating on the other side, 
any one of whom would hardly hesiz 
fate at sending him to his death if 
the opportunity offered. Of all the 
Black Handers he had in mind, how­
ever, none would be quicker to seek 
revenge on Petrosino, the detective 
said yesterday, than Alfano.

Alfano Trapped Here.
It was on the night of April 17, 

1907, that Petrosino an<J Bott nabbed 
Alfano in a sub-cellar under No. 108 
Mulberry street, which had been the 
headquarters in New York of the 
Camorra. The Black Hand had 
been unusually active and Commis­
sioner Bingham ordered a round-up 
of stiletto and ..revolver carrying 
Italians. Petrosino and Botti’s 
quest for weapon carriers led them to 
the Camorra headquarters, where 
they found a dozen men heavily arm­
ed. Among them was Alfano, whom- 
Petrosino quickly recognized as the 
Camorrist leader.

Alfano steadfastly denied his 
identity and not until he was taken 
to police headquarters and confront­
ed with his picture and records from 
Italy did he weaken and ad-mit that 
he was the man.

The Italian government was cabled 
of the arrest and Alfano was sent to 
Ellis Island to await deportation. A 
long legal fight ensued, but in the 
end Alfano was sent back. There 
was a great sensation in Italy upon 
the receipt of the news of his appre­
hension, and much rejoicing in 
Naples, the scene of his many 
crimes.

For ten years he was the brains of 
the Camorra, and hundreds of 
crimes, ranging from murder to 
petty larceny, were directed by him.

*A criminal from childhood, he 
joined the Camorra in his youth, and 
by brutality and fearlessness soon 
rose to the top and was looked upon 
as a mighty leader before he was out 
of his teens. The crimes he com­
mitted and bragged of to his fellow 
Camorrists were the mast atrocious 
of the league—there seemed nothing 
he wasn’t capable of in the line of 
murder, robbery and other offences.

When he finally became the re­
cognized leader of the Camorra he 
ruled with an iron hand, and per­
petrated the most atrocious crimes 
eÿr before laid to the blood-thirsty 
criminals in his band. 8o powerful 
and fearful did the Camorra be 
come under his rule that it wasn't 
long before the entire country was 
in alarm. Judges, members of the 
cabinet, senators and politicians, to 
say nothing of the police, finajly 
concluded that it would be far better 
to stand in with the murderous Ca­
morra than to attempt to check its 
reign of terror. And so Alfano, who 
by many in Italy was looked upon 
as more powerful than the king, be­
came absolute.

Killed Hie Chief Rival.
One day Alfano met Andrea Cuoco­

la, a noted tenor, and his wife and 
heard them sing. They became fast 
friends and the Camorrist leader per­
suaded Cucola to join the league. 
Criminally bent , the singer became 
a member of the Camorra, and with 
education and accomplishments that 
placed him high above Alfano, he 
was soon in line for the leadership.

He planned frauds, thefts and mur­
ders with more cunnipg and success 
than Alfano, and with the consumma­
tion of the deeds demanded more than 
Alfano thought was his share. A 
bitter rivalry sprang up between the 
two men—it looked as if Cuocola 
would soon wrest the leadership from 
Alfano—and the Camorrist chief de 
cided that the singer and his wife 
must die. Cuocola was lured to 
Torre del Greco, where Alfano, dis­
guised as a monk, stabbed him to 
death and then killed the wife.

By means of a forged passport Al­

fano came to New York, and while 
he eluded the police successfully he 
took personal charge of the New 
York branch of the Camorra. lean- 
while, the police throughout the 
world were on the watch for him, 
and all the while he was in New 
York living- at No. 7 Jones trea 
under the name of Giuseppe r - 
etieri. He had $14,000 when he ■ - J- 
ed and was wined and dined by the 
Camorriste in the Italian quarters )f 
the city.

Following his arrest by Petrosino 
and his deportation, there was a -at 
sensation in Italy when he was p’a> 
ed on trial. He charged that lie 
could not get a fair trial- in Naples 
and got a change of venue to the 
north of Italy, where he was conv ct- 
ed.

Grenfell, Sask., June 10.—Further 
particulars have been received regard 
ing Thompson of the Grenfell Invest­
ment Company, who was found- neir 
Crooked Lake in a semi-conscious 
condition. A bag containing -his val­
uables was discovered in the budi 
near-by and it is thought Thompson 
was endeavoring to commit suicide. 
Nothing unusual was noticed in the 
bank, but an expert from Winnipeg 
is in charge and will investigate t> 
rnorrow.

