It is to be hoped that the Parlia-
mentary crisis is now over. The
amendments which are now in dispute
between the two Houses of Parlia-
ment would not justify the resort to
desperate measures on the part of
the peers, and it would only add ab-
surdity to the attitude of the peers
should an adverse majority have to
be checkmated by the creation of a
block of peers. We believe that nc
political party would knowingly drag
the King into a political controversy,
and that the party leaders and follow-
ers of all the recognized parties
would join, as it is intimated Lord
L.ansdowne may do. in m‘e\‘enting the
embroilment of the King in party
politics, and forestalling any such in-
judicious action on the part of hard-
crusted Tory lords, who are not all
of the backwoods type, but include
hard shell Tories like the aged ex-
Chancellor, Earl Halsbury, and the
old type of Crown Colony Governor,
like Baron Stanmore.

A Worthy Step.

We learn that the intended donors
of the $50,000, announced by the Hon.
Edgar Bowirng at their Centenary
Celebration on Tuesday, include in
addition to that gentleman the other
principals of the firm whose branches

are to be found in several ports of
England and the States as well as

Newfoundland. The purpose of tllis,

benefaction has not yet been deter-
mined on, but it has been decided that
the object shall be of a lasting nature
and one also which will benefit many.
Among the purposes under considera-
tion are the founding of a Technical
College or the laying out of a central
park. Both objects are worthy of con-
sideration. A Technical School is a
want which has been dwelt upon in
the press of late and was a subject of
deliberation at the reecnt Teachers'
Conference. There are other purpos-
es which could be thought of and
which would fall within the intent of
establishing a permanent memorial of
benefit to many. But whatever the
charitable purpose may be which is
finally determined, and these two are
striking charitable purposes, the Bow-
ring Benefaction is a most commend-
able step in the history of mercantile
generosity in Newfoundland.

SMALL POX OUTBREAK.—Yester-
day forenoon Dr. Brehm had a mes-
sage from St. Lawrence stating that
the schr. M. Parks owned by Mr.
Hann, was there from Sydncy, coal
laden, with a case of smallpox on
board, one of her crew being affected.
The vessel has eeen quarantined by
Magistrate Benning and Dr. Smith
is looking after the sick man.

Shipping Strike.

Special Evening Telegram,
LONDON To-day.
A recrudescence of the shipping and
dockers strikes is threatened. The
strike at Cardiff yesterday resulted
in further rioting. Attacks were
made on Chinese seamen. Bands of

‘slrikers marched through the city

taking the police by surprise. They
also wrecked Chinese laundries, scat-
tering their burning contents. The
LLondon dockers are becoming impa-
tient at the delay in the settlement of
the wages dispute, and threaten un-
less the union is recognized, the whele
shipping of the north east coast will
be tied up next week.

"What Will Happen ?

Special to Evening Telegram
LONDON, To-Day.

The revolt of the insurgent peers
failed to materialize. All the threats
of ‘the extremist lords to throw out
the bill at this stage and precipitate
a crisis, proved a bluff. One peer,
Baron Stanmore, raised his voice to
demand a vote, but found no support-
er. The future of this Parliamentary
Bill may be predicted with a reason-
able degree of certainty. Premier
Asquith in the House of Commons on
Monday will move the rejection of the
amendments of the House of Lords
e€n bloc. This being done, he will an-
nounce that if the House of Lords
persists in inserting the amendments,
there will be no course open to him,
but to tender the King certain advice
which will ensure the passage of the
bill. It would not be in accordance
with constitutional etiquette for him
to specify the nature of theadvice. But
every one understands this would
mean the creation of Liberal peers.
When the House of Lords mecets on
Wednesday or Thursday, Lord Lans-
downe will acquiesce in the accept-
ance of the bill, predicting its repeal,
as soon as the Unionists return to
office. If the Extremists rally round
Lord Halsbury, the Lord Chancellor
in the last Tory administration, and
he moves the rejection of the bill,
Lord Lansdowne is expected to sum-
mon his followers to vote for it. It is
anticipated that Lord Halsbury will
find not more than fifty and perhaps
not more than a score of supporters.
The King will return to London this
evening from Scotland and the Prime
Minister will probably have an audi-
ence with His Majesty on Saturday.
Interest now centres on whatever the
Unionists at their caucus to-day will
succeed in preventing extreme ac-
tion on the part of Lord Halsbury.
The Liberal morning papers express
satisfaction now that the bill has
passed its third reading, and that no
action by the House of Lords will
bring the session of Parliament to an
end. They hope the Unionists will
not compel the Government to call
the King into the struggle.

To Choose a
Gas Cooker.

If possible, choose a stove that has
the oven lined with enamelled iron,
as well as crown plates of the same
material to fit on the top of the stove
underneath the burners.

Not only do these linings and
crown plates look well, but their
glazed, light surface reflects heat
and only needs keeping clean with
hot soda and water.

A thoroughly good stove should be
doubly-cased, the space between be-
ing packed with non-heat conducting
material. This prevents waste of
heat and thereby discomfort in the
kitchen. It should be so constructed
as to afford every facitlity for bolil-
ing, baking and grilling and toasting
successfully, while all parts possible
should be rcmovable, so that it can
be easily taken to pieces for clean-
ing purposes. i

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OUR HISTORY.

Some Disputed Points—The Discov-
ery—The Landiall.

(By D. W. Prowse.)

History is not romance or a mere
pretty story. The essential -elément
in all real History is truth. We must
hold the mirror up to nature and give
the very form and pressure of the
time. It is only from contemporary
documents that the true story of the
past can be unfolded. Our own local
Histories are veritable “comedies of
errors.”

Harvey and Pedley give all the
credit of the famous Expedition of
1497 to Sebastian Cabot. Now the
smallest reflection would have shown
them that at that period Sebastian
and his two brothers whose names
are inserted in the grant according to
an old custom, in order to prolong. its
duratien, -were infants+ -or at least
very young men in 1497, as we find
Sebastian very active and ‘energetic
sixty years later. Now the contemp-
orary evidence first given to the
world by Rawdon Browne, an English
antiquarian, who spent his winters in
Venice show clearly the letters writ-
ten by Soncino and Pasqualigo im-
mediately after John Cabot’'s arrival
in Bristol, 1497 that his only com-
panions were a Burgundian and six-
teen English sailors. Sebastian was
no more in Newfoundland than in
the moon, and he had neither hand,
act or part either in his father’s first
or second voyage of discovery. No
doubt Sebastian was a very able man
and a good navigator but he was like-
wigse, as the Records show, a bound-
less liar.

The Landfall.

On this subject there are a dozen
different opinions. Every writer on the
Colony seems to. take a different view
Simply because they disregard the
faws of evidence and the grcat prin-
ciples which -govern all enquiries both
legal and = historical. “Lis mota”
lays down the principle that cvidence
produced before the commencement
of litigation is much more reliable
and trustworthy than testithony
brought forward afterwards.

Now as regards the landfall of Ca-
bot we have the most satisfactory
evidence given at a time when men
were alive whose fathers had sailcd
on .the ﬁamous voyage. Bonavista,
first land found by John Cabot is in-
scribed on the maps in Mason's book
«nd in.a contcmporary map by a
French Geographer. Now Governer
John Mason was* born  in ' the

Treasurer of the Navy. When, there-
fore, he gives. Bonavista as Cabot’s
landfall we may place the greatest re-
liance on his testimony. But there
are a number of other facts that
strengthen this position and make
Jonavista the landfall as surely as
any fact in human history can be
absolutely * proved.
