Licensing Board 
Session.

• One Publican Loses License.
The adjourned annual meeting of 

the Licensing Board wgs continued Jn 
the .Mag16trate*'i»ôUfryebterdàÿ'aftei-- 
noon. His Hein or Mayor Ellis pre­
sided and amongst these present were 
Judge Conroy.' 1. G. Sullivan. J. P. 
Blackwood. Esq., and several' lawyers 
and clients.

At the opening of the meeting Mr. J! 
Feneion, on behalf of Albert .O’Reilly, 
who runs a licensed house on Water 
Street West, applied for a renewal of 
his client’s license. He emphasized 
Mr. O’Reilly’s clean record apd that 
If he was not allowed it contended it 
would leave a stigma on the publican./ 
Mr. Feneion stated that Mr. dfReiliy 
had $5.000 worth of stot-k on hand and 
requested that the license be renewed 
for one year in order to have the stock 
disposed of. ' This being refused Mr. 
C'Reiliy proposed that he would vol­
untarily surrender his license in May 
next if granted it now.

The Inspector General said he 
thought the license should not be ue- 
newed anyhow, as the location of the 
premises was too close to the Rail­
way Station. He referred to the fatal 
accident at the Round House last 
spring and which in the Inspector’s 
opinion was caused by drink. While 
ho regretted that the publican would 
suffer monetary loss, yet he thought 
that "Prevention was better than 
cure." and that the removal of the 
temptation would prevent a reel 
rence of the accident.

Judge Conroy held the situation of 
this saloon to be a menace to public 
safety, not alone becàuse of the em­
ployees of the Railway Company going 
there but also on account of trams 
passing and repassing continuously 
almost. He considered Mr. O’Reilly 
could dispose of his stock with de­
spatch to relatives in the trade and 
if loss accrued to him it could not be 
avoided.

Mr. Blackwood considered the Board 
had not the power to grant an exten­
sion of time but could renew the li­
cense for 12 months, but taking into 
consideration the position of the place 
and the sentiment against it he be­
lieved that such should not be done. 
To avoid confiscation of ’ stock he 
thought a short period license sjtould 
be given and that power to do this 
should be conferred on the Board.

As regards the renewal of Mr. T. 
Wall’s license I. G. Sullivan withdrew 
his objection to it, Mr. Wall, having 
through Mr.. W. J. Higgins, informed 
him of his having closed the objection 
able side door. i,

Mr. Coady’s application for 8 whole­
sale license was granted.

The meeting then adjourned to 
make further enquiry into the appli­
cations of Mrs. Kielly’s and O'Reilly 
for the renewal of the license. The 
former was granted but the latter re 
fused. Under the act O’Reilly has 
until Thursday to dispose of the stock 
on hand.

Spiewd Table and Tap Wine Cellar 

Following Success in Elmhurst 

Houses. ^
New York, Oct. 19.—After breaking 

into and robbing four other fine resi­
dences in the exclusive Broadway sec­
tion of Elmhurst, L. 1., before day­
light yesterday, five men halted their 
automobile at that of William Spencer, 
forced the cellar door, and after gath­
ering jewels and silverware worth

000 from the rooms upstairs, spread 
a feast on the servants' table in the 
basement. From the ice box they took 
roast chicken and beef, opened sever­
al cans of sardines and caviar, drew 
on the bread box and drank a dozen 
bottles of Mr. Spencer’s best wines, 
which they selected from bis wine cel 
lar with a connoisseur's skill.

The feast lasted long, as was indi­
cated by fragments,4 and by the bar­
ren ice-box. They also found several 
hexes of Mr. Spencer's cigars.

Efforts were made to enter at least 
a dozen houses in the same neigh­
borhood, but in several the robbers 
were frightened away by dogs. Five 
were entered and robbed. In each 
home the burglai-s went to the bed- 
rootps, got what jewellery they could 
find on dressing tables and broke into 
the silver chests in the dining room. 
They did not take any plated ware.

From one residence they took a 
valuable fur coat, which had. just been 
taken from storage. In none of the 
houses robbed were the burglars 
heard, and no one knew of theii"calls 
until the families arose at the usual 
hour.

It is known that there were five 
men because five plates were used at 
the feast at the Spencer home. The 
inrtuders even went to the trouble of 
spreading a tablecloth and napkins.

The Brush Turkey.
The brush turkey, which is found 

!n Australia. New Guinea, the Solo­
mon Islands. Borneo and many other
