Many of the appointments under re-

cent social schemes are outside the
lscope of the Civil Service Commis-
| sion. It might be useful to appoint a
permanent Civil Service
gion, which should be independent cf
the Government to make junior ap-
pointments, but we are not convinced
that there is a sufficient number of
such junior vacancies to justify the
organization of regular sets of com-
petition examinations, which would of
course vary with the needs of differ-
ent departments. We are not averse
to the principle of competitive exam-
ination, but we doubt its applicability
to our circumstances. With a huge
body like the Civil Service of the
British Government, which rules di-
rectly 45,000,000 people, and more or
less indirectly hundreds of millicns
in ‘dependencies and Crown Colonies.
the number of vacancies for junio:
entrance situation is very large and
justifies the organization of different
grades of entrance examination, but
in those conditions we absent in our
case.
