PARLIAMENTARY MEMBERS OF
MILITARY AGE.

A question which will arouse
searchings of heart in very few quar-
ters is to be put to the Prime Minis-
ter on January 11th as to whether, by
virtue of his election tp the House of
Commons, a man of military age can
claim to be exempt from liability to
military service; and, if not, whether,
in the event of the present measure
of compulsion becoming law, such
members will be enrolled automatic-
ally in their respective groups.

THE CZAR'S BATON.

Although the Czar, appointed as a
New Year honor to be a Field Marshal
of the British Army, is the only for-
eigh monarch possessing the tradi-
tional baton, His Imperial Majesty
has a brother Continental Sovereign
holding high rank in the service. This
is the King of Spain, who is a British
Gemneral as well as Colonel-in-Chief of
the 16th Lancers, just as the Emperor

| of Russia is the titular head of the

Royal Scots Greys. Since the begin-
ning of the war King Alfonso has
been the only foreigner holding hotu-
orary rank in our Army. There are
three honorary officers in the senior
Service, the Czar being an Admiral of
the Fleet, and the Kings of Norway
and Sweden being Admirals, our Ally
in the East being thus associated from
the beginning of 1916 with the two
Services which are fighting the cause
for which his own Navy and Army
are battling.

TRENCH JOURNALISM,

Many sidelights on the sentiments
of the men who are fighting our bat-
tles are to be obtained in the regi-
mental periodical sheets in which the
literary talent of the ranks expresses
itself. The British Museum -authori-
ties, I understand,‘ are busying them-
selves to obtain as complete a collec-
tion of these publications as possible,
and, indeed, they may prove of more
value to the future historian intent
upon an accurate presentation of the
psychology of our times than docu-
ments of more pretentious purpose.
Some of the regimental publications
are in print, others are in typewritten
manuscript, but the prevailing tone
amongst them is cheerfulness, some-
times maintained under difficult cir-
cumstances. Many of them have viv-
id picturesque names such as “The
Strafe,” the “Searchlight,” the “Billet
Doux,” and the “Listening Post.” The
French soldier, as well as the British,
has his passion for camp journalism.
One group of literary young Frencl:-
men, amidst the excitements and per-
ils of the trenches on the Western
front, some time ago through eone of
their numbér solicited a contribution
from that greatest of living French
stylists, M. Anatole France. The
Academician not only wrote to them,
but he thought 'so much of the inci-
dent that he commemorated it in a
book which he has published.

WAR AND LITIGATION.

On the whole the British Law
Courts are opening the new year with
their work_pretty well up to date. I
am told that one of the circumstances
which is now affecting the course of
legal proceedings is the growing
tendency of litigants to settle their
dispute out of court just as-the ac-g
tion would come on for hearing. At
that stage they are beginning to learn
something of the case which the other
side has, and as the costs of the un-
successful party are a more serious
item in these times of financial stress
than they formerly were the stub-
bornness of litigious pride more read-
ily bends itself to a compromise. This
tends to ease the cause list. Another
factor in the same direction is the ab-
sence of essential witnesses on mili-
tary service. So great a hindrance
did this cause in the prosecution, oi
criminal proceedings that sbecial
legislation has been passed to deal
with the taking of evidence. But in
civil actions the Judges are showing
a tendency to favor thg postponement
of the hearing. On ,tﬁe other hand

NEW PEERS AND THE REGALIA.

