Sir,—

The undersigned, the Commission­
ers recently'appointed to investigate 
the high cost x>t living, respectfully 
beg leave to submit their second in­
terim report, as follows:—

(1.) They recommend that the Gov­
ernment take steps without delay to 
give the fullest publicity to a notice 
urging everybody to undertake the 
production of all possible potatoes, 
turnips, cabbage and other foodstuffs, 
and assuring them that they need 
have no fear whatver that there will 
he any over-production of these 
articles during the coming season, be­
cause the needs of the Colony are like­
ly to be so great in regard to food­
stuffs, that the real danger will be, 
not that there will be an over-supply, 
but that thore will be a scarcity. The 
reasons for our apprehension in this 
regard are:—

(a) Because the world is suffering 
front a serious shortage in wheat 
and other grains, owing to dimin­
ished crops the past year, and to 
the withdrawal from industry, be­
cause of the present War, of about 
forty million men, while twenty 
million more human beings, it is 
estimated, are producing muni­
tions, clothing, and other supplies 
for tiie soldiers;

(b) Because. In audition to difficul­
ties in the way of properly dis­
tributing the supply of foodstuffs 
that exists, the problem Is be­
coming steadily more intensified 
by the growing seriousness of the 
submarine menace, a seriousness 
on which it is needless for us to 
dilate; .

(c) Because Newfoundland, being 'so 
remote from centres of produc­
tion and. .distribution, stands to 
suffer the most in the event of 
any serions shortage of food­
stuffs, awing to the difficulty of 
procuring enough shipping next 
fall to bring into the Colony the 
supply needed for next winter; 
for evidence has been submitted 
to us indicating that importers 
here are. not purchasing food­
stuffs at present to an extent 
commensurate with the likely 
needs, preferring to wait until the 
situation becomes clear later to1 
the season, a circumstance which 
is likely.'to cause further strain on 
the transport facilities of the Is­
land at,the season when they are 
already strained to their utmost.

(2.) We find that the production of 
potatoes within the Colony during the 
calendar year 1915 was 650.000 bar­
rels and during 1916 was 682,000 bar­
rels; that the importation for 1914-15 
was roughly 50,000 barrels, and for 
1915-16 was 32,000. Seeing, therefore, 
that there has been no export of po­
tatoes, we deduce the fact that unless 
an unusual quantity has been consum­
ed hy the people or by animals, of 
which there is no proof, there should 
be ample for home consumption until 
this year's crop is harvested.

We, therefore, recommend that 
those holding potatoes at the present 
time for high prices be warned of the 
danger of retaining them too long lest 
they lose sale for them, because the 
present prices were partly raised by 
the offers of dealers purchasing pota­
toes for intended export, and there is 
the risk that if holders retain their 
stocks too long, they may be left on 
their hands, and consequently there 
woiihl be the loss to the holders of a 
fair profit for the commodities, and a 
loss to the community of the food­
stuffs involved.

(3) We find that flour importations 
are sufficient to last until the potata 
crop is gathered, but that with rising 
prices in the wheat-growing countries 
the cost of this commodity is likely to 
be much higher and the stocks to be 
greatly curtailed. Therefore, to 
guard agianst the contingency that 
Ml supplies may not be obtainable at 
any price, and that other foodstuffs 
May have to he substituted, and in 
order to assure the producer a rea­
sonable guarantee in his undertaking 
and to allay any fear that may exist 
as to an ovor-eupply reducing the 
Price to an unprofitable figure, we 
recommend that to stimulate the 
more general cultivation of food- 
stuffs during this season, the Govern­
ment issue an order that from and 
after August let, 1917, no potatoes 
suitable for family consumption shall 

1 be sold by any person at a lower rate 
ijj^than $2.00 per barrel of 180 

and proportionately for : mailer 
titles.

We cannot too strongly emphasize 
that the more foodstuffs that are 
raised in the Colony this year the 
more money there will be kept at 
home to circulate among our own 
People, with all consequent advant­
ages, besides which there would be 
the relieving of the strain on ship- 
tag, while if the different sections of 
the country not at present producing

enough for their own needs were to 
do so. It would save internal trans­
portation. and materially reduce the 
cost of living.

