‘ position members were treated 
with studied discourtesy, and 
were not given the least oppor­
tunity to criticise the doings of 
the Government during the four 

^months’ recess. Nor were they 
even permitted to comment on 
any of the acts done on Execu­
tive responsibility, nor to dis­
cuss future propositions looking 

tfor finalization, which affect the 
Colony largely and vitally. Min­
ute of Council Government was 
never carried out to the extent 
it has to-day in Newfoundland, 
and the more there is of it, the 
more becomes the menace and 
danger of permitting the hand­
ful of men comprising the Ex­
ecutive to control the destinies 
of the island, without Legisla­
tive check on their performan­
ces. There were many vital 
matters which should have been 
^brought before the House of 
Assembly. No persons realise 
-this assertion more clearly than 
the Government itself. No per­
sons can feel more guilty than 
the men who pre-arranged the 
bit of political burlesque, cul­
minating in Monday’s proceed­
ings. It does not always be­
come necessary to quote au­
thorities or to search for prece­
dents. Sound. common sense, 
^political decency and honor play 
Tar greater parts in the business 
.of Administration and the Gov- 
.emment would not have lost any 
fprestige by submitting their 
programme to the whole House.

» * * * * *
People have but to read the 

closing speech from the throne 
in order to realise its vacuity, 
its absolute shallowness and 
emptiness. If the speech at the 
opening of this famous session 
in March last was barren and 
shallow, what can be deduced 
from that now under discussion. 
The opening paragraph becomes 
its chief accuser. The Governor 
is made to say that happily no 
trade crisis has occurred, when 
day after day reports of finan­
cial embarrassment are heard 
on every hand. But apart from 
this there were other crises. 
There was the crisis of unem­
ployment ; the crisis of marine 
disasters ; the. crisis of people 
having their winter’s supplies 
lost, both by sea and land; the 
crisis of damage to property ; 
the crisis of the falling off in 
fish prices. Were not all these 
matters with which the House 
of Assembly should have dealt? 
They are still active, and though 
relief work may have been un­
dertaken to tide over the situa­
tion, the nature of that work 
should have been ' approved by 
the Legislature. But Cromwel­
lian methods were introduced, 
and certain honorable members 
of the Government have lost 
whatever little prestige they 
possessed. They were satisfied 
to be dragooned into line, and 
thus the last vestige of their in­
dependence disappears. We can

leave the Railway out of the dis­
cussion for the present: There 
will be ample time to devote 
certain space to its reference in 
the speech later. Likewise 
Agricultural returns can be left 
out. Unemployment is a subject 
requiring space all to itself. But 
the engagements of the Govern 
ment with certain contractors 
should have been carefully ex­
amined. The Colony has last 
year’s experience of wood cut­
ting as a guide. Still perhaps 
an excuse can be found consider­
ing the need was so great and 
so imminent. The whole crux 
of the situation, and one which 
we wish to emphasize is the pro­
posed big undertaking on the 
Humber River. A huge sum of 
money is involved in this pro­
ject, and the usual employment 
for thousands is being freely ex­
ploited by the promoters. But 
is there something more apart 
from labor and development. 
Seems to us that a Government 
guarantee was suggested at a 
rate not less than five per cent, 
on the capital stock of the com 
pany. If the Executive Govern­
ment intends to take up this far- 
reaching matter on their own 
responsibility, let us warn the 
members thereof to hasten 
slowly. Where vast sums are to 
be spent vast concessions are 
usually sought. The nature of 
these will have to be determined 
and examined. Meanwhile a 
warning note, when it comes to 
a Government guarantee, is 
sounded.

Leo Carter, the City’s Solicitor, has to 
be constantly called into consultation 
in connection with the qualifications 
of applicants for certificates.

A. peculiar situation is caused by 
Section 11 of the Charter. This sec­
tion states that “any person who has a 
shop, store or office in the City and 
has carried on a business or profes­
sion therein on his own account, either 
alone or as a recognized partner for 
one year previous to any election, be­
ing otherwise qualified, shall be deem­
ed to be a ratepayer, notwithstanding 
that his residence may be outside the 
city.” It to only reasonable to expect 
that in view of this section, any per­
son who owns property in the city and 
pays taxes on it, should be permitted 
to vote, even if he lives outside the 
city. But, the section makes specific 
qualifications and does not allow for 
the man who owns a house or other 
property than that mentioned. Another 
section of the Charter which is causing 
some discussion is that which declares 
that “when property is held by an 
executor, administrator, trustee or 
other person in trust for the use or 
benefit of others, the person beneficial­
ly entitled shall be held to be the rate­
payer in respect of such property.” In 
other words, if the beneficiary is not 
present in the city, then he cannot ap­
point an agent to vote for him. This 
also applies to all absentee landlords.

Experience to-day is teaching the 
Council that they are hundreds of dol­
lars out, through the accessors not 
having been given the names of rent 
payers in cases where there are more 
than one occupant of a house. Many 
such rent payers are to-day at the 
Council Office looking for the franchise.

They are discussing 
the political constitution of the Pro­
visional Government, which will im­
mediately follow ratification, and the 
date of evacuation by the British Ar­
my. Before yesterday’s session of the 
Dail was finished, however, there was 
every reason to believe that the ma­
jority for the treaty will have been 
considerably augmented. The forty 
opponents, which I gave in my cal­
culation Tuesday, may yet be reduced 
when the full facts of the situation 
are realized. It is believed that even 
some of those who cannot vote for 
treaty will refrain from voting against

CHEAP FUEL FOR 
EVERYBODY.ULSTER REFUSES DEFINITELY.

BELFAST, Dec. 14.
The Ulster Cabinet’s reply to Lloyd 

George’s letter of December 5, which 
will be made public to-morrow, de­
finitely rejects the invitation to enter 
the Irish Free State. It protests 
against Ulster’s interests being in­
volved in an Irish settlement, without 
Ulster being consulted, claiming 
violence is to be done to the spirit by 
the Act of 1920, which, it is declared, 
Is based on equal rights, and provides 
for both North and South. It con­
tends the altered oath means a lower 
standard of loyalty not acceptable to 
Ulster, while the fiscal provisions of 
the agreement would introduce tariff 
wars with England, and internal dis- 
putes in Ireland. Exception is also 
taken to a Boundary Commission, it 
being contended that removing terri­
tory from the control of any govern­
ment without that governments con­
sent is without British precedent.

HUGE METEOR FALLS INTO SEA.
