A NATIONAL DISASTER.

It was formally believed that the
rate of mortality among children who
had not reached the first anniversary
of their birth' was a wise dispensa-
tion of nature, intéended to prevent
children with a weak constitution be-
coming too plentiful. To-day we
know that a great infant mortality is
a national‘disaster. On the other hand
because numerous economic values
are created without purpose and per-
manently destroyed, and on the other
because the causes of the high rate
of infant mortality affects the powers
of resistance of the other infants and
weakens the strength of the nation
in the next generation,

SUMMER DIARRHOEA,

It is easier to prevent. sickness than
to cure it. Proper treatment at the be-,
ginning of an attack is worth more '
than many days treatment later. The
important means of preventing sum-
mer diarrhoea begins:—

1. Boil all milk in summer.

2. Dilute the baby’s food in very hot

weather.

3. Stop the food at once if an acute

diarrhoea begins,

If the movements become loose and
two or three a day, do not neglect it
because the baby happens to be teeth-
ing. It may mean the beginning of a
serious illness.

Dilute the food - with an equal
amount of boiled water and give less |
than the usual amount at feeding.

French Bounties.

Newfoundland exporters are
well aware of the contest waged
with French competition in dry
codfish from St. Pierre and Mig-
uelon many years ago over the
bounties of the latter, and to
what extremities this colony
was driven at that period, but
by the aid of that sheet anchor
of Newfoundland, the “Bait
Act,”* we survived and by the
rigid enforcement of that mea-
sure, made it risky if not alto-
gether unprofitable for large
fleets of French bankers to pro-
secute the fishery—in their reli-
ance on Newfoundland bait—
successfully. But St. Pierre has
entered upon a new phase. The
development of the French
trawling (steam) fleet assisted
by immense sums of money
granted by the French Govern-
ment for the encouragement of
this method of prosecuting their
fisheries in North Atlantic wat-
ers, with St. Pierre as head-
quarters, and the successes of
these, since the war, in catching
codfish on the Banks by these
new and improved methods,
without any necessity of using
bait. has increased their catch
unprecedently the past couple
~# years. The French market is
protected by an import duty of
a sum equivalent to six dollars
per quintal on foreign fish, and
therefore no other country can
hope to send fish to -French
ports. Even with this duty,
French fish merchants are not
satisfied with their own mar-
kets, and have now induced their
Government to pay them a
bounty equal to one dollar and
twenty five cents per quintal on
all the dry codfish they sell to
Spain, Italy and Greece in com~
petition with our produce. The
government of France considers
it both profitable and advisable
to give these trawlers and their
owners the opportunity to ob-
tain large prices for their fish in
their own country, and to sell it
at cheaper rates to the consum-
ers in the countries named, than
they can get by regular trade.
How this is so appears to be an
insoluble conundrum, though the
Genoa conference might have.
solved it, had they stuck around
long enough. But the  fact is
there, and the statement is in-
eontrovertible. Large shipments

of French fish went to Italian
markets during the past three
years, or since the close of the steam
war, and these had a great desl
to do with the collapse of the
Itslian market, so far as Nﬂ'-;

Obituary.

ROBERT ALMON BREHM.

A prominent citizen in the person
of Mr. Robert Almon Brehm passed
away yesterday afternoon at his home,
Circular Road. The late Mr. Brehm
was a native of Halifax, having been
born there 85 years ago. He came to
this country in the early seventies and
established himself in bsuiness. The
Butterine Factory, which he directed,
is a monumept to his industry. It
was started in partnership with the
late John Henderson and Homn. John
Harris and for a number of years
went under the name of Hearn & Co.
On the death of Messrs. Henderson &
Harris a limited liability company was
formed and some prominent merchants
of - Water Street: became interested
partners. Undér the name of the
Brehm Manufacturing Co., Ltd., the
business prospered, due to the close
attention of Mr. Brehm, who despite
his ‘age took an active control of its
affairs. The deceased was considered
one of the best judges of horses, and
was noted for his horsemanship, be-
ing trained as & youth by his. father,
who was a well-kmewn’' breeder in the
Maritime Provinces. He imported some
of  the highest prieed animals that
ever came tp this country.

Fraudulent Marking
At Wimbledon.

Mungo Park’s
Explorations.

