Easter eggs, a dozen of which had 
been procured from an Ukrainian 
woman living in the city. They 
formed a very interesting example of 
this people's artistic expression. The 
Galicians are said to excel In this 
particular Instance of applied design. 
The Ukrainian artists and manufac­
turers of the present day use the mo­
tifs of the Easter egg in the decora­
tion of pottery, textiles, etc. Before 
the war this was especially the case 
in the Art School Mirhovrod, Polta­
va Province.

The many museums of Russia had 
really wonderful collections of these 
eggs; one, in Lemberg, possessed two 
thousand specimens. Formerly, any 
one applying to the head of the 
"Gubernskaya Zemskaya Uprava” of 
Poltava, and sending two dollars, 
would receive an album in color, 
showing all the specimens of these 
eggs collected by the ethnographer 
Wewjinovsky, the originals being in 
the Museum. These ran into the 
thousands and were bewildering in 
the diversity of their patterns and 
colors. They were collected from 
the peasant cottages, where at Easter 
even to-day, or at least in peaceful 
times, old women are quiet bjit grim 
contestants with boys of sixteen in 
matching their skill.

In Winnipeg, and doubtless in 
some Toronto homes, you can watch 
the work being done. The egg is 
covered with wax, and the conven­
tional figures, often of the workers 
own designing, are carved with a 
knife or sharp pointed instrument. 
A hollow is left for the desired dye, 
and the same process is continued 
for each tint. Some really beautiful 
effects are attained with the many 
hues skilfully blended into bizarre 
and barbaric designs.

In their own land they make their 
own dyes for the adornment of their 
gifts. Onion skin will give a yellow 
tint; buckwheat chaff a greenish col­
or; wild apple bark, red orange; the 
flower of the "prolisok” or squills, 
green-blue; the dark red mallow 
blossom, dark purple. There is, too, 
a special red dye—symbol of Christ's 
grave. As from the inert egg life 
appears, so Christ from the tomb.

There is an old legend of the Rus­
sian Church which says :

When Mary of Magdala learned 
that Christ was risen she hastened to 
her home, and there, to her great joy 
and amazement, she saw that some 
eggs left in the house were wonder­
fully panted in red.

Full of the joy of the miracle she 
went to the house where the apostles 
were gathered together, sad at 
heart. Beside the great news of the 
resurrection which was hers to give 
she might also show something that 
.had been reserved for herself alone. 
She distributed the painted eggs, but 
as she gave each one, it turned into 
a bird and flew away—as proof that 
from the blood and sufferings of 
Christ eternal life would rise in vis­
ion of men.

There are legends, too, about “Pi­
sanky” In old church tradition. One 
is that the stones which were cast at 
St. Stephen became transformed into 
palqted eggs. Another says that 
When Christ carried his "cross to Gol­
gotha and fell under Its burden, a 
peasant bearing a basket of 'eggs was 
compassionate over Hie suffering and 
helped to bear the cross. When be 
looked again at his basket all the 
eggs were changed into beautiful 
Pisanky.

In some pgrts of the Ukraine peo­
ple dye eggs only in one col oh, red, 
green, yellow and so on, calling these 
“halunky," because of the fact that 
these eggs must be washed in alum 
before being dyed. But elsewhere 
the painted eggs were kept as treas­
ures in small huts for years; they 
might be found as frames for the 
icons, or attached to a string, de­
pending from the ceiling in front of 
the holy Images.

In Galicia shells of consecrated 
eggs are thrown Into rivers, and the 
people wifi tell you that the shells 
will be taken by the water to some 
far distant and mythical people 
known .as “Rakhmen”’—“Men who 
are always late.

One of the chief planks in the 
Manifesto that Mr. J. R. Bennett, 
Opposition leader, will shortly issue 
to the country, will be a bonus, which 
will have as Its object the encourage­
ment of the Fishery.

As any important policy which the Liberal-Reform Party,

Government has not been able to conceive any plan which would 
help the people of Newfoundland to regain their lost prosperity. !
The Manifesto Sir Richard Squires will soon issue to the !
electorate will be as fempty of policy as Mr. Coaker’s, and will 
differ from it only in the elaborate form in which the few con­
tents will be dressed.

Let us briefly consider the promises which the F.P.U. Lead­
er makes to the electors of Bonavista :

First, of course, we have the Humber Development Scheme, 
and Mr. Coaker makes it clear that the defeat of the Govern­
ment will mean that the people do not support this deal. He 
does not state what is a fact, that the Humber Deal is NOT an 
issue; that it is not an agreement between the British Govern­
ment and the Government of Sir Richard Squires, but with the 
Government of Newfoundland. We repeat, the Humber Deal is 
NOT an issue, and if the party led by Mr. J. R. Bennett is elect­
ed to power, it will go through in such a manner that the coun­
try will receive the greatest benefit at the least cost.

Now for the next paragraph. From it we learn that the 
Government pledges itself to establish a Flour Mill and Sugar 
Refinery in the country, as well as a Steamship Service to the 
West Indian Islands. A pretty poliqy, indeed, when thousands 
throughout the country are compelled, because of the misman­
agement of the Government practically controlled by Mr. Coaker, 
to obtain their flour from the Poor Relief Officers, while Sugar is 
a luxury they must do without altogether. When unemploy­

And now! A promise of more Regulations for the Control 
of Fish Exports. A strong plank in the policy to be inaugurated 
by the Government, says Mr. Coaker ! He may rest assured that 
the country has not forgotten, nor is likely to for many a year, 
the drastic results which attended the Fishery Regulations in­
stituted in 1919, and yet, he has the temerity to suggest them 
again ! But Mr. Coaker goes further. He asks for a sound, solid 
proposal in connection with the improvement of the methods of 
fish marketing to be suggested to him by F. P. U. men, and this 
will be welcomed when, to quote the Manifesto, “the financial 
situation of the Colony will permit the earnest and sincere con­
sideration of such a policy.”

