“DEATH RAT” INVENTOR IN NEW 
YORK.

NEW YORK, July 20.
Zealously guarding the secret of 

his Invention known Internationally 
as the death rays, Crlndell Matthews, 
the English Inventor, arrived Satur­
day on the steamship Paris for a 
short visit to this country. He de­
nied that he had come to the United 
States to Interest the Government or 
any one else In his Invention. The in­
ventor’s first, statement upon arrival 
was the use of the term death ray for 
his device was a misnomer. He said 
it was In reality an electric beam and 
that he had never called It anything 
else. The inventor declared that the 
ray could. If properly developed, des­
troy a city like New York. He also 
said it could paralyze a whole army. 
“At present,” he said, “my ray oper­
ates upon half a kilowatt. I am now 
developing a machine in England 
that will operate on fifty kilowatts. 
In the course of six or eight months 
I shall so perfect my invention that 
I will have a ray that could, work 
great destruction." He declared that 
four or five nations had offered large 
sums for the invention, but upon its 
perfection would be offered to Great 
Britain above other nations. He de­
clared he took a trip to France to in­
terest the French Government The 
inventor said his claim that the ray 
could paralyze armies was based up­
on experiments In which It killed one 
mouse and four rats. He said that a 
test which he gave in England In 
which the British Government experts 
found the ray to be harmless was 
unfavourable because he did not have

The Instructions given the chil­
dren, Mr. Burke said, deal no only 
with religious matters but also the 
history and materia medlca of the 
Pueblos from the beginning oft time, 
Including the uses of herbs and their 
medicinal qualities. The boys are 
supposed to play with other children 
and sleep under guard of an elder 
Indian In the ‘‘estufa’’ or “kiva,” a 
chamber built in or beneath the 
pueblo where secret religious cere­
monies and tribal councils are held, 
and wîrfclh4£'*ëntèred by’ta bole In 
the roof.

During their year and a half train­
ing, Mr. Bqrke continued, the boys 
are fed upon corn and corn products, 
squashes and other traditional veg­
etables.

Tests made recently proved that a 
pair of horses, each weighing 1,600 
lb., could haul a load 660 lb. greater 
than themselves.

On a metal track, one of these ani­
mals, It has been shown, can draw 
one and two-thirds times as much as 
on a good asphalt surface, five times 
as much as on cobblestone paving, 
and twenty times the load it can pull 
on an ordinary mud road.

For the usual type of farm horse, 
a cart carrying a weight of 1,500 lb. 
is considered to be a fair task. While 
pulling light vehicles and under 
saddle, records indicate that horses 
are equal to great feats of strength 
and endurance.

A twenty-year-old beast hitched to 
a light cart is known to have travel­
led a hundred miles in less than 
thirteen and a half hours and was in 
excellent condition at the end of its 
journey.

The Moon as Target

Prof. R. H. Goddard, the American 
scientist who hopes to shoot a rock­
et to the moon this summer, has 
perfected his laboratory experiments 
and is confident he will succeed in 
hitting his lunar target, nearly a 
quarter of a million miles from the 
earth.

But. the sucdess of his project de­
pends very largely on the behaviour 
of the rocket in the lower regions of 
the earth's atmosphere, before it 
enters free space, where it can make 
a bee-line for the moon.

hunterr to forsake the rifle for the 
Camera. Even those of us who have 
stalked game with a camera since 
Schillings’s day must admit that Mr. 
Maxwell, the latest disciple, has sur­
passed all others in the beauty and 
clearness of his hundred photographs 
of elephant, rhinocerous, buffalo, hip­
popotamus and^giraffe. This success 
Is partly due to his recognition of 
the fact that better forest studies of 
animals can be obtained at close’ 
range with fast, short focus lenses 
than with telephoto combinations, but 
is mainly the result of his fearless 
stalking of dangerous animals, and 
the fortune of having a reliable shot 
by his side.

Big game photography is extreme­
ly difficult. The photographer of 
bush-loving animals like elephant and 
buffalo has to contend with poor 
light and obstructed views, while his 
subjects are wary and often restless. 
Fearless close work with rapid len­
ses alone can assure success here, 
but Mr. Maxwell has secured it, and 
his 50 photographs of elephant are 
probably unique,, while the two 
“close-ups” of a bull buffalo are very 
good.

For those animals which live part­
ly in more open country the telephoto 
lens Is available, which permits good 
pictures to be taken up to 50 yards, 
and the author shows such results 
in his studies of zebra and antelope; 
but he has chosen close work again 
for his 14 studies of the rhinocerous ; 
used a motor car in order to obtain 
it In ten pictures of galloping giraffe, 
and/ stratagem in • bis magnificent 
series of* 20 photographs of hippo­
potami. Here fortune^ favoured him 
for he found a herd of hippo deprived 
of their usual water retreat, and was 
able to make the bewildered animals 
pose at will and in the most comical 
way, amid the unusual surroundings 
of bush.

The reader who imagines these 
photographs easy of attainment be­
cause they are so clear should re­
member that they represent a meet­
ing with but a dozen herds of ele­
phants, and one or two of buffalo, 
hippo, and giraffe in all My. - Max­
well’s wanderings. Probably many 
other photographs failed through bad 
light, impossible surroundings’, or the 
difficulties of development In the 
hush.

Among so many good photographs, 
it is difficult to choose one that 
stands out, but the large picture of 
“Elephants advancing in the Lorian 
Swamp” is almost unsurpassable, 
though no photograph can give an 
adequate idea of the majestic appear­
ance of a herd at charging elephants 
which once seen can never be for-

Drugs and dressings ,the upkeep of 
a motor-car, the wages of a dispen­
ser, are all necessities that must be 
paid for. Bad debts are only too 
numerous, for doctors as a class are 
loth to sue for their fees.

Perhaps the most satisfactory type 
of practice, financially, is one in the 
South Wales colliery districts, where 
the uninsured dependents of the min­
ers are looked after at contract rates. 
This amount, usually threepence in 
the pound, is deducted weekly from 
the men’s wages and handed over to 
the doctor. By this method prompt 
and certain payment is assured.

I knew a doctor who was connect­
ed with such a colliery employing 
only 600 men, and his gross income 
was over £2000 per annnm.

Multiple practices, where several 
assistants are employed, may, of 
course, earn much larger sums than 
that, but then there is the additional 
drain of salaries and extra cars to be 
taken into account.
