CHALLENGING JURORS!

APPEARANCE OF THE PRISONER

OTTAWA, Sept. 7.

.. ‘The trial of Jas. Whelan for the mur-
der of Hon. T. D. McGee ¢ommenced to-
day. Perhaps no trial in Canada has ex-
cited so much interest, both on account of
the talent and position of the victim, and
the extraordinary circnmstances connect-
ed with the murder. The Court room
was densely crowded as soon as the doors

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THE RAILWAY PROSPECT.

The Toronto papers are greatly ex-
ercised over the failure of the narrow
gauge delegation in Normanby last
week. The Globe, which has all along
been the mouth piece and special or-
gan of Mr. Laidlaw and the rest of
the narrow gauge agitators, lets them
down gently after their defeat in that
Township, and offers some plausible
excuses for the withdrawing of the
by-law in favor of the Toronto, Grc
and Bruce road. The ratepayers, it
says, ‘“‘are not so much opposed to
granting aid as embarrassed by the
statements and counter-statements of
rival promoters. T'ime will clear up
the question for them, and secure their
aid for the best line, the shortest line,
and the only line which is certain to |
be built.” We have not the slightest
doubt but their aid will be secured
for the best line, but that line in their
estimation is the broad gauge—the |
Wellington, Grey and Bruce Railway |
—and not the road projected by a few
grain dealers in Toronto, who want to
make the North-west tributary to that
city, so that it may enjoy a monopoly
of the trade. We can assure the
Globe that it is much more sanguine
about the building of the narrow
gauge than its promoters who were in
Normanby last week, and who left
that Township terribly chagrined over
their acknowledged defeat.

The Leaderis more honest than the
Globe when discussing this railway
question. Not so deep in the confi-
dence of Laidlaw, Chisholm & Co., it
is more outspoken, and does not hesi-
tate even to tell those gentlemen where
they have done wrong, and to point |
out the reason why the narrow guage
enterprise has failed. It admits that
a great deal of importance was attach-
ed to the action of Normandy by the
Toronto schemers, and that their fail-
ure in that Township, coming so close
on the heels of the refusal of Bentinck
and Glenelg to submit By-laws to the
ratepayers, and the defeat of the By-
law in Sullivan, has had a very depres.
ging influence on the promoters of the |
* direct ” line. It candidly confesses
that the scheme has been badly man-
‘aged, that the men who have been |

agitating for it began at the wrong
end, that * the bonuses of the Town-
ships ought to have been made sub-
sidiary to the stock-taking of capital-
ists who by their deeds would have
shown their faith in the undertaking.
Instead of this natural proceeding,
the bonuses were made the basi sof
the whole enterprise, and the promot-
ers of the road have not been able sat-
isfactorily to show how the money is |
tojbe obtained with which to build it.” |
Here the Leader has hit the nail on |
the head. The farmers of the North-
west look upon the whole scheme as a
huge speculation in which the Toron-
to men are vitally interested, but upon
the success of which they are not wil-
ling to risk a shilling of their own.
They want to bleed the Townships,
but when the hat is passed round for
their own subscriptions they quietly
put it agide. This is the reason why
the farmers have, as the Leader says,
“ regarded these men with suspicion’
—this is one great reason, we may
add, why they failed in Normanby.

But the Leader does not stop here
in its plain speaking to these narrow
gauge schemers, Another great mis-
take in the undertaking, it says, was
in selecting the insignificant narrow
gauge, which would be found unequal
to the rapidly growing wants of the
rich and prosperous country to the
north of us.  This is quite true, for

Statistics of the Crops of Ontarlo.

The Hon. Mr. Carling has sent a cir-
cular to the 8 ies of the i
Agricultural Boéieties with a view of pro-
ouring correct and reliable information
respecting this year's crop in Ontario.
This step of the Minister of Agriculture
is to be commended, and we trust his ef-
forts in the work will be heartly second-
ed by those to whom he specially looks
for information. He desires information
on the average produce per acre of fall
and spring wheat, oats, rye, barley, peas,
beans, and hay, as compared with 1867,
and the number of acres cultivated in
each section where his circular reaches.
He also askes information to the indica-
tions of the growing crops of corn, pota-
toes, turnips, carrots, parsnips, and man-
gel-wurtzel, with the number of acres
grown. Also, as to the varieties of fall
and spring wheat most prolific; extent of
midge, or any damage by other insects, if
any ; varieties éf wheat proved to be the

earest to midge-proof; average quality
of the fall and spring wheat, and hay
crops ; with any remarks of value as to
the modes of cultivation, manuring, sow-
ing, &c. Those questions can be easily
answered, we therefore trust that they
will insure a prompt response, that the
department may be. enabled to place to-
gether correct and complete statistical
returns of the agriculture of the country
without delay. The following is the
concluding paragraph of the circular :—
“Thave to request that you will cause to
be prepared ani returned to my depart-
ment, by the 15th of September ensuing,
as full answers as practicable to the
questions appended; and so as to render
this duty as light as possible, I mail you
a sufficient number of copies of this cir-
cular to enable you to send ¢ne to each
township society secretary, or to some re-
liable person in each township not hav-
ing a society organized,with a request,in-
dorsed on the back, that returns may be
made to you by the 5th day of September.
You will, on receipt of such statements,
have the goodness to make your returns,
based thereon, of as correct an average
as may be obtainable under the circum-
stances,

“You will also fill up and retain one
copy of the circular for the future refer-
ence of your society.”
