London; May 13.—The Russian I n.
perial yacht Dersherva, with the Ozsr on
board, went aground yesterday while
leaving the harbor of Flushing and was
not floated until 11 o’clock this morning.

Aleohol and the Nervous System.

The New York Neurological Society,
which was reorganized last month, held
its second meeting on Monday evening,
the President, Prof. Wm. A.'ﬁamm l:s,
M. D., in' the chair. The President de-
livered. the inaugural address, selecti
for his subvject ““The, Effect of Alcohol
upon the Norvous System.”

After referring in general terms to the
influencs of alcuﬁol, he proceeded to nar-
rate the results of scientific Mvestigations
commenced by him in 1856 with reter-
ence to this subject. The use of alcohol
as a beverage was, especially at the pre-
sent time, engaging a great deal of atten-
tion ; but few who parl.icipnted in it con-
sidered the matter in its true light, and
this was more particularly the case with
the advocates of total prohibition: They
secmed to indulge in invective rather

based solely on its excessive use. He
did not question the truth of the allega-
tion that intemperance produced the
most disastrous effects, and even fer-
mented liquors led to results which were
entirely abnormal in their character.
That alcohol was an absolute necessity
in certain cases was equally beyond
cavil, but directing attention to the sub-
ject, he said that he never failed to re-
cognize the presence of alcohol in the

lood, brain, and stomach of dogs which
he experimented upon by giving them
liquids containing from eight to fifteen
per cent. of alcohol. True, alcohol was
a vital poison. When diluted its effects
were readily manifested, and when taken
in sufficient quantity the condition known
as intoxication was produced. Previous
to this posnt the nerves become excited,
the mental faculties were quickened, and
the face became flushed, but these symp-
toms subsided with the discontinuance
of their cause. If the potations were re-
newed the use of the faculties were lost,
and temperary insanity was produced.
He described the character and method
of the formation of the organic tissue,
observing that food did not furnish di-
rectly any force to the body ; it sheuld
first be converted into brain, blood, and
muscle, and its benefit to the system
was then realized. . In alcohol itself,
under judicious use, there was an inhe-
rent el t which sti igestion,
and the general processes for conducting
food to the wants of the body. The lee-
turer personally made a series of experi-
ments to determine the real wvalue of
alcohol as an aliment or a substitute for
it. The first was directed to the ascer-
tainment of the influence of alcohol
when the food was just sufficient for the
wants of the organism ; second, when it
was not sufficient, and third, when it
was-morg than sufficient. In the first in-
stance, the effect was notably injurious ;
in the second, the digestion was well
performed, the faculties were stimulated,
and there was no nervous excitement;
but in the third there was produced
head-ache, oppression, sleeplessness, and
a general im*)isposition to work. He
was sure if the experiment was continu-
ed, he would have {»ceu seriously ill. Un-
der the influence of alcohol he noticed a
very parcu{tihle increase in the weight
of his body, and from these investiga-
tions he was justified in the conclusion
that alcohol was food. He detailed the
results of numerous experiments made
upon dogs, rabbits, and other animals
until drunkenness,|paralysis of thejlimbs,
and death finally ensued, and i the
course of his investigations he discovered
precisely the same symptoms which de-
veloped themselves in human life. The
progressive resnlts of imbibing liguor
were excitement, perturbation, and par-
alysis, and it was singular that under its
influence, with varied exceptions, the
victim exhibited qualities exactly the
reverse of his.true character. It there-
fore lmppcued that, .when his state of
intoxication increased, an individual who
was high toned and generous would be
anxious to take offence and engage in
quarrels without any provocation. It
was under these circumstances that ont-
rages against the law were perpetrated
and men were unable to control their
animal qualities, He cited cases coming
within his own knowledge, where the in-
troduction of a comsiderable quantity of
alcohol into the system produced imme-
diate death, and where also an emetic

is administered to a drunken man produc-

ed sobriety. Examinations of the brains
and blood of those who died from de-
lirium tremens or other diseases result-
ing from drink, showed the presence of
aleohol very clearly. This point of the
lecture was rendered very interesting by
a variety of experiments. He was dis-

| We have already given the sub-
‘stance of the resolutions embodying
~ the new schame for the construction
of the Paciflo Railway, but as Mr.
Mack 's terly epeech, giving
- full explanations ia regard to this
»great enterprise, contains much
which deserves to be put on- record,
- We progose to give a synopsis of that
speech. He began by a recapitula-
tion of the history of the original
“scheme, showing wherein it was
.defective, and how it ended in utter
failure. From tjgat he went on to
speak of the extraordinary proposi.
tion made by" the late Government
to British Columbia, that the road
should be built in ten years. This
_ promise was the less excusable inas.
much as the people of that Province
never asked for such a promise, and
the Government whea they made it,
knew well that it could not be ful-
filled. Their experience in building
the Intercolonial might have taught
them this, for it was thought thet
road could be built in three years,
yet seven years have elapsed since it
was begun, and it will be still another
year before it can be completed.
That road is only 500 miles long,
while the other will be over 2,500
miles, passing throvgh a couatry
almost uninhabited, and presenting
difficulties in the construction of a
raillway of a most extraordinary cha.
racter. In spite of all these dfiw.
backs, the present Government,
while avoiding the errors of their
predecessors, still honourably pledge
themselves to carry out, as tar as they
can, the sp'rit of the agreement
entered into with British Columbia,
although in view of the enormous
expenditure which its construction
will entail, we think they would be
Jjustified in delaying it for yearsto
come. We believe it was nothing
but the hope of controlling such
expenditure that tempted the late
