TuBuLAR RA1LwaY BeTwEEN ENGLAND AND
FRANCE, — At the recent meeting of the
British Association for the Advancement of
Science, Mr. B.teman, an engioeer, gave an
account of a cast iron tube which be proposed
to lay down beiween England and France
for railway purposes, It had been desigoed
by bimself and Mr. Bevy of Vienoa. The
tube wounld be commenced on one side of
the Channel and would be laid at the tot-
tom of the sea, being built up inside a
horizoutal eylinder or bell, which would be
coustantly pushed forward as the building up
of the tude proceeded, The line selected
for vhe tube to be thus submerged would be
close to Dover on the English side of the
Channel. and would extead to Oape Crisnez
on the Frencb coast, the distance between
the two poiats being twenty<two miles, and
the average depth of water ooe bundred and
ten feet, Mr. Batemao stated that th$ tube
would be made large enough for the “pase
sage of carriages of ordinary oconstraction,
while the traffic was proposed to be worked
hy pneumstic pressure, thus s:icuriog a
constant supply of pure air, and at the same
time precluding the possibility of a collision,
He estimated that a slow train would: be
able to accomplish the distance in one hour
and six minutes, but an express would go
through with ease in forty five mionutes.
Five thousand passengers and ten thousand
tons of goods could be conveyed through the
tabe daily: The estimated cost of the whole
project was eight millions sterling, the ane
nual working expenses being put down at
one hundred aod fifty thousand pounds. It
is estimated that it would take five years to
accomplish the work.

But if, instead of & savings bank, he se-
lects an insurance company, Ppaying
fifty dollars as an additional preminm,
for a policy of life insurance, be will be sure
of leaving $2000 to his family whenever he
dies, whether it be in twenly years or 8ix
months or the very next day after payiog
the first premium of $50. Or, suppose tbat a
young man, sged 21 years, saves $100 per
anpum and depoeits $50 in & savings b?nk,
and pays $50 on an insurance policy. Sup-
pose, at the end ol five years he dics; he
will bave paid $250 to-each institation ; avd
mark with what resalte: While the bank
gives bis widow, beirs or assignees $250 with
a little interest, the insurance company wiil
pay back $2500. We bave all felt bow very:
difficult it is in this country to make provis-
ion for oue’s family io the ordinary old fasb~
joned way. The elaims upon one’s income
are so pumerons and the expense of _keepln,g
up a respectable establisbment and giving ooe's
children a good education are so greal that
it is reslly difficult to save money ; and theo
again, the ordinary means of lovestment are
g0 very precarious, micing shares and real-
estate fiuctuate so much that the u}dnc_zemgr.\t
1o make provision for oue’s family io tbis
way is considerably Jesseped. But for all
this Jile insurance supplies a complete rem-
edy. Suppose that wben a macis setiled io
life he ie disposed to live up to pretty much
all his income, life eszurance makes it sale
if not right for bim to do so. He says— *I
will keep in force (for instance) a $25 000
endowment policy, and then eojoy :nd do
good with my property as 1 go along.” And
why not? 1Is it not every way better thao
that he should hoard it up? For, if he live,
that policy will mature, saj, at 55 or 60
years of age, and give bim from that time
on & comfortable support—and if he dies it
falls at once to hili family. But |§ is :ot
only true policy to insure—it is a bounden
dnt; to do!:;. yOn this subject Lord Lynd-
hurst remarked, “A policy of life assurance
is always sn evidence of prudent forethought;
no man with a dependent family is free from
reproaeh if not assured.” TIo truth it appears
to us that enhghtened public opinion will re~
quire that every man, with whose life Prov«
idence and the order of nature bave wrapped
up the lives and well-being of others, shall
be deemed guilty of gross negligence, crimins
ul improvidence and inexcusable selfishoes-
if he fails to make such provision as the prin-
ciple of life insarance places within the
reach of all. The present writer Wwas
gretified on last Sabbath to hear the impor-
tant duty of life 1nsurance garnegtly_ and
ably enforeed from one of the pulpits in this
¢ity, and we canpot do better than conclude
the present article with a brief extract from
that sermon : :

I will embrace this opportunity of briog-
ing before you one mode of “numbering our
days and applying our hearts unto wisdom,”
on which I have loog desired to address you.
1t may no' be a common theme in the pulpit,
but it is one emineotly suitable for the pul-
pit . 1 refer to the subject of life insurence.
Death comes to all, and sudden death has

readily make provision® agaiost all other
risks, but death is scarcely a rigk—itis. a
certainty, ' There are ten chances for a man
to be taken away in ten years: to one for bis
house to be destroyed by fire. = Not one
building io fifty is burned down, while every
man must die. Even if a man’s honse were

destroyed by fire uniosured, his family

would not be so dependent while he is
living, as they would be if he should be
removed by death and his house remain un-
touched. The loss of property, so long as he
that procured it remaios, is of but trifling
importance, compared with the loss of the
head or bhands by which it was obtained.
A life policy comes to the aid of a family
when he who was their goledependence is
taken away. Nay, wealth itself is not so
secure as a life policy, secured in a good
office. 1his is the most legitimate, the best
and the safest kind of provision for tkose
whose lives are wrapped up in curs. There
are other societies open and secret, to
which money is readily and plentifully con-
tributed ; but their provision is poor and
paltry compared to what can be secured in
this way—and secared not by way of
charity or eleemosynary gift, but as a sab«
stantial and recognized right.

““How many calls have Heen made upon
society in this rlace, calls which bave been
freely and liberally responded to,

apon life in :
versal duty. Io this way we will apply our
bearts unto wisdom. Let its benefits be more
generally made koown and the duaty of
every man, whatever his position, to in-
sore his life be pointed out. It is alieady
recognized by the professional and mercan-
tile classes ; but why need it be less common
among whatare calledthe workiog classes
of socistv. On this coast they are io a
betier position to do it than even the pro-
fessional or mercantile clases, By the com-
paratively small payment of one dollar a
month at 15, a man may secare $1000 at
death—or for the payment of $2 per mooth
at 30 he may secure the like sum. Such sums
are ungrudgingly given for other objects—
why pot fcr this ? I trust the day is pot far die-
tant when life insurance will be looked upon
as a common charg: on every man’s in-
come—in the same way as rent, food, and
raiment. I wonder that any man with the
spirit of independence can give sleep to bis
eyes or slumber to his eyelids, until he
has secured those who bear his name against
the hazards of untimely death. Many expect
to live loog—they may rot live fong—bat
even though tbey-do, by contributing to the
funds of a good Insurance Society they pro-
vide a fand by which others are relieved.
They are in a very efficient way, obeying

widows in- their affliction.””—nay they are so
far plucking the sting from death itself,
The prayer, “Lord teach us to number our
days and apply our hearts unto wisdom,” in-
volves other duties, a8 we have poioted ont—
buot among all other things it surely in-
clades this duty. Never, then, let us utter
it either in tbe solemn service of the san-
ctuary, or io the sadder service at the tomb”
until we have io this way falfilled it.”
