FISHERY REGULATIONS

The Regulations Which Are to
Govern Salmon tishing
in This Province.

Claus 8 Adopted in August -Last
Rescinded aud Yew Ones
Adopted.

The Canadian Gazette just received
contains the new salmon fishery regula—‘
tions for the province., The notice in the |

Gazette is as follows: ‘
His Excellency, in rirtue of the provisions |
of section 16 of the Fisheries act, chapter |
95 of the revised statutes, and by and with |
the advice of the Queen's Privy Council
for Canada, is pleased to order that the
fisheries  regulations .established by the
order-in-council of the 3rd day of August,
1898, by which the general fishery regula-
tions for the province of British Columbia
established by the order-in-eouncil of the
8rd day of ‘Mazrch, 1804, were amended by
the addition thereto of certaf Ciiuses, shall
be and the same are hereby rescinded, and
the following substituted in iiem thereof:

SALMON FISHERY REGULATION—B. C.

1. Every applicant for a salmon fishery
I'cense shall be (a) a British subject resi-
dent in Canada and (b) on or before the
30th day of June in each year shall per-
sonally enter his name and address in a
register to be kept by the inspector of |
fisheries, or by an =authorized fishery ot-!
ficer in British Columbia. Before a license |
is issued to any appl'’cant (¢) the required |
fee shall be paid by the said applicant. |
Indians being British subjects shall noti
be required to register as awove provided. |

2. Bach fisherman heing a British subject,
registered on or before the 30th day of.
June in each year, as required under clause |
1, shall be entitled tu ome fishing 1‘cense.
BEach firm, company or person engaged in
the canning of salmon shall be entitled to |
ten fishing licenses, but each of such|
licenges shall be valid only for one fisher- |
man either an Indian or a British subject
whose name is emrolied in terms of the|
conditions stated in clause 1, such name
being inscribed on the license by the in-
spector or officer granting the same at the
time of its issue,

3. A fisherman’s license shall not be
transferrable on pain of forfeiture, and a
canner's license (ten in number to each
canning establishment) shall be cancelled
if the cannery for which they are issued
ceases to be operated. .

4. Bach fisherman (whether employed by
a cannery or not) ‘shall at all times when
carrying on fishing operations carty with
him his license under which he fishes, and
shall exhibit it when required to do 'so by
the inspector of fisheries or other authoriz-
ed officer.

5. Each boat engaged in fishing operations
shall have a number painted on the bow
in black on a white ground, such number
being entered upon and corresponding with
the license. The letters or figures painted
on the boat shall be plainly legible, and not
less than six inches im height.

6. All nets and fishing boats shall be
numbered, and every boat shall have its
number and initials of its ownmer painted
on it in a conspiecuous manaer, and every
net shall have the in‘tials of its owner or
owners as well as the number legibly mark-
ed on buoys of wood or metal painted
white, and floating on the water attached
to each end of the net, and such names
and numbers shall be permanently kept on
such nets and boats during the fishing
season, and shall be so placed and kept
as to be visible without taking up the net
or nets. Any net or fishing boat used with-
out such number and initials marked there-
on shall be liable to seizure and confiscation
on view, by any fishery officer.

7. Any boat found engaged in salmon fish-
ing operations without having a duly licens-
ed fisherman on board, shall, together with
all its nets and gear, be liable to ?slzure

and confiscation’ on view by any hery
officer so finding it.

8. No one shall be engaged or employed
as a boat puller or boatman om any beat
engaged in salmon fishing under license,
uniess he holds a boat puller's permit. (a)
Eaeh applicant’ for a yermit shall when so
applying enter %iis name for the year in a
list or register to be kept by the inspector
of fisheries, and (b) any person so registered
or entered may receive one permit as such
boat puiler or Boatman an payment of a
fee of $1.

9. Any boat found engaged in salmon fish-
ing operations having a boat puller or boat-
man witheut such permit -shall, ‘together
w!th all its gear and nets, be liable to

The house contained at the time, about
2 a.m., fourteen persons asleep, aud how
the fire originated is still a mystery. It
seems certain that an explosion of some
kind occurred. - One who eseaped the
flames, a servant, sustained fatal in-
juries. ]

When the gutted Andrews house was
searched the corpses were so charred as
to be almost beyond positive identifica-
tion. The names of the dead were ascer-
tained more from certain knowledge of
those who were in the house over night
than from traces of the living image that
they retained.

Dr. Coo, the Andrews family physi-
cian, was unable to identify the body of
Mrs. Andrews. While he was examining
the body in the police station a woman
entered and said she was a cousin of
Mrs. Andrews. When told of the wip-
ing out of the family, she shrieked and
fainted. She refused to give her name.

It is estimated that the Andrews house
was worth $175,000. The value of the
contents is not known, but a conservative
estimate places it at $75,000. The house
was insured for $145,000. The Adams
residence was insured for $40,000, on the

Adams is one of the largest owners of
flats in this eity.

Mr. St. John arrived in the city at
three o’clock this afternoon. He went
at once to his home, being completely
ignorant of the reason which caused the
summons to New York, and when he
saw the ruins of his house and was told
of the horrible fate of his wife and three
children he bore up manfully, though it
was apparent he had to summon all his
strength to do it.

Who Since Has Been Rezwnlating
Germans’ Actions and Arrest
ing Them as Spies.

Natives L-t Loose Agaivst Mataafa

of Hustilities.

