lion'‘devoted - subjects; dwellers in
every clime, hate pledged an'ew their
lasting friendship, one to andther.

Bond of Sentiment.

“In the grip of hands clasped over-
seas, one and all have experienced a
‘quickening of the emotions, a stirring
of the patriotic impulses.” Let those
who will scoff at sentiment, but senti-
ment, gentlemen, is’ one of the might-
lest forces at work in the world: to-
day, one of the mightiest forces the
world has ever known. Serftiment
will nerve the arm and will whet:the
blade that will respond to no other
‘call, and for our empire I would ask
for nothing better than that its prim-
ary unifying principle should be the
principle of sentiment.

J“But in saying this I have no desire
to belittle the importdnce of auxiliary
links, sentiment of the true kind is
deep-rooted and is not lightly to be
lightly invoked. The instinct of
trade, however, is universal and any-
thing which will encourage and facili-
tate the interchange of goods between
nations already united .by bonds of
sentiment will naturally fortify those
bonds and cement the friendship more
firmly than ever. Cables, penny post-
age and subsidized steamship lines are
all playing their part in bringing us
more closely together, but the trade
‘factor of greatest importance in the
solidi.ﬁc&tlo;n of the empire is the pre-
ferential fariff.

“As an a.ssoeiation of Canadian man-
ufacturers, it is our proud boast that
we 'stand Tirst, last and all.the time;
for’ the vinviolability of the; British
preferénies *'We maintain; - of ' course,
'tisdttander -all eircumstances the mins
Hihim? tarier should’ beso framed as

We recognize however, that for some

“It is a pleasure to observe that dur-
ing the - past year considerable pro-
gress has been made by other portions
of the Empire towards placing a pre-
ference upon a mutual basis. The re-
cent elections in Great Britain indicate
very clearly that tariff reform is mak-
ing’great headway in the Mother Coun-
try.  The Imperial commission on
tmade between Canada and the British
West Indies have recommended our

On the econtrary,
they shaw us very clearly that the
United States would gladly
availed themselves of any technicagity,
however trivial, in order to deprive us,
of our most cherished rights and. pos-
sessions. - Our tariff encounter with
them in March, last, was .another il-
lustration of fair.dealing as. viewed
from their standpoint. After first pro-
viding themselyes with a club in the
shape of a maximum tariff, they in-
vited us to a so-called friendly nego-
tiation, from which, in. due course;

Some 'Peculiarities :

There are several peculiar featuqu
of the handling of malls in Victoria,
some of which work to the detriment
of the city. Vancouver is the distribut-
ing point for the mails, and in the
case of parcel post and money order
malls for points beyond the Pacific, in
Australasia or the Orient, the parcels
and money orders have to be closed in
Victoria in time to, allow these mails
being sent to' Vancouver to be placed
on board the outgoing stéamers at that
city, notwithstanding the fact that the
steamers on which they are carried af-
terward come to the outer wharf at
Victoria to take on cargo and embark
passengers. :

Since the Sunday closing order was
made some time ago under which the
lobby is closed on Sunday and box
holders are not given access to their
boxes an order has been received by
Postmaster Shakespeare to have the
general delivery wicket and the lobby
kept open until midnight on Saturday,
and opened again at 5 a. m. on Mon-
day morning, This early morning open-
ing necessitates the placing of a clerk
‘at work in the early morning, but since
the order went into effect he has had
no work to  do.

Our po?“latgn at:the time of the
fire ‘was about 5,400 By the fire 5,800
persons were rendered homeless, and

The loss is estimated at $6,000,000.
Insurance $1,500,000. The insurance
Was very uneavenly distributed, ‘the
Poor people had very little. Six
hundred families have applied for and
received small relief, though our com-
mittee to Iook after the poor and des-
titute. A very large proportion of
these familles ought to receive assist-
ance right through the months of De-
cember, January, Fébruary, March and
Apru and up to the middle of May.

We have received 350 applications
for aid in building and we expect the
total number of applications will reach
four hundred.

