THE ESPLANADE AGREEMENT
TURNED OUT OF DOORS.
RIS RCEIOR,

Discussed by Four Bifferent Meetings—:
-The Civic Committee Decide to With-
draw tLe Uapopular Legisiation.

The Esplanade matter was the one topic
in business circles all day yesterday—in
fact there was very little else talked ahout.
No less than four different meetings were
held to discuss the subject. . The first body
to tackle the ‘‘ agreement”  was the Corn
exchange association, - which met in the
Imperial buildings at moon. The presi-
dent, Wm. Galbraith, occupied the chair,
A resolution offered by Alfred Chapman
condemning the “roregment” was var-
ried. . :

The next mer ging was field at 3 o'clock
at the city pa) Mayor Boswell had
called a ' _goping of the Esplanade commit-
tee_"f LS city council. Besides his wor-
ship  Ald, Turner, Lobb, Love and
B ievins were present. Ed. Wragge and
W. B. McMurich  of the Grand
Trunk; Samuel Barker and Dargy Boulton
of ¢he Northern; Hon. Mr. Wells, W.

Whyte and Mr. Osler of ‘the Ontario and

‘Quebec, were the railroad men present.

This meeting practically settled the matter

for the present, The mayor stated that in
the face of the opposition tothe “‘agreement”
it would "‘be useless to - proceed further.
W. B. McMurrich intimated that as far as
the Grand Trunk were concerned they:
were prepared to go on with the negotia-

- ‘tions even iff the *‘agreement” was with-

drawn. After a deal of further talk,
Ald. Turner and Bleving moved the follow-
ing resol?‘tmn, which was carried unani-
mously: “Thg§ in the opinion of this co
::;'C:O::_m t}'esirable that the several
-panies continue their negotjdtions
betwer , themselves and also betwge them
a‘.nd _the city council for the pyrpose of
C.ming to a satisfactory arrangement
eouching all matters in connection with the
Esplanade. If a general and satisfactory
arrangement can be  arrived at
such deefsion o be embodied in
an  agreement to be executed
by all parties and which shall be confirmed
by subseqwent legislation, provided, how-
ever, that this committee shall seek the aid
and counsel of ten repr tative men from
the citizens of Toronto to assist the com-
mittee in their deliberations, the bills now
Tbefore the dominion and provincial legis-
latures to be withdrawn, except with re-
5 _ud;,to the harbor clauses in the dominion
ill.
. About the time the committee was ad-
Journing a large  meeting of the board of
trade had just assembled in their rooms,
at which Wm. Ince presided. The chair-
man had just got through explaining the
object of the meeting when Ald. Turner
entered the room. John Macdonald an-
nounced that he had learned that the
i‘::slgnade committee of the city council
ad just decided to withdraw {the legisla-
‘tion which they had sought, and he sup-
gosed that would settle everything for the
me being.

Ald, Turaer was called upon to address
the meeting, and he reviewed the Esplan-
ade difficulties from beginning to end, and
acquainted the meeting of the resolution
printed above. Still there was consider-
able discussion gone on with. J. § Mec-
Murray was also invited to speak, and he
renewed his objections to the agreement,
which have been so often stated.

The announcement that the bills were to
be withdrawn was received with apparent
satisfaction, The board, however, went
further and decided that the harbor clauses

_of the Ottawa bill should also be with-

druwn. John Macdonald, R. W. Elliott,
Alfred Chapman, Barlow Cumberland and
others said that as the harbor and Esplan-
ade interests were soclosely allied it would
'be undesirable at present to seek for legis-
lation for one without the other. Barlow
Cumberland moved and Alfred Chapman
seconded the following resolution, which
was carried unanimously : That this board
approves of the withdrawal of all legisla-
tion with, respect to the Esplanade, and is of
opinion that the legislation respecting the
harbor should also be withdrawn, and that
the city council be requested to give this
board the opportunity of considering any
agreement which may be proposed to be
made hereafter respecting the Esplanade
and harbor.

This settled the matter as far as the
board of trade was concerned. During the
discussion Ald. Turner and G. B. Smith
had “heir usual little tift across the room.

