Where Will It End?—Some Accounting for the Vacant Stores
in Yonge-street—Chicago Real Estate Men Hold a Meeting —
—So Do the Smaller Traders in the West End of Toronto—

Two Sides to the Controversy.

A revolution, far-reaching in its con-
sequences and most §mportant in its
eiect upon the community at large, kas
been taking place during the :ast few
years ip the method of doing busiaess.
This change bas to a great extent been
brought about by the departmental
stores which have sprung into exis¢encq
in aimost every large centrs, mot ouly
01 this continent, but in ‘Europe as
weli. The evolution has been so uncs-
teutatious and so gradual that up till
recently the subject has been dismissed
as something worthy of discussion in
the future, but for the time being 1ot
dangerous, - Now, however, probally
owirg to the protracted financial de-
preseion, the people of Toronto have
awakeed to the fact that, while they
logkei on apathetically, a gr Tagolu-
tiou bhag occured. Thepw are in this ity
pt the present time some half -lozen
these Jeviathan emporiums, in which
wsny trades are combined and others
sre spoken of, whilst even .some of
sur wholesale houses, materially af-
fected by the chauge, are talking of
turnins theic warehouses into retail de-
partmental stores. What will be the
restit *if this thing continues? Vhare
will it end? These are the questions
ttat arc agitating the minds of I'oroute
commercial men and the general pablic.
The influence which the present colossal
marts is alleged to have had on the
tracde of the city is taken as a criteriou
oi what may be éxpected if the prinziple
i not checked. It is claimed that vyw-
fug te tkis influence ruin bas heen
brocght to meny of the smaller establisk-
neuis, their trade having beern wholly
swaliowed up by .their larger ~ompeti-
tors. Cemmencing on this basis a whole
batek. of irisfortunes is attributed to
its baneful influence. )

liands Thrown Out of Employment.

In_ the first place it is argued that
a Jarge number of hands have leen
throwr out of employment by the overd{
tirow oi the small stores, the increased
number engaged in the big emporiums
uot being sufficignt to balance those who
were formerly employed iu the basiness.
It i= pointed out that in any one of the
hait dozen large depots in Toronto r.ay
b> épuud serving behind the counter for
a stuail wage men who, a few yeéars uge,
owned their own stores, and enjoyed
(liberal imcomes.

[ _—— As 5t Affects Real Estatc.

“The question is perhaps agitating the
minie of the real estate owners and
brokers to a greater extent than any
Jther class., The concentration into ome
building of a large number of businesses,
th:t would otherwise require stores
¢overing a whole block, is viewed with
a:arm by owners of real estate in the
wain arteries of the city. Toronto, "it
is geasoued, cannot support more than
a few such establishments, and the pro-
perty-owners. of Yonge, King and
Queen-streets foresee that the value of
their Jand will, if this condition of
tLings prevails, fall still lower than it
has, owing to the fact that it is useless
as resideutial property. In connection
with this phase of the question, it is
pointed out that, as the values grow less,
the assessment will decrease, and in like
proportion the burdens of the taxpayer
will be made heavier.

There is aunother argument used by
those interested in real estate, namely,
the creation of fictitious land values,
The erection of such buildings as the
one just completed at the corner of
Yonge and Queen-streets necessarily in-
creases the ‘value of land upon which
it atands, but ia addition it creates in
the minds of the owners of surrounding
property the idea that their possessions
are equally’ valuable, and az the leases
full in, as they are doing' rapidly at the
present time, they are demanding prices
that are altogether out of the question
for any man engaged in ordinary busi-
ness to pay, aud only tolerable for cons
.cerns who can erect many-story struec-
tures, and in them carry on a business
whick is & combination of many trades.
Such pieces of property are already the
The ques-
tions then arise: How many of these
large establishments can Toronto afford
to support? What will be the .effect
upon stores of smaller calibre? The pro-
perty-owuer’s answer is that only a few—
a very few—of these departmental stores
can exist, and in regard to the second
guestion they point out that the rent-
als of small store property not in the
centre of the city have already fallen
from 30 to 50 per cent. within the last
few years, and that it is the utmost
difficulty’ £o rent a store for more than
the sum that could be obtained for an
ordinary! dwelling house, of which there
are sufficient to comply with the de-
mand.

flard on the Small Shopkeepers,

The small shopkeepers likewise survey
the outlook with fearful apprehensions.
Many of them complain that the main
portion of their business is being guezled
uuceremoniously by the larger establish-
ments. That there has been a glut of
failures amoug this class during the past
Fear or two is an undoubted faet, and
quite a number, fearing that their pre-
vious earnings were in a fair way of being
taken from them in endeavoring-to secure
the return of a fleeting custom, have
either retired from business or migrated
to pastures new, to wit, the country
towns., A tmlk with a few of the shop-
keepers in the drygoods. the fancy goods,
the crockery, the furniture, the boot and
shoe, and the drug trades, will be suffi-
cient to demonstrate the fact that their
returns have been disastrously affected
by the existence of the departmental

stores, which combine the whole of these
trades,

Some Interesting Figures.
1;: comparison of the directories of

889 and 1895 gives some results that
are startl_lng. Taking the trades that are
now carried on under one roof in the
large stores in Yonge-street, there is a
wonderful decrease in the number of
small shops, mnotwithstanding the fact
that the population of Toronto has
been growing, or at all events, not wan-
ing. Here are the figures:

It will thus be séen that to-day'there
are 106 fewer drygoods,furniture,crockery
and fancy goods stores than there were
five years ago, in all of which trades the
colessal emporiums do a great business.
Is this reduction owing to the establish-
ment of the large stores? Then the di-
rectory of the city that has just been
issued shows that in Yonge-street, be-
tween King and Bloor-streets, there are
60 small shops vacant.

