“In Flanders’ Fields the poppies grow 
Between the crosses, row on row’

And on some of the crosses are the 
names of Watford boys who died 
that Canada might be free. And 
their last thoughts and prayers as 
they went to their death were of 
Watford and the loved ones at home. 
Can Watford ever forget them? Dare 
we forget our gallant boys whose 
death assured us liberty? Then why 
are we so tardy about erecting a 
Soldiers’ Memorial? Surely not be 
cause we are unmindful of the great­
ness of their sacrifice or ungrateful 
concerning it, but rather because we 
have been thoughtless. However now 
that we have the opportunity to 
show our gratitude we will surely 
vote for the Soldiers’ Memorial. We 
must! Do you not realize that if 
Watford fails to carry this question 
by an overwhelming affirmative vote 
we must forvever hang our heads in 
shame among our fellows, branded 
as ingratiates. But the citizens of 
Watford will prove to the world next 
Monday that their liberty is more 
dear to them than their money. Re­
member that on a total assessment 
of over $400,000 the cost to each in­
dividual taxpayer will be but a 
trifle. If the whole $2000 is raised 
at once it will mean less than $5 on 
a $1000 assessment.

Remember also that our soldier 
heroes saved you far more than that 
each year on your tax-bills. If 
Germany had won we would have 
been paying exorbitant taxes to Ger­
many for each of the past four years 
as well as for many years to come. 
This is fact ne* fiction, for from the 
commencement of the war Germany- 
marked Canada as hers, while during 
the war the German school children 
were taught that Canada was the 
new German colony. If Germany had 
won, ten times an additional $5 
would not have paid our taxes. And 
to save us from this, homes in Wat­
ford were made desolate, Watford 
children were left fatherless, Wat­
ford wives were made widows, and 
Watford parents were bereaved of 
their sons. These boys died for us, 
shall wê not cast a vote to their 
memory? Shall we not erect a Sol­
diers’ Memorial in their honor? We 
cannot refuse them a memorial un­
less we forget our self-respect.

The stock salesmen have now 
turned their attention to the selling 
of oil leases on Iandjthat hasn’t got 
a paying well within miles according 
to the nVwspapeTs, and readers are 
advised to keep their money in the 
bank, rather than invest it in leases.
