the Eastern Division of the County was 
held according to announcement In Vic­
toria Hall last Saturday afternoon. At 
that meeting It was decided to call apublio 
meeting last night to find out the feeling 
of the people In reference to the proposed 
action of the Board to adopt the most 
stringent means for the prevention of the 
introduction of small pox Into our County. 
At 7 o’clock a large number of townspeo­
ple assembled, Dr. J. W. Croeaklll, was 
chosen chairman, and H. Buggies, Esq., 
secty., and the following resolutions 
passed

Retained, That in view of the possible In­
troduction of small-pox into this district, this 
meeting deems it expedient that all goeds 
imported into this district from places Infect­
ed with small-pox be disinfected by the pro­
per officer who may be herein after appointed 
to do so.

Jtetolved, Any legal action taken by the 
Board ef Health for the purpose of prevent­
ing the introduction of small-pox into our 
midst will meet with the hearty approval of 
this meeting.

Retolved, That this meeting 
pedient that all parties should 
forthwith, for the purpose of protection 
against the disease, and would therefore 
strongly urge the same upon all classes in 
this district,

Retolvd, That in ease small-pox should 
appear In this district the closing of publie 
Schools and Churches by the Board ef Health, 
should suoh Board consider it necessary, will 
meet the approval and oo-operation of this 
meeting.

At the conclusion of the business for 
which the meeting was called the Hlitb 
Sheriff suggested that before the meeting 
adjourned the subject of the mysterious 
disappearance of the boy Carter, some 
weeks since, be discussed, and that the 
government be requested to offer 
for the discovery of said boy dead or alive, 
Id accordance with which the Sheriff was 
requested by resolution to communicate 
with the government to that effect.

A meeting of the Board of Health took 
place immediately alter the close of the 
public meeting, but we have not been 
placed In possession of their resolutions, 
nor will we be until they are ratified by 
the Governor In Council.

— The l inmense gun constructed at 
Elswiok recently for the British govern­
ment has a total weight of 200 tons, be­
ing considerably in excess of previous 
undertakings. Its length is stated at 
some 44 feet, though with an extreme 
diameter at the breech of but five feet 
six inches, a very elongated chase or 
barrel tapering down to 28 inches, with 
a slight swelling at the muzzle.

— Mr. W. B. Matthews, of Middleton 
station, writes us as follows

The papers have been throwing large 
hogs at ns all the fall. Hitherto my natural 
bashfulness has prevented me beating the 
record. Early last spring I purchased two 
pigs for six dollars. During the summer 
I fed them one barrel corn meal at four 
dollars, four bushels cracked barley and 
oats,two dollars and fifty cents, ten barrels 
potatoes about six dollars, beside the milk 
of one cow, total cost eighteen dollars 
and fifty cents. The pigs were killed two 
weeks ago after being kept seven months, 
and I had a total of two hundred and ten 
pounds of pork at eight cents per pound 
which gave me sixteen dollars and eighty 
cents. That is what you call gutting rich 
very deliberately. Of course I have not 
credited the piga with the music they 
furnished and they were the most musical 
pair I ever heard.

Thet Are mot Counterfeits.—A recent 
Ottawa despatch «Ays A statement has 
been pretty widely spread that there are in 
circulation numbers of counterfeit silver 
coin. The department of finance has been 
investigating the statement, and traces it 
to the fact that the new coinage has not 
the letter “ H ” in small size underneath 
the wreath below the denomination of the 
Dominion. The finance department de­
sire to have it generally known that 
absence of the letter “ H ” is not an indi­
cation. Sometimes when the royal mint 
is unable to do the work for Canada or 
other colonies, owing to pressure of previ­
ous vnizagemant, the mint authorities 
employ Messrs. Heaton k Sons, of Birin. 
Ingham, to manufacture the coin, in which 
case that firm puts the letter *• H " 
When the royal mint does the work itself 
no “ H w is stamped on. The presence or 
absence of the <« H ” bas, therefore 
nothing to do with the genuineness of the 
silver coin of Canada.

