Ottawa.—That if the government 

would give them work to do the peni­
tentiaries of Canada would pay for 
themselves was one of the assertions 
of Brigadier-General W. St. Pierre 
Hughes, Superintendent of Penitent­
iaries under the Department of Jus­
tice, in an address to th.- members of 
the Rotary Club recently

General Hughes said tnat ever since 
1886 an annual appeal had been made 
to the government to give the peni­
tentiaries work, but without avail. 
The speaker gave some examples oi 
the work of reformation being con­
ducted in the pententlarles of the 
Dominion and particularly among 
young mem.

He declared that the young men 
being incarcerated were of a more de­
fiant type; defiant of law and order 
and of Institutional regulations. But 
they were turning many of them out 
now well educated and qualified to 
take their places In the world.

General Hughes said that of a total 
of nearly 2.800 In the penitentiaries. 
1.613 men were less than thirty years 
of age.
