General Hughes Says 1618 of 2800
Men in Penftentlaries Are Less |
Than Thirty Yars 0ld,

Ottawa~—That if the government
would zive them work te ¢o the peni-
1‘;mi;n':o~ of Canada woull pay for
themselves was one of tha assertions
of Brigadier-General W. 3t. Pierre
Hughes, Superintendent of Penitent-
jaries under the Depariment of Jus-
tice, in an address to th: me.nkLers of
the Retary Club recently

General Hughes said tnat ever since
1896 an annual appeal had been made
to the government to give the peni-
tentiaries work, bhut without avail.
The speaker gave scmie exaninles of
the work of reforma‘ion being con-
ducted in the pententiariez 5f the
Dominion and particularly among
young men,

He declared that the young men
being incarcerated were of a more de-
flant type; deflant of law and order
and of institutional regulations. But
they were turning many of them out
now well educated and qualified to
take their places in the world.

General Hughes said that of a total
of nearly 2,800 in the penitentiaries,
1,613 men were less than thirty years
of age.

SALE OF FISHING PRIVILEGES AT
ST, JOHN

The sale of the fishing privileges in
8t. John harbor, last week netted $4,-
183.50, as compared with $3,388.45 last
year, an increase of more than $740.
The proceéds last year were nearly
$2,00 less than they were in 1921,
when there was a slump of some §13,-
000 from the 1920 receipts. The fol-
lowing are the returns for the last
ten years:—1923, $4,133.30; 1922, $3,-
988.45; 1921, $5,191.86; 1920, $18-
570.65; 1019, $11,044.10; 1918, $12,-
644.40; 1917, $8,314.50; 1916, $5,-
25.20: 1915, $1,802.80; 1914, $2,159.85.