Religious Society Asks for Aid.
New York, N.Y., June 12.—An ap­

peal for support by American Catho­
lics of the Society for the Preserva­
tion ot the Faith among Indian Chil­
dren, has been sent out by three of 
the leading prelates of the church in 
this country and an effort is to be 
made to enroll 800,000 persons as 
members of the society each year, in 
order to carry on its work among In­
dian children. The prelates who 
have signed the request for aid are 
Cardinal Gibbons, Archbishop Pat­
rick, J. Regan (of Philadelphia) and 
Archbishop Farley, of this city.

Reported British-Russian Treaty Re­
garding Persia.

A cable despatch from London o 
the New York Sun says:

A political sensation of the first 
magnitude was created throughoul 
Europe by the publication in im- 
semi-official Vossische Zeitung of Ber­
lin of the circumstantial announce­
ment that Great Britain and Rus-ia 
have assumed joint suzerainty over 
Persia. The terms of the treaty which 
the paper declares -has been adopted 
are such as completely to deprive the ■ 
nil ah’s kingdom of its independence 
and to reduce the country almost o 
the vassalage of Egypt.

The Vossische Zeitung gives the 
terms of the treaty, which, it says, 
has been signed not only by Great 
Britain and Russia but by Persia, 
as- follows :

First—-The Shah is to restore the 
constitution without- alteration, and 
proclaim a general amnesty.

Controlled by Britain and Russia.
Second—All the financial affairs of 

Persia shall be controlled by Great 
Britain and- Russia.

Third—All Ministerial nominations 
shall be subject to the approval of 
Great Britain and Russia.

Fourth—No new concession, shall 
be granted without the knowledge oi 
Great Britain and Russia.

Fifth—Persia shall contract no loan 
without the consent of Great Britain 
and Russia,

Sixth—Great Britain and Russia, 
undertake" to prdtect the Shah from 
all acts of violence on the part of 
the Persian people.

Seventh—They guarantee the safety 
of life and property and of the throne 
to the Shah.

Eighth—They guarantee a large 
loan to Persia.

I The Report Denied.
This startling announcement, con­

sidering its- source and the intrinsic 
evidence of its- official inspiration, re­
ceived full credence until a few hours 
later, when the British Foreign Office 
issued a denial of its authenticity. 
The statement was broadly to the ef­
fect that there was no foundation for 
the statements of the Vossische Zei­
tung. But it was- admitted that some 
weeks ago Great Britain and Russia 
made joint representations to the 
Shah respecting the advisability of a 
restoration of the constitution.

This- denial can hardly be accepted 
as disproving the matter. The Per­
sian situation has reached sUeli a cri­
tical stage that both' Great Britain 
and Russia decided recently that it 
was imperative -to deal with rt ny 
radical measures. The present Shall 
is utterly incapable either of govern­
ing himself or of pursuing any ration­
al policy for the restoration of law 
and order in his disrupted kingdom. 
Sharp foreign intervention alone will 
avert the worst horrors of interne­
cine strife. Russia and Great Britain 
are in full agreement on this point, 
and the only question is- how far they 
are prepared to go in the direction 
of assuming control of the internal 
affairs of the country.

A Blow at Germany,
If the Vossische Zeitung is right 

they intend going very far indeed. 
The seizure of Persia in fact wouM 
constitute the Anglo-Russian reply to 
Germany’s high-handed action in co­
ercing Russia into a settlement of 
the Balkan dispute. This aspect of 
the .situation fully explains the com­
ing meeting of the Kaiser and the 
Czar. The German press has been 
busy this, week exploiting this meet­
ing as a political event of moment­
ous importance.

FRIDAY'S GRAIN MARKETS.