It will be interesting to see whether
in these days of war economy any of
the newly created Peers will go to tlie
expense of purchasing the full re-
galia of their ranks in the Peerage.
The principal item in the bill is of
course’ the coronet, which the-owner
may not have a single opportunity of
wearing during the rest of his life.
The market price of a coronet of 18-
carat gold, together with a jewelled
cushion, is about 450 guineas, and
this, if of first quality, would last not
only one but’ a dozen lifetimes. In the
case of the Viscounties of Lerd Mer-
sey and Sir John French the coronet
is surrounded by 16 small pearls,
whereas those of the mew Barons—
the lowest rank in tlie Peerage—are
set with six large ones. Another
expensive item in the mneéw Peers’
equipment is the robe of scarlet and
ermine, the cost of which varies from
£40 to £50. This is a necessary -in-
vestment, seeing that it has to be
worn when the recently elevated com-
moner makes his debut in the Upper
Chamber. The particular rank in the
Peerage is denoted by the number of
bars of ermine which traverse the
robe from back to front, and it is a
curious fact that these ‘strips of er-
mine, which appear to divide the
mantle, are supposed to indicate that
it has been torn whilst the wearer was
engaged in mortal combat on the field
of battle. Another~ 50 guineas or
more has also to be forthcoming in
‘order to satisfy the fees required by
the Chancellor of. the Exchequer and
the Crown for the patent of nobility
and for the preparation of crests and
other armorial bearings.

It
must be apparent then that the stan-
dard is moderate; but moderate as it
is, it will require great effort to at-
tain it by the end of the present year.
Roughly speaking it means getting as
many men together during that time
as have joined the colors since the
war comnrenced. That will be no
mean task. But it is a task which
must be faced and carried out, if
Newfoundland is to hold up her head
and carry herself with proper pride
and patriotism among our kin across
the seas.

The Governor announced that Lt.-
Col. Hadow is now in charge of the
Regiment, and that the  names of
Lieut. James Donnelly who won the
Military Cross, Sergt. Greene and
Private Hynes who both received D.
C. M.’s, Lieut.-Col. Franklin had been
mentioned in despatches, and Major
Macpherson was remembéred and
commended.

Capt. and Adjt."W. Rendell is now
doing duty at Ayr, and is recommend-
ed for his majority, whilst the names
of Captains O’Brien, Rowsell and
Bernard have been brought under His
Excellency’s notice.

Lieut. Frank Summers has
made Captain.

Lieut. Tait is acting as Adjutant of
the Regiment on Service and Second
Lieuts. Carter, Fox, Herder, Hunt,
Baine, and S:eele have been promoted
to the rank of Lieutenants, dating
from Oct. 15th, 1915.

Mr. W. H. Greenme has been ap-
pointed to the temporary rank of Cap-
tain of the Second Battalion of our
Regiment.

The Reserve Force Committee’s re-

The Finance Committee’s statement
read by Hon. M. P. Cashin showed a
balance on hand of $81.83.

The Non-Combatant Committee re-
ported that Miss Nellie Tuck, a grad-
uate nurse, had sailed on January 13th
en route to England, the Committee
providing transportation.

The minute of the Executive Gov-
ernment on recruiting and the report
of the Recruiting Committee elicited
discussion in which the Governor, the
Prime Minister and Messrs. Kent,
Clift, Grieve, Blackall, McNab and
Lloyd took part. Eventually the fol-
lowing resolution was adopted "on
motion of Mr. Grieve, séconded by Mr.
Blackall:—

“That this meeting, having heard
the minutes of the Executive Govern-
ment, dated Feb. 4th, to the effect
that’ it is proposed to sanction addi-
tional recruiting to whatever extent
is necessary, is of opipion that the
forces on active service should be in-
creased to 2 battalions with the neces-
sary reserves, and having heard the
Premier’s oral declaration that the
Government is prepared to endorse a
decision to that effect, is prepared to
take the necessary steps to carry it
into effect.”

The Prime Minister stated that the
Government would sanction the pay-
ment by the Finance Committee out
of the Gaevernment grants, the ex-
penses of a recrruiting campaign.
On motion of Capt. Outerbridge, a
resolution was passed that the Pat-
riotic Funds be increased.

Irish Paper Will
Suppﬂ Redmond,

New York, Jan. 26.—A weekly peri-
odical, Ireland, one of whose profess-
ed objects is to champion the cause of
Jobn Redmond and his Irish Parlia-
mentary party, has recently been es-
tablished in- New York. The first
number appeared a short time after
Daniel Boyle of Manchester, England,
who represents North Maye, an Irish
constituency, in the British Parlia-
ment, had visited here.

On his recent trip, Mr. Boyle con-
ferred with men active in the United
Irish League, it is understood, aboui
founding the new paper.