(4) We recommend that the Govern­
ment issus an order without delay 
prohibiting the killing of immature 
cattle and sheep, so that a reasonable 
assurance may be efforded of an ade­
quate provision of to eats for next 
winter’s needs.

(5) We are pleased to learn that 
steps have been taken by the Agricul­
tural Board to encourage increased 
growth of crops and we recommend 
that efforts be made by the authori­
ties to secure a more widely extend­
ed adoption of the principles advo­
cated by the Board and by the Agri­
cultural Committee of the Newfound­
land Patriotic Association.

(6) We recommend a more general 
distribution of the literature provid­
ed by the Agricultural Board in con­
nection with its annual report, giving 
directions for the cultivation of the 
various crops, and that measures be 
taken to provide, through the local 
agencies of the Government, in the 
various outports of the country for 
the dissemination of this material.

tional Committee Of thé Red Cross lias 
sent to the German Government a 
protest against what the British Ad­
miralty calls “this culmination of 
savagery.” It says:

In torpedoing hospital ships 
combatants are not attacked, but 
defenceless, persons. wounded, 
who have been mutliated and 
paralyzed by shell fire, women 
who have been devoting them­
selves to works of mercy and 
charity, men whose only weapons 
are such as do not take the .ene­
my’s life, but help to preserve it 
and to alleviate his sufferings.
If a- submarine commander, the 

committee adds, suspects that a hos­
pital ship “is being partly used for 
military purposes” he has the right, 
under The Hague Convention, to make 
an inspection, but for the torpedoing 
of a ship in hospital service there can 
be no excuse.

This protest will be ineffective.

The first interim report 
o£ the Commission ap­
pointed to inquire into
the causes of the high

cost of living makes it plain that no 
mistake was made in its appoint­
ment. Despite the name which has 
been given to them, or which they
have adopted, they very wisely warn
the public that they hold out no as­
surance that the cost of coal, at least, 
will be reduced, so that we know that 
they will not waste time in futile ef­
forts to an end which depends almost 
entirely upon conditions which they 
cannot control. If the practical sug­
gestions which they make are acted 
upon, prices will look after them­
selves. Though we reiterate it ad 
nauseam, it is not prices but supply 
that must concern us.

It is hard to see what steps could 
be taken in the matter in addition to 
those advocated by the Commission. 
They are to be congratulated upon 
taking the first one themselves in 
sending Mr. Hall to headquarters at 
Sydney to investigate on the spot. 
Mr. Hall has now returned and we 
shall be interested to know what suc­
cess he has met with. On the face of 
it we like the suggestion of the ‘Daily 
News’ that the services of the ore 
steamers be availed of if possible, 
though there may be serious objec­
tions. Considering, however, that 
Sydney not only gets cur iron but has 
a big coal market here, it ought not 
to be difficult for the two Govern­
ments to reach an agreement which 
will give us the best treatment possi­
ble.

Next to the labor shortage at the 
mines, which we cannot remedy, the 
greatest difficulty is clearly as to ton­
nage. We do not think that the out- 
ports will need the recommendation 
that they utilise their schooners to 
the utmost for carrying coal, though 
this service could undoubtedly be 
greatly extended. In fact, we do not 
think that the sailing fleet of the 
country is being put to anything like 
the greatest possible use in this and 
other respects. The biggest prob­
lem yet remains, and if nothing better 
can be done, our sealing steamers 
should be used, as suggested, to sup­
ply St. John’s. A regular service by 
these ships and any tramp steamer 
which the Government may be able to 
obtain should go a long way towards 
filling the country's needs.

Finally, we are glad to note that 
the Commission have also treated, 
though they might have done so more 
fully, the matter of handling such 
supply as may be had. Economy in 
the use of coal is most necessary and 
a duty imposed on everyone. We do 
not know hoW the local shippers will 
receive the suggestion that none of 
the coal be used for bunkering coast­
wise steamers, but there should be no 
doubt in the case of foreigners. New*- 
fountllànd- does not produce coal, and 
though it may be profitable to supply 
foreign ships that-put into St. John’s, 
the profit must in a time like this be 
postponed to the interests of the 
country.

Whatever may fie done there is à 
distinct improvement in the atmos­
phere. and it is refreshing to see 
signs of practical management of the 
situation at last.

BRUSSILOFF SPEAKS OUT.
LONDON, To-day.