No man ever carried a stouter heart
to ‘brave the perils of the unknown
than Mungo Park, a young Scottish
ship surgeon, who in 1795 set sail
from Portsmouth to explore the dark
lands of West Africa. He knew that
his predecessor, Major - Houghton,
had sacrificed his ' life after great
hardships and sufferings,-in a similar
venture, but he- was quite ready to
pay the same price in the cause of
civilisation. His instructions were to
discover and trace the course of the
River Niger, and he started from
Pisania on his perilous journey with
only a couple of negro servants for
escort, two slave merchants, a Mo-
hammedan black, and a negro black-
smith, with a stock of beads, amber
and tobacco, for barter with the na-
fives. For three months he travelled
through the most terrible hardships
and dangers, and was warned at
every sage that he would not come
out of the venture alive. Suffering
daily from the tortures of thirst, suf-
focated by sandstorms, scorched by
the heat of the sun, plundered by na-
tives, and in constant danger of the
forest beasts, he at last arrived at
the border of the Moorish kingdom
of Ludamar. The Moors treated him
with the greatest insolence, hissing,
shouting and abusing him, spitting in
his face, opening his bundles and rob-
bing him of everything they fancied.
The fact that he was unprotected, a
Christian, and a suspected spy, were
sufficient to drive every spark of hu-
manity from the heart of a Moor. Thcy
came to him with the news of the
doom that had been passed upon him,
one, that he was to be put to death;
anotl er, that his right hand was to
be cut off; a third, that his eyes were
to be put out; but all agreed that the
sentence was not to be executed until
Fatima the queen, had first seen bhim
For a whole month he was subjected
to indignities and persecutions, until
he was reduced to a state of exhaus-
tion. He was then presented to Queen
Fatima, who, to his surprise and de-
light gave him an amiable reception
and presented him with food. With
regained strength he was inspired
with new hope, and on what was fo
him a never to be forgotten day, July
23, 1795, he made his escape.

But great as his perils had been
before his capture, they were greater
now as a fugitive. Chased by the
Moors, plundered by wandering bands,
subsisting on shrubs, he was reduced
to a greater state of exhaustion than
before, until a “good Samaritan,” an
old peasant woman, befriended him.
Continuing his jouurney, at last, bare-
footed, tattered, and half dead, he
reached Sego, where he fell in with
a roving band of Kaartans, who
treated him with every kindness. and
welcomed him to their band. A few
days later, Park says: “I saw with
infinfte pleasure the object of my
mission in the long sought for, ma-

ing sun, as proud as the Thames at
Westminster; and, drinking of . the
water, lifted up my fervent thanks in !
prayer to God, for having thus far
crowned my endeavours . with . suc-
cess.”

He had numerous further adven-
tures and hairbreadth escapes, while
fever brought him to the verge of the
grave at Kamala. On his recovery he
fell in with a slave caravan, and was
allowed to accompany them, a journey
of 500 miles, to the Gambia, and ul-
timately he arrived at Pisania, his
starting point, a ragged, unkempt.
‘wild man of the woods,’ to be greeted
by his friend, Dr. Lindley, with great
joy and satisfaction, as one risen from
the dead.

Stocking Banks.

The postal savings banks are out
for the money hidden away in various
crude, old-time caches—such as the
decrepit teapot in the cupboard, the
kitchen clock, the mattress and the
stocking suit. Great wealth awaits the
successful profiteers in these rich un-
worked lodes, says the Philadelphia
Public Ledger. The first French ef-
fort under Ferdinand de Lessups to
dig the Panama canal was financed
largely by funds secreted 1in those
ways among the peasants. Part of the
western shore of Newfoundland is
still called the Gold Coast because of
treasure earthbound in canmns, interred
by those who lost confidence in banks
after two disastrous failures at St.
John's. Every such collapse means
a further withdrawal of timorous in-
vestors and depositors, many of them
aliens, who for years ere they came
here carried all their worldly goods
about with them where they wander-
ed.

'The cemetery
is beputifully situated, umiformly laid
off in lots, with fairly well kept paths
all through it. The graves show in-
dicatfons of loving care, and the ma-
jority of them are marked by & well-
proportioned marble cross, thus giving
the cemetery a distinctively Christisn
appearance. A beautiful Lych-gate—
of which there are so few in New-
foundland— guards and admits to the
cemetery. The-Mortuary Chapel is a

building. It 'is fitted with an Altar,
a2 Lectern, and a few seats, and the
roof and walls are neatly finished
with wood in natural colours. This
is one of the three Mortuary Chapels
in the Diocese (St. John’s, Bonavista
and Trinity) and if it were fully fit-
ted with seats, the windows filled with
stained glass memorials, and the ex-
terior given a fresh coat of paint, it
would®constitute an easy first of the
three.

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The Loss of the ‘Puritan’

To sailormen, the loss of a ‘vessel

‘engenders a feeling somewhat akin

to sadness. In the fishing ﬂeets,‘ves-
sels, are almost personalities. Théy
They have dis-

tinctive characteristics—some good
and some bad. One gets to know-the
units of the fleet in the course of time
and a fisherman will recall the names
and points of a hundred craft.

Some schooners, from first to last,
are nothing more than ordinary. They
are the hoi-polloi, as it were, of the
fleets. But others win a place in the
watery world by beauty, speed or en-
durance which gain for them the halo
of aristocracy. We can recall many
such.. Out on the banks, running into
market, or at anchor in harbor, these
aristocrats can be picked out from
the rabble with ease and fishermen
will tumble up from sleep:to admire
them.

Such a vessel was the Puritan. She
was the baby of the Gloucester fleet,
born only this year. The man who
drafted her lines gave more ‘than or-
dinary thought to his calculations, for
he had visions of another clipper ves-
sel up in the Bluenose country, with
a turn of speed and a title as Queen
of the North Atlantic.