Only this year, traps berths 
on the Canadian Labrador, held for 
many years by Newfoundlanders, have 
been taken away from them by Cana­
dien officials to give to residents of 
Quebec,

a song, and the amount which might 
be realized by loyalties upon its gold 
and other preciour metals. It is said 
that the silver measures of Cobalt 
arid the gold measures of the Porcu­
pine regionn of Ontario run to the 
Ncrth-East, and probably they crop 
out on the far Northern Labrador. In 
fact, a new Klondike may de­
velop within the territory we now 
claim. The gold rush, which is al­
ready preparing for the coming sum­
mer, is clear evidence of the value the 
Labrador min'erals may assume for 
this Colony at any time.

Not all the timber of the Labrador 
has been taken up yet, and»none of it 
is developed, and securing the titles 
to It for the speculators who now hold 
It, will do little good to us. Sell the 
Labrador to Canada, let Quebec ab­
sorb it, and the development of its 
timber will go on under Quebec 
laws, and all the work done will be 
by Quebec labor, under surroundings 
and conditions which would effect­
ually bar any Newfoundlander get­
ting a day's w ork there. In this con­
nection, too, the great water power of 
the Hamilton and other rivers should 
be borne in mind. The Wilson decl 
of 1916 was wholly based on the won­
derful value of the Hamilton water 
power.

PART OF CONFEDERATION
SCHEME.

This Squlres-Coaker scheme of sel­
ling the Labrador is only a part of the 
large scheme of Confederation, and a 
most dangerous part. Sell the Lab- 
lador, they say to themselves, under 
a proposal to pay off part of the pub­
lic debt, and the Colony will be forc­
ed to follow her fishery into Canada 
Better far to swallow the whole doss 
than to sell a great part of what we 
have, and then have to follow that 
part because without it we cannot 
continue to go bn. Why rave against 
Confederation, yet sell half the coun­
try to Canada? Is it not plain that 
.Squires and Coaker are trying to do 
by piecemeal whet they dare not at­
tempt by wholesale? Who, fearing 
to swim, would cut off his arms or 
legs before taking to the water. Yet, 
Inat, precisely that, is what Squires 
and Coaker propose to do to this 
country wlirr they advocate the sale 
of the Labrador, with all it implies.

Why, when writing stories is such 
an easy way to fame and fortune 
should anyone bother with any of the 
harder ways?

So and so, you are told, gets $1,000 
for one of his short stories. You read 
one of them. It doesn’t strike you as 
anything remarkable, just simple lit­
tle every day comments, things you 
have thought yourself many times, 
and the plot isn’t strikingly original. 
“I could write as good a story as that 
myself,” you say, “if I had the time.” 
And you plan some day, when you 
have the time, to sit down and write 
one and get one of those $1,000 
checks. That is, if the editors will 
pay any attention to new' writers. Yon 
have heard that it is all graft and pull 
and having an established name.

Of Course Not.
Of course you don’t expect to do any 

systematic studying or to go through 
any hard training and practising be­
fore you write that $1,000 story.

But here’s a funny thing. You go to 
the concert of a great pianist. You, 
too, play the piano and suspect your­
self of some musical talent. Yet you 
never fancy yourself being able to get 
an engagement to play before an enor­
mous audience and receive several 
hundred dollars as he does, without 
going through long years of training 
first. Paderewski has had years of 
finger exercises. Even after he was 
the world’s greatest pianist he is re-! 
ported to have said : “If I neglect my 
finger exercises a day I see the effec*. ; 
if I neglect them a week the critics ■

neglect them 
the world would know it.”

But Writing Is Different
The young artist looks at a great 

picture and dreams of some ds.y 
painting one as great. But he knows > 
it will mean years of study of tech- ; 
nique and of life, before he can do it. :

But the mass of people seem to 
think writing stories doesn’t take ar.y 
technique or any study of life or j 
even a knowledge of the English lar.- | 
guage or of grammar.

A woman wrote me that she had 
had to work hard all her life at house- j 
work and that her knees had given j 
out and she couldn’t do heavy work 
and so she thought she would like to 1 
write stories. Apparently that was 
her only qualification.

Expect Hard'Work.
Mind ÿou, I do not say that this do- j 

sire to express oneself isn't a perfect- , 
ly natural one and a perfectly laud -1 
able one and that -some who have it; 
may not have a spark of the great j 
fire. Nor would an initial ignorance j 
oi grammar be a bar sinister if one 
really did have that spark. What I I 
protest against is the fact that peo- j 
pie don’t realize that writing stories | 
has its technique just as much as j 
other arts. That it is one thing to b" 
able to think things and quite’ ar- ' 
other to be able to write them. And j 

„that long days of labor and nights dc- j 
void, of ease are the portion of the 
writer as well as of other artists.

Write if you want to. It's a splen­
did mental outlet, and it may some 
time lead to something. No one can 
say it won’t. But don’t expect imme­
diately to win successes for which 
others have studied and worked ard 
concentrated for years.

And now I want it understood that 
when I speak of writing I mean the 
laborious constructive work of a 
story. I don't call my own talks writ­
ing at all,—just talking to you on pa­
per.