Aprils7.—The United States and British -
warships have shelled Mataafa’s forces.
repeatedly, and sailors have been landed
in Apia to protect propertiy, while there
have been several skirmishes with loss
of life on both sides. This is the out-
come of the Mataatans’ disregard of the:
order of Admiral Kautz of the U. S. S.
Philadelphia, to -return to their homes
and respect the Bewlin treaty. As al-
ready reported the German consul issued
a counter proclamation emecouraging the
provisional government. Mataafa’s fol- -
lowers thereupen surrounded 'Apia with
a view to cutting off the entry of food
supplies, and the American and British
ships landed troops for the pretection of
the property of t,heir‘respec;ive nations,
while the native camps and villages
were bombarded. It was on March 14

that open hostilities thus commenced.

About dusk the rebels made an attaek
on the Britishers at the Tivoli hotel.
Their fire was returned, but it is net -
known hew many were killed. About
2:30 a.m, the natives made a rush on the
guard at the Tivoli. Three British sail-
ors were kided and one wounded. The
native loss is unknowu.

At the reguest of the British a Maxim
gun was sent from the Philadelphia to
the British consulate and with it some
men. The next day a body of 300 Malie-
toans had their rifles returned to them
from the Porpoise and rendered good ser-
vice in clearing the brush. The rebel
village of Vaialia was burned in order
to prevent the close  approach to the
consulate. .

The German warship Falke attempted
to leave port on a secret mission, when
Admiral Kaudtz ordered her captain to
stay where he was and be ready to af-
ford help to his countrymen. The Falke
remained. ;

During Thursday, March 16, matters
quieted. About dusk the Americans
fired on a body of Mataafans but not ene

‘ Barly Friday merning 200 rebels rosh-
up to within thirty yards of thé consnl-
ate. The sailors behaved splendidly and
the natives were repulsed. Ovne Ameri-
can sailor was killed and one British
shot in both legs. Major-General Out-
liffe, of the British army, assisted in the-
operations at the consulate.

There is intense feeling agaimst the-
Germans here and they are aceused of
spying and giving information to the reb-
els. Fighting by night is an entirely
new departure and everything points te
German teaching. One Marquart who
had been drilling the natives has been
arrested. He was sent on beard the
Falke under pledge of the German com-
mander that he would not be allowed te.
land. A ‘half caste named Taylor has
been arrested and is in irons on the Por-

¢ Saturday and Sunday were quiet. 'Fhe
Tivoli hotel has been mined in case it
becomes necessary to blow it 8vp and a
signal from the shore has been arranged
to precede shelling it.

March 23 King Tamumafili Malitoa
was crowned king of Samoea at Mulinu.
The ceremony was attended by United
States and British representatives. A
procession marched all throngh Ani_a.
headed by the band of the Philadglphxa.
The German officials were conspicuous
by their absence.

HOW IT ORIGINATED.

At. the meeting of the consuls and
genior officers on the flagship, the ad-
miral explainad his position that vnder
the treaty’ there coald be no provisional
government, and - the agreement under
which it had been recognized, under
peculiar and trying eircuomstanees, for
the protection of business and property,
was just as ‘provisional as the govern-
ment itself. He had to stand by the
supreme court, and he hoped a plan of
action would be decided upon for restor-
ing peace to the islands without the in-
tervention of an armed force. 'The Brit-
ish and American consuls and naval offi-
cers agreed with the admiral. The Ger-
man consul having accepted the provi-
sional government could not recede frem
that poeition under any circumstances
whatever until he had instructions from
Berlin.

Later on, after the meeting, Herr Rose
put his views in writing to the admiral,
and stated that German warships could
only aet if German property or life were
to be protected, or in the case of the
supreme court issuing a warrant of ar-
rest against individuals. On no othier
ground could German warships interfere,
and aceording to imstruetions
which he acted there would be no mili-
tary interference by Germany. He alse
protésted against the issue of the procla-
mation by Admiral Kautz, pending in-
structions from the treaty powers; and
against the return to Apia of the de-
¥ortt§d Mu.liet&am, which ’wnl,‘s a menace

THAT' ATBARA BRIDGE

Award of Contraect to amerieans
Subjeet of Warm Diseunssion
in English Press. -

London, April 5.—The fact that the
contract to build the bridge over the At-
‘bara river, a branch of the Nile, has
been awarded to a Philadelphia firm
continues to cause great discussion here
and the Evening News to-day refers to
the matter as an “Egyptian war office
scandal,” characterizing the whole trans-
action as a ‘“scandalous story,” and de-
clares the specifications were altered in
favor of the American contractors, add-
ing: ?
*“It is only explicable if one remembers
the habitual animosity shown by the
Khedive and his government to their
Protectors. If the bitter antipathy to
British engineers revealed in the pro-
ceedings cannot be traced to the Khedive
and is the result of foolish and unpat-
riotic prejudice on the part of the Eng-
lish advisers, the sooner these advisers
are brought to book the better.” i

The same paper published an inter-
view with Dr. Westwood, of the firm of
Westwood & Rigby, the English con-
tractors, in reply to a cabled intedview
with Mr. Roberts of the Pencoyd Bridge
‘Works, in which Mr. Westwood declared
the Egyptian war office altered the de-
sign of the Atbara bridge to suit the
Americans while it did not give the Brit-
ish firms the same chance. The British
tenders, Mr. Westwood explained, were
higher because special girders were re-
quired, which were dropped in the case
of the Americans, who were allowed to
supply a pattern which good English en-
gineers have discarded because it makes
a weak bridge.

TALES OF TRAVELLERS.