. We are building thirty houses for the
poor outright, and expect that we will
have to' build at least Afty—and per-

Group of Influential Eastern
Capitalists -Size Up Possi-
bilities of Installing Plant on
Vancouver Island

The possibility of establishing an
iron and. steel industry on Vancouver
Island is engaging the attention of
edstern capitalists. It ‘is understood
that iron properties have already been
acquired on the island and that when
once the question of whether a wide
enough market can be secured is ascer-
tained, the development of these will
be commenced. The .capitalists inter-
among the most influential in’ the
Dominion, numbering amongst ‘' them
those most prominently identified {vith
the Bank of ‘Montreal, -

Mr. C. H “Cahan; president ‘of the
Western Canada»Power'commny; arriv-
ed in the city yesterday coming from
Vancouver where he has just complet-
ed a trip of imspection over the Stave
Lake Power plant. Mr., Cahan acts in
an advisory capacity to a group of
eastern capitalists., A Year ago he stat-
ed he had an expert looking over the
iron -situation on Vancouver Island.
The reports which he received were
highly satisfactory. Iron undoubteédly
exists in large quantities and. .of a
character which would well repay - ex-
ploiting. It was only a question of
whether, if a steel industry were es-
tablished, a sufficient market could be
obtained. Mr. Cahan expresed the be-
lief that . this market could be found
when three transcontinental railroads
were running through the province, and
when steel vessels were being con-
structed on the Canadian Pacific coast,
While. refusing to make .any - definite
- statement as to the plans of those
capitalists whom he represents he in-
timated that the growing demand. for
steel in :the province would lead to
the establishment of that industry on
Vancouver Island.

Work has now been in progress for
ten ‘months: past at the .Stave Lake
Power plant, and’ by May st next the
company “will ‘be-in.a position to sup-
ply 30,000 h. p. to the eity of Vancou-
ver. In the course of years, as the de-
mand for power increases, with the
growth of Vancouver, the company,
through the water rights which it con-
trols, will s0 develop its plant as to
produce 100,000 h. p. Between $6,000,-
000 and $7,000,000. are being”sgent in
this work. The ambunt expended to
date is In the neighborhood of $3,-
000,000.

Mr. Cahan states ‘that there is - a
great and growing field for power in
Vancouver, at present absolutely - un-
touched.. The himber mills as présent
use‘abaut. 8,000 h.. p.. These are ,all. gen~
erating steam power from their waste
material. ' The, Fraser River Jumber
mills have -put in an entire equipment
of electric motors to. drive their, ma-
chinery, as they found ithat steam_en-
gihes scattered all over.the plant, with
all their belting and shafting, are a
very expensive method of producing
power,

Big Field Here

On the Vancouver waterfront steam
cranes are at present used for unload-
ing ships and handling materials out of
barges. .Mr. Cahan considers there is
a. big.fleld here for the application of
power espécially’ as steam winches
must be run by certified eéngineers, and
it takes two men to run each of them.

The government is now running a
number of pumping plants in connec-
tion with its scheme of dyking and re-
claiming low lying lands. Twelve hun-
dred horse-power is already used for
about three months in the year for this
purpose, and if power were cheap and
easily avallable; it would be used more
than  three months, &nd there is Iit-

of dyking would be made.

The above few ‘instances, according
to Mr. Cahan, illustrate the present
possibilities of the Vancouver power
market. Vancouver he. describes as a
city which'is' growing wonderfully
fast. In some fifteen years time he es-
timates that it will be the second city
in Canada. To attain. to that , rank
numerous industries will start up, all of
them requiring power, and it is < to
meet the demands of these that the
waters of Stave Lake are being har-
nessed. >
The eapitalists, who are interested
in the Stave Lake power plant,  have

enterprises in-.eastern Canada and
other paxts of the eontinent, all
which have prved notable successes,
Perhaps the best illustration of the
sucecessful manner in which power
schemes have been installed through
the agency of this 8roup of capitalists
is to be found in the operation of the
Mexican Power and Light company
‘which supplies Mexico City. Power
there was developed from a fall 97
miles from Mexico City, and carried
77 miles beyond the capital of the Re-

Cahan, who was superintending opera-
tions, left, 80,000 h. p. was being de-
veloped, the amount of money spent
in ;the enterprise reaching a total of
$35,000,000, all of which was Canadian
capital.

The Stave Lake Power plant is the
first scheme of its kind in which this
group of captalists have embarked in
western Canada, and is an earnest of
future projects which they will under-
take In this portion of the Dominion.