A parting blast was given to the ‘“‘agree-
ment” at a largely attended meeting of
citizens in St. Lawrence hall last night.
Mayor Boswell called the gathering by
proclamation and presided in its first
stages, but a previous appointment having
called him away, John Baxter filled the
chair for the rest of the night. The meet-
ing lasted till 10.30, and all thespeakers
hammered the ‘‘agreement” right and
left, to the evident delight of the audience.
Just before his worship lett the room
he informed the meeting of the Esplanade
committee’s decision to withdraw both
bills, but a number of gentlemen had
came there to talk and a larger number had
come there to listen, and so the meeting
proceeded. John Baxter, Capt. Hall,
James French, Alfred Chapman, Alex.
Manning, and J. J. Withrow, were the
orators of the evening. As stated before, |
the ‘‘agreement” was assailed all round.
\Mr. Withrow, however, was counsiderably
milder than the previous speakers, and
said that while he agreed that the bills
should be withdrawn, still there would
have to he something done very shortly to
make the Esplanade safe. Capt. Hall’s
yemarks were principally directed to an
attack on Ald. Turuer and the mayor,
whom, he said, did not possess the practi-
cal experience to grapple an iniportant
,subject like the present. Ald. Turner
arrived when the meeting was abouat half
over, and replied to Capt. Hall. The
audience was loath to hear him at first, but
as he proceeded he partly convinced them

_ that after all there was not the terrible

“nigger in the fence” that had been talked
so much about. A couple of resolutions
were moved and carried.

The first was from Davidson Black and
ex-Ald. Kent to the effect that the meet-
ing endorsed the action of the Esj)lam?dc
committee of the council .in withdrawing
the two bills before both parliaments. The
second one was moved by J. S. McMur-
ray and Alex. Manning : “That this large
and influential meeting hereby instructs
the present council and all future councils
of the city, that in future no action be
taken to close any of our streets south of
Front street leading to the Esplanade,

without having previously submitted the |

same to the ratepayers.” This was also oar-
vied amid cheers.

TO FIGHT ON FRIDAY.

Probability of a Battie Between Graham
and Digma.

LoxpoN, March 10.—Gordon advises the
appointment of Zoebehr Pasha to succeed
himself as governor of the Soudan. He
thinks that Zoebher, if adequately sup-
ported, would dispose of Mahdi within a
year. He denounces the proposed British
expedition to reconquer the Soudan, and
expresses deep anxiety for the situation at
Khartoum. Unless the British act
promptly regarding Zoebher’s appointment
the victory of Graham will have been use-
less bloodshed. It is no longer a question
of days, but of hoars. It is reported that
Sheikh Obeid, on the other side of the Blue
Nile, has risen. If this is so the telegraph
lines will be cut. It is improbable that
the rebels will attack Khartoum. They
will try to starve it into submission.

General Graham’s advance has been

postponed until Wednesday owing to the
n@eessity of forming water depots on the
route to Tamanieb. Osman Digma has left
Sinkat at the head of 4000 men to defend
Tamanieb.
It is expected that a fight will take
place Friday, and if Osman Digma is de-
feated the British will advance to Sinkat.
Zoebehr Pasha declines to accept the gov-
ernorship of the Soudan while Gordon re-
mains, on the ground that he would be
held responsible in the event of any acci-
dent befalling Gordon.

The Count Must Go.

Paris, March 10.—A circular has been
issued from sthe ministry of the interior,
asking prefects to advise the government
whether there exists a propaganda in favor
of the comte de Paris. The circular is
taken as an indication of the desire of the
government to expel the count. Mon-
archial journals are very angry at the
movement.

Grevy’s organ, Le Paris, to-day, in a
threatening note against the comte de
Paris, says the government is aware that
the royalist party is engaging in the active
work of the propaganda against the repub-
lic, and that the “government has resolved
to adopt the most energetic measures
against the pretender upon the day when
salon talk passes into practical organization
against the republican forces. The comte
has gone for a six weeks’sojourn at Cannes
under a private warning that his presence
in Paris was fostering royalist intrigunes.