As the departmental stores continue to
pile success on Biccess they cautiously
extend their scope, and as the years roll
on one tratle aiter another comes within
theirr grasp, and ;the longer they exist
the more farreaching becomes their in-
fluence. One of the trades to be most
recently amalgamated is the drug busi-
ness. The departmental‘stores have com-
menced to carry on the sale of patent
medicines, a commodity that has hither-
to. been exceptionally lucrative to the
ordinary druggist.

Effect on the Wholesale Trade

The effect on the wholesale trade, it
is also contended, has been as disastrous
as on the smaller retailers. The enor-
mour amount of business done by the
large emporiums enables them to dis-
pense with the wholesaler altogether—to
bur direct from the manufacturer and
import goods specially for their own
uses. The business of the Toronto whole-
sale drygoods houses is said to*be now
largely confiped to outside trade, and
& partner in one of the more mportant
eoncerns has admitted to The World that
if their warehouse was situated in a
more convenient ‘position they would un-
hesitatingly convert their establishment
from the wholesale into the retail,
in the form of a departmental store.

Twe Sides to the Question.

It has been well said that every ques-
tion has two sides, a’&*\:here are um -
doubtedly two sides to this. It is a con-
tingency quite modern in the history of
political economy, and yet it may be
said to be a recurrence to the first prin-
ciples which prevail in sparsely settled
districts, where from one store the con-
eume: is supplied with his every want.
The theory that the departmental atore
is whelly 'responsible for the  present
condition of affairs in the small retail
trade is not trpe. There have been
more influeuces than this to account for
the depression, one of 'which is the estab-
lishment of rapid ‘transit. Now that the
residents of our suburbs dan so expediti-
ously and conveniently reach the centre
of the city, the usefulness of the up-town
shops has been materially lessened. Peo-
ple who previously dealt with trades-
men in their immediate ' neighborhood
now prefer to do business at the larger
stores dowh town.

Looking at the subject from the unin-
terested point’ of view, of the purchasing
public, there is much to be said in favor
of the concentration of several different
departments of trade in one building,
under one/tnanagement. There is the
question of eonvenience.. It is not to be
gainsaid ‘that it is easier for pur-
chasers, who requires articles covering a
variety of trades, fo be mccommodated
with all their desires in one establish-
ment, paying for the same on one bill,
and having the whole expressed to their
address. By such an arrangement the
trouble that would otherwise arise in
entering fitst One store and then another
is materially reduced.

Some Reasons in ' gfe re.

Then therg is the reason waich has pro-
bably done the most to render the de-
partmental store popular — namely,
cheap_ugss apd a pariety of display. By
combining a score of businesses under
one head the expenditure necessary to
the proper conduct of these trades is
brought down to a& minimum. A pro-
portionately less number of clerks is re-
quired to: wvait on customers, the item of
rent is reduced and by buying in large
quantities and dispensing “with the mid-
dleman the large merchant .is enabled to
command beiter prices than his smaller
competitor. In "the large stores also
there is & nuch more varied stock for
the customer to choose from. Catering
for a wider g¢rade than the small shop-
keeper, the departmental stores carry a
much larger stock, in each section of
which the purchaser gets the advantage.

A Meeting in the Sixth Ward.

The question is without doubt oue of
great importance, and so convinced are
scme o the citizens of Toronto that to
tkese large stores is to be attribated
some of our present financial -rouables
tbat they are already organizing for
the purpose of seeing what can e -lone
to stem the extension of the principie. A
fev: daye ago a meeting of merchaats
wag held in the Sixth Ward to cousider
the -subject, and another .will shortly
take place. It is-hoped to establish a
central association to get:the public 1o
realize the gravity of the question.

The Trouble in Chicago.

In the United States the- trouble has

en experienced to a much greater ¢x-
tent than in Canada. In Chicago the
ratail trade of the city is almosf) mono-
poh_z_eu by a score of departmental es-
tablishments. in any one of which 1uy

13 scen in the Jollowing paragraph,
elipped from a recent issue of a Chicazo
journal: *Chicago merchants loing
bueiness on the west side are becoming
alarmed at the serious eneroachm@»nts
being made on their trade by the dowa-
town department stores. It is said
tha: stores along West Madison-street
tLat formerly rented year aiter vear at
g0o¢ prices, are in many cases standiug
iale to-day, owing to the fact that con-
sumers are gradually purchasing wore
and more of their supplies from the
large emporiums, located east and south
of the river. This depression -f nro-
perty has enlisted the influence of the
reul estate men om the side of the retail
merchaunts, and an attempt is about to
be madc to take active steps for the
purpose of forming an organization to
suve what can be done in the matter.”
In this connection it may be mention-
edl that an alderman of the Windy City
has jntroduced a resolution in the City
Coupeil calling upon - the corporation
counsel to give an opinion as to what
can be done under the present laws to
proteet the retailers and what, if.any,
legislation can be enacted for their pro-

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teetion in the future. It is urged that
by licensing the stores of the city and
allowing ‘only so many businesses to be
carried on one firm, relief might be
obtained for the small shopkeeper.