He states that through 
the General’s efforts, by far tbe greater 
part of the abuses that existed in the 
Department of Indian Affairs before 
he became President, were practically 
done away with, and a new order of 
things was established, which has done 
wonders towards ameliorating the con­
dition of the tribes. His policy pre­
vented much bloodshed, caused a bet­
ter distribution of the Indian grant, 
and encouraged the Indians to found 
settlements, become educated, and to 
labor toward their partial support at 
least. No better tribute can be paid 
to the memory ef the departed General 
than this recognition of his wise and 
Christian like work. As a consequence 
of the General's policy, Mr. Cree says 
“ The press east and west are loudly 
demanding the rights of tbe Indian, and 
are asking that not only shall he be pro­
tected, but that as fitted for it be shall 
be made a citizen. Truly the world 
moves, and tbe hero who now rests so 
quietly at Riverside Park may be hail- 
ed as a preserver of the Indian race.”

— In tbe last issue of tbe Library 

Magazine, published by John Alden, of 
New York, an article is given from tbe 
New York Times, written by a person 
who signs himself “ H. F.,” entitled 
“ The Anglican Church Establishment.” 
The question is now a political one in 
England, and is assuming serious di. 
mensions. The English aristocracy to 
almost an individual, are in favor of 
establishment, while tbe middle and 
lower classee lean tbe other way. Ac­
cording to “ H. F.,” tbe lories mainly 
support, while the radicals mainly op­
pose the present existing affairs in ref- 
gar d to the condition of the Church in 
relation to the State. The writer out­
lines tbe history of tbe Church from 
Henry Vlll'e time down to the present 
day, and a^bough his intentions may 
be impartial, bis sympathies are evi 
dently not with the Anglicans. He 
concludes his article as follows : —

<* It ie said that a plebiscite of tbe 
voters ol England taken upon this 
question would show a large majority 
iu luvor of disestablishment. From 
what little I can see this is probably 
true. But it is fair to say that in the 
minority wou»d be most of the wealth 
and most of the education of tbe land, 
and tbe victory — whatever else it might 
be —would not be a triumph for toléra 
tioo. With all its obvious faults tbe 
Church is certainly broad enough for 
any state of mind, if one measures the 
range between Dr. Cunningham Geike, 
who fraternizes with the Salvation 
Army, and Dr. Bickerstetb, who can 
see over the wall into the garden of the 
Vatican. This truly Catholic attitude 
of tbe Church commends itself to many 
men who have no religious faith what­
ever, yet who don’t object to a tolerant, 
showy Establishment as a part of the 
monarchical system. Tbe Roman Catb* 
olio element in England, too, is quiet 
ly in favor of the Establishment ; first 
because of its natural aristocratic lean 
inge and social and mental lack of sym­
pathy with Dissenters, and, second, be­
cause tbe Church furnishes a splendid 
recruiting ground for tbe Roman pro­
paganda. To sum up : The Estab 
lishment is attacked on social, religious, 
and utilitarian grounds ; it is defended 
on social, religious, and sentimental 
grounds.”

Canon Farrar, thus expresses him­
self in regard to the great question : —

*• My principal ground is that the 
Anglican Church is doing a work of de 
finite Value, and its power would be 
weakened, especially in country places. 
In point of fact the Church of England 
has never been established at all. It is 
older than the State, older than tbe 
Crown, older than both houses of Par­
liament, older in fact than tbe united 
nation. The disestablishment of a 
Church which has lasted for centuries 
involves very different questions from 
those which would be raised by tbe pro 
posed disestablishment of a Church in 
a new nation.’