to it as has ever been prepared. Com­
mencing with an introduction in which 
the acknowledgements of the members are 
extended to all branches of the depart­
ment of Agriculture and to those of the 
various provincial departments, town 
i-mmcil*tnd boards of trade which assisted 
in their entertainment, brief mention is 
made of Canada from a geographical stand­
point. The vastness of the country, the 
importance of its agricultural interests, 
and the diversity of conditions obtaining 
in the various parts are all dwelt upon. 
Vnder the title of “Wanderings of the 
Commission,” an account of their itinerary 
is given in outline and one realizes that 
these men had a better chance to correctly 
gauge Canada than has the average 
citizen of the country. Following this 
comes a chapter on the system of land 
settlement obtaining in the various pro­
vinces and a summary of the conditions 
under which homestead entry can be 
made is also given. The varied activities 
of the Dominion and Provincial Depart­
ments of Agriculture are briefly named, 
and some idea is given of how and on 
what, the appropriateness for the work 
of these Departments are expended. 
Vnder the title “Agriculture, Education 
and Research.” an account is given of four 
Agricultural Colleges and their equipment 
and work as well as of the work of agri­
cultural education done by rural schools, 
consolidated schools, Macdonald insti­
tutes, and farmers’ institutes, particu­
larly in the province of Ontario, the oldest 
and still the greatest of the provinces in 
point of agricultural development. A 
separate chapter each is devoted to Live 
Stock, Wheat Faming, Dairying, Ranch­
ing, Fruit Growing, and Irrigation. Each 
of these industries is reviewed as "a part 
of the whole and then dealt with province 
by province, and its relative importance 
in different parts of the country des­
cribed. The closing chapters arc devoted 
to an analysis of the coat of living, 
chiefly in the east, information as to the 
wages paid to the various trades, and 
the impressions of this body of twenty- 
two agricultural experts may be said to 
be summerized in the concluding chapter 
on Colonization, in which the object of the 
report is defined as being, “not to augment 
but to direct and guide this stream (of 
emigration) so that that which the 
Mother Country must lose, the Colonies 
may gain.”

Of greatest interest to Western Cana­
dians will be the conclusions arrived at 
by the Scottish commission on the 
subject of wheat farming. The itinerary 
of the party while traversing the three 
prairie provinces was as follows: entering 
Manitoba at Emerson, they came to 
Winnipeg and stayed there over Sunday, 
proceeding thence to Portage la Prairie 
and Brandon, at each of which places 
stops were made and drives into the 
country enjoyed. At Indian Head, Re­
gina and Moose Jaw, in southern Sas­
katchewan, similar stops were made, 
anil in southern Alberta the Medicine Hat, 
Lethbridge, Raymnod, Magrath, Cards- 
ton and Macleod districts were visited. 
On the return trip from British Colum­
bia the party separated into two or three 
groups, the better to cover the country. 
One group even drove for several days 
through the country then in course of 
homesteading, and saw the new settler 
at his w-orst so far as the refinements of 
civilization were concerned. Calgary, 
Glichen, Maple Creek, Red Deer, La- 
combe, Edmonton, Fort Saskatchewan. 
Battlcford, Warman, Prince Albert and 
Sakatoon were all visited on this east­
ward trip, and the party reassembled 
at Winnipeg. Thus it will be readily 
seen that a number of trained observers, 
intensely interested in what they went 
out to see, and with every means of hav­
ing their curiosity gratified, had ample 
opixirtunity to receive fair impressions of 
the country and much reliable informa­
tion gathered from widely divergent 
sources. The value of the trip was en­
hanced by the fact that it was under­
taken .during September, the harvest 
month. ’ What their impressions of these 
provinces and the opportunities they of­
fer to settlers really was will be given 
when discussing the chapter on coloniza­
tion. Wheat farming as one form of 
agriculture is now under consideration.

The commissioners note the great va­
riety in the land comprising these prov­
inces. “There is the bald-headed prairie, 
level and treeless; there is the rolling 
prairie, rising and falling like the waves 
of the sea, and there is the prairie of 
slough, scrub and light timber, more 
commonly known by the name of the 
park lands. There is wet land and dry 
land; there is rich black loam and light 
sandy soil.” These men did not judge 
the country from the train windows! 
They note the “sort of mixed farming 
practised in the older districts, where 
wheat, oats, barley and timothy alter­
nate, and the more primitive rotation of

[ier acre, and the profit apparent is $8.87 
per acre for the second year The re­
port proceeds; “It is, however, only 
apparent, for we have not yet deducted 
interest on the capital invested in land 
and stock and fencing, nor the keep of 
men and horses during the period of the 
year when their labor is not necessary 
for the production of the wheat crop. 
Nor have we taken into account the land 
whieh must ultimately be fallowed 
When, however, these are all taken into 
consideration, and even the drought and 
frost arc not forgotten, there is more than 
a chance for tne man of small means 
and there is a great opportunity for the 
man of brains and money."’

The transportation problem is gone in­
to and the method of marketing the crop 
is discussed with a grasp which is re­
markable, when the shortness of the 
time at the disposal of the commission 
for getting to the bottom of such mat­
ters is considered. The manner in which 
the railway keeps step with the settler 
is commented upon, and the Dominion 
government is complimented on the en­
ergy with which it is pushing the G 
T. P. to completion.