“Ireland will be first of all loyal to
the Irish people, whose stand in the
present war is exemplified by John
Redmond, said J. C. Walsh, secretary
of the Ireland publishing company.
‘“Because he is standing by the Brit-
ish Government some of the Irish
papers in this country have recently
ceased their support of Redmond.
The new periodical hopes to nelp con-
vince Americans that the great body
of Irishmen is loyal to Great Britain.

“However, the primary  object oi
Ireland is not political. TFhe home
rule bill has been passed aad will be
in effect in a few years. We want the
second and third generations of the
Irish in this country to know somc-
thing of the art, music, literatufe and
history of the country of their fa-
thers. Be assured, we shall not tempt
them to waver in their Americanism.
Ireland is not a paper for hyphen-
ates.”

The initial number of Ireland con-
tained “A New Year's Greeting,” from
Mr. Redmond. “Your journal,” he
says, “will fulfil a most valuable and
patriotic duty if it reflects in its col-
umns what is really happening here
at home on the soil of Ireland.”

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THE NEW CHARTER.

The new charter preparéd by the
Civic, Commission concerns St. John’s
only. The scope of its recommenda-
tions is confined to St. John’s. There-
fore 1 submit that it is not a docu-
ment that can be accepted or rejected
by a House of Assembly in which
there are but six members who re-
present St. John’s. It may be true
that a great many of the members are
resident in St. John’s; but this gives
them no authority to speak for its
citizens—they are in the House to re-
present primarily the districts for
which they have been elected. No, the
only court to pass judgment on this
New Charter is the Citizenship of St.
John’s, who are directly affected by
its proposals. To that end it is but
just and fair that the New Charter
should be published, so that the peo-
ple may obtain some idea of the plans
which the Civic Commission recom-
mends for the welfare of the City. If
it is not published now, it will be
March before it comes up for discus-
sion in the House, and may be “rail-
roaded” through before we know
where we are.

Now I am not saying this to em-
barrass the Civic Commission, nor
from any opposition I feel towards
their work, which undoubtedly has
taken a great deal more time than
any former Councillors ever gave to
the work. No one knows what the
New Charter 'contains. It may be
good, it may be bad, it may be, alas,
indifferent. At any rate, it will be of
no real value if the citizens of St.
John’s do not endorse it, and I think
the request for its publication is a
reasonable one. If the Commission
have no authority to publish it, let
them ask the Government to do so.

In most cities a referendum is taken
on such a vitally important question.
How our House of Assembly can ‘fully
decide it for the City of St. Jolin’s I
cannot see. However, let us first
have the New Charter published.

CIVIC FINANCES.

The list of bonuses and increases to
Municipal officials has been a topic
lately and has met the usual criti-
cisms. If work has been well done I
don’t think that anyone objects to the
workers being well paid for it. But
I think that it would be much better
if instead of bonuses being given, the
salary was made to suit the work. In
these days no one objects to see sal-
al'jed men getting increases, and I
think that more consideration should
be given to the man and his circum-
stances, apart from the work he does.
I'mean that a man with a family or
those dependent upon him, should re-
ceive a higher salary than a man who
is unmarried and who has nobody de-
Pending upon him. If these two men
are at the same kind of work and each
performs it as well as the other, the
Iumﬂy man deserves and is entitled to
& higher remuneration than the sin-
gle man, Perhaps we might go a lit-
tle further and say that even if the
family man was not such a good work-
er as the single man, but yets worked
his best with the capabilities that
Were born in him, he should still re-
ceive a higher salary, But while this

and found that Mr. Fogarty was even
as I thought, and that he could trace
almost to the last nail all the stock
of supplies tpat passes through his
hands. Carelessness is so common
with most of us that we have got ac-
customed to make some allowance for
it, so that' Mr. Fogarty is an official
who ought to be appreciated. I don’t
know how much he gets, but -I think
that his services and qualifications en-
title his application to the full consid-
eration of the Commissioners.