The Times' Odessa correspondent, 
telegraphing under date of May 9th, 
says a great impression has been 
created by a recent speech of General 
Alexis Brussiloff, Commander-in- 
(,’liief of the Russian armies on the 
southwestern front, complaining, of 
tlie serious shortcomings of the army, 
and deploring the agitation for a pre­
mature peace, relaxation in discipline, 
the number of desertions from the ar­
my and the tendency of Russian sol­
diers to fraternize with the enemy. 
General Brussiloff. says the corres­
pondent, declared that the enemy had 
tempted Russian soldiers by offering 
them Vodka and had tried to deceive 
theta with proclamations. He added 
that the desertions were having a 
baneful influence on the armies in the 
rear along the railroads and in vil­
lages, and that If that lack of disci­
pline was continued it must entail the 
ruin of Russia.

Extracts From Grand 
Jury’s Presentment

ON THE PENITENTIARY, LUNATIC 
ASYLUM AND POOR ASYLUM.

“As it has come to our notice through 
reference in the public press and 
front other sources that considerable 
laxity of supervision had existed and 
more serious abuses were believed to 
have occurred in the first named m-_ 
stitutiou. the Jury, after receiving 
further instructions from the Court 
as to their duties, etc., went into the 
matter and found as follows: That 
there has been a regular system of 
correspondence maintained for a con-, 
siderable tiipe between one male and 
one female prisoner; that the letters 
held by the male prisoner have been 
removed from the institution, he since 
having been discharged; and that at 
the time of our inquiry were in his 
possession; and that somarof the cor­
respondence was conducted on the of­
ficial paper of. the institution. We 
are further of opinion that the parties 
who resort to the practice of sending 
immoral postcards (such as were in­
tercepted by the Superintendent) to 
prisoners through the mail should be 
located, If possible, and dealt with."

On visiting the Lunatic Asylum the 
Jury were pleased with the surround­
ings, but regretted that the accommo­
dation was insufficient for the large 
number of patients. As regards the 
Poor Asylum, the report is a repeti­
tion of previous ones, with the excep­
tion that the Jury draws attention to 
the fact that should a serious fire 
break out in the institution It may 
result in the loss of many lives. Tile 
report in full could not be obtained as 
no spare copies were available.

His I^ordship the Chief Justice in 
thanking the Jury for their report 
stated that he would refrain from 
passing judgment on the matter of 
that section of the presentment rela­
tive to the Penitentiary.

ESCAPED PRISONERS TELL
STORY OF HARDSHIPS. 

WITH THE BRITISH ARMIES IN 
FRANCE. To-day. Three BHtish sold­
iers who have just succeeded in es­
caping from a German prison camp, a 
few miles back of the firing lines, tell 
a pitiable story of their treatment by 
the enemy. They declared there was 

great deal of sickness in the camp, 
due to fatigue and starvation. “If we 
showed the slightest disposition to go 
sick," said one of the men to a corres­
pondent of the Associated Press to­
day, “we were either thrashed with 
whips or struck with the butt end of 
rifles." Although this man had been 
in enemy hands only three months he 
had dropped in weight from 182 lbs. 
to 108. He was a living skeleton. His 
feet had been frozen and were gan­
grenous for lack of treatment. The 
men had neither overcoats nor blank­
ets during the coldest weather in the 
winter. When captured during a 
raid th#y wore leather jackets. These 
the Germans took away from them 
immediately. They also stripped the 
rubber lining from their shrapnel hel­
mets and took away their regimental 
badges for the brass that was in 
them. One of the men during the per­
ilous trip across No Man's Land at the 
end of the escape was badly wounded. 
For food tlie prisoners received daily 
a quarter of a loaf of bread, one plate 
of (bin soup, and about every second 
day a cup of. weak coffee. As a sub­
stitute on a few occasions they had a 
bit of meat about the size of a lump 
of sugar. Recently the men were com­
pelled to work so near the front that 
they came under shell fire from the 
British guns. This was an exception­
al instance, however, they said.

Tlie destruction of L-M marks the 
fourth attempt at raids within the'last 
year which has ended disastrously.

Missionary Service.