Bread Riots at Dawson Predicted—Two
Views of American Operations in
the Philippines.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Vancouver, April 5.—Capt. McLean,
who arrived from Dawson to-day, says
he fears bread riots in Yukon, owing to
the numerous poor and destitute and: the
large quantity of provisions held for sale.

Dr. Winters, one of the passengers on
the steamship Empress of Japan, said:
“1I have come from plague-stricken India,
stopping en route six weeks at Manila.
In India matters are far worse than
the papers represent. I worked among
the sick with my wife, and claim that
filth, revolting, horrible filth, together
with insufficient food, is responsible for
the black death. I was at Manila dur-
ing the big fire. I admire the American
army as a magnificent fighting machine.
The rebels could be subdued at’ any
time by a determined assault, but the
delay is for the sake of humanity.
America wishes to spare life. If 20,000
men were landed and the rebels sur-
rounded the slaughter would be dreadful.
The Americans can wind up the rebels
lion any time, and will do so before the
wet season.”

S. Murray, who has been 11 years a
resident of Iloilo, was a passenger on
the Empress. He differs from Dr., Win-
ters and has a very poor opinion of the
Americans as a fighting nation. Their
blundering, he says, cost the lives of
hundreds and vast sums of money. To
the foreigners resident in the Philippines
their unpreparedness was astonishing.
There was not enough power vested in
the generals. The rebels are untrained,
badly armed and wretched marksmen,
That the Americans will erush them is
a foregone conclusion, but it will take
another year to accomplish this, and then
they will have simply driven them into
their strongholds in the interior. Mr.
Murray says Aguinaldo, though much
talked about, would not be missed in
case of death. The real leader of the
rebellion is Montenegro. Aguinaldo, as
a matter of fact, is more friendly to the
States than any of his generals. Mr.
Murray says newspaper reports of the
fighting are shockingly distorted. He
has not yet read an accurate one. They
are doctored for American readers.
The Americans are humane to their pris-
oners, but he has witnessed some wanton
killing. The rebel generals, as a rule,
are a fine body of men and treat their
prisoners humanely,

THE CHILKAT CALAMITY,

Details of the Loss of the Little Steamer
While Crossing Humboldt Bar.

Eureka, Cal., April 5—One of the
worst wrecks, considered from the stand-
point of loss of life, in the history of
Humboldt bar, took place to-day. The
little steamer Chilkat, with nineteen
souls on board, left Eureka at 10 o’clock.
Before noon she was upside down on the
bar and ten of her human freight were
Do more. Of the nineteen on the vessel
thirteen comprised the officers and @rew
and six were passengers. Of the passen-
gers two were saved and four lost, and
of the crew seven were saved and six
lost. The saved passengers were H.
Smith, of Scotia, Cal.,, and W. C. Mor
ser, of Oakland, Cal. They had been
working near Ferndale for several
months. The lost passengers are M.
O. Busan, Peter Fry, E. O'Brien and
E. J. Boland. Busan was a tightrope
performer ond it is supposed that his
home was in San Fransisco. Fry was
manager of a creamery at Ferndale and
was a well known citizen of this county.
E. O’Brien was going to San Franeisco
to fill a situation. E. J. Boland was a
printer,

The members of the crew saved were:
Peter Jensen, mate; William Backwood,
cpiet engineer; Clyde Lighter, first as-
sistant engineer; T. C. Bohall, steward;
William Grip, fireman; Peter Hanson,
fireman; William Black, seaman.

The names of all the seamen lost are
not yet known. The drowned include,
however, the captain, F. B. Anderson;
the second officer, name unknown; E.
Capolla, cook, and A. Johnson, seaman.

Capt. F. B. Anderson was master of
the vessel. His home is in San Francis-
co. He had a wife, but no children,

Of the people saved six got away in a
boat and were picked up by the steamer
North Fork; which had passed out Jjust
ahead of the Chilkat. "They were car-
ried on to San Francisco and will reach
there to-morrow. Three were taken out
of the water by the men at the life-saving
station and are now in this ecity. They
are Mate Jensen, Fireman Hangen aand
passenger Morser. From them the cagze
of the wreck was learned. The CLilkat
was almost over the bar when a big sea
struck her forward, carried away the
wheel house and the wheel, disabling her
steering gear and smashed her upper
works generally. The captain called for
a block to try a temporary steering gear,
but before anything could be done the
helpless boat ~fell into the trough of
the sea and the men came piling up from
below with the information that the
water had poured down below and put
out the fires. The ship was entirely
helpless and another breaker went over
her., Everybody got up on the hurricane
deck and an attempt was made to get
the small boats clear. The breakers
followed each other fast and the fourth
and fifth struck the ship in such a way
as to turn her upside down. It is be-
lieved the men rescued by the North
Fork managed to get one of the small
boats adrift after the steamer went over.
Morser says he saw no boat launched,
that there was not time before they were
all in the water. Morser tells a graphie
tale of the buffeting he received.

The Chilkat was loaded with shingles,
lumber and butter. The water was cov-
éred with the wreckage and time and
time again Morser was knocked from the
plank to which he was clinging. His
watch stopped at 11:24, indicating that
was the exact time at which the Chilkat
went over. There was plenty of water
where the vessel was wrecked. After
turning turtle she drifted northerly and
finally struck the beach about a mile and
a half from the spot of the accident,
She lies now a counple of hundred yards
off shore in the middle of the breakers
with only the top of her hull showing.

His theory
is that the Cubans who before thought
him merely \an alroit guerilla chief are
now prepared to regard him as a politi-
ca} leader, and that a few days more
will probably see him in name general
in chief of the army.