- OTTAWA, Sept. 20.—Regarded as_a
business barometer. the monthly offi-
cial report of the banks just issued
by the finance department indicates
continued commeércial expansion on a
sound basis, The statements show that
during August fhe banks met the ern-
hanced demand. by increasing their
loans by five millions and their circu-
la,uon of bank and ‘Dominion 'bank-
notep by two arnd a half millions, while
at t.he, same_ time adding to ‘the crown
rgse; e and assets. A featureé of the
lhow ng is the withdrawal of ‘thé
banks' credits abroad for employment
at"‘hofhe On’ August '31, ‘currént 'de-
posits in ‘the banks i Canada stood
at $256,613, 172, an incrgase’ of $4,974;-
650 as comparel:i with Ju]y Savings
deposits in the banks ‘increased by
nearly seven millions during the month,
namely from $538,864,371 to- 8545.357 -
457. »

The cquulatlon ot bank notes. in-
creased by $675,307, .and of Dominion
notes: by $1.999.525. - Call and short
loans in Canada increase\d by $246,740,
while similar loans made by Canadian
banks -abroad were reduced by $1,988,-
748. Current loans. in. Canada, repre-
senting the banks' advances to busi-
ness enterprises, stood at $657,813,770
on August 31, an increase during the
month of $4,805,434. Current loans
abroad were reduced.by about two mil-
lions as compared with ‘the July state-
ment.

The return for -August shows that
the banks increaseéd their assets by
$12,595.091, and decreased their liabili-
ties by $11,423,237, ‘while" the, reserve
was increased by $393,701. Fety

On the whole the August lt,atemem
fs one which must be regarded ‘s
eminently satisfactory not only from
the banking but from the DBusiness
point of view. It is one indeéd which
invites restropection, and‘a survey of
the record shows that a single insti-
tution, the Bank of Montreal, does 10
per cent more business today than was’
transacted twenty years ago by all the
banks in Canada put together. Com-

‘He started from the Matd of thé Mist
dock at 4:45 and ran on a Trock mnear
the American shore at 5 30. :

‘Despite” the battering “of ‘the whirl-
pool raplda, Larsen went” through safe-
ly, blt his boat was 1e‘aldng badly ‘at
the finish and throughout the  trip.
Larsen had intended to start at '2:30
o'clock, but he was delayed *by engine
trouble. Besides, the authorities
threatened to interefere on’ the ground
of attempted suicide.

The Ferro swung under the ecantile
ever bridge, the engine running at top
speed, and was caught In the swift
drltt where the river begins its rush
down to whirlpool rapids.

Larsen held to the middle ‘of the
channel and in léss than three minutes
had made, the great pool. " In the ftrip
through the rapids the little boat was
lost to sight most of the time, but at
Great Wave it was shot twenty feet
out of the water. The boat landed right
and continued to the pool. Larsen kept
to the outer édge of the pool and passed
out and down without accident. Just as
he left the pool the engine ' stopped
working mnd Larsen was at the mercy
of the waters, hardly less violent than
those above.

The: little boat swung around stern
first and turned completely over, Lar-
sen coming up with it badly battered.
Here also his leg was injured.

After that Larsen was a mere play-
thing of the rapids, unable-to hold the
course, the boat -swinging from one
side to' the other.

After going through the Devﬂs Hole
the Ferro swung toward the rocks ‘on
the American side of the river, rolled
over one boulder and west fast be-
tweéen ‘two -others. There Larsen stayed
for five minites, forty feet 'fiom shore,
working desperately’ to release the
craft,

Getting free he was hi{ by a comber
and went careening towards the 'mid-
die. At the bend, with the Lewiston
bridge in sight, the boat drifted toward
the American side again and ‘was then
caught in the shore eddy. The Ferro
grounded this time near enough shore
to be caught by Roy Rockwell, of this
city, who _waded into the water and
caught a rope thrown by Larsen.

‘Larsen wanted to continue the trip,
but, Having accomplished  the worst
part of the journey, he was persuaded
to board a trolley to Lewiston, setting
the boat adrift.

“The trip was worse than. I thought
it would be,” said Larsen, “but I am
not hurt and I will do it again some
time with another boat. My leg was
jammed when she . tipped  over,
that's all. . The engine worked = finely
through the rapids and I could have
made the tripfin half an hour if it had

They supply his doctor, ‘his hospital, his medi-
cine; they give him a club, a fencing-master, a
rowing trainer, a cycle track, a free library,
concerts, schools—in fact, everything he can
require. _And, in his breathless gratitude to
this pseudo-Providence, the employee usually
does not notice that his salary is of no high or-

One of the first steps that a new employee
has to take is to bind himself to absolute se-
crecy as to what he sees or hears in the firm.