The Suez Canal.

Paris, March 10.—At a meeting of the
French shareholders of the Sueg-canal com
pany to-day it was resolved to~ urge the
board to postpone consideration of the con-
vention between De Lesseps and English
shipowners, and appoint a~committee to
prepare a new scheme. A résolution was
also adopted against the proposal to lease
tbe canal to England.

Tennyson and Spencer.

LoxpoN, March 10.—Baron Tennyson
will take his seat in the houyse of lords to-
morrcw. He will be inhw}luced by the
duke of Argyle and the earl of Kenmore.

Herbert Spencer was askedtostand as a
liberal candidate for membgr of parlia-
ment, but declines to abandon his work
for a political career.

The French Invasion.

Paris, March 10,—It is rumored that
serious news has been received regarding a
French advance upon Bacninh. The gov-
ernment’s silence upon the subject causes
great irritation. One of Gen. Millot’s
colmans was attacked on Saturday ten
miles from Bacninh.

Murdered by Anarchists,
Viexsa, March 10.—A policeman has
been murdered at Brunn, it is believed by
anarchists.

Ten New Members initiated—A Resolution
on the Grand Trunk Double Track,

A special general meeting of the Toronto
board of trade was held yesterday after-
noon. Besides transacting business con-
nected with the Esplanade; referred to else-
where, the following new members were
balloted for and accepted: Samuel Trees,
Thomas Kinnear, John Oarrick, H. D.
Mason, Herbert Robertson, Wm. Spink,
Wm. Freeland, Win. Robins and Wm.

The question of the dptible-tracking of
the Grand Trunk railway een Toronto
and Montreal, was briefly referred to b
Ald. G. B. Smith; and he offered the fol-
lowing resolution, seconded by G. M.
Rose, and carrried unanimously :

«That this board desires to express its
opinion that it is so manifestly to the in-
terests of this city and of ‘the province of
Ontario that the Grand Trunk ' railwa
should be enabled to double track its. rail-
way between Toronto and Montreal that it
cannot too strongly urge upon the parlia-
ment of Canada the desi ty of passing
a bill authorizing the Grand Trunk com-
pany to raice money with that object.”

Robert Jaffrey said he understood the
bill was to comeé before the railway com-
mittee of the house of commons to-day,
and Mr. Willis, the secretary, was in-
structed to forward a copy of the resoln-
tion to Ottawa last xzifht.

At a'meeting of the corn exchange as-
sociation held previously the following
resolution was o&red by W. D. Matthews
and J. L. Spink and carried: “That the corn
exchange vigpws with satisfaction fhe effort
being made by the Grand Trunk railway
to obtain funds for the double-tracking of
its line between Toronto and Montreal,
and hopes that a work so manifestly in the
interests of the trade and commerce of this
country will be carried through, and that
no unnecessary obstacle will be placed in
the way of the attainment of this most de-
sirable bbject.”

It was then moved by Alfred Chapman,
seconded by R. W. Elliott, that the coun-
cil of this board draw up a memorial to
the governor-in-council Jﬂﬁ:@ that bill
No. 8, introduced by Mr. arthy, en-
titled an act constituting a court of rail-
way commissioners for Canada, and to
amend the consolidated railway act of
1879, with the exception of the last clause
in the act, be passed.

The chairman, Wm. Ince, said that as
the motion touched a véry important sub-
ject and as several members had left the
room, he thought it would be better to
leave it over to be discussed at a full meet-
ing. The mover and seconder agreed to
this and it was entered as a notice of mo-
tion,

About Utah.

W asHINGTON, March 10—Delegate Caine
of Utah, continuing his argument before
the house committee on territories to-day,
submitted statisties showing the growth
and material progress of the territory. He
cowplained bitterly of the conduct of the
present governor of Utah, whose real desire
he said was not to stop polygamy, but to
bring about conflicts Ystween the people
in order to plunder The majority
of people of the territory were not mor-
mons, and had no_ill-feeling against those
who were. It was only a ring of adven-
turers, headed by Governor Murray, who
had a bad feeling for the mormons. They
desired confusion in the territory as they
{md every thing to gain and nothing to
ose.