New York, Boston, Philadelphia and
other large cities are being similarly al-
fected, and in each of these students of
political economy are endeavoring to
devise some means to stem the evil.

FIRE CHIER ARDAGH DEAD

HIS INJURIES AT THE GLOBE FIRE
PROVEFATAL,

Had Praetically Recovered From His In
juries and From a Severe Attack of
Pneumonia Which Supervened, . But
' Suddenly Passed Away From the Ef-
fect o7 Heaat Fallure.

Richard Ardagh, Chief of the Toronto
Fire Department, died at his residence,
319 Sherbourne-street, at 10.20 a.m.
yesterday, from injuries received at The
Globe fire, Sunday morning, Jan. 6, The
immediate cause of death was heart fail-
ure,

The accident in which the chief receiv-
ed the injuries which ‘yesterday proved
fatal occurred in the building occupied
by the Brough Printing Co, while the fire
was at its height. Chief Ardagh, Fore-
man Smedley of College-dtreet Hall, and
Frank Forsyth of Queen i
were on the third floor of the
building, when the south wgll
Globe building fell, crashing through the
roof of the structure in whichi they were.
Forsyth was carried by i
through to the basement, and hfterwards
found his way into Jerdan-street.
retreat of the Chief and Smedley was
cut off, and they were driven by the
smoke and flame to the window.

‘The Fatal Leap.

They signalled for essistance, but the
aerial truck had been 'destroyed_gnd no
remaining ladder could reach them at
the height where they stood. The cnoice
lay between certain death in the flames,
or a leap to the pavement with a slim
hope of life. The men chose the latter
course, and Smedley was the first to
throw himself to the asphalt pavement,
40 feet below. He was picked up by his
comrades, and a moment later the Chief
made the desperate jump.

Doctors were on hand, and all jossible
reliel was given on the spot, when the
two men were removed their homes
in No. 1 patrol wagon, ¥he ambulances
having gone to the hospital with the
wounded of the first accident. Smedley's
spine was thought to kave been broken,
but this was fortunately not so, and he
is now almost recovered,

The Shock Too Much for Him.

It ‘was feared at the time that the
Chief's injuries would prove fatal. He
was & man of strong physique and heavy
frame, and the shocksof the awful leap
to the bard pavement, it was thought,
bad inflicted internal .injuries, the seri-
ous nature of which would not be made
manifest until the excitement attendant
upor. the two big fires had subsided.

Dr. ‘Gee, the family physician, has been
in constant attendance at the Chief’s
side and up till & week agd Thursday his
patient showed signs of recovery. On the
17t} instant, however, he caught a heavy
cold and that evening suffered a severe
relapse. Pleurigy of a very violent type
#&ppeared, subsequently developing into
pneumonia.. In the coumse of a day or
two this was checked and the patient
relieved of the more intense pain. From
this time on recovery was slow, but ap-
parently permanent, though the heart
bad since the accident been weak and
very irregular in its action.

Dr, Sheard was ecalled in in consulta-
tion and fears were entertained of com-
plications which might arise from the
heart's irregularity. Mr. Ardagh's con-
dition during the past three days was
marked ‘by steady improvement, and
Saturday evening he waa thought to be
past all danger.

He passeda Quiet night and partook
breakiast at his usual hour Sunday
mornjng. He was then in the .best
of spirits, and asked for his pipe, which
was given him.

The End Very Suddeén.

Mrs. ‘Ardagh had occasion to step fin-
to an adjoining apartment and . had
scarcely left the bedside when the chiéf
called” to her. She rushed *back wand
found: ‘him breathing in a very labored
manuer, The son, William Ardagh, was
called’ and he at once telephowed for Dr,
Geg,’ whose residence is close at hand.
The doctor was at the chief’s bedside in
five minutes from the time he received
the message.

Immeédiately on entering the room, he
saw that the end had come. The chief
was sitting on the bedside gasping for
breath,, with the pallor of death spread-
ing over“his features Restoratives were
applied, byt to no effect, and at 10.20
a.m. _Chiei;Ardagh succumbed to his in-
juries,

A Firéman Nearly Half a Century.

Richard Ardagh, the deceased chief, was
born in Toronto in the year 1883. He
joined the voluntéer fire brigade in the
eary days of 1849, and his “‘baptism of
fire” occurred at the ever memorable
conflagration which took place on Good
Friday night in that year, when 8St.
James’ Cathedral was destroyed, together
with a great portion of the stores, ware-
houses and dwellings in the lower part of
Nelson, now Jarvis-street, and in King-
street from Nelson to Church-street.
Richard Ardagh’s rise in his profession
was rapid. From captain of the Hook
and Ladder Company in 1852, he was
assistant engineer under his relative,
James Ashfield, and as long as the old
volunteer fire brigade lasted Richard Ar-
dagh was one of the leading spirits
therein.

Another great fire where Ardagh dis-
played his daring and skill in combating
the flames was when nearly the whole of
the houses on the east sidq of Church-
street, from Queen to Shuter-street,were
burned to the ground. Thkere was a very
high wind blowing that night, and some
little distance to the west was a large
timber yard, which it was feared, owing
to the wind being in that direction,
would catch, and if it did no one could
foretell the result. Ardagh detached one
of the engines from the burning buildings
in Church-street to the timber yard,and
by pouring continuous streams of water
ou its contents he saved ‘not only that
property, but in all human probability
many thousands of dollars worth of other
property also.