Has in stock a large assortment of—The Bridgetown public school was 
tbe scene of a very grave act of iosubt 
ordination one day last week on the 
part of two new pupils named Daniel 
and William Sbeban, aged respectively 
16and 14 years. They were in the in­
termediate department, and as they 
would not obey tbe teacher, Miss 
Davies, she called in the principal, Mr.
Brown. The latter when he came in 
told Daniel to retire to tbe class room.
The boy said be would not, and started 
for tbe door. Oo being headed off, he 
called to his brother to bring tbe iron 
poker, which be did, and both then 
faced the teacher, tbe younger one 
using his slate for a weapon. Mr. B. 
then called in one of bis oldest pupils,
Mr. A. Troop, to take charge of William 
and advanced upon Daniel, himself,who 
is a stout,heavily built lad for bis years.
As the principal advanced Daniel rais­
ed the poker, an ugly weapon to use 
being about four feet m length, and 
struck with both bands a savage blow 
at the teacher. The latter barely 
managed to dodge tbe bliw, which if it 
had fallen on his head would have dis 
abled him for life. Before Daniel 
could again raise tbe poker tbe princi­
pal bad him fast. William then com­
menced some demonstrations, and Mr,
Troop took him in charge, but not be­
fore be had broken the slate over Mr.
T.'s head and bitten a piece out of his 
hand. Dan, who kicking and strug­
gling, had to be carried a considerable 
distance, and through three doors, was 
fastened up in tbe class room to await 
punishment. The principal then went 
back and got tbe other boy, who 
fought so that he bad to be held down 
on the floor by Mr. T», and brought 
him into bis room. The trustees were 
at ojice notified to come down and con» 
eider what had best be done under tbe 
circumstances. When tbe trustees ar­
rived it was found that Daniel had rais­
ed the window of the class room and 
taken French leave. The younger boy 
was then dismissed for tbe time being.
Later on investigation of tbe matter 
was held and it was decided by the 
trustees that before the boys should be 
allowed to return to tbe school, ti^al 
they should be obliged to read a writ­
ten apology to tbe principal of the 
school and to tbe teacher of the interme» 
diate department, in the presence of 
the pupils of each room, and to promise 
to behave themselves in 
room in the future.

The scene in the school-roOm, is cer­
tainly the most outrageous that ever 
occurred in the present school building, 
and we think that Mr. B. acted with 
singular forbearance under tbe circum­
stances. Many a teacher under similar 
provocation, would have inflicted some 
severe physical injury upon the oldest

TELEGRAPH NOTES FOB THE WEEK.

Loudon, E., Nov 17.—The Increaied 
•pacegranted to Canadsat the colonial 
hibitlon buie amounts to she thousand five 
hundred feet inside the building and aU 
most as much In the gardens for outside 
exhibits. It is believed that this additi­
on makes the Canadian court the largest 
granted to any of the colonies, not except 
ing the Indian court, which is generally 
expected to make the largest show.

Ottawa, Nov. 20.—The business failures 
throughout the United States and Canada 
during the last seven days numbered, for 
the United States 312 and for Canada 28, 
or a total of 240, against 223 last week, 
and 179 the week previous. The increase 
observable in the last two weeks 
arises principally in the Western and Pa­
cific states and in Canada.

Fredericton, Nov. 17.—Hon. Mr. Field­
ing, provincial secretary of Nova Scotia, 
had conferences yesterday and to-day with 
members of the New Brunswick govern, 
meut, with a view to the making of joint 
arrangements for protecting the provinces 
of New Brunswick and Nova Scotia against 
the danger of importation of small-pox 
from the province of Quebec by the Inter­
colonial railway. The New Brunswick 
government are most willing to co­
operate to the extent of their power, but 
their health legislation le somewhat de­
fective and they may be unable to go as 
far as is desirable. Provincial Secretary 
McLellan, of New Brunswick, will go to 
Moncton to-morrow with Mr. Fielding to 
secure the co-operation of the railway au. 
thorities. New Brunswick is also exposed 
to danger by the communication between 
the county of Madawaska and Quebec 
province. Many of the French of Quebec 
come into this province during the winter 
to work in the lumbering operations. 
Special precautions will bave to be taken 
in that quarter. It is expected that the 
government of Maine will co-operate with 
the government of New Brunswick on 
that boundary.