And what of the future? The commis 
sioners review the world’s wheat situa 
tion from the standpoint of Great Brit 
ain’s requirements and come to the con 
elusion that Canada mil soon be the 
most stable element in that supply 
Within a few years the United States 
will need its entire crop for home con­
sumption; India and Russia are erratic 
and not to be depended upon from one 
year to another; Argentine and Canada 
remain, and of these two young and 
growing countries Canada is the more 
stable in her methods. Thus, instead of, 
as now, supplying only 14.3 per cent 
of Great Britain’s requirements, Canada, 
and in this matter Canada means west­
ern Canada, will, as time passes, be­
come the greatest factor in that mar­
ket, and the imperial bond will thus be 
strengthened. Not a pessimistic note is 
struck throughout this report, and per­
haps the most optimistic note is heard 
when the commissioners dwell upon the 
possibilities of western Canada from an 
agricultural standpoint.

Sometimes the sellers make 
money, but more often they suffer 
heavy losses. The winter wheat 
crop may encounter a wet harvest 
and there are many stumbling blocks 
to be taced by the spring wheat plant 
during the month ol July.

G.T.P. HERE JULY 20TH.

DEATH OF WM. WAFT.

Watt, one of that city’s best known 
citizens, and the father of A. B. Watt, 
editor oi tl)e Saturday News, of Ed­
monton. The late Mr. Watt was sher­
iff of Brant county at the time of his 
death, and has held the position for 
eighteen years. He was a past pre­
sident of the Canadian Press associa­
tion and for over’ twenty years edited 
the Brantford Expositor. He was 
sixty-three years of age and had been 
ill for some length of time.

WINNIPEG FAIR. <
The Winnipeg Industrial Exhibi­

tion, which rims from July 10th to 
the 17th this year will have one of 
the largest and most cimplete elec­
trical display» ever encompassed 
within a single» space. This display 
is being jointly made by the Win­
nipeg Electric Railway Company and 
by the city of Winnipeg’s Electrical 
Commission. The plan of the ex­
hibit is to display the many uses to 
which electricity can be profitably 
put, now that the city’s great devel­
opment plant at Point Du Bois is 
nearing actual completion. This ex­
hibit, together with the spectacular 
night displays of light to be made, 
will give an altogether new and uni­
que feature to the Exhibition.

SEATTLE EXHIBIT.

berta government at the Beattie ex 
position which opened at 111 ccoast 
citv on June 1st.

This decision was arrived at by t|ie 
government at a meeting of the cab­
inet which was held yesterday after­
noon. The province has on past oc 
casions put up very "creditable ex­
hibits at the Toronto industrial exhi­
bition and at the Dominion cxliibi 
lion which was held in Calgary last 
year. It isfelt that a new field will 
he reached by exhibiting at the coast 
instead of east, wliiclvjneans that 
the Seattle exhibit will he the only 
one attempted by the government 
this year.

The exhibit which will be expected 
to attract .the attention of thou -ands 
of viistors to Seattle from all over thé 
continent will lie the same nature .ns 
was shown in Toronto last year—titat 
oi the cowboy halting before a fjjld 
of waving grain to which a conception 
of unlimited area is given by means 
of mirrors. E. L. Richardson, of Cal­
gary, who designed the exhibit will 
probably superintend the erection df 
it in the space which has been secur­
ed. T. N. Webster, of Calgary, will 
assist Mr. Richardson and Fred 
Brown, of Edmonton, will be on hand 
during (he summer to enlighten the 
Seattle visitors as to the facts about 
the Province of Alberta.

STONE-CUTTERS PROTEST.
The local stone cutters’ union- at the 

last regular meeting, decided to see 
if something could not be done to 
prevent contracts for the cutting of 
iff one, to be used in Edmonton public 
Buildings, being let to men in oi$t- 
f{ide towns.

A committee has been formed ,to 
protest against this- sort of -thing. The 
business men of the town will be ap­
proached and their sympathy will be 
solicited in an endeavor to get the 
stone cutting done in Edmonton. The 
protesters admit there was a time 
when labor prices in Edmonton were 
higher than in Calgary but now that 
the wages demanded by stone cutters 
in the province are said to be .uni­
form fhey say contracts should not 
be sent far afield.