The other point concerns the Trien-
nial Appraisement and the work of
the legal gentleman and another gen-
tleman who sat as a Court of Revision
I think it is called. These gentle-
men received $200.00 each which gives
them, I am told, about $5.00 an hour
for their labours. Is it impertinence
on my part to question this payment?

An ordinary employee of the Coun-
cil gets say $1.80 a day or $540.00 a
year. These two gentlemen get paid
at the rate of $15,000,00 a year. Fif-
teen thousand dollars! Of course I'll
admit that there is a difference in the
work of a labourer and the work of
this Court of Revision. But is there
such a difference as represented by
fifteen thousand and five hundred? If
there is any explanation I should like
to hear it.

NORTHERN FREIGHT.

I have been asked to voice a gen-
eral protest against the way our
Northern freight is managed, and in
particular to mention the Prospero
freight. There is no doubt that this
freight route is a very popular one
and from October onwards the Pros-
pero has had full cargoes. Freight
has been left behind for many trips
and some consignees have had to wait
a month or more for their goods. The
steamer left on her final trip some
two weeks ago, leaving much goods
behind in the sheds. The owners of
this short-shipped freight have not
yvet been notified of this fact and
goods, perishable and eagerly-await-
ed alike, have lain in Bowring’s sheds
ever since. The coastal staff works
well as a rule and may not have had
the time to see to this, but they should
certainly have asked for extra help in
seeing exactly what was left behind,
and by notifying the shippers or the
consignes giving them a chance to re-
ship the goods by another route.
What redress the public has against
freighters is very vague if we refer to
the conditions on the Shipping Bill
under which freight is taken. By
these the freight carriers have a happy
knack of freeing themselves from all
responsibility. - Whether the Supreme
Court would hold such a contract a
valid one is another thing. I under-
stand that in one firm instructions
were issued that every effort should
be made to keep freight claims out of
Court, Perhaps if one had the money
to test the logality of these Shipping
Bills a decision might be given that
would make freight carriers more
eager to give better service,

The telegraph companies have also
many conditions on their forms with
a view of relieving them of respon-
sibility regarding the sending and de-
livery of messages, but it will be re-
membered that a case regarding a
message in the sending of which an
error occurred, was brought in our
Courts here not long ago, and the
Telegraph Company lost.

This matter of left-over freight is
a serious one to many people, and it
fs time that more care and a better
gystem should be applied, so that
shippers will be notified the day after
the steamer sally of any freight short
shipped. .

PARLIAMENT BUILDING GUTTED;
M.P. PERISHED IN FIRE.

OTTAWA, To-day.
To-day a shocking ruin marks the
place where yesterday and formany yes-
terdays there stood the stateliest pile
of CGothic architecture in North Am-
erica.

WAS THE (H”I‘\“\ FIRE INCEND-
TARY?

OTTAWA, To-day.

Despite the prevailing belief among
members and attendants that thé fire
was of incendiary origin, the official
view is to the contrary. The theory
of incendiary work of enemy agents
is based upon the extraordinary ra-
pidity with which the fire spread and
upon the belief by several members
that they heard explosions. THere
are also a number of people who
think they saw a suspicious looking
stranger about the Commons build-
ing. Fire Chigf Graham, of Ottawa,
stated positively: ‘“The fire was,set
and well set. I heard a series of ex-
plosions like shells,”” he said. Col.
Percy Sherwood, head of the Domin-
ion police, who has conducted an in-
vestigation on behalf of the Govern-
ment, however, believes the lire was
of accidental origin. Those who dis-
credit the theory of an incendiary,
attribute the sounds of explosions to
the force of the fire as it burst from
corridor to corridor. The wooden
flooring of the reading room had, it is
said, been treated with some sort of
oil dust layer and the aisles covered
with oilcloth. The partitions were
all wood and the room hung on every
side with papers, magazines, in addi-
tion,tq those on the wooden ‘stands.
They believe the blaze started in.the
reading room either .from a smoker's
match or from electric wiring. It is
understood the Government will lose
no time in clearing the site and pre-
pering . plans in readiness for the
construction of new Parliament
buildings. '

NO TRACE OF ZEPPELIN.