Owing to the late arrival of the ex­
press yesterday the Rev. A. S. Rogers, 
B.Ü.. of Halifax, was not able to ful­
fil his preaching engagement at Gow­
er Street Church yesterday morning; 
but last night a very large congrega- 
tion jiad the privilege of hearing him 
deliver an able and inspiring mission­
ary address. Using the two words 
Come" and "Go" as a starting point 

he showed that while the teaching of 
the Great Master was peculiarly one 
of invitation, yet his instruction to his 
disciples was to go and deliver his 
message to all mankind. Mr. Rogers 
spoke of the value, usefulness and 
work of the missionaries and the part 
they have played in bringing the light 
of salvation to the dark corners of the 
earth. He quoted tributes to the no­
bility of their service from great 
statesmen, soldiers and even King 
George himself. He spoke of the pro­
gress in Japan during the past forty- 
years and the great awakening that 
is taking place in China, which was 
largely attributable to the faithful 
work of the Christian missionary. He 
dealt with some of the great demands 
of td-day. the necessity for co-oper­
ation, mutual dependence, the bear­
ing of each other’s burdens; and in 
words of rare eloquence he pictured 
the heroism of the men of the Em­
pire who have come from the four 
corners of (he earth to fight for mo­
ther England in the struggle of right 
against might, in the cause of right­
eousness and liberty and truth. The 
spirit that inspires such service, that 
counted not life itself dear, was that 
needed to meet the great and pressing 
problems of the age. Necessarily his 
address touched on the financial as­
pects of the missionary cause, which 
he dealt with in a brief but telling 
.manner. Mr. Rogers is a fluent, easy, 
graceful yet forceful speaker, and his 
address, which occupied more than an 
hour, was listened to with rapt atten­
tion.

The service was presided over by 
Dr. Maepherscn, who in a brief pre­
liminary address referred to mission­
ary work he had seen in the East 
during his time on active service, par­
ticularly mentioning the splendid Am­
erican mission at Salonika. Rev. Dr. 
Fenwick presented ' the financial re­
port for the past year, and expressed 
the hope that the ten per cent, in­
crease aimed at this year would be 
realized.—Daily News.

Many Houses 
Burglarized 

Io Ihe Cily.
ONE THIEF CAUGHT.

A scries of burglaries have bce«i 
committed in and around the city of 
late and the police authorities are 
working overtime, and with success, 
with a view of meting out justice to 
the guilty parties. On Saturday the 
Telegram mentioned that the resi­
dence of a family named Miller had 
been broken into and a quantity of 
money and goods, principally jewelry, 
stolen; also intimating that the perpe­
trator would not bo long at large. It 
appears that we were correct in our 
statement, as the police detectives, 
who hit tlie right trail, as they usually 
do, rounded up the culprit yesterday, 
a 17 year old laborer named Gordon 
Rose.

Most of the goods 
were found in his possession, but he 
had spent nearly all the money. The 
lad. through his Counsel, Mr. Higgins, 
pleaded guilty: Mr. Hutchings. J.P.. 
slated that because of the extent of 
the theft he could not try the case and 
the presence of another Justice of the 
Peace on the Bench was necessary to 
comprise a summary court. Owing to 
the want of another J.P. the accused 
was remanded until to-morow when 
he will be araigned.

We have heard of several other 
residences in various parts of the city 
having been raided and robbed and 
the police are now following out clues 
which they’have.

Sent to Jail for 60 Days
A ne’er-do-well named Cooke, was

Last Port “Made” by 
Pelorous Jack. F. SMALLWOOD

Faithful Pilot Fish Succumbs to Old
Age ami Grief for Absent Friends.
News has been received from Aus­

tralia that Pelorous Jack was dead. 
The famous New Zealand pilot-fish 
that convoyed steamships from Wel- 
iiigton to Nelson at a point near 
French Pass for the last thirty-five 
years. According to Ben Ruddles, the 
tarry-handed, bronzed, and bearded 
bosun of a British freighter, the 
finny pilot died from the infirmities 
of old age "aggravated by grief over 
the war.

“I knew Pelorous Jack back in 
1886,’’ said Ben Ruddles, “when I was 
bo’sun of the old Wangatiki, running 
between Australia and New Zealand, 
and he was a smart young dolphin, 
dazzling blue and white in color and 
about fourteen feet long. In those 
days Jack, as the fish was known by 
all men in the coasting deep-water 
trade to New Zealand, could swim like 
a streak, and moved so fast that 
when the sun was shining strong all 
the officers op the bridge and lookout 
forwitol could see was a flash as he. 
Jumped out of the water ahead to 
show his dexterity.