Gen. Gomez if reinstated would be of
greater service to the United States in
the disbursement of the $3,000,000 but
his political programme means the keep-

The law, Mr, Campbe)) said last Edmanson, Bates & Co.; Toronto,

THE SPRING ASSIZES,

Special Court at Nanaimo to In:
quire Into Union Bridge
: bisaste;.

A Change of Venme Granted for
the ‘trial of Sunyer’s
Case.

The Victoria session of the Court of
Assize, with which the spring ecircuit
opens on the 11th ingtant, will be chiefly
important by reason of a change of
venue having been granted, by which the
re-trial of the case of Regina v. Sonyer

will be brought to this city. Sonyer is
an Indian who was arrested for hav-
ing attempted to murder a resi-
ent of Westholme in the culmination of
a robbery. He was tried at the Nanai-
mo assizes last year and sentenced to life
imprisonment, this sentence being ap-
pealed to the Full court, which ordered
a new trial. Mr, H. D. Helmcken, Q.C.,
who represents the prisoner, desired that
Victoria should be the place of trial, and
the crown consenting, it has accordingly
been set down for the assizes here. The
other cases on the docket are three in
number, the first being that of W. H.
Pennock, charged with the theft of a
diamond ring from his brother jeweller,
S. A, Stoddart. Regina v. Nunn is a
slaughter—at Vernon on the 20th,
able battle of the teacup at the Work
Point barracks; while Revina v. Ah
Chin (wounding with intent) is the out-
come of a Chinese gambling house
fracas.

The Nanaimo assizes are set for the
18th instant and are remarkable for the
fact that there are no criminal cases
to be heard, the sitting of the court
having been ordered apparently for the
purpose of enabling the Attorney-Gen-
eral to present Regina v. The Union Col-
liery Co., re Union River bridge disas-
ter. This is for the purpose of permit-
ting formal investigation to be made
by a court and jury into the measure of
responsibility (if any) attaching to the
company in question in connection with
the lamentable accident on the mine
railway last year, by which several lives
were lost.

The Nelson docket, for May 30, is
the largest in the calendar, and contains
two murder cases—Regina v. Bruno and
Regina v. Phillips. Besides these there
are set for trial: Regina v. McGinty
and Regina v. Williams, “assembling to
disturb the peace”; Regina v. Bannett,
couspiracy to defraud; Regina v. O’Neill
and Regina v. Davis, theft; and Regina
v. Henager, incest.

At Vancouver on the 18th instant
there will be tried: Regina v. Gin Gar
Gick, shop breaking; Regina v. Shub-
sone, unlawful possession of stolen goods;
Regina v. Bruno, criminal assault; and
Regina v. Coulton, theft.

There will be a session of the court at
Kamloops on the 25th instant for the
trial of the Richfield case of Regina v.
Edward (an Indian)—murder. The cir-
cumstances in this case are somewhat
peculiar, two Indian boys having—as
the story went at first—been sitting on
a log to chat and enjoy their lunch,
when  the gun of one was accidentally
discharged and the companion . killed.
A late story is to the effect that the lads
quarrelled and fought, the one being
killed. Certain it is that two shots were
fired out of Edward’s gun, and it was
the second shot that did the fatal work.
The charge now laid is murder, but this
will probably be amended to man-
slaulghter before the case is presented for
trial.

Regina v. Perrier—murder—will be
tried at New Westminster on the 12th
instant; and Regina v. -Tilton—man-
slaughter—at Vernon on the 20th.

REPUDIATH:I‘G HERR ROSE.

Rerlin, April 4—~Dr, Von Hamman, under
secretary of the German foreign office,
was asked to-day for a statement regarding
Admiral Kautz’s charge made against Herr
Rose, the German consul at Apia. He said:
“That is Admiral Kaulz's view; the other
view is that the whole trouble came by
others in the royal election. We have
no official news about Herr Rose having
issued a proclamation. We cannot tell
what its contents are. Impartial as we
have been in Dr. Rafael’'s case, I can say
that if Herr Rose issued a proclamation
we shall disavow it. That Herr Rose pro-
tested at the consul's meeting we know,
but that is a different thing from a pro-
clamation.”

When questioned as to the status of the
Degotiations on the subject of Samoa, Dr.
Von Hamman remarked: ‘Dr. Von Bue-
low, the minister of foreign affairs, has
taken his leave and returned to Berlin,
because he desires to carry on the negotia-
tions himself. He had a long conference
yesterday with the British ambassador,
and to-day he conferred with the United
States ambassador. It is true that Eng-
Jand is thus far holding back against Ger-
many’s proposal to send a joint commission
to Samoa.”

The German press as a rule continue to
preserve a moderate tone regarding the
Samoan trouble, and the opinion in re-
sponsible quarters is that amicable adjust-
ment will be reached. There is little doubt
Herr Rose, German consul at Apia, did not
have instractions to issue a proclamation
supporting the provisional government of
Mataafa.

Baron Von Buelow, the foreigm secretary,
will deliver a speech in the reichstag on
the subject next week. The negotiations
over the detalls of the joint commission
will probably occupy another ten days.

The principal theme of newspaper com-
ment is Germany’s distrust of England.
England is accused of doing her utmost
to nullify the reeent Anglo-German agree-
ment. The Berlin Tageblatt eomplains
that while President McKinley, through
the Ameriean ambassador, has expramseq
regret for the bombardment at Apia, Eng-
land has not given any indication that she
disapprovés the events at Samoa. Other
bapers accuse Great Britain of trying to
sow distrust between Germany and the
United States. The Zeitung, however, de-
fends the government against the attaeks
of jingoes and the Bismarckian press, say-
ing: ‘‘Although Germany’s interests pre-
dominate in Samoa they certainly de net
jlvlstlfy a conflict with England or the
United States, which <oulg only gratify
France and Russia.”