Every precaution is taken to pre-
vent the employee from knowing anything
more than is required for his own immediate
work. In the offices all corresponidence passes’
in locked cases. One official forwarding such
a case to-another writes the name of the ad-
dressee on a slip of paper, which is inserted
under a glass frame ingeniously mounted in
the case. Omly on opening the case with its
special key can the address be removed, and
it is therefore impossible for papers of import-
ance to fall into wrong hands. In the drawing
offices every scrap of paper is locked at night
into fireproof and burglarproof safes, fitted
with time locks. The employees have to
change their clothes before entering and after
leaving the office, and they take their meals
in the works in the dining-hall, termed in Es-
sen slang the “Hungerturm,” or starvation
tower. (This, by the way, is not a satire on
the quantity of food, which is beyond re-
proach; it is 2 humorous reference to the shape
of the building, which resembles those mediae-
val buildings which in various places in Ger-
many have had attached to them the name of
“Hungerturm’ ’in reference to the dark® fe-
gends which have clung to them.) It is ob-
vious that these precautions would not fit all’
cases, and Krupp’s have called in self-interest
to their aid. In cases where the secrets of the
firm are inevitably shared by employees there
Krupp’s pay salaries such as would make any
attempt at bribery ineffective.

Thoroughness

So much for the relations between the firm
and its workers. When the work done is con-
sidered, a tribute of admiration must be paid
to the fact that the same spirit of thoughtful-
ness is equally present there. Take, for in-
stance, the making of guns.  Krupp’s ideas on
the ‘subject are fundamentally different from
those of most gunmakers, . They do not make
a weapon that will merely stand ordinary ser-
vice wear; they make an arm that will, even

‘ter an-accident, continue to do its duty. ‘All
cir guns are guaranteed to be able to con- .

e firing after a high explosive shell has

the life of the gun has actually proved to some
extent a business drawback with them—that
is, of course, for the time being. Thus, we
have all heard of the German 11in. gun which .
is “just as good” as our 12in. one. The real

- reason of this inferiority in calibre was that

Krupp’s so far were unable to produce a 12in.
gun which would stand their own tests. They
have now, however, surmounted this difficulty,
and the 50 and even 60 calibre 12in. Krupp
(C-1909) gun exists. Moreover, it has even
‘been surpassed by the new (C-1910) 14in. 45
calibre gun, a weapon firing a 2000lb. shell
with a muzzle velocity of 2600ft. The mount-
ing of the new gun is entirely worked by elec-
tricity. The gun is loaded in three separate
charges, two of which reépresent the gunpow-
der charge and one the shell. The sighting ap-
paratus, as in most modern guns, is separated
from the gun mounting. The gunner keeps his
‘sight on the target whilst the gun is going into
the horizontal loading position and being load-
ed, As soon as the chain rammer has retired
from the chamber after ramming home the sec-
ond powder charge, the breech closes auto-
matically, and the gun returns to its firing
position. Immediately on reaching the posi-
tion corresponding to the: gunner’s sighting
line, an electric contact is produced, and the
gun is fired. The gun crew stand by and
watch the proceedings, ready to work the
mounting by hand in case of accident to the
electric gear.

In spite of the denials given by the firm,
there is no doubt that they have enlarged their
gunmounting department so as to Be able to
produce almost double their former output. If.
hard pressed, the firm would probably furnish
the excuse that they have had to supply the
heavy mountings for the Austrian Dread- -
noughts; but that hardly seems a sufficient
reason for the size of the extensions. All the
shops are equipped with electric motors, which
can be driven in sections—a fact which enables
them to be laid ‘partly idle without great loss,
although there is certainly ' no likelihood of
their being so laid by in the near future.

i Many Activities

. Other activities of the firm are worth con--
sidering. Its iron ore is obtained from Spain,
It is carried on Krupp’s own steamers to Rot-
terdam, transformed into. pigiron' at Rhein-
hausen, and then forwarded to. Essen,. Its coal

the firm obtains from its .own Westphalian
coalfields.