The Lasker Resolutions.

W asHINGTON, March 10.—The Speaker
laid before the house a message from the
president transmitting communications
from the state department relative to the
Lasker resolutions. Hiscock offered a
resolution that they be referred to the for-
eign affairs committee, expressing the sur-
prise and regret of the house that it should
be even temporarily within the power of
a single too powerful subject of “Germany
to interfere with such a simple expression
of kindly feeling as was embraced in the
Lasker resolutions and reiterating the ex-
pression of sincere regret on the part of
the house at the death of Lasker and sym-
pathy with the part of the German empire,
of which for so many years he was a dis-
tinguished member.

The low prices
of sugar, the tightness of money, and the
general distrust are accelerating a crisis
that will involve all branches of business.:

ing else to do. . The platform of the tabu-
lated grievances were published in the
daily papers. It was adopted by thé Far-
mers’ union and was almost the same as
that of the local government,and he be-
lieved the people were willing to go fur-
ther than ever he had gone, He said that
almost everyone would ‘admit that‘there
were grievances. There had. beena great
deal of talk about them, and he thought it:
was about time to do something. He sup-

posed that was what the delegates were
therefor. He thought it was right for the
local governmentto bein a position to do
something in order to take a decided stand
and see about obtaining, redress.

Mr. Weymss, in support of his resolu-

When all constitutional
means were exhausted in the vain
effort to induce the dominion

overnment to set matters right
or the province, the  position of
affairs was clear.

Grand Trunks, on the other hand,
are lower, notso much from the fact that the
financial difficulties of the Canadian Pacific
railway are stated to be overcome, as from
statements current in the city that private,
telegrams received in one or two quarters an-
nounce that Sir John A. Macdonald had as-
sumed an attitude of strong hostility towards
the other company. It was even stated that
this development was likely to lead to the
forced termination of the fusion with the
Great Western, and these conjectures natur-
ally had an adverse influence upon the mar-
ket.

As all this comes from a source entirely
favorable to the Grand Trunk, the last
sentence is rather startling.

The Nova Scotia legislature is not the
only one possessed of a dynamite scare.

That ancient re-
public, according to a recent correspond-
ent of the London Times, is being utterly
demoralired by free trade in spirits. The
traffic must be regulated, and the more
regulation the better. But confiscation, as
in the recent case of the grocers, is not
regulation.

THE PIONEER DAYS,

A London Farm €iven im Exchamnge for
Hamitton Groceries and Clothing.

Hon. Freeman Talbot, one of the early
newspaper publishers in London, Ont.,
writes his experience of the progress of
Canada to the St, Paul Pioneer Press. The
old gentleman has for a long period been a
resident of Minnesota. He says: *My
father having a very large family and
unaccustomed to labor in Ireland, had a
hard time in the forests of Canada. He

had 1400 acres of land in the township of
London. I have known him to go on foot
eighty miles, to West Flamboro’, in the
Gore district, and sell 100 acres of
that land to Col. Titus Gore Simmons,
a merchant, for boots, shoes, gro-
ceries and clothing for his family,
and bring all home in one ack
strapped over his shoulder. In those days
it took two bushels of wheat to pay tge
postage on one single letter from Europe.
Now two bushels of wheat would pay more
than forty such letters from the same
place. In those days most people culti-
vated flax, and had a few sheep ; a big and
little wheel were foand in almost every
house, looms in abundance ; and home-
made flannel, linsey-woolsey, and tow-
cloth, with a few dressed deer-skins, pur-
chased from time to time from the Indians,
constituted the material for clothing the
whole family. 1 bave known a young man
chop an acre of the heaviest timber to pay
for a second-hand hat to complete his wed-
ding costume. The same young man has
toiled six and one-fourth days to earn
$2.50 to pay Squire Schofield the marriage
fees. That man became an independent
farmer, lived respected, and died re-
gretteq, and his sons and nephews are to-
day princely merchants in the city of Lon-
on.