At every fire where Ardagh was pre-
sent (and to write the history of them
all would be almost to write the history
of Toronto) he was always in the fore-
front of the work. His word of command
to his subordinates was never “Go on,”
but “Come on,” and it was this un-
swerving courage, this unflinching devo-
tion to duty that has cost him his life.

Formerly an Alderman.

For a short time Ardagh left the fire
brigade, and during that period was
elected one of the aldermen for the city,
but thopgh he faithfully fulfilled | his
duties td his constitugnts his heart was
in other work, and as he laughingly re-
marked a short time since to a now
middle-aged friend of his, whom he had
known from his boyhood, “It was not
in my line, lad, not in my line.”

Rejoining the fire brigade on the re-
signation of James Ashfield in 1876, Ar-
dagh succeeded him in hi soffice.

Of the man himself it is hard to speak
with justice. Fearless in his own duty,
and exacting a very high standard from
all under his command, he nevertheless
was considerate and just, and” was al-
ways able to discriminate between faunlts
that were more the result of inexperience
than of wilful neglect of duty. The
chiel’s manner was somewhat rough and

sRaA I‘OHXQFOR HIS BROTHER.

A Toronto Man’s Mysterious Disappearanee
in New York City.

Joseph H. Charles, 160 Wilton-avenue,
has written the New York police authori-
ties asking them to ascertain the where-
abouts in 'that, city of his brother John
L. Charles. For some years the twolbro-
thers were in the Transvaal together,
Joseph returped to Canada two years
ago, leaving John, who was engaged in
gold-mining, behind. In September last,
the missing man Jeft South Africa, reach-
ed Liverpool in safety end sailed for
New York. where he arrived ih Decem-
ber. On Deec. 20, his father, who resides
in Eastern Ontario, received a telegram
from New York, stating that his son
would reach liome on Dec.24, but this day
passed without the appearance of the
absent ome, of :whom no further news
hag been received. Several letters have
arrived in Torento from correspondents
of the missing man o Liverpool, and
from allusions.in these ppistles Joseph
Charles is of opinion that his brother
may have had an attack of malarial fev-
er, contracted in South Airica, and
now lying in some New York hospital
unable to communicate with his friends.

He does not look at the matter in a
very serious light as he, himself, when
returning to Capada was seized with
malaria and compelled to remain some
weeks in London.

THE LIABILITIES OF THE FIRM
WILL EXCEED $100,000.

One of the Largest Wholesale and Retail
Carpet Warehouses in the City Forced
to the Wall-Their Creditors Principal-
1y English Honses—The Dominion Bank
Interested to a Large Amount.

One of the heaviest failures reported
in Toronto for some time was announced
late Saturday evening, when WMessrs. T.
G. Foster and David A. Pender, trading
upder the name of T. @G. Foster & Co.,
wholesale upholsterers’ gupplies and car-
pets, and Foster® &  Pender, retail up-
holsterers, made an assignment to E. R.
C. Clarkson, for the benefit of their cre-
diters. The liabilities will exceed $100,-
00v, the principa} creditors other than
the Dominion Bank being English nouses.
Th: assets are ufderstood to almost
equal the liabilities.

The firm formerly dealt exténsivelvyin
the wholesale trade. Their warehouse'in
Colborne-street wae destroyed by fire
five or six years ago. There ivas con-
sigerable salvage, and the firm decided
tu dispose of it at retail. They secured
immense premises at 14 King-street east
aml subsequently decided to continue ‘be
retail business in connection with 1 »
wholesale department. The lirm we:
pushing and energetic, but the loss ve-
casioned by the fire, together with the
large expense they were put to in fitting
up their new warerooms, the immense
stock they had to carry to meet the
competition in their line, and the slow-
ness of collections, crippled. them. A
meihber of the firm visited England and
secured an extension, and an cffort wase
recently made to secure a further ex-
tersion, but this failed, and the assign-
ment followed. NS

BIGAMY AND PUISON.

H .‘... lh Jail; Two Men
Jgitives From Justice.

p ™ —

ANNIE GRAHAM'S STRANGE CAREER

How She Duped An Old Man,
Then Plott~~ His Life.

Tired of Her Firse Husband in a Month
and Then Entcred Into a Conspiracy to
Marry a Septuagenarian for His Money,
‘Giving One Half the Property to the
Man Who Arranged the Marriage—
Three Months Later Plotted to Polson
the Second Husband, Who Had Reserv-
ed a Life Lease on the Property—Hus-
band No. 1 Wanted a Slice of the Pro-
perty and Failing to Secure It Had the
Woman Arrested for Bigamy.

Brockville, Jan, 26.—In the jail in this
town, awaiting sentence for the crime
of bigamy, of which she has pleaded guil-
ty, lies Mrs. Anmie Dempster, or, inore
correctly speaking, Mrs. Annie Dowsley.

By her arrest a story has been laid
bare which-has few parallels in the crim-
inal history of the province. It is ‘the
story of a young girl mated to a hus-
bana of whom she soon tired, of her
subsequent. acquaintance with a” scheme
and of a conspiracy batched out by the
mar and carried out by the woman
whereby & childish old man was to be
deprived of his property.