St. Paul, Nov. 19.—A Winnipeg special 
to the Pioneer Press says a meeting was 
held last night at St. Vita to take action 
to bring Riel’s body home, and the matter 
was referred to Archbishop Tache,at whose 
house all of Riel’s relations had assembled 
on the day of the execution, except Mrs. 
Riel, who the day before bad given birth 
to a still-born child.

Toronto, Nov. 18.—William Campbell, 
postmaster at Aylmer, has absconded and 
is found to be a defaulter to the amount of 
$5,000, including $2,000 of savings bank 
deposits.

London, Nov. 19.—Sampson Jacques, 
reporter for the Pall Mall Gazette, sentenc­
ed to one month's imprisonment in con­
nection with the Armstrong abduction 
case on the lltb, has been released.

Charlottetown, Nov. 23.—The aspect 
of the small-pox epidemic is not so gloomy 
os on Saturday. Only four deaths have 
occurred since then—George Ferguson, 
Mrs. Nooman, Mrs. O'Harra and a child 
ot Neil McCallum. Fifteen new cases are 
reported, one beeng J. W. Mitchell, fore* 
man of the Examiner office. The govern­
ment have made vaccination free to all. 
J. Newton has closed hie furniture estab­
lishment, and W. A. Weeks A Co., will 
close their new store on Wednesday, keep* 
Ing the old one still open.

poi ated Revising Barrister for that die- 
trie t, said to a reporter :

1 I shall commence immediately. How 
do ! proceed Î Well,It is necessary that I 
eh aid obtain a certified copy of the as- 
se. ment roll of 1885. I accept that as 
ee, ment as prima facie evidence that 
ev< ything stated therein is true. The 
re* ted roll of voters for 1885 is taken as 
pri a facie evidence of the qualifications 
oft a voters whose names appear on that 
list Everything outside of that most be 
don by enquiries by the revising officers, 
or b. special applications of persons. A 
prel minary list is made up, composed ot 
tbe names of the old list ; and the 
of those who have applied to be placed on 
the new list. It is to be published by tbe 
first of March, I think, and a meeting is to 
be called within three or four weeks after 
to revise this list ami to hear any objec­
tions to any name* that may be banded 
In. Having completed the preliminary re­
vision, the revising officer shall before the 
first of May next divide the city and county 
in polling districts, each district to con­
tain not more than two hundred names. 
Immediately alter this sub-division has 
been made tbe revising barrister will pre­
pare from the first list of voters, as pre­
liminarily revised by him, a separate list 
of voters for each polling dlutrict. After 
the completion of tbe preliminary revision 
and the preparation of lists for polling dis­
tricts, these lists shall be published. Tbe 
final revision will take place about five 
afterward, when tbe revising officer bolds 
a court in each parish or district,as he may 
choose, and finally disposes of ail applica­
tions and objections This court will be 
held in June, I think, and the final list 
will be published immediately afterwards. 
It is not necessary that 1 should hold a 
court in every polling district. For in­
stance. in the city I can bold one court, 
and consider all applications from the poll­
ing districts within tbe city limits.

Heretofore they voted at the Court House.

There 
may be a little friction in the working of 
the law the first year, but I think after 
the machinery gets in operation there will 
be no trouble.

Where Camphor Comes From.—While 
only 225 miles long end eighty-five wide, 
the Island of Formosa, just conquered by 
the French, is very valuable for its rich- 
ness in animal and vegetable life. One of 
its products is camphor, of which it is the 
world’s chief source of supply, although 
tbe tree (laurue camphora) al*o grows in 
Borneo. Sumatra, Japan and China. The 
camphor is distilled from finely cut wood 
in gently heated crucibles the vapors 
being condensed upon a network of rice 
stems —Science.

Murderer of Fourteen Men.— Louisville, 
Ky., Nov. 16, 1865.—Alt Little, called the 
Breathi^ county desperado, was to-day sen­
tenced in the United States court for 16 
years on tbe charge of forging pension 
papers and postoffice orders. Little is now 
45 years old, and is credited with the mur­
der of 14 men. Before he reached the age 
of manhood he killed one of his play­
mates. Later he murdered three brothers. 
Once when passing a sick man’s house, be 
entered the sick chamber, dragged tbe in* 
valid out of bed, and kicked him to death.