The committee will Endeavor to have 
a specification inserted in the con­
tracts for the new school buildings in 
Edmonton to the effect that all the 
stone cutting be done in this city.

C.N.R. SUMMER TIME CARD.
The summer time card of the Can­

adian Northern Railway comes into 
effect at midnight on the 13th inst. 
The features of this schedule of chief 
interest to the public are subjoined :

UNIVERSITY WORK 
BEING

Faculty of Agriculture to be Great 
ed—^Chair of Phildsophy Estab­
lished and Department of Civil 
and Municipal Engineering Form 
ed.

Bulletin Special.
Calgary, June 11—The senate of Al­

berta university met yesterday after-, 
noon and evening. The afternoon ses­
sion lasted from 4.45 to 6.30 and the 
evening session from 8 o’clock until 
an early hour this morning. A great 
deal of important work was accom­
plished and the work for the future 
outlined.

Mr. W. A. R. Kerr, M.A., Ph D. 
was appointed to the chair of modern 
languages, made vacant by the resig­
nation of Professor Alexander.

Mr. John A. McEachern, M.A., Ph. 
D., was appointed to the chair of 
philosophy. The chair is established 
tor the first time in the Alberta uni­
versity.

The president of the university has 
been- authorized to arrange for the 
teaching of chemistry arid to obtain 
a lecturer in mathematics and physics 
for one year. The arrangements made 
Have not yet been made public.

The senate decided to organize a 
department of civil ahd municipal 
engineering and Prof. Edwards has 
been promoted to the professorship of 
this department. The organization of 
the department was deemed necessary 
on account of problems connected 
with this work that are constantly 
arising in the province. Although de­
tails Of a definite plan were left to 
a later meeting of the senate it was 
agreed to offer sites on the university 
grounds for denominational colleges 
so as to place these institutions in a 
just position to the university.

It was also agreed to provide a site 
for a hospital on the grounds and a 
board will be created to co-operate 
with the city of Strathcona to erect 
their hospital on the site selected.

A general plan for future expan­
sion was also adopted looking to the 
establishment in the future of a, 
faculty of agriculture, a faculty of law 
and a faculty of medicine. The 
building scheme ‘for this expansion 
was adopted. It includes a main 
building to house the faculties of arts 
and agriculture arid' the university 
laboratories. These latter will be of 
such a character as to make it pos­
sible to carry on research in problems 
relating to the special needs of the 
province. r

A committee'-fconsisting of Dr. Tory. 
Premier Rutherford and P. J. Nolan 
were appointed to confer witiri the 
judges of the Supreme court and the 
Law society of the province With a 
view to arranging for a course of 
study for students at law In this pro­
vince that Wil} be satisfactory to the 
law. society and the university.

Drs. Ferris, Boyd and Galbraith, 
with Presidem' Tory, were also ap­
pointed a cotimittee to confer with 
the council of the College of Physic­
ians and Surgeons to take steps to 
secure co-operation between that body 
and the university in matters relat­
ing to medical education.

A faculty of agriculture will be es­
tablished in the university, classes 
for which will open in September, 
1910.

An interim report from the finance 
committee was submitted and an 
agreement WaS’arrived at for the affili­
ation of preparatory schools and col­
leges. Under this arrangement, Al­
berta college. Edmonton, and West­
ern Canada college, Calgary, will be­
come affiliated colleges in the uni­
versity scheme.

The report for the year by the pre­
sident showed 47 students registered, 
four of whom were graduates, stu­
dents in the department of physics.

In addition to the regular registered 
students over 300 have oeen registered 
in extension classes and extension 
lectures have been carried on in seven 
different centres in the province.

After hearing this report the senate 
agreed to establish an extension de-1 
partment as separate in the univers-1 
ity aud to organize this departm-nt 
on a larger basis iiext year.

Ottawa, June 5—The position of ento­
mologist and botanist, of the Canadian 
government, until recently filled by the 
late Dr. Fletcher, will no longer be held 
by one man. In view of the laige amount 
of work involved the office has been div- 
ided and in future there will be both an 
entomologist and a botanist. Selections 
for these appointments were recently- 
made. Professor Charles Gordon Hewitt 
of Owens College, Manchester, England 
where he was a lecturer in entomology, 
will be entomologit. The position of 
botanist will probably be filled by the 
appointment of Hans Gussow, of Breslau, 
Germany, who has been offered the ptsi- 
tion, but no reply has been received yet. 
For six years past he has been employed 
in botanical work by the Royal Agri­
cultural Society of England.