: LONDON, Feb. 4.

N'o trace has been found of the Zep-
pelin wrecked in ‘the North Sea. Brit-
ish naval vessels made a thorough
search and have returned to port with
the report that they had seen nothing
of_the dirigible. The captain of a
British trawler reported yesterday
Ehat he had encountered the wrecked
Zeppelin, floating in the North Sea
V-;Ith twenty or more men on board.
He did not attempt to rescue them,
s his crew was outnumbered by the
Germans, and he thought. the dirigible
may have been one of “those which
‘made a raid over England on Monday
night,

Considerable mystery is attached to
the fate of the Zeppelin and her crew
but the statement by British: nava
officers of lack of success in the

search made for her by British craft,
might lead to the assumption that the
Zeppelin has sunk with all on board,
since it seems impossible that shé
could be still afloat and undiscovered
after the long search made. George
Denny, mate of the trawler King
Stephen, which sighted the Zeppelin,
stated to-day that he believed there
was no chance of the airship being
saved. The wind was rapidly fresh-
ening to a gale when the trawler left
the Zeppelin, and as the car and its
machinery were wholly submerged,
the swell of the sea would cause a
terrific drag on the envelope, which
apparently must eventually have
been pulled under water. Mate Den-
ny said that all the men on the Zep-
pelin had life-lines, which were fas-
tened above the hatchways. ‘

ANNOUNCEMENT BY STATE DE-
PARTMENT.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 4.

The Department of State announcerd
to-day that it had not endorsed Am-
erican attorneys, representing im-
porters, in their efforts to secure from
the British Foreign Office permits for
uninterrupted shipment to the United
States of goods of German and Aus-
trian origin ordered after March 1st
of last year., The Department noti-
fied the importers that such applica-
tions must be made through the Am-
erfcan Foreign Trade Adviser, who,
in turn, negotiates with the British
Embassy here, No agreement had
heen reached, it was announced, for
extending the period, ending March
16th, or some later date, but the
question was still under negotiation.
It will not be decided, however, until
pending applications for goods order-
ed prior to March 1st are disposed of.
That ‘= proceeding rapidly, about 70
per cent. of the cases having been
decided.

FOR APPAM'S RELEASE.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 4,
Sir Cecil Spring-Rice to-day pre-
sented a formal demand on behalf of
the British Government, for the re-
turn to British owners of the liner
Appam, taken by a German prize
crew.

THE TORPEDOED ARTEMIS.
LONDON; Feb. 4.
A despatch to the Star from Rotter-
dam, carries a story of a member of
the crew of the Dutch steamer Arte-
mis, wWhich was torpedoed in the
North Sea, and arrived yesterday. at
the Hook of Holland in a leaking con-
dition. The tanker, under water bal-
last, with no cargo, sailed from the
Hook of Holland for England at mid-
night on Tuesday, carrying a dis-
tinguishing 1light to proclaim her
neutrality.

We got one boat off,
and rowed around for four hours.
Then, as the Artemis was fleating on
her tanks, we boarded her again.”

SHANGHAI, Feb. 4.
A Japanese liner the Dayu Maru
was sunk on Wednesday night in a
collision with the steamer Liman.
One hundred and sixty lives were lost.

DETENTION OF THE ‘STOCKHOLM’

LONDON, Feb. 4.

Susupicion by the British authori-
ties that some fraud was intended by
the alteration of the manifest of the
steamer Stockholm, which was de-
tained at Kirkwall, and then at Liver-
pool, while on her way from New
York to Haden, seems likely to be
cleared away, the Foreign Office stat-
ed to-day. It appears from subse-
quent examination of the vessel, ac-
cording to the Foreign Office, that
while certain consignments stated to
have been shipped, were not, in fact,
shipped, although entered on the
manifest, certain other consignments
were shipped, which did not appear
on the manifest. It is pointed out that
belligerents are entitled to expect that
a ship’s manifest show a complete
correct record of the cargo on board.
Any discrepancy between the ‘mani-
fest and cargo, actually camried, is
bound to give rise to suspici.on.