“Jack always kept on the seal-board 
bow, as he knew that was the cap­
tain’s side of the ship, and was a re- 

| gular nautical aristocrat in manner. 
Skippers who followed Pelotons Jack 
nev^r ^ulttocf’on atljFhhoals or hit 
rOcks, and this became so well known 
that manjr of the older manners 
would not go through French Pass 
Unless he was ready to pilot them.

Qne of the most thrilling of recent 

adventures was that, of a young naval 
airman who is now attached to the 
army service,

SS Materials! -The German 
[airmen had one of the greatest sur- 
| prises of their lives late yesterday. 
I The day had been heavily overcast 
until nearly 6 o’clock in the evening, 
when the clouds suddenly thinned and 
the sun broke through.

A few German machines had been 
sighted well back of their lines dur­
ing the obscured period, but when the 
sun shone out several enemy squad­
rons which had bean housed all day 
came out to stretch their wings in the 
slanting afternoon's rays. They had 
scarcely taken the air jvhen the Brit­
ish machines pounced upon them, and 
in the after-tea fighting that ensued 
several German machines were seen 
to crash and eight others to be driven 
down completely out of control, which 
are believed to have been destroyed.

Between 6 and 8 o’clock the air 
was filled with wonderful incidents of 
deeds of daring. There were running 
fights and general melees. One dis­
tinguished young Britisher who but 
recently returned to the air after sev­
eral months of rest deliberately “sat 
over an enemy aerodrome" and watch­
ed six enemy machines leave the 
ground and begin to climb toward 
him. He was sitting at 13,000 feet, 
and calmly remained there until the 
leader of the challenging planes had 
attained about 8,000 feet.

A Strange Bird Willi a Long Tail.

In the meantime he had noticed that 
one of the hostile birds was something 
of a stranger.

We 
breathe free air again, and can con­
template our alliance without hidden 
thoughts and reservations.

PETROGRAD, May 13.
Five Russian officers and one pri­

vate lost their lives yesterday when a 
Russian airplane in which they were 
flying fell to the ground at Manaster 
Zyska, northeast of Stanisiau, Ga­
licia, from a height of 9,000 feet, says 
the official statement issued to-day 
by the Russian war department.

The Firemen and Police
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—The frequent references 
to the firemen and the pay they re- 

, ceive, has prompted me to say a word 
on their behalf and also on the be­
half of the members of the police 
force. In pre-war days the remunera­
tion for the services rendered by 
these two important branches of the 
public service was anything but ade­
quate. At that time the men of both 
departments must have been verit­
able captains of finance to be able jo 

: make their meagre incomes supply 
their every day wants. It was no 
doubt a problem to themselves how 

; they could manage to keep out of 
1 debt. If there was any question of 
the difficulty then, there is none now, 
for with the cost of necessities soar­
ing to unheard of prices and the pay 
“in the state which was before the 
war” the wonder to most people is 
that there are any firemen or police 

i left to protect the property and per­
son of the citizen. In looking through 
the public accounts of expenditure 
for one of the states of the Australian 

i Commonwealth for the year 1915-16, 
i 1 noticed that among the items under 
the head of Police Department was 
one given for quite a large sum, “to 
meet the increased cost of living.” I 

: did not obtain information as to the 
firemen, as these departments are 
under the Municipal Governments and 
merely receive subsidiary grants or 
endowments in lump sums as a con­
tribution, but in most of the other de­
partments similar sums were expend­
ed to meet this situation in that year. 
The educational vote for the purpose 
was a very large sum which goes to 
prove that the educationists of th6 
Commonwealth are looked upon with 
some favor and regarded of much im­
portance.

It has been stated the Government 
contemplate dealing with the pay of 
the whole civil service at the coming 
session of the Legislature, and if such 
is the case, and it certainly should be,
I trust the police and fire departments 
will receive the most earnest consid­
eration of the Legislature. • The sal­
aries of all public officials in New­
foundland cannot compare in point 
of size to any of the other dominions 
or states in the Empire. It is up to 
the country to pay their servants if 
they require or expect efficiency and 
good service.