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Remarkable Will| of a Very Wealthy
Greek.

Andreas Sygros, who died at Athens,
Greece, February 14, has’left 30,000,000
drachmas, or about $6,000,000, for philan-
thropic purposes in his own country; it is
said, began his mercantile career as a
fruit merchant on & small scale in Boston
and thus laid the foundation for the great
fortune. Sygros wéas born on the island of
Sygros in 1828, and was thus about 71
years old After attending the public
schools of his island, he went elsewhere,
rumor says to ‘Bostou; certain it is that he
later became promident in Constantinople
in connection with & mercantile house hav-
ing large dealings In America, and tnat
he was especially interested in the cotton
manufacturers in Chicopee, and particular-
ly in the c in American cotton goods
he made his fortune. After a long career
as merchant in Constantinople, Andreas
Sygros returned to his native land in 1889,
and was elected a member of the parlia-
ment of Greece. He became famous for his
benefactions in his lifetime, and is thought
to have given awa yat least $4,000,000
fore his death. In 1800 he gave $200,000 to
the poor of Thessaly.

The will of Sygros is a voluminous doeu-
ment, written in his ‘own hand, and con-
taining many practical suggestions for the
direction of tne executors of his will in
corrying out his wishes. The introduction
is- ag follows:

To the Athens Institue for the Aged and
Infirm he bequeaths $100,000, and the fur-
ther sum of $100,000 to be ,used in procur-
lnﬁ economical furnaces,

e leaves to the Archbishop of Athens,
Germanos, the sum of $100,000, to be’ used
as he may see fit for the amelioration of the
condition of the poor. To  the infant
asylums of Athens is given $75,000: To the
National Hope hospital of Athens is givea
$50,000. To the institution of the poor and
aged women of Athens is given $75,000.

Teo the private orpban asylum of MHatzei
Costa is given $50,000. To the Amallia or-
phan asylum, named afer the lamented
queen, wife of King Otto, $75,000. To the
National insane asylum at Athens, $75,000.
To the Odelon, the musical and drramatic
club of Athens, $75,000.

To the Christian Greek community of the
island of Chios is given $125,000, ang to
the Christian Greek community of the vil-
lage of Lithe, in the _.sitand of Chios, is
given $25,000, to be used for the mainten-
ance of the Greek school in the community,
in commemoration of his grandfather, who
was born in Lithe. To the philanthropic
institutions in Constantinople which come
under the management of the patriarch of
<onstantinople, was donated $75,000. To
the Greek National school in Constantinople
$25,000, and a like sum to the Greek wo-
man’s school of Constantinople. Another be-
yuest of $75,000 is directed ‘‘to be placea
in the treasury of the pacriarch of Constan-
tinople, and to be used ~o there may be
built and maintained in some other part of
Coustantinople, wheéreyer it may be so de-
cided bLy the patriarch, an orphan asylum
for boys and girls, because I believe that
tl&e buildings now existing are overcrowd-
ed.”

The sum of $75,000 1s° bequeathed “to
the patriarch of Constautinople, the inter-
est to be used in ameliorating the condi-
tion of the poor of Constantinople, without
regard to race or creed.”

To Charillacs and Sophia, brother and
sister of the great Greek patriot, Tricoupis,
are given $50,000 each. ‘I bequeath to my
dear friend, Smaragda Paspake, my form,
er teacher inm y family, the sum of $25,-
000, and to her lawful descendants, as
many as there may be of them, to each and
every one, the sum of $25,000.”” A number
of buildings in Thessaly are also given to
the former teacher. To the committee of
the municipality of Athens is given $175,000
for ameliorating and improving the condi-
tion of the poor of Athems. To the ath-
wne club.of Athens is given $25.000.

“I bequeath to the Greek nation the sum
of 3,000,000 drachmas ($600,000)’ to be
placed in the national treasury and to be
used for the erection of public schools and
court houses, and especially for the erec-
tion of court houses in the provinces out-
side of the capital, because the need of
sald court houses -in the provinces is im-
perative. And I furthermore bequeath
1,600,000 drachmas ($300,000) for the ameli-
oration of the prisons of Athens.”” To the
King of Greece is given the Oropos estate,
near Athens, large hunting grounds, with
statues and fountains. To Baromess Eliza-
beth Clauer, of Austria, is given $50,000 for
the ‘“wonderful love she has shown to
Greece.” - ‘‘As a special gift, I give $250,000
for the improvement and maintenance of
the public schools of Athens,”” To Marietta,
wife of Gen. Coronios, is given $25,000,%and
to her daughter, his cwn godchild, he leaves
$§50.000. To Alemade Damianios of Mar-
seilles, France, $25,000. To Aglaaia Coronios
lof London, Eng., is given $15,000. “I also
request that there may be paid the sum
of $25,000 to each and every servant who
may be found in my employ at the time
of my death and who has been in my ser-
vice five years preceding. And to those
who have been in my service less than five
years, that there be paid the sum of $2,500.
And especially do I beguest to Constan-
tine Vouros $100,000, i case he ig still
in my employ at the ‘time of my death.”
To the Evangelical Church of the Heaven-
ly Host in the island of Tenosos is left
$150,000, and for the maintenance of the
dispensary attached to the church the fur-
ther sum of $100,000.