. Moreover, Krupp’s, secure in the knowl-
edge that noicompetitor-has the'means of buy-
ing the elementary material as cheaply as they
can,-have entered the world’s market as a ship-
building concern. The Germaniawerft in Kiel
has never taken the trouble to eénter the list
among - the .builders of merchantrhen. A few
racing yachts to suit the Kaiser’s whim and a
pleasure steamer for Mr. Krupp are all that™
have ever been produced in the “peaceful
line” since Krupp’s bought the yard. But
man-of-war after man-of-war has'Been turned:
out until there are few nations that cannot
show the three interlaced rings—the “Krupp-
hall-mark”—on one at least of their vessels.

Some years ago a fire burnt down the yard
to the ground. Most of the valuable drawings
were destroyed. Krupp’s immediately set to
rehuild the yard on a  more magnificent scale
than before. Where once old steam cranes had
rattled along, new electric ones took their.
place. New and longer slips were constructed,
and. other improvements made, so that today
the yard has a capacity for double the output
that it had previously. Naturally, it is not
to the firm’s interest to have this enormous in--
vestment laying idle, so not only are their own
agents, but even Germany’s ambassadors, con-
tinually busy in whipping up business for
“Meine liebe Bertha,” as the Emperor, called
the present owner of the firm at her wedding.
No intrigue, no means are spared to keep
Krupp’s going, and it is noteworthy that all
these foreign orders can, and will—in case of

"when. I had nothing . to

war breaking out during construction—legally
become Germany’s property and be used
against its enemies, evén should such include
the customer himself. !

A new torpedo station has been added late-
ly to the firm’s works, and in this the new Ger-
man torpedo is being manufactured and tested.
The shops adjoin the slips of the submarines.
Here again at the Germaniawerft all drawings
are secured nightly in fire-proof and burglar-.
proof steel towers. Here again the workman
or employee is.the “enfant choye” in Krupp’s
free clubs, colonies, and hospitals, being all the
time under the supervision of the firm’s spies.
This system of watching goes so far, that I was
seriously informed by ‘an employee that the
glasses of beer he was' consuming at the club
were counted and reported on, a reckless ex-
penditure in the nation’s liquor being consid-

ered a proof that the man must be drawing an-

income from other sources—a highly suspi-
clous cifcumstance.

The firm, it may be news to British readers,
has also its own powder works at Walsrode,
and as in peace time their output would not
warrant the keeping of the large establishment
which would be required in case of war,

Krupp’s have cynically established so-called

branch works in England. Thus with every
shot of a certain brand of powder that John
Bull lets fly at his pheasants, he is uncornk
sciously supporting his enemy of ‘peace. For
with boundless sources of supply, boundless
capital from German bankers, backed by the

whole German nation, it cannot be ‘doubted '

that these works are one of the greatest dan-
gers to, as well as the most .obvious proof of
the impossibility, of that® universal ace of
which we hear. As to Krupp's sleepless watch
over the doings of others nations and their
methods of securing business, I propose to
make some remarks in another article.

It was in 1809 that my business took me
first over to Krupp’s works at Essen. I 'was
playing billiards one day in the “Casino,” a
club put by the firm at the disposal of its

employees free of charge, when a yourg en-

gineer with whom I had struck up a slight ac-
quaintance approached e and observed: "*I
say, 1 haye a question.fo: ask you. As you
n >m En wmightbe able to tell
e 45 puzzling' over it.
Where is Khaki?” I had to acknowledge that
I"had not the faintest idéa of the éxistence of
any place of that namé@lind I asked ifi.what
CONNEIon Iré had hesreiof it, e took e tor
his office ‘building aeross the park, whieh: sep™
arated it from the club, @nd handed me a copy
of the Illustrated:L.ondep-News. Usider a pic--
ture; showing a’‘gun infaction, I saw. written
“Artillery in’Kbaki.” " #Yoir. se&! said my’
friend, “we want to know where it is, as the
new picture shows quitera new type of British
gun.” I explained to him that “Khaki” was
the new cloth in which the British Army was
then being dressed. The gun shown was the
first picture of a British field .gun with. the
Clarke spade attachment. Hence my friend’s
interest. I told him that the gun was used in
the whole of the British Army, and when he
saw that I knew something about the matter,
he became quite enthusiastic and told me about
his work. I then knew that I was standing in
the Intelligence Office of the Krupp firm. -
Since that first meeting I oft
o and
the youngster with his translations. Hé was
very grateful, and as a return he and the(man-
ager of the office put their files at my disposal.
I have rarely seen a more wonderful set of
documents. The outbreak of the Boer war
naturally turned my attention to the files de-
_scribing the armament of the Boers. These
files were as complete as could be, and would
have made the official in charge of the Intelli-
gence branch of our War Office blush. . On my
return to England I published an article in an
illustrated paper, and although no fewer than