Everybody around Mallorytown, in the
Front of Yonge Township, will tell you
that Anmie Graham was. a beautiful girl.
Ail the villagers remember her from the
time she wore short frocks and a long
schoolgirl braid down her back. In her
early~youth she was pert and pretty. In
her teens she was beautiful and ambitious,
From her infancy she had never wanted
for any material thing that goes to make
life happy It may have been this pam-
pering that finally moulded the vague
dreams of the young girl’s head into a
desire for greater experience and a wider
kvowledge of the world, All the novels
sh: had read intensified her longing %
se? more of life. Under her comfortable
surroundings she grew up to be an im-
perious  girl. From the time ™ sha
wore long dresses she had any number
of boyish sweethearts. She badgered
them, teased them, tyrannized over them
and dreamed on. There were but few
of the swains of the meighborhood who
were mnot scorched moth-like by her
loveliness. She had that fascinating na-
ture which combines a tantalizing indif-
ference with the greatest cordiality,

Her First Marriage.

When Annie was 17 years of age her
favorite cavalier was James Dowsley.
He waa a plodding, ne’er do-well, who
endured her flirtations with other young
men in silence, was devoted to the girl,
despite her coquetry, and finally mar-
ried her in June, 1890. When a week
orl two later the rumors of one or two
escapades in Brockville reached his ears
he laughed them down. As time
passed oy Annie’s desire to see the
world gréw, until her home life became
almost umendurable. She dreamed of it
constantly ‘and teased her husband about
it The village had become too cramped
for her. She wanted a hero for her hus-
band. The one she had was far from
being that. In her eyes Dowsley was too
commonplace. Thus it was that
two months after her marriage
she received a letter from a girl friend
at Brockville. Did she want - to come
there and go into service? Did she want
to fly? Wae it not just what ghe had
been waiting for? Was not Brocjiliille the
gateway to the greater world? re she
would find the realization of Her ro-
mantic dreams. She wanted to get away
from the man of whom she had tired—
anywhere, everywhere. She was tired of
the apology for a home and its sur-
roundings. There were pleadings and
reproaches from her husband, but the
woman had nmde up her mind to go,
and go she did. ‘

The trip.to Brockville was the turning
point. in Annie’s career. She entered in-
to service under the name of Annie Dows-
ley. Subsequently she changed ber name
tol Macdonald and she was going under
this name when she turned up at Gane
anofjue. $

A Plot That Succeeded.

Here, according to-evidence which has
Detective
Greer, she became acquainted with Mar-
bledealer Williamson and they entered
into a conspiracy wherecby Mrs. Dows~ °
ley, whose’ husband, had in the meantime
located at' Athems, where he had become
a charge on the municipality, was .to
marry James Dempster, a septuagenarian
farmer near New Dublin, in the Town-
ship of Elizabethtown, and induce him to
deed over his property, estimated to be
worth $25,000, to her. She in turn was
to deed omne-haji the property to Wil-
liamsom, e his recompense for arranging
the wedding.

The Second Marriage.

The scheme' worked, and on Aug. 18,
1894, Dempseter led the blushing Annie,
uwow a woman of 23, to the altar. Sub-
sequently, according to the story of
the officer, Dempster mgde over all his
property to his wiie, reserving to him-
self: a life lease. She in turn carried out
ber bargain with Williamson. The plans
of the conspirators had been so cleverly
laid that it looked as if their Wwrong-
doing would escape detection. The deeds
were not registered and no person ap-
parently was aware that Dempster had
been duped. But husband No. 1 sudden-
ly' appeared, bn, the scene. He had some-
how heard, of his wife's second marriage
and threatened that unless one-half the
property was deeded to him he would
have his Wwife arrested for bigamy. His
offer was declined and the woman was
arrested. and remanded for sentence.

Meantime © the Attorney - Gener-
al’s department was notified
and Detective Greer was sent lown to
investigate. Williamson had taken the
alarm and fled. The officer, however,
secured possession of the deeds, /ind the
sclieming adventurers who had attempt-
el to grasp old Dempster’s property.
ajter ajl their trouble will not receive
& farthing.

A Conspiracy to Polson.

There is still another charge hanging
over the woman and a young-man. who
Las alsc fled the country. Demjster,
a3 stated above, did not deed the pro~
perty absolutely to the womam whom
L2 madc his wife, but retained a life jin-
terest. As he is hale and hearty the
womar g¢hought . that, like the lumb
wajting for grass, she might die bafora
the property reverted to ber. A plan
to * remove ” the old man was discuseed,
&ud poison was finally hit_upon as tLe
best meane to adopt. Once Dempster
wus out of the “way, it was intended
thar the woman and her new
should enjoy the spoils. Whether or
pot tke poison was purchased by the
couspirators the detective has thus iar
beei unable to ascertain. At all\events
tie woman's arrest prevented the con-
stmmation of the plot.

CYCLONIC SOCIALISM.

The news from Brooklyn that & judge
has decided that the street railway com-
panies are bound by law to run their cars,
no matter what it costs them for labor,
is rather a surprise to the legal minda
It pushed to dts reasonable copeclusion
it places Capital at the merey of Labor.

That the decision is- good law may
well be doubted. The dilemma may be
stated in this way. The companies are
bound to run their road, no matter what
price they have to pay for their labor.
Oa the other hand the law says that
employes must not combine to prevent
those from working who are willing to
work. The tompany can find plenty of
men who are willing to work, but the
other men |will not allow them to do
so. The company are thereby prevented
from running their cars by the very mer
who invoke the law to compel them to
do so, and who are themselves breaking
the law by illegal eombination.