Yarmouth Ahead.—Referring to the race 
across the ocean recently described in tbe 
Herald, our Yarmouth namesake says : It 
Is claimed by some that tbe passage ot the 
Windsor barque Belt, from Antwerp to 
New York, in 17 days and 22 hours, is the 
fastest ever made. But such is not the 
case. On the 5th January, 1881, tbe Yar­
mouth ship Everest, 1680 tons, Capt. 
Churchill, sailed from Liverpool and arriv­
ed at Hampton Rouis, Virginia, on the 
20th—making the passage in 15 days. In­
deed, tbe captain stated •• tbe vessel was 
moored, sails foiled, and everything clear­
ed up, and we bad an hour or two to spare 
besides, within the 15 days." It will 
thus be admitted that the Everest has 
made the quickest western passage by a 
sailing vessel ever recorded.

—John W. Cupid, inspector of Customs 
of St. John, N. B., came to his death on 
the 22nd inst., m a painful manner. He 
had been ill and retired early oo the previa 
ous evening with a newspaper to read by a 
lamp at his bedside. An hour later his 
daughter, hearing a call, went to his room 
which was full of smoke and the bed was 
on fire. Mr. Cudlip was rescued from the 
bed unconscious, pulseless and frightfully 
burned. A physician was promptly call­
ed and the sufferer afterwards became 
conscious, remaining so until death at 
three o’clock a. m.

Tbe infection of small-pox, though 
capable of propagating the disease, under 
almost any circumstances if neglected, is 
very easily destroyed when properly at­
tacked. Let me strongly urge upon you 
the following precautions : Keep calm, 
have no fear, be cautious, get vaccinated, 
use disinfectants, especially carbolic acid, 
which is powerful though not pleasant. 
Camphor, toilet vinegar and burnt coffee 
are pleasant, but not so powerful. Let 
each family keep to itself as much as pos­
sible for a while, until we know the limits 
to which the infection bag been carried ; 
use fruit salt as an aperient, and put your 
trust In Providence.

White Chester Boar.de- scotch: t “w eeds,
An Important Decision.

Moncton, Nov. 16.—Intelligence of an v 
important decision of the supreme court of v 
Canada has just been received here. About 
a year ago Westmorland County voted on 
a petition for the repeal of the ocott Act. 
The act was sustained by 70 majority, and 
the repealers contested the election on the 
grounds of bribery and corruption of the 
Scott Act party, and also demanded a re­
count of the votes. Judge Botslord decid­
ed that no power was given in the act for 
scrutiny, and the repealers carried the case 
to the supreme court cf New Brunswick, 
securing a rule for a mandamus ordering a 
scrutiny. Tbe Westmorland prohibitory 
alliance then carried tbe case to the 
supreme court of Canada, and the decision 
just rendered disallows the order of the 
New Brunswick court and declares there 
can be no scrutiny on tbe grounds of 
bribery and corruption in a Scott Act 
election. In the present case the decision 
appears to be in favor of the Scott Act,but 
if*it is good the result will probably be a 
great increase in bribery and corruption, 
on the part of tbe opponents of the act.

—A circumstance, which is certainly 
worthy of note, took place at a gentle» 
man's club room of this city a few even» 
inge ago. *‘9&ur members of the club, 
whose names we could mention if neces­
sary, and whose reliability no one would 
question for a moment, sat down to play a 
social game ot whist. A thorough deal of 
the cards was made by one of the company. 
He dealt tbe cards and the cut for trumps 
was made and tbe cards given around to 
the four players. When this was done, 
one of tbe party laid down bis hand, ex­
pressing great surprise on finding he had 
thirteen cards of one kind —namely .spades; 
a second party laid down hie hand with 
the same surprise, he also having thirteen 
of a kind ; and the third and fourth men 
now placed their cards upon the table, re­
vealing the same kind of bands. One of 
the gentlemen belongs to St. Stephens and 
he held aH tbe trumps. All of these 
gentlemen are willing to make affidavit to 
the above facts. But one instance like 
the above has occurred within the recol­
lection of man, and that happened io the 
city of Philahelphia many years ago, and 
the papers at the times discussed the 
strange occurrence from one end of tbe 
continent to the other.—Calais Cor.