There is a codicil attached, dated May
9, 1897, which revokes the bequests to the
royal families, ‘“‘because 1 consider it dis-
respectful (impertinent) on my part that
I, a simple citizen, should bequeath any-
thing to so lofty and eminent persons as
their royal highnesses. For the same reason
1 revoke and consider null and void the
bequest which [ made to King George of
my estate at Oropos, and I especially ask
his royal higness, King George, to pardon
me for having dared to bequeath to him
anything, and I beg of his royal highness
to attribute my mistake to the lively in-
terest which I may have had for him, and
to my desire to show him even beyond my
grave my respect for him. And I now be-
queath my said estare .at Oropos, together
with all the buiidings wihch I possess in
the surrounding villages, to the orphan
asylum of Athens cali the Amalia. It is
my desire that there should be established
in connection with the Orphan asylum a
sanitarium for the care of convalescing
orphans, especially for children not over
12 years of age. And I desire that the dis
pensary be fashioned after the one at
Trieste, Austria, called the Mantinio sani-
tarium.

“I bequeath the sum of $250,000 for the
erection of suitable buildings to be used
for soldiers and sailors incapacitated in
the serviee of their country; and also that
any man in the employ of the government
who, having grown old annd infirm, and
who is not pensioned, may also find a home
there. I direct that the interest on bonds
and stocks standing in my name and placed
in the National Bank of Athens be paid to
the Municipality of Athens for the main-
tenance (together with the 3,000,000 drach-
mas) of the public schools of Athens.”

HEvery one who knows the political
history of Mr. Joseph Martin will admit
that he is vindictive. His greatest ad-
mirers, and we assume that even he has
admirers, will nof, deny this. When he
left Manitoba for the unhappy province
upon which .he has inflicted himself, his
one political desire was to pay. off Mr.
Mr. Siften for having got the best of
him in the political arena. He is relent-
less in his hostility to individuals and
localities. This makes him formidable
when he first takes power, but it also is
a source of weakness.

He has therefore
made up his mind to antagonize this
city in every way, doubtless reasoning
thus: There is nothing to be gained by
treating Victoria decently, while if I vex
and harrass that city in every way, may
strengthen myself with those people on
the Mainland, who have been anti-Vic-
toria in the past. This explains Mr.
Martin’s declared wish that all future
meetings of the government shall be
held in Vancouver. It explains his prac-
tically making Vancouver the head-
quarters of his department. It explains
the ostentatious way in which he says
and does things that he knows will he
offensive to Victoria.

Mr. Martin will learn before long that
he is making a great blunder. There
is little or no feeling of hostility in this
city to Vancouver, and he will not be
able to excite any by the course he is
taking. Our people have too much sense.
They know that he is seeking to foster
sectionalism for political purposes, and
will not play his game for him. While
recognizing the pardonable pride of the
Vancouver people in the growth and
prospect of their city and their confi-
-dence in its future, the citizens of the
capital do not attribute to their neigh-
bors any complicity in Mr. Martin’s anti-
Victoria crusade, and they will not re-
spond, as he fondly hopes they will, by
an attack upon their sister city. But
the Attorney-General’'s blunder is of
greater magnitude than this. He sup-
poses that there exists throughout the
province a feeling in sympathy with his
enmity to this city. But it does not
exist and there are the best of reasons
why it should not exist. When Victoria
by reason of its comparatively large
population and influence was dominant
in provincial politics, the policy of the
government was for the promotion of un-
dertakings calculated to develop the
Mainland. Every enterprise designed to
advance the material prosperity of every
part of the province received the hearty
support of Victoria’s public men. In
all parts of the province there is abund-
ant evidence of the energy of Victoria’s
capitalists. If the time should ever
come, when the people of the province
will be called upon to express themselves
upon a policy aimed at the belittling of
Victoria, the people of this city can await
the verdict with much confidence. They
have no desire to see sectionalism arous-
ed. They will oppose any attempt to
arouse it with all their power; but they
will not fear at any time to permit the
people of the whole province to pro-
nounce upon the claims of this city to
fair and decent treatment from the gov-
ernment of the day.

CANADIAN TIMBER.

The London Times has a very interest-
ing article upon the relations of Canada

and the United States, in the course of|

which stress is laid upon the commanding
position of the Dominion so far as the
supply of northern woods is concerned.
The available forests are found in
Siberia, Scandiravia and Canada. Of
these the former cannot for the present
at least be taken into account, for a
reason already given in these columns,
namely, that the rivers flowing out of
these forests run into the Arctic' ocean,
and thercfore cannot be utilized for
transportation purposes. Norway and
Sweden, with all the effort put forth fo
prevent the depletion of the supply, are
unable to do more than meet the de-
mands of the German markets. This
leaves Canada without a rival for the
supply of the rest of the world. We
quote the language of the Times, which
after speaking of Russia, Sweden, Nor-
way and Germany, says: “ All other
nations requiring timber of the sorts
grown in the Northern Hemisphere must
look to Canada for their supply.”

The Times estimates the timber area
of Canada, not including British Colum}
bia, are 2,000,000 square miles, over
which more or less merchantable timber
is found. To this it adds the area west
of the Rocky mountains, extending from
the International boundary to the Arectic
«circle. It is possible, of course, to speak
of the timbered area of the Dominion
only in general terms, because only an
approximate estimate of its area can be
made with the information- now avail-
able. Experience in the forests of New
Brunswick shows that under a judicious
system of cutting and proper protection
from fire, there is no such thing as ex-
haustion. This remark will hardly apply

{between two protectionist countries is
clearly a free field in the manufactured
articles for Canadian competition. Other-
wise the Canadian authorities will have
obvious difficulty in resisting the pressure
put upon them at home to keep the raw
material in Canada and force the Ameri-
can manufacturers to establish their
factories in Canada for the benefit of
Canadian labor.”