400 papers all over the world reprinted it, the
War Office was “much surprised,” when it
came to actual fighting, by the formidable guns
which the Boers had got hold of.
The Intelligence Department

The Intelligence branch has a whole build-
ing of its own. There is a manager and there
are about ten assistant managers. The differ-
ent branches of engineering are distributed
among them. One will cull all the information
he can get about guns, another abqut armor
plate, a third about shipbuilding, and so ‘on.
For this purpose an enormous mass of papers
and press clippings are waded through every
day. They are carefully classified, compared,
and filed. For a layman it would be difficult to
understand how a long comparison of small
and sometimes quite conflicting items of news

will enable an-experienced-man to gather the

absolute truth on a.subject. - That it-does 5o is
proved by the fact that even the German War
Office and the navy make use of Krupp’s In-
telligence Service. "But reading - newspapers
and filing them are not the only work carried
out there. . A monthly illustrated paper, “For
private circulation only,” is printed and pro-
duced in the works. It contains the essence
of all the technical news of the world’s press.
Nor is the value of publicity in the press
outside neglected. It is desirable, in the in-
terest of Krupp’s, that articles should appear
which praise the productions of Essen and de-
cry those of foreign manufacture. For this
purpose the office has a contingent of military
hacks who carefully sign the articles, which are
provided for them by the department, . and
draw the money for the articles from the pa-
pers which publish them. Sometimes some of
these gentlemen even go to the extent of doing
a liftle bit of spying for the firm. One of them
marched for hours behind the French field
artillery at the polygon of Vincennes, holding
in his hand an umbrella on which centimetres
were marked, so as to measure the width of
track of the new guns and the length of the
barrels. -Occasionally it happens that this in-
glorious retinue are absolutely unable to un-
derstand what the articles are about which
they sign. I once helped to write and trans-
late a number of articles describing some new

Krupp guns and their ballistic properties. They:

appeared in a foreign scientific .publication of
high standing over the name of Captain X. It
took me hours to explain to the fortunate “au-
thor”—he was highly paid by the editor of the
publication—what his article was about.

Another set of the employees of the Intel-
ligenge Office act as guides fo foreign. visitors
and customers. - Under the effect of copious
libations, indulged in regardless of expense at
the Krupp Hotel, the “Essener Hof,” a custo-
mer will sometimes unbosom himself, All
these conversations are carefully noted and re-
ported. _ : i

Secret Reports

Finally, there are the reports of the agents
and representatives of the firm.. To a reader
of these the diplomatic relations of nations, the
history,’ the doings of the men behind the
scenes are. revealed With amazing clearness.
This is the way in which a drawing of the new
French field guns came first to Germany. A
certain small state was rearming it< arfillery
with Schneider guns. One of the officers sent
to take over the guns and make payment of an
instalment due on them thought it preferable
to spend his Government’s money on pleasures

in Paris. When he had got through the cash:

and saw ruin staring him in the face he went to
Germany to raise the wind. There he was told
that Schneider had quite a number of papers
which’ would prove most acceptable to the Ger-
man army staff. The officer took the hint.

-Schneider was at that time turning out the new

field guns (Deport system) for the French
Government. One day during lunch time our
friend calmly walked into the drawing office
and pocketed the drawings of the guns. A
month afterwards they appeared in'a German
military paper. What Schneiders did when

OSTRICH

In ‘real life the ostrich, like, that other
proverbial idiot, the goose, is one of the war-
iest of birds and most difficult of approach.
The eggs are laid in a hollow in the sand,
several females using the same nest—the male
bird being polygamous—around - which the
sand is again banked up to the height of a foot
or twe, one such nest having been known to’
contain as many as eighty eggs, though from
thirty to thirty-five is'a commoner number.