The result is a cyclone, which ihreat-
ens in its course to eweep away ‘every
institution in which Labor and Capital
are interested. The matter is one to be,
discussed and settled on first principles,
if questions where starving men and
women are concerned can be calml<dis-
cussed at all. The preservation of law
ami order is the first duty of any com-
munity. Its very existence depends on
the recognition of the supremacy of !aw.
To ascertain what is the law and to
direct ‘its application is the duty of the
judge. Hence the importance of a ju-
diciary which shall not be affected by
any outside influence. The want of this
element is one -of the great weaknesses
of the American system.

Whatever may be the personal faults
of our judges at all eveants the public
have faith in the whole body. Their de-
cisions are acknowledged to have been
| given with impartiality. It'is éxceed-
| ingly rare that there is even a whisper
| of doubt on °this point.
|, I is not so in the United States. They
ibaw some firat-rate men on their Su-
premc Court bench—as good as any
| country—and their decisions are re-
{ceived with respect everywhere, But the
%ordiuary state judge, who corresponds to
| our High Court judge in legal position,
| does .not at all correspond to him in
| soci#l edtimation. Individually Judge A

{ orr Judge B may; have a high reputation,
‘;but the collective reputation of the
| American bench is not high. On questions
| of law it is well known that you can
| find as many Ameican decisions one way
| as another. As to their decisions on mat-
| ters of fact it requires only a short re-
‘.xidence on the other side to perceive that
! the public mind is never quite easy that
the judge may not have been * got at.”

Sc long as Society acknowledges
tlks right of individuals to own property
this individual ownership should aot be
invaded. The law ‘that regulates this
matter, like all others, is that of sup-
piy ané¢ demand. If mankind agreed
that hereafter the collection of iidivi-
duals forming ' the state should cwn
everything in common-+&nd operate all
the big, and little concerns for the uni-
versa! benefit it would be a state of
Societ« which does not exist and wever
hai existed. Certain men would even
tlken have to be elected at a bettersal-
ary -than the others to manage these
concerns, and we fear ‘heart-buraings
would not be ended even in such a per-
fectea ptate of civilizatdon.

The frequent Labor troubles in the
United States are bringing Society face
to face with Socialism. That ;8" why
their gold is being taken from the Statles
by every ship. Where it will end it
is hard to see. Unfortunately the world
i3 mot run as a benevplent institution,
por will it ever be. I Capital wishes
t» earry out its powers it will find -that
it wili pay better to do the square thing
with those it employs. sut if it ‘inds
that it is to be driven to run at a
loss the result will be that it will be
diverted elsewhere. That Labor will
éver compel Capital to be utilized or
unremunerative terms, for Labor’s bene-
fit iz a Utopian dream. Unheard of
misery and dire calamity will resualt to
ary country wheré any such attempt is
made. The gabby orators who irach
tLe country are wells without water,
clouds that are carried with a tempest;
to whom the ‘mist of darkness is re-
servel forever.

The doors of  the
hall were opened to the public at half-|
past sevea and at this hour there was
a darge number of people waiting at the
doors; but when they were admitted the
ball was already half filled with stud-
ents. One of the college boys seated
himgelf at the piano, and for half an hour
the students amvsed themselves by sing-
ing the ptock songs and renting the air
with crieg that sould have done justice
to an Indian. The most popular. song
of the evening was that with this re-
frain:

“There’s & place where they don't shovel

SNOwW; -
It's a place where the Council ought
to gat”

These verses were sung to the tume af
“Sweet by-and-by,” and the senti-
ments seemed to be greatly relished by
the youths. A

It ‘must have been a touch of irony
that impelled a couple of Anarchists to
get into the hall and distribute a lot
of circulars, headed “A Communes-An-
archist Appeal,” which contained the ex-
hortations: *‘Down with private pro-
perty; down with the state; down with
the church.” The students received this
entertaining literature with the  song
*0ld Grimes is dead.” 7

President Greenwood Explains.

When President Greenwood of the Po-
litical Science Club mounted the plat-
form, the lads intormed him that his tie
was all right and asked what was the
matter with his nose, aud someone threw
a paper dart.

heard in my life, although I hava, taken
a lour-years' academie course. The «uly
thing I regret is that some of those who
tbink that Mr. Jury knows nothing snd
that the students are not yet men, *vere
po* here to-night.” (Applause.)
Phillips Thompsen.

Phillips Thompson then spoke in de-
fence of Socialism, defining it with a
sentence from Plato’s “Republic” to the
effect that the community is best gov-
erned when every individual could say
of all property that it was “mine” and
“not mine.” He referred to the inade-
quacy of the old formulas of political
economy to meet modern problems, the
unequal distribution of wealth, and look-
ed forward to the control by the Gov-
ernment of all public industries as the
best solution. It would come by evolu-
tion, just as the present industrial sys-
tem was evolved from the old feudal
system.

At the conclusion of the addresses,|
J. A. Tucker, the new Editor of Varsity,
in ‘moving a vote of thanks to the lec-
turers, said they all wished they conld
sometimes hear such addresses in the
University of Toronto

President Greenwood, in bringing the
proceedings to a close, said they could
say now that they were not sorry they
had stood on their rights as men, and
determined to hear Messrs. Jury and
Thompson.

The addresses were listened to by the
students in profound silence, and many
of those present took notes.

ner he had the kindest heart, and he was
devotedly: attached to young people.

By the brigade, by the pub-
lic and above all by his relatives, he
will be greatly missed and sincerely
mourned, True and just was he in all
his dealings, and he bore no malice or
hatred in his heart to anyone. His life
and death are a noble example to others
of duty done for the sake of duty, and
not for glory or seli-glorification.