New York, Nov. 20.—A special from 

Winnipeg says : Despatches from Battle- 
ford concerning the Indians are of a most 
alarming nature. It has for some time 
lieen known that the southern Indians in 
the North-West territories did not profit 
by the lesson given their northern bretbern 
but bave been more aggressive than ever. 
It is now asserted that the southern and 
northern tribes of Indians are on tbe point 
ot forming an alliance to sweep tbe whole 
country from the far noitli to the bound, 
ary line—massacring the inhabitants and 
destroying their homes. This means 
much more than the late rebellion, and It 
will be impossible for tbe government to 
compare it to a simple riot. It means a 
revolt to the entire Indian population of 
the North-West unless vigorous and im­
mediate measures are taken. From infor­
mation obtained from runners v»ho have 
been among tbe various tribes, and from 
the observation of others, it is predicted 
that the trouble many come at any mo­
ment. The government was warned very 
much in the same manner of the Sakatch- 
ewan troubles, but neglected to take pre­
cautionary measures until too late.

«hovelled out to the abused swine amid
• sickening odors’ against which long 
suffering, peace-loving neighbors béai» 
late to inuke complaint. Again, its use 
promotes disease - as hog cholera and 
possibly triable» —and the average 
housekeeper is not able to detect by 
appearance the difference bet weep this 
meat and that fattened by decent me 
thods. Moreover, the swine maladies, 
spread from herd to herd, down stream 
or by other means of transit, cause the 
innocent to suffer, and militate, withal, 
against the reputation of American pork 
products abroad. Our contemporary 
finds in these suggestive facts warrant 
for legislative restrictions upon sale, 
if not upon production, at least the ob­
jectionable product should be labelled

* Swill Pork,’ so that buyers averse to 
taking risks may avoid it, and raisers of 
grain-fed pigs be relieved from the 
unfair competition.

The young flies begin to eat as soon as 
they are hatched, and soon eat up the 
decayed matter. It is said that the pro­
geny of two blue pottle 
up a dead horse more quickly than one 
lion could perform the task.

Flies have a wonderful scent, 
piece of decayed meat is placed in an 
open place were there are no flies, it 
will not be long before a troop of flies, 
will be crawling over it. An ingenious 
man once made a fly serve him.

A poisoned rat had crawled under

a little melted butter and beat in the 
oven. Serve with each half egg placed 
on a neat square of bread nicely fried 
in butter.

Potato Salad.—Two cups of mashed 
potatoes rubbed through a colander ; 
three quarters of a cup of firm white 
cabbage chopped fine, two tablespoon­
fuls of cucumber or gherkin pickle, 

• also chopped, yolks of two hard*boiled 
eggs, pounded to powder. Mix all well 
together.

£How to Keep Cider Swb r.— Pure 
sweet cider that is arrested ic the pro­
cess of fermentation before it becomes 
acetic acid or even alcohol,and with car* 
bonic acid gas worked out, is one of the 
most delightful beverages. The Farm, 
Field and Fireside recommends the 
following scienlifio method of treating 
cider to preserve its sweetness. When 
the saccharine matters by fermention 
are being converted into alcohol. If a 
bent tube be inserted air tight into the 
bung, with the other end into a pail 
of water, to allow the carbonic acid gas 
evolved to pass off without admitting 
any air into the barrel, a beverage will 
be obtained that is a fit nectar for the 
gods. A bandy way is to till your cask 
nearly up to the wooden faucet wheu 
the cask is rolled so the bung is down. 
Get a common rubber lube and slip it 
over the end of the plug hn the faucet, 
With the other end in the pail. Then 
turn the plug so that the cider can have 
communication with the pail. After 
the water ceases to bubble bottle and 
•tore away.