THE EIGHT-HOUR LAW. ‘A

‘We are glad to learn that the govern-
ment is taking a reasonable view of the
question raised by the passage of the
eight-hour law last session and will per-
mit its provisions to remain unenforced
until an opportunity has been offered to
ascertain the wishes of the communities
most directly concerned. The informa-
tion in the possession of the Colonist is
to the effect that the enforcement of the
law would work a very great hardship,
not only to the mine owners but to the
miners. It is certainly very desirable
that nothing should be done to interfere
with the growing mining industry of
British Columbia, which though full of
promise for the future is not in such a
condition yet that the cost of operating
the miners can be increased upwards of
fifteen per cent. without seriously affect-
ing them.

1THE FISHERIES REGULATIONS.

The fisheries regulations, printed else-
where in to-day’s paper, provide that
each boat must have one licensed fisher-
man on board and one boat-puller. The
former must be a British subject, but
the latter need not be. Indians are not
required to register, but any boat except
those manned by Indians without a
licensed fisherman and puller will be
confiscated on sight. The date of regis-
tration is June 30. A letter from Sir
Louis Davies to the Salmon Packers’
Association says that offices for regis-
tration will be opened at New Westmin-
ster, Vancouver and Nanaimo. The
omission of Victoria must surely be the
result of an oversight, for it cannot be
intended to deprive the large number of
fishermen resident in Victoria of the
opportunity of registering at home. the
representatives of this city, now that this
matter has been brought to their atten-
tion, will doubtless see that the mistak'e—
if it is a mistake—is promptly remedied.

THE UPPER NILE.

There will be considerable disappoint-
ment in Great Britain and elsewhere
over Sir W. E. Garstin’s report on the
Upper Nile valley. It is summed up in
this sentence: ‘The possession of the
Soudan beyond Khartoum can for the
present be of no practical value to any
power, and affords no field for the in-
vestment of ca&ta!.“ There is a redeem-
ing feature in the case, namely that the
capabilities even of a British under-sec-
retary of state to form an opinion on
such a subject from the limited opportu-
nities at his disposal since the battle of
Omdurman are not such as to render his
views final. We have learnéd in Canada
to put little value upon first impressions
of a country. Do we not know that the
hasty generalizations of a British com-
missioner convinced the Imperial govern-
ment that the region between the Colum-
bia river and the Straits of Juan de
Fuca was not worth an effort to secure
it? Is it not of record that Congressman
Benton, speaking in the congress of the
United States as one who knew said:
“JIt is well known that north of the
Strait of Juan de Fuca all is darkness
and desolation.”? Do not those Cana-
dians who have reached middle life re-
member when they were told that all the
great prairie region was a waste that
would never be peopled? Have we not
heard British Columbia described as a
sea of mountains? Is it not only re-
cently that we became aware that there
is a vast region of great value around
Hudson’s Bay? In view of these and
other instances of mistaken first impres-
sions, which could be easily cited, we are
not disposed to receive Sir W. R. Gar-
stin’s views on the Upper Nile valley as
conclusive,

He mentions some matters that  are
interesting.

The Blue Nile,
which flows from the east, runs throngh
a more promising country, where there
is a large area fit for ¢uitivation and
much more that can be profitably irri-
gated. In all parts of the country popu-
lation is scarce. The rule of the Khalifa

and the Mahdi, following upon years of

slave-traders’ war, has prevented the in-
babitants from inereasing. What the
country needs is rest.and good govern-
‘ment, rather than ecapital and commer-
cial enterprise just pow, for with these
population will rapidly increase and the
people will soon be in a position to fur-
nish  business for peaceful traders.
There is a good deal of valuable timber,
including ebony, in the forests along the
Blue Nile. = The .country on both
branches of the river above Khartoum
is described as very unhealthy, and it is
said to be “morally impossible for
Enropeans to live upon either river.”

——
PASSING COMMENT. . .

The Province says the Colonist will
probably object that the holding of a
session of the government in Vancou-
ver is unconstitutional because no pre-
cedent can be cited from New Bruns-
wick of an executive session being held
out of the capital. It so happens that
several precedents can be cited from New

Bunswick of the kind mentioned. In
fq‘ no one in New Brunswick thinks

it unreasonable that the cabinet should
meet occasionally at places other than
the capital. But no instance can be
cited where the de facto leader of a
New Brunswick government ever ex-
pressed a wish that all future meetings
should be held elsewhere than at the
capital.

On several occasions recently con-
temporaries have sneered at’ the refer-
ences in these columns to New Bruns-
wick political precedents. It so happens
that the little province down by the sea
has during the century and upwards of
its history has been the scene of several
acute political crises, and that any one
who has familiarized himself with them
can hardly fail to have a fair grounding
in constitutional law. In no part of
Canada was the struggle for responsible
government more prolonged or more
ably contested, and by the way there is
no more useful book on the subject than
“Fenety’s Political Notes and Observa-
tions,” wherein the oldest newspaper
man now living in Canada sets out his
recollections of this stirring period. Mr.

Fenety is 87 years old, and though in
retirement, contributes occasionally to

the press.