In the more tropical parts of its habitat. it
is true, having covered the eggs with sand, the
birds leave them—at least in the daytime—
that the sun may do the incubating. We may.
indeed rest assured that nature would not ai-

low: ‘ostrich eggs to be left to the ripening of

the sun if experience had notshown that it
was better for the eggs. In more temperate
climates the birds do their own incubating, and
while the hen ostrich possesses a normal share
of the ‘parential instinct, in the male bird it is
developed in a quite unusual degree. -
1t is the male bird that sits upon the eggs

at night, while in the daytime the hens " re-
lieve each other, and to such lengths does he
carry his paternal socitude that when indi-
- vidual eggs are particularly long in hatching
he is said to crack them with his beak and
‘shake the youngsters out. ‘Later the father
seems to risk his own life lightly to protect
his family. 'Often on -the approach of an

. enemy he has been known to throw himself

on the ground and pretend to be crippled, like

other and 'more familiar birds in . England, -
and even to make repeated feints of attack-
ing'a man on horseback until the young have
had time to.get away. :

That ostriches hide their heads in the sand

and think that their bodies are thereby hidden -

seems to-be pure myth, says the Iondon
Times. Old birds on the nest and young birds
when seeking to evade notice squat close to
the ground and stretch their nécks out flat on
the sand. In the case of the young, which har-
monize as perfectly with their sandy surround-
ings as young ringed plover do with the stones
on a beach, the ruse is said to render them
almost invisible; and on the wide expanses of
the desert it is evident that the upright neck
of a sitting bird would render it unnecessarily
conspicuous to'a marauding enemy.

Perhaps man would have ‘been niore cour-
teous to the ostrich if the ostrich had insisted
more punctiliously on its dignity; but it is not
proud. With a finely catholic appetite, it does
not ‘hesitate to beg or swallow pence from the
humblest visitor to the gardens, so that in
course of time the bird may become a perambu-
lating saving-bank. Anm -ostrich has
known to pick up and! swallow bullets hot
irom the mould.

The beauty of an ostrich feather is large-
ly owing to the fact that in the eye of science
it is. what is’ known as degenerate. In the
feathers' of ordinary birds  which are used
for flight, the barbs—the individual plumes
of filaments on either side of the ‘quill—are
furnished with minute hooks, of which Dr.
Gadow has reckoned about eight = hundred
thousand on fifteen inches of a crane’s feath-
er. By these one barb fastens itself to the edge

of the nest, so forming a continuous web, in

which, as we all know, it .takes some appre-
ciable force to make a fissure.

In the ostrich, the feathers, having become
idle, have lost the hooks; so: that each barb
falls loose and unsupported by its neighbors.

Talking of the fire brigade; it-may interest
readers to ‘hear that: this consists of- almost
200 men, under a captain and two lieutenants,
These wear a sort of imitation military uni-
form, with the Krupp initials. - The brigade
mans the numerous fire stations in the works.
It has a main station, equipped with: chemical
engines and -extension ladders. It has also a

- pretty little arsenal of 200 Mauser rifles and

ammunition—"in case the workmen should get
troublesome.”  Krupp’s leave nothing to
chance. The firemen also furnish a detach-
ment that guards Krupp’s Castle at Huegel. :

The Late Herr Krupp :

When Herr Krupp himself was‘alive he
used to spend many a night in their guard-
room getting direct information from the men,
and, as this was not always very truthful, the
directors wasted hours next day in trying to
convince Herr Kriipp that'his reports were
wrong. But nothing would break him of the

Huegel has a huge park, part of which is

at the disposal of the employees, a social club,
a boat house which is said to have cost £25,-

He had hardly left'when I saw, three figures
clad in furs appearing round the bend. They
were the three assistant managers. . They went
into the houseboat, and a few minutes after
that they appeared in flannels on its deck, when
a waiter from the club brought them an “iced”
claret cup. There they isat with their iced
drink shivering, to be shown with the house-
boat as part of the picture to their liege Maj-
esty. Finally the Imperial party came in view.
One of the jolly houseboatmen broke out into
a German drinking song, which ‘to my ears
sounded like a despairing wail in the storm.
The Emperor and his suite went on board and
sipped a little claret cup out of the goblet
which. was handed to' them by one of the
aquatic revellers. . Hardly had His Majesty left
when the three figures, again clad in their furs,
emerged from the houseboat and raced for the
station. Now, the Emperor knows English life
well. I wonder what he thought of this per-

Julien was an old timer in this dis-
trict.

He was of much aild to the
Dolice. Many times he stated te friends
that he expected to be caught by the
gang.

It was deceased who, when his son-in-
law was nearly murdered a.year ago fol- |
lowed the eriminals from point to point {|
and landed them at Calgary. After trial
they were sentenced to ten years.

Julien leaves a wife, five daughters
and two sons.