The late chief was a member of King
Sclomon Lodge of Freemasons, having
been, made a Mason in July, 1875, He
took the third degree in September of
the same.year. He was a member of
Excelsior dge No. 52, A.0.U.W. 'He
was also a prowinent Orangeman. The
funeral will t%lace from his late
residence, 319 erbourne-street, - to
Mount Plegsant Cemetery, at 2.30 p.m.

The Fire Department’s. History.

Robertson’s “ Landmarks ‘of Toronto”
gives an interesting history of the fire
brigade:

“Ir 1826, eight years before York
became Toronto, the first fire depart-
meri of the town was organized. The
first fire engine company was insfituted
i 1826, under Mr. Carfsal, jr., by whom
the first ¢ompany wag_ formed. He re-
mained with the compahy for six years,
and was succeeded by William Musson.
The first engine house stood on the west
side ‘of Church-street, immediately south
of the old Scotech Kirk, which stood on
the southwest corner of Church and Ade-
laide-streets. The first hook and ladder
company of York was formed in April
1881, It “®cupied the same building as
the engine company.

“In 1837 the City of Toronto Fire
Ergine Company and the City of Toronto
Hool and Ladder Company were or-
ganized and occupied the same building
on the west side of Church-street. The
engine company had two engines and 70
members, and the hook and ladder com-
Knny had 60 members: In 1840 the

ook and ladder company occupied the
nortl side of the Church-street building.
The engine known as No. 2 occupied the
middle portion of the building and engine
No. 1 the south portion of the building.
The engine and hook and ladder compan-
iea nmext occupied what was known as
the Court-street building, in the site of
the present Police Court.

“ Following these pioneer engines came
No. 8, a machine presented to the fire-
men by the British America Fire .nsur-
ance Company. It was the bell ih this
esgine house that on Dec. 5, 1887, about
1 a.m., alarmed the city at the time
of the Mackenzie Rebellion.”

Mr. T.D. Harris. a well-known mer-
chant, was at one time one of the early
chiefs of the brigade. In 1850 Mr. Robt,
Beard was the chief of the brigade, en+
gine No. 1 being then known as York
and No. 2 @s Toronto; of this Mr. Arthur
Ardagh, a, brother of the dead chief, was
captain. No.8 engine was called Brit-
ish America. and No.4 Victoria. No. 1
bhook and iladder wagon was known as
Toronto, and No. 2 Hercules, Hose
company No.1 was called Niagara. Mr.
Ashfield vas chief in 1852, In 1856
Mr. Ashfield was stiil chief engineer, with
William Charltonr ag first assistant and
Arthur Ardagh as seeond assistant. The

| hook and dadder company, stationed in
| Court-street, was then under the com-

mand of Richard Ardagh, the late chief.

Some years prior to ‘this the Bay-st.
engine house had been built, and in that
were locathg Britishi America No. 8 and
Provincial No, 6, the latter having been
presented to the ity by the old Provin-
cial Insurance Company. +A hose com-
pany was also stationed in Bay-street,
under command of W. C. Morrison. In
18569 Ashiield pvas still chiel engineer,
Charlton first assistant and James Smith
second assistant, An.engine known as
No. 6, Deiuge, was stationed in Berke-
ley-street, near King, and No.4, Viec-
toria, at St. Patrick’s Market.

Willlam Charlton, first-assistant engi-
neer, one of the best firemen ever in the
department, lost his lifé at a fire which
took place in Yonge-street on July 4,
1866. In 1868 Richard Ardagh became
assistant- engineer. In 1871 the present
fire alarm system was adopted. In 1876
Thomas Graham was appointed second-
asssistant engineer. In that year the
fire brigade was reorganized under the
present system. Mr. Ashfield had been
running: to fires for 87 years, and on
the reorganization of the department
Richard Ardagh was made chiéf of the
brigade, while Mr. Ashfield was retained
as chief engineer, the real position. of re-
sponsibility being that of Mr.  Ardagh.

Forty years prior to 1889, when Mr.
Ardagh was about 16 years of age, he
joined the hook and ladder company, of
which, seven years afterwards, he be-
came captain. He was first foreman of
the brigade when poer Charlton was
killed at the Yonge-street fire.

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Everyone Who Owned Or Could Hire, Beg
or Borrow a Conveyance Enjoyed Him-
self Yesterday—The Snow Carts Busy
All Day Long.

Father Winter has given two or three
skating parties so far this season, and
pow heé has branched off and is enter-
'taining Toronto with some gleighing. He
jssued invitations on Friday night, which
by Saturday bad mantled the whole city
in white. Yesterday people who owned
any kind of vehicle on runners bethought
themselves of it, and the bells jingled
in all parts of the city.

Many men with shovels had dispersed
the snow in the down-town regions, hut
there was too much of it for their opera-
tions to spoil the sleighing, and Father
Winter held high carnival and the Jivery
stable keeper rejoiced at the rate of $6
per sleigh. But expense is ‘& small 'nat-
ter when sleighing comes only about as
often. as Christmas, and everybody who
could beg, borrow, hire or in any man-
ne~ obtain anything on runners aad a
horse attached to it did it yesterday
and betook himsell or herself—usually
botb—to Jarvis-street or some other
thoroughfare shere the roads were good.