The Province affects not to understand
what the Colonist.meant by saying that
the issue so far as the Yukon adminis-
tration is concerned is not whether Sir
Hibbert Tupper can prefer and prove
specific charges but the fact that pro-
found dissatisfaction existed all last year
and no attempt was made to find out the
cause of it. It seems to us that the
point is clear enough. Suppose Sir Hib-
bert had never made his speech, suppose
he had never intimated that he had any
information in his possession bearing on
the Yukon, would not the Yukon scandal
be just as real?

The. Columbian does not feel able to
congratulate the government upon the
appointment of Mr. Robertson to the
office of Chief Superintendent of Edu-
cation, and gives the following reasons:
That Mr. Robertson’s relations with his
fellow teachers are not cordial, that his
qualifications and claims on the score of
service are not equal to those of other
available men, and that there is the ap-
pearance of too much sectional and po-
litical favoritism about the appointment.
Very excellent reasons there are.

The Columbian complains that Van-
couver has too much pull nowadays with
four representatives in the house and
two in the government, the latter hold-
ing three out of four portfolios. Our
contemporary does not do the subject
full justice, Mr. Francis L. Carter-
Cotton is Finance-Minister-Chief-Com-
missioner-of -Lands-and-Works-and-Min-
ister-of-Agriculture, and Mr. Joseph
Martin is Attorney-General and Minister
of Education. This gives these two gen-
tlemen five portfolios.

The Nelson Tribune wants the politi-
cal gullotine used more freely (and thinks
the government can hardly hope to get
along satisfactorily unless it is. We do
not believe there is the least foundation
for the allegation of the Tribune that the
permannt officials are mnot loyal to the
adminisiration.

The Kamloops Standard thinks the
people are tired of politics and politicians
and that what British Columbia wants
is a British Columbia party. It was the
effort of Mr. Turner when in power to
develop what would be practically a
British Columbia party, although it
might not bear the name. Mr. Turner
saw, as every observant man’ must see,
that there is necessity of unity of effort
if this great province is to be advanced
to its proper place in an industrial
sense. A strong Conservative in federal
politics, he endeavored in the conduct of
provincial affairs to gain the approval
of the Liberals as well as Conservatives.
Although he opposed Sir Wilfrid Laur
ier's party, he aimed at securing har-
monious relations between Sir Wilfrid’s
government and that of the province.
Whether we will ever have a British
Columbia party under that name may
be doubiful, but we want one in reality.

We hope it will
be extended to Atlin also.. No good rea-
son ean be given why such & service
should not be maintained. There will be
boats énough on the river and ‘lakes.
While speaking of the service for the
future it may be well once more to re-
fer to that of the past. The Colonist has
had experience of its own on this point,
and two instances may be cited out of
several.” An arrangement was made with
a man who went to the Kiondike the
year before last to send regular letters to
this paper at a price agreed upon. He
returned last fall, and said that he had
written several letters as per agreement
and duly mailed them. Not one of them
ever reached this office. In the spring of
1898 another person was engaged to
write regular letters to this paper. He
wrote three. Oné of them only reached
this office, although the others were mail-
ed. A few days ago the Colonist was
shown a letter written from Dawson by
a young man to his father, in which he
complained bitterly that no mail had
come to hand for five months. Yet his
father said he had written to him at
least once a fortnight. In view of such
instances as these, and the Colonist has
heard of very many of them, we are not
disposed to accept the assurances of Mr.
Maxwell, M.P., that the mails were
regular. On the contrary, we feel in-
clined to ask how it happened that he
could get his letters promptly while
others could not.

KANG YU-WEL

The presence in Victoria of Kang Yu-
Wei, the great Chinese reformer, is an
incident of interest. A Cantonese of
the tradesman class, this man has by his
abilily risen to be the comrade of the
Emperor, and although now in exile has
had the proud distinction of having
given China an impetus on the road to
progress and reform which will never be
wholly lost, even though its operation
may be temporarily retarded. If he had
enjoyed the co-operation of a monarch
with strength of character equal to the
emergency, Kang might have been to
China what the Marquis Ito was to
Japan. His opportunity may yet come.

There-is much in the career of this
humble Cantonese boy which appeals to
the imagination. We know the Canton-
ese pretty well.in® Victoria, and would
not look to that class to produce a man,
who may inaugurate a new era for
humanity, for it is certain that if Kang’s
plans succeed their effect will extend
around the world. But his humble
origin is no evidence that he does not
possess the inspiration by which great
movements are set on foot. Both Con-
fucius and Lao-Tze, the great Chinese
teachers, sprang from poverty. Never-
theless the gap between the home of a
tradesman and‘the imperial palace at
Pekin is wide, and it is not surprising
that only a few men out of the four
hundred millions of China are able to
cross it. By a singular coincident,
Kang's chief opponent, from whom he
has sought refuge under the British flag,
namely, the Dowager Empress of China,
is also sprung from the lower classes.
It is certainly an extraordinary thing
that the two leaders of this ancient em-
pire, where family pedigrees have been
preserved for centuries and the broadest
social distinctions exist, should be on the
one side an ex-slave girl, the champion
of conservatism, and on the other a
storekeeper’s son, the champion of re-
form.

The movement which Kang Yu-Wei
represents can hardly be kept long in
abeyance. He himself believes it to be
essential to the permanency of the empire,
which otherwise must fall in ruins under
the influence or decay from within and
blows frem without. His sympathies
are pro-British, a fact which will of
itself commend him and his views to the
hearty interest'of the British people. His
visit to Great Britain can hardly fail to
arouse interest in the affairs of China,
and may perhaps lead to the adoption of
a new line of policy.