Probably the earliest people on the
scent yesterday were Tour young men,
wlo hired a big double-seated sleigh and
sallied forth shortly after 7 a.m. Per-
haps a sense of altruism had caused them
to constitute themselves announcers for
the sleighing:f.t any rate they drove
up and down Jarvis-street, with an oc-
carional dash through a side
shouting in hilarious tones:

“ Good sleighingd Everybody out!
Lots of énow and Jmore coming! Turn
out, fall out, jump out—anyway to get
out ! Sleighs, bobs, sleds, cutters—any-
thing to slide or glide or slip! Get on
your runners and come out and hear the
little birdies sing!” 2

Jarvis-street became o, , pageant on
runners, and everybody headed for
that street. Stylish turnouts with big,
brilliant plumes, alternated :with ante-

um side-bar cutters, grocery wagon
boxes hastiiy bolted pn to boles, brand
new Russian sledges tagged at the heels
of swan-shaped vehicles long past their
prime; there were three-seated sleighs,
two-seated sleighs, sleighs with one
seat hnd an annex for the driver, and
sleighs 'with no seat ‘at all, where you
sit on the {loor and put your feet on
your neighbor’s iap. The men in the big.
handsome eguipages wore lambskins and
the women_ wore sealskins, both of which
were. warmer than necessary, and the
wearers themselves looked ‘very gorgeous
and rather grumpy, not realizing that
wheh it comes to articles of apparel a
joyous smile is-more appropriate to a
sleigh ride than nbundant furs—and
much, cheaper.

The happiest-looking parties in the
whole show: were the pairs who occupied
cutters and they were the most numer-
ous, too. A pre:cty girl may look fetching
under summer skies, or i the glare of
a ballroom, but when swift motion
through keen cold brings the red into
her cheeks—why, mny price is cheap for
an afternoon’ of sleighing.

Of course the chief beneficiaries of the
snow were the livery-stable ' keepers.
Large eleighs cost from $6 to $8 for
the afternoon to drive about, and cut-
ters were quoted at '$3 to $5. Even at
these prices you couldn’t get anything
oh runners, unless you applied early, for
the demand was tremendous.

We haven’t got a thing left, said one
stable-keeper at 2 o’clock in the after-
noon, and we've turned lots of applicants
away. Péople are glad to pay $6 or

Good
work was done Baturday in clearing
away the downfall, but the Street Com-
missioner's Department and the Railway
Company will have to keep = larger
staif of men‘employed 41l day to day
in order ko get things in shipshape.

The first indication of the storm was
marked in Texas on Thursday morning
by. rapidly falling barometer. It moved
quickly to the mortheast. On Friday the
storm centre svas over Illinois, and the
Street Railway Company and all the
railway companies here were = warned
that it was coming.

The snow
was very heavy. A cubic foot of last
aight's fall would produce, if melted,
twice as much water as that which fell
the week previous.

Though every colony has. pussed
througl: such a”grave financial erisis
that it has been necessary to reduce the
salaries of the entire civil service, and
{lough the merchant class is compelled
to make a_drastic reduction of wages
on every hand, any change in the iate
of members' salaries has been resisted
ir every Colonial Parliament. In
O ecase the Legislature made
a sweeping reduction in the wayes
of public servants and the labor mem-
bers, finding' 'themselves a econtrolling
power in the Chamber, straightway pro-
ceeding-to propose doubling their own
rate of remuneration. .

These facts are well knowa to English
newspaper readers, and there is, ~more-
over, in Engiand fq large a class of weal-
thy, well-informed \men- of leisure that
paid membership is absolutely unneces-
sary, excepting’ as a sop to agitators.

The C.P.R. Raises Several Objections—
City Engineer's Reports

In’ his ordinary fortpightly report,
whith will be submitted to the new-Board
of .Works on Monday, €ity Engineer
Keating states that to.avoid any dis-
putes he forwarded -copies of the proposed
plans and specifications in connection
with the widening of Queen-street sub-
way to the G.T.R. and C.P.R. Cos. Mr.
Leonard of the latter company has raised
several objections to the proposed plans,
contending thet the rewgining walls have
no right to be plauced upon any portion
of the C.P.R. property, and that no pro-
vision should be made for the future ewx-
tension of Dufierinstreet northwardly
from Queen-street, as that theroughfare
was closed under an order of the Railway
Committee of the Privy Council. Mr.
Leonard also takes th eground tha tas
the present subway was constucted un-
der an oder of the Privy Council, that
any alteration in it cannot be made
without bringing the matter again be-
fore that body and getting an order from
it on the subject.

The services of one of the plumbing
fnspectors and also two other employes
in the Works Department have been dis-
pensed’ with, and the City Engineer has
also intimated to the chief engineer at
the main pumping station to reduce his
staff to 24 men, letting go one en-
gineer and five other employes.

Regarding the petition asking that a
street railway service be established in
Macpherson-avenue or Roxboro-avenue,
from Yonge-street to Avenue-road; and
in Dupont-street, from Avenue-road to
Davenport-road, with a view to its
being extended to Bathurst-street, Mr.
Keating, owing to the large amount of
grading that would be necessary in Du-
pont-street at the expense of the city,
does not recommend the work.

He recommends the construction of
a 12-inch. tile pipe sewer with gullies
and connections to street line on the
public lane running west from Peter-
street, immediately south of Queen-
street, extending from the west side of
Peter-street to a point 259 feet west,
as & local improvement on sanitary
grounds, ‘The frontage liable to assess-
ment js 418 lineal feet, and the approxi-
mate cost per foot frontage is 69 cents.

Mr. Keating thinks that the time is
now opportune for transferring the plumb-
ing department to the Medical Health
Office if it is deemed advisable.
